ResidentSpeaks

At Dallas
Dr. Frank Cole Spencer, son

of Mrs. Prank Spencer of near
Haskell, was guest spenkcr re-

cently at The Texas Surgical
Society's Fifty-Ye- ar Anniver-
sary meeting in Dallas.

Dr. Spencer spoke on "Open
Heart Surgery on Elderly Peo-

ple." Excerpts from Dr. Spen-
cer's talk follows:

"The artificial heart valve
has removed limits of age that
surgeons once were guided by
In caring for elderly heart pa-

tients.
"We have not found the age

limit beyond which these oper-
ations cannot be performed,"
Dr Spencer, professor of surg-
ery at the University of Ken-
tucky School of Medicine, said

This has been true, though,
only since the current heart
valves ibecame available about
two or three yearsago, he said.
Before then, the operations
were rarely performed past the
age of 50 to 55. Dr Spencer in-

dicated. Mortality rates ranged
from 20 to 40 per cent

It was In the late W50's that
operations on heart valves be-

came feasible, when plastic
valves (notably the versatile
Teflon) were devised. This en-

abled surgeons to reconstruct
the heart's own malfunctioning
valves.

(Valves consist of flaps of
tissue which patrol the circu-
latory system, and strategicop-

enings from the heart into the
blood vesselsto maintain a ono-w-av

traffic .situation.
(The flaps extend outward as

blood flows past, but they close
tightlv to prevent it flowing
backward, toward or into the
heart )

At that time, surgeons
thought the high mortality
rates were due to "the related
disease of the heart" and the
patient's condition, "rathe r
than not having a valve that
functioned properly," Dr. Spen-

cer recalled.
With the newer procedure of

completely replacing the dis-

eased portion of the heart with
the "ball in a cage" valve
mortality rates have dropped
to 10 to 15 per cent, he said.
Surgeons have now found Unit

the heart muscle, on which
great stresswas placed, recov-

ers to an astonishing degree."
It had been thought that the
damage was irreparable. Dr.
SjH-nce- r said.

If I were a young man and
wanted to "seek my fortune"
some placeelse other than Has-
kell, I would take the words of
Horace Greeley and head west,
out on the high plains area of
Texas, to one of America's fast-
est growing cities, Lubbock. .

the economic and cultural hub
of an area larger than most
states.

Kenneth May, Lubbock Ava-
lancheJournal staff writer, did
an excellent job on his story,
"Unbelievable Lubbock," in the
February issue of "The Texas
Parade" . and If you know
Lubbock, then you realize every
word he had to say is true.

"Unbelievable," is an alios.
It's real name is "Lubbock,"
May said.

Lubbock, home of the Red
Raiders, the Southwest Confer-
ence's most
young member, rises unexpect-
edly from the flat plain, a city
so filled with surprises that
first-tim- e visitors marvel re-
peatedly, "it really is unbe-
lievable."

Lubbock Is one of the fastest
growing cities In the nation and
within the last year alone has
brought it two of the giants of
American industry.

Lubbock Is a city which de-
stroys myths, as though yester-
day suddenly has become to-
morrow. This Is no town of
cowboys and cattle : It is a city
of industry and technology, of
oil and agriculture, of ware-
housing, medicine and estab-
lished culture.

A city of 155.000 population
. . and this scribe can remem-
ber when it was about the size
of Haskell Lubbock today is
the financial servicing distrib-
ution and transportationhub
for an area larger than most
states.It is the home of Texas
Tech which actually is a uni-
versity housing six colleges, in-
cluding a graduateschool, and
13,800 students, on the largest
university campus in the world.

Its trade territory holds one-four- th

of the nation's oil re-
serves. Within a
drive of its boundaries is grown
15 per cent of America's cot-
ton.

Lubbock's industrial and
warehousing districts houses
factories turning out everything
from potato chips to some of
the world's largest earth-movi- ng

equipment. The city boasts
more than 300 manufacturing
plants, including 18 which dist-
ribute their products interna-
tionally.

Lubbock, not the Old South,
is the cottonoll capital of the
world. It is the seat of cotton
marketing operations with
worldwide outlets.

As a financial center. Lub-
bock's banks boast the largest
resourcesbetween Dallas-Fo- rt

Worth, 298 miles to the east,
and El Paso, 298 ml'es to the
west-southw- and between
Austin, 310 miles to the south-
east, and Denver, too miles to
the northwest. This, In fact, Is
the dominant city In a region
so new and dynamic. It amazes
itself.

What ure the factors which
have caused Lubbock to quad-
ruple In size within 20 years?
Part of the secret lies in the
phenomennl richness of the re-
gion's natural resources, in its
climate. In ltn strategic loca-
tion between the cast and west
coasts, and in the very new-
ness of its development. This,
however, does not explain why
Lubbock, .with a later start
than many of its neighbors
has emergedInto a position of
donurance--

Perhars the real reasons can
be found In the zeal and leader-
ship of Lubbock's residents, in
the eagernesswith which they
have inv'ted competition and
worked together for civic bet-
terment

Haskell citizens could set up
and take note,, "working to-

gether for civic betterment"
Forty - eight airline flights

buzz in and out of Lubbock's
airport daily, .It Is a city on
the move . . it has become a
medical center . a recreational
center.,in fact Mackenzie State
Park annually attracts more
visitors than any other state
park In Texas.

Yes, definitely, Lubbock is a

VAST "RESOURCES"POTENTIAL

IN EDUCATION CAN BE WASTED
(Editor's Note: The problems

of hlghor education aro vital
and immediate.A project which
now is being placed squarely
before the people of Haskell,
Throckmorton, Stonewall, and
Knox counties als"o is vital and
immodlato. Harley Pershing,
prizo-winnl- ng reporter of tho
FORT WORTH STAR. TELE-
GRAM, recently wroto a series
of articles, 13 in all, on Junior
colleges. The scries Is entitled
"No Room for Mediocrity." We
requested and received from
THE STAR-TELEGRA- M, with
Its blessing, tho series J

A vast storehouse of natural
resources Is lying Idle In Texas,
rapidly deteriorating and in
dangerof wasting away.

Unless some positive action
Is taken soon, the loss from this
eroding action will take such a
deep cut Into Texas' economy
that recovery wM be question-
able.

The resource is the thousands
of Texas youngsters graduating
from high school eachyear with
no opportunity, Inclination or
motivation to attend college for
training In the professions, the
arts, sciences or just plain edu-
cation for a Job.

Sounding the warning on this
waste of resource is Dr. C. C.
Colvert, professor and consult-
ant on junior college training at
the University of Texas'College
of Education.

Dr. Colvert, a near zealot in
the field of junior colleges and
their place in the state'ssystem
of higher education, firmly be-

lieves that Texas has need for
many more junior colleges than
she now supports.

He equally Is concernedabout
Improving the progrnms of in-

struction and the curricula of
existing junior colleges to make
certain the institutions are ful-
filling their need in the com-
munities they serve.

Dr Colvert does not aim his
remarks In criticism of the Jun-
ior colleges but uses them as a

name to remember in the fu-

ture !

This scribe has heard talk,

readarticles about thefact that
the water level on the plains is
gradually lowering each year,
and one day may be a vast des-
ert. I do not "swallow" all of
this., even if the water level
is dropping. South Plains resi-
dents think big. act big and get
things done ... for as I write
these lines a plan that would
bring water from Alaska nnd
northwestern Canada to irri-
gate South Plains farms has
been seriously projxxsed.

The gigantic feat which
would take 30 years and $100
billion to complete, also would
provide vast rivers of water to
32 other states, seven Canadian
provinces and three Mexican
states . and would dump
enough water into the great
Jakes to alleviate their con-
stantly falling levels. The pro-
posed project would create a
navigable seaway across the
continent from Lake Superior
into the heart of Canadian A-
lberta create a lake stretch-
ing for 500 miles down the
Rocky Mountain Trench and
would transform million of ac-
res of U. S. desert and into a
rich farming country- -

For Texas alone, the proposal
would provide enough wuter to
Irrigate I.6O0.000 acres of land

. . almost as much now as is
under irrigation from under-
ground supplies, on the South
Plains.

The project has .been claimed
economically feasible, anginuors
say.

means of emphasizing his point
that college programsneed en-

richment, overhaul and rejuv-
enation to meet the needs of
this 20th Century complex.

And It Is n complex so startl-
ing nnd revolutionary that even
thoughts of It far outshadow
any of the explorations made In
this decade.

His primary concern Is the
high school age studentof Tex-
as who can't or won't go to n
senior college to prepare him-

self for his place in this rapidly
changing world.

With .but few exceptions the
high school programsof Texas
are geared to prepare the stu-

dent for entry Into college.

This concept of education
whether It Is right or wrong
is not defended or criticized, by
Dr. Colvert or other educators

is neglecting tho thousands of
students who must leave the
high school graduation cere-
mony and. search for a job.

For many this is a heartache,
a disappointment. They learn
there are no jobs other than
those In the unskilled class.
Discontent brings on resentment
and the myriad problems that
stalk its path.

Dr. Colvert cites this statisti-
cal analysis to prove his point:

Out of 500 students reaching
the age of 18, the high school
graduateage, only 300 will get
their diplomas. Of this 300 only
120 will enter college. Seventy-fiv- e

of the 120 will return for
the second year of college
training with only 50 of that
group completing the sopho--

moic courses.

This adds up to only 50 out of
500 completing two years of
college with 450 enteringthe la-

bor market, many of whom
have no trninlng at all. And for
ISO who did not complete high
school the future Is exceedingly
bleak and disheartening.

What can be done for these
150 students multiplied hun-
dreds of times throughout Tex-
as is the problem that faces
Texas today and grows with
each year as the number of
high school graduatesand those
reaching that age Increases
manifold

The answer, according to Dr.
Colvert nnd other top experts,
lies in the junior college nnd
especially in the fields of tech-
nical and vocational training
program.

A becfed-u-p educational pro-
gram in all phases of technol-
ogy, ranging from complicated
electronic computor operators
to laboratory technicians, is
neededmost in the heavily pop-
ulated metropolitan areas.

These include the Ft. Worth-Dall- as

complex, Houston and
San Antonio.

The need for vast number.
of technicians In these areas Is
growing each day And it

new developments,
new techniques in production,
industry and manufacturingare
introduced.

To keep pace with this ever
changing world of technology.
Junior colleges mufst alter and
tailor their progrnms accord-
ingly, says Dr Colvert

The revolution now going on
Is so powerful nnd strangethat
many of the Job classifications
now offered were unheard of n
few years ago.

In fact, some of the words
