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Myra Brown Robinson
Myra Brown Robinson, of Dallas, 

Texas died on Jan. 16, 2022 at the 
age of 102.  Myra was born on Dec. 
20, 1919, to parents Flora Bozeman 
and John Brown in Fort Worth, 
Texas.  The family lived on the Tri-
angle Ranch in Mitchell County, 
Texas, and traveled the 220 miles to 
Fort Worth to be near a doctor for 
Myra’s birth.

Myra lived on the Triangle Ranch 
with her family and brother Reynolds from 1919 to 
1925 when the family moved to Colorado City so 
that the children could attend school. She gradu-
ated from Colorado City High School in 1937 and 
attended UCLA.  During her growing-up years, she 
endured the Depression and the Dust Bowl.

Myra married Glenn Robert Robinson of Miami, 
Oklahoma, on April 5, 1942.  Three weeks after their 
wedding, Bob was called to report for duty by the 
army where he served in the 95th Infantry Division 
in France and Germany and was discharged in Oct. 
1945 as a captain.  Immediately after his discharge, 
Myra and Bob moved to Oklahoma City where Bob 
worked for Stanolind Oil & Gas.

In 1947 Bob and Myra returned to Colorado City 
and with Bob’s father, Glenn Robinson, organized 
Robinson Drilling Company with three cable tool 
rigs.  Glenn served as the landman, Bob was the 
tool pusher, and Myra was the accountant, work-
ing on the kitchen table after the children were in 
bed.

When Bob Robinson died in 1972 as the result of 
an automobile accident, Myra retained the com-
pany and served as CEO for 40 years.  In 2012 she 
moved to Dallas.  

Myra was a member of the First Presbyterian 
Church of Colorado City where she served as or-
ganist for 20 years.  She was later a member of the 
First Presbyterian Church of Big Spring, Texas 
where she served as elder. 

While living in Big Spring, Myra served on the 
boards of Schreiner University, Kerrville, Texas; 
the Texas Presbyterian Foundation; and the Pres-
byterian Church USA Foundation.  She was award-
ed the Big Spring Woman of the Year in 1984.

She was honored twice for her work in the oil in-
dustry:   in 2003 she received the Top Hand Award 
from the Permian Basin Petroleum Association 
and in 2005 Myra was named to the Permian Basin 
Petroleum Hall of Fame by the Permian Basin Pe-
troleum Museum.

Myra was predeceased in death by her parents, 
her husband, two sisters and one brother.  She is 
survived by her sister, Lucy Brown Saye of Clar-
endon, TX, and children Mike Robinson (Monika) 
of Big Spring, Myra Crownover (Terral Smith) of 
Austin, Anne Compton of Dallas and dear friend 
and assistant, Gloria Rocha.  She was also blessed 
with eleven grandchildren and twenty-five great 
grandchildren.

I had the genuine pleasure to meet Tamra McAnally Bolton, a gifted and respected 
writer who lives near Jacksonville.  I have 3 of her books now and each one shows 
her amazing talent.  When I interviewed her I asked her to read from her book 
WHEN I WAS SMALL, a book for children.  She read these words:

“When I was a girl, a long time ago, the places I’d roam, I loved them so.  The dusty 
old barn with its stacks of hay, the wide-open meadows where the butterflies play, 
the clamor and cluck of the chickens at feeding time and the pop and snap of fresh 
clothes on the line.”  It’s a short book that she and her husband illustrated. 

Her latest book is THE ART OF STORY KEEPING that gives hints about saving 
family memories.  “If you don’t get those stories down they’re going to be gone, lost 
forever.”  The book that took her 20 years to write is titled A BLESSED LIFE: THE 
WORLD WAR TWO SEABEE’S STORY.  It’s about her father’s experiences on Iwo 
Jima.  The book details the many visits with her dad, taking notes and making re-

cordings and attending reunions of his fellow Seabees. where she talked with other veterans of Iwo Jima.  
That book won awards from the Military Writers Society, the Chanticleer International Book Awards 
and the Pulpwood Queens Book Club. 

Her writing career has taken her from the California desert to the snowy mountains of Wyoming.  Her 
articles and photographs have been published in several magazines including Parade.  Some of her pho-
tos have graced the covers of regional and national publications.

“You’re never too old to be a kid,” she says.   One thing she wrote about brought back some almost for-
gotten memories for me.  In her book WHEN I WAS SMALL she talks about wriggling her toes and mak-
ing frog houses in the freshly plowed dirt in springtime.  I hadn’t thought about frog houses in decades.  
I found out that not everybody in Texas knows what they are.   I used to make them while growing up in 
Waco and visiting my aunts and uncles around Canton.  I told Tamra I hadn’t made a frog house in a long 
time.  “That’s so much fun,” she replied.  “I cannot pass a freshly plowed piece of ground and not make 
a frog house.  People have forgotten how much fun it is to be a kid.  It’s easy to make a frog house.  Just 
get your bare foot and wriggle it in the dirt as deep and as far as you can, then pat the dirt all over the top 
of your foot.  You have to be careful pulling out your foot because you don’t want it to cave in.”  We both 
had a good laugh talking about frog houses.

Her stories cover everything from riding in a Baja Buggy to dogsledding and reporting on upscale re-
sorts.  “I’ve had all kinds of adventures and done things I never dreamed I would get to do.  I’ve done just 
about everything on my ‘do before I die’ list that I started when I was about 12.”  She has been writing 
since she was 5. “I’d write little poems and stories and wouldn’t show them to anybody because I was 
afraid they’d laugh at me.  By the time I was 40 that changed.”

MLB’s snail-paced lockout talks to resume with union offer

NEW YORK — Locked out baseball players plan to make a counteroffer to 
management on Monday, 11 days after clubs gave the union a proposal when 
the snail-paced negotiations resumed following a 42-day break.

The players' association asked Major League Baseball on Thursday to sched-
ule the negotiating session, which is to take place in-person.

There is dwindling time to reach an agreement in time for spring training to 
start as scheduled on Feb. 16.

The scheduled March 31 opening day is also increasingly threatened, given 
the need for players to report, go through COVID-19 protocols and have at least 
three weeks of workouts that include a minimal number of exhibition games.

Players don't receive paychecks until the regular season, and owners get 
only a small percentage of their revenue during the offseason. Those factors 
create negotiations that are a game of chicken until mid-to-late February, 
when significant economic losses become more imminent.

When owners made their new proposal during a video meeting on Jan. 13, 
players reacted coolly and said they would contact MLB when they were ready 
to respond.

Baseball's ninth work stoppage, its first since 1995, started Dec. 2 following 

the expiration of a five-year labor contract.
Unhappy with a 4% drop in payrolls to 2015 levels, players have asked for 

significant change that includes more liberalized free agency and salary arbi-
tration eligibility.

Management says it will not consider changes to free agency, salary arbitra-
tion or revenue sharing but made the latest offer in an attempt to propel talks.

Six seasons of major league service have been required for free agency since 
1976. Salary arbitration eligibility since 2013 has been three seasons plus the 
top 22% by service time of players with at least two years but less than three 
years.

MLB proposed to replace the "super two" arbitration group with additional 
spending for the entire two-plus class based on performance. Players have pro-
posed have expanding eligibility to all players with at least two seasons.

Players also want to reduce revenue sharing, which would take money away 
from smaller-market teams and allow large-market clubs to retain a higher 
percentage of cash — presumably to be spent on salaries.

The luxury tax threshold was $210 million in 2021, and MLB proposed rais-
ing the threshold to $214 million. Players have asked to raise the threshold to 
$245 million and to eliminate non-tax penalties.

Teams also want to expand from 10 postseason teams to 14, and players have 
offered 12.

Brady, SB champs aim to avenge regular-season losses to Rams
L.A. RAMS (13-5) at TAMPA BAY (14-4)

The receiv-
ing Triple Crown winner still made his 17th touch-
down reception of the year, and he freed up the 
rest of the Rams' offense as an obvious target of the 
Cardinals' defense. Los Angeles is almost certain 
to need a bigger offensive game this week to keep 
up with Brady and the Bucs, and Kupp is overdue 
for a breakout postseason performance after being 
injured for two of the Rams' previous three play-
off runs of his career, including the 2018-19 Super 
Bowl surge.

BUCCANEERS PLAYER TO WATCH: With 
leading receiver Chris Godwin lost to a season-end-
ing knee injury and Antonio Brown no longer with 
the defending Super Bowl champs after refusing to 
re-enter a game, WR Mike Evans continues to show 
why the Bucs were such an attractive destination 
for Brady in free agency in 2020. Evans is the only 
player in NFL history to begin a career with eight 
consecutive 1,000-yard receiving seasons. He had 
nine catches for 117 yards and a TD in last week's 

wild-card victory over Philadelphia. He set a fran-
chise record with 14 TD receptions this season, 
second in the league behind Kupp. Evans had eight 
catches for 108 yards in Tampa Bay's 10-point loss 
to the Rams during the regular season.

KEY MATCHUP: Brady and a nicked-up offen-
sive line vs. the Rams' pass rush featuring DT Aar-
on Donald and LB Von Miller. No QB consistently 
does a better job of getting rid of the football than 
Brady. Teams that have given the Bucs the most 
trouble over the past two seasons, including the 
Rams, have been able to make the seven-time Su-
per Bowl champion uncomfortable in the pocket. 
He threw for 432 yards but just one TD in the most 
recent meeting. The Rams sacked him three times.

KEY INJURIES: LT Andrew Whitworth (knee) 
was injured on the first play of the Rams' playoff 
win over the Cardinals. His status is uncertain for 
Sunday. ... Bucs All-Pro RT Tristan Wirfs (ankle) 
and Pro Bowl C Ryan Jensen (ankle) were hurt dur-
ing last week's win over the Eagles. Wirfs' status 
may linger until game time. Backup RT Josh Wells 
(quadriceps) is on the injury report, too, after being 
hurt against Philadelphia.

SERIES NOTES: The Rams lead the all-time 
series 18-9, including both meetings since Brady 
joined the Bucs last season. It's the third time the 
franchises have met in the playoffs, with the pre-
vious two matchups coming in low-scoring NFC 
championship games during the 1979 and 1999 sea-
sons. The Rams won both — prevailing 9-0 on Jan. 
6, 1980 in Tampa, and 11-6 with Kurt Warner throw-
ing the winning TD pass to Ricky Proehl with less 
than five minutes remaining on Jan. 23, 2000 in St. 
Louis. The Rams took the last two regular-season 
meetings, 27-24 on the road in 2020, 34-24 at home 
this season.

STATS AND STUFF: Sean McVay needs one vic-
tory to become the winningest postseason coach in 
the Rams' modest playoff history. He is currently 
tied with John Robinson with four postseason 
wins. ... QB Matthew Stafford got the first playoff 

victory of his 13-year NFL career last week despite 
throwing a career-low 17 passes. He set the Rams' 
single-season records for yards passing (4,886) and 
completions (404) in the 17-game campaign. ... RBs 
Sony Michel and Cam Akers teamed up for 113 
yards rushing last week. Akers returned from a 
torn Achilles tendon in Week 18, putting Los Ange-
les' rushing attack in top form. ... Akers is averag-
ing 122.3 yards from scrimmage in his three career 
playoff games. ... WR Odell Beckham Jr. has six TD 
receptions in his last eight games. He made his first 
career playoff TD catch and got his first postseason 
win last week against Arizona. ... Aaron Donald 
and Leonard Floyd each sacked Brady in the Rams' 
win in September. Seven-time All-Pro Donald has 
three sacks in seven career playoff games. ... Three-
time All-Pro CB Jalen Ramsey hasn't had a postsea-
son interception in the five ensuing games since 
his playoff debut with Jacksonville in January 
2018. ... If 40-year-old LT Whitworth can't play or is 
limited by his ankle and knee injury, fourth-year 
backup Joseph Noteboom is likely to make his first 
career playoff start. ... Brady's long list of career 
accomplishments includes postseason records for 
yards passing (12,720), TD passes (85), wins (35) and 
games played (46). He led the NFL with a career-
best 5,316 yards passing this season. He also paced 
the league in completions (485), attempts (719) and 
TD passes (43). ... The Bucs have won a franchise-
best five straight playoff games. They've scored at 
least 30 points in each of the victories. ... TE Rob 
Gronkowski scored his 15th postseason TD last 
week against the Eagles. Hall of Famer Jerry Rice 
(22) is the only other player with more career play-
off TD receptions. ... While the Bucs became the 
first team to win a Super Bowl played in its home 
stadium last February, they had to win won three 
road playoff games to get there. Technically, last 
week's wild-card win over the Eagles was the club's 
first "home" playoff win since the 2002 season. ... 
The Bucs are 8-1 at Raymond James Stadium this 
season.

for 404 yards and five TDs against the 
Steelers. He became the first player 
in NFL history with at least 400 yards 
passing, five TDs and fewer than 10 
incompletions in a postseason game. 
Mahomes was 33 of 54 for 272 yards 
with two touchdowns and two inter-
ceptions in a loss to Buffalo in Octo-
ber.

Addison was limited in practice with 
a shoulder injury. ... Chiefs RB Clyde 
Edwards-Helaire (shoulder) could 
play after missing last week's game 
against Pittsburgh.

SERIES NOTES: The Bills and 
Chiefs have split four previous play-
off meetings with Kansas City win-
ning last year's AFC title game 38-24. 
Buffalo beat the Chiefs 38-20 when the 
teams met in October. The franchises 
date back to the AFL, in which the 
Chiefs won the only playoff meeting.

STATS AND STUFF: The Chiefs 
have won five straight playoff games 
at Arrowhead Stadium. It is the lon-
gest current streak in the NFL. ... 
Kansas City is trying to reach the 
AFC title game for the fourth straight 
year, joining the Raiders (1973-77), 
Bills (1990-93) and Patriots (2016-18) as 

the only teams with at least that many 
in a row. ... The Bills are making their 
third consecutive playoff appearance 
and fourth in five years under Sean 
McDermott. ... Buffalo has won a 
playoff game in consecutive years for 
the first time since its four-year Su-
per Bowl run (all losses) from 1990-93. 
... Buffalo has lost eight straight play-
off games away from home, including 
Super Bowl losses at the Rose Bowl 
and Georgia Dome. Buffalo's last win 
away from home came at Miami 29-
10 in the AFC championship game 
on Jan. 17, 1993. ... Buffalo scored on 
each of its first seven drives against 
New England last week, becoming 
the NFL's first playoff team to finish 
a game with no punts, field goals or 
turnovers. ... QB Josh Allen's five 
TDs passing against New England set 
a Bills playoff record. By completing 
21 of 25 attempts for 308 yards, Allen 
finished with a 157.6 passer rating, 
the second best in an NFL playoff 
game behind Peyton Manning's 158.3 
in the Colts' 41-10 win over Denver 
in a wild-card game in 2004. ... Allen 
has 303 yards rushing in five playoff 
games to rank third behind Kenneth 
Davis (549) and Hall of Famer Thur-
man Thomas (1,442) in franchise his-
tory. ... The Bills are 9-0 this season 
when scoring a TD on their opening 
drive and 12-2 when topping 100 yards 
rushing. ... The Bills finished the sea-
son allowing an NFL-low 12 TDs pass-

ing. ... Chiefs coach Andy Reid could 
tie Don Shula for third-most postsea-
son wins with his 19th. ... Mahomes 
was fourth in the NFL with 4,839 
yards passing this season. He also 
had 37 TD passes. ... Mahomes needs 
50 yards passing to surpass Russell 
Wilson (2,777) for most postseason 
yards in a player's first five seasons. 
... Kelce has caught at least one pass 
in 126 consecutive games. He had 
1,125 yards receiving this season for 
his sixth straight 1,000-yard season. 
... Kelce had 118 yards and two TD re-
ceptions in last year's AFC title game 
against Buffalo. He needs six catches 
to pass Reggie Wayne (93) for fourth 
most in the postseason. He needs two 
TD catches to tie John Stallworth (12) 
for third in the postseason. ... WR 
Tyreek Hill set the Chiefs' record with 
111 catches this season. He had 1,239 
yards receiving. Hill had 172 yards re-
ceiving against the Bills in last year's 
AFC championship game. ... Chiefs 
DE Frank Clark needs one sack to tie 
Reggie White (12) for fourth most in 
the postseason since sacks became 
an official stat in 1982. ... Chiefs RB 
Jerick McKinnon had 142 yards from 
scrimmage against Pittsburgh. He be-
came the fifth player in the past nine 
postseasons with at least 60 yards 
rushing and 60 yards receiving in a 
single game. ... The Chiefs held the 
Steelers to 44 yards of offense in the 
first half of last week's 42-21 win. 

Number of early NFL draft entrants hits nine-year low at 73

The NFL announced Friday that 73 underclassmen have been granted special eli-
gibility for the draft, the fewest in the last nine years.

All-American linebacker Nakobe Dean was one of four players from national 
champion Georgia on the list, along with receiver George Pickens, safety Lewis 
Cine and defensive lineman Travon Walker. 

Mississippi's Matt Corral is one of only two quarterbacks on the list, and a con-
tender to be one of the first quarterbacks selected in the draft scheduled for April 
28-30 in Las Vegas.

Alabama, which lost to Georgia in the College Football Playoff title game, also had 
four underclassmen granted special eligibility for the draft, including All-America 
receiver Jameson Williams, who tore a ligament in his 
left knee in the championship game.

Fellow Crimson Tide receiver John Metchie, who in-
jured his knee in the Southeastern Conference champi-
onship game, has also declared for the draft, along with 
Alabama tackle Evan Neal and linebacker Christian 

Harris.
Neal is expected to be one of the first offensive lineman drafted and a potential 

top-10 selection.
The number of players granted special eligibility was down from 98 in 2021 and 99 

in 2020. A record 106 juniors entered the draft without completing degrees in 2018.
Before this year, the only time since 2014 the number of underclassmen entering 

the NFL draft with special 
eligibility fell below 95 was 
2015 when the number 
was 74.

The first one-day school IPM coordinator train-
ing is Jan. 27 at the Texas A&M AgriLife Research 
and Extension Center in Lubbock. This course is 
for new and veteran school IPM coordinators who 
need the six-hour class to qualify as their institu-
tion’s responsible IPM coordinator.

The cost in $135 per person with advance regis-
tration. The fee includes training materials and 
lunch. Register in advance at https://tx.ag/Lub-
bockIPMJan. Credit cards, checks and purchase 
orders are accepted.

The training is designed for IPM coordinators, 
grounds managers, pest management profession-
als and school administrators but is open to any-
one. All class participants will receive a notebook 
with necessary forms and paperwork regarding 
school IPM program implementation.

“This training helps new and established IPM co-
ordinators maintain their program but also ensure 
they are ready for a Texas Department of Agricul-
ture inspection,” said Janet Hurley, AgriLife Ex-
tension integrated pest management program spe-
cialist, Dallas. “As per law and rule, each school 
district has to have a trained IPM coordinator. At 
the same time, TDA is required to inspect schools 
to ensure they are complying with the rules. Our 
staff, including the other urban IPM specialists, 
are well-versed in what schools need to do to stay 
in compliance.”

Hurley will be instructing the one-day trainings 
and she and Don Renchie, Ph.D., AgriLife Exten-
sion pesticide safety program coordinator, Bryan-
College Station, will teach at the two-day trainings. 
Hurley said regional experts will also be invited to 
speak.

Continuing education units available
Continuing education units are offered for indi-

viduals who hold a TDA  structural pest control 
license. The one-day course offers five total units 
for these license holders — two general laws and 
regulations, one general IPM, one general safety 
and one pest.

Participants with a TDA pesticide applicator 
license can receive three continuing education 
units — one in laws and regulations, one integrat-
ed pest management and one general for the one-
day course. The type and quantity of CEUs for the 
two-day trainings are still pending.

One-day IPM coordinator training
In addition to the Lubbock event, another one-day 

training will be held March 10 for the East Texas 
area. Registration and additional information for 
this event can be found at the Region 8 School Edu-
cation Center website or by calling 903-572-8551.

“This class is also open to anyone wanting to 
learn more about integrated pest management and 
the laws and rules pertaining to pesticide licens-
ing, as well as those wanting a better understand-
ing of pesticide classes and what you can use in 
and around school property, plus information on 

cockroaches,” Hurley said.

The two-day classes run from 

8:30 a.m.-5 p.m. each day with 
an hour lunch break. The pre-
paid cost is $210 for both days, 
$135 for a single day.

Day One of the two-day trainings is required new 
coordinator training. The all-day course meets the 
requirements that TDA requires for all new IPM 
coordinators.

For IPM coordinators who have been in their po-
sitions for more than three years, the course offers 
six hours of CEU credit to maintain IPM coordina-
tor certification. For pest management profession-
als and ground personnel, this course offers a good 
foundation on IPM, the laws and rules associated 
with pesticide licensing, school IPM and pesticide 
safety.

“’Once is never enough’ is the most common 
statement made by veteran IPM coordinators,” 
Hurley said. “The first time they attend one of 
these classes, it’s hard for them to process all the 
steps needed to have an organized sustainable pro-
gram. I am told that it takes up to three times to 
fully understand their role as the IPM coordinator. 
It’s not just about eliminating pests; it has a lot to 
do with people management.” 

Day Two offers advanced coordinator training 
for both experienced and new school IPM coordi-
nators. This second day is ideal for those school 
IPM coordinators and pest management profes-
sionals wanting to un-
derstand specifics about 
insect pests and rule in-
terpretation.

For 2022, participants 
will learn more about 
pesticide safety as it per-
tains to labels and safety 
data sheets, as well as 
what is required when 
training unlicensed per-
sonnel, Hurley said.

“IPM inspections are 
the backbone of every 
pest management pro-
gram, and this class will 
have a hands-on section 
where participants will 
be taught how to inspect 
and where to inspect,” 
she said. “Ants and mos-
quitoes are some of that 
hardest insect pests to 
prevent around school 
campuses, and our plan. 
are to have the local en-
tomologist in each area 
to cover these pests.

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ATTENTION PROPERTY OWNERS
Property owners have certain rights that may reduce their property tax burden.

HOMEOWNERS
Persons who own their residence on January 1, 2022, may claim their home as a residential 
homestead. The filing of this document is only necessary if the homeowner has changed 
homesteads since January 1, 2021, the appraisal district has requested an updated application, 
or the owner has become eligible for additional exemptions since last year. A copy of a current 
driver’s license must accompany the application. Homeowners may also defer the portion of 
the tax on their residence homestead if the value of the home was raised more than 5% above 
the previous year. Although the tax collection is deferred, interest continues to run on the unpaid 
portion of tax at a rate of 8% per annum and the deferred tax remains a lien on the property. 
To apply for the deferral, the owner should contact the appraisal district which appraised the 
property in question and complete an application.

DISABLED PERSONS
Persons who are disabled under Social Security law are entitled to additional exemptions on 
their residential homestead. Disabled applicants must apply with the appraisal district and 
furnish a determination letter from Social Security. Disabled persons receive all benefits on 
their home that are available to over sixty-five persons (see below)

PERSONS WHO ARE OVER 65 YEARS OF AGE-EXEMPTIONS AND DEFERRAL
Persons who are over 65 years of age or disabled persons may file for additional exemptions 
and a ceiling on school taxes for their residential homestead if they became sixty-five during 
2021 or will be sixty-five during 2022. Over-sixty-five persons should apply for this exemption 
at the appraisal district office in their county. Over-sixty-five persons are also eligible to defer 
paying the tax on their residential homestead if they wish. The taxes continue to accrue during 
the deferral plus interest, but no attempt will be made to force payment during the deferral. 
Details and an application may be obtained from any appraisal district or the State Comptroller.

DISABLED VETERANS
Persons who have been declared disabled by the Veteran’s Administration are eligible for 
additional exemptions on property they own. The declaration letter from VA is mailed 
annually, but the appraisal district only needs a copy in the first year of eligibility or if the 
percentage of disability changes. In certain situations where the disabled vet is 100% disabled 
and unemployable, their homestead can be completely exempt. An annual reapplication for the 
100% exemption may be required by the Chief Appraiser.

FARM AND RANCH OWNERS
Farmers and ranchers may be entitled to receive an alternate method of appraisal 
determined by the farm income to the property. This method is available to farms 
and ranches commercially raising crops or livestock or which are used as a wildlife 
habitat under State guidelines. An application for agricultural use value and additional 
information is available from your appraisal district. Re-filing is only necessary if 
requested to do so by the Chief Appraiser.

EXEMPTION APPLICATIONS
Exemption applications for all property tax exemptions including total exemptions for 
charitable, religious, and other total exemptions may be obtained from an appraisal district 
nearest you or through the State Comptroller’s Office at 1/800-252-9121 or from their website 
https://comptroller.texas.gov/taxes/property-tax/forms/

BUSINESS PERSONAL PROPERTY OWNERS
State law now requires the filing of a rendition declaring what types of business personal 
property that a person or company owns. Failure to file the rendition will result in a 10% 
penalty. If a fraudulent rendition is filed, a 50% penalty is mandated. A rendition can be obtained 
from the appraisal district office where the property is located or from the comptroller website 
or from their website  https://comptroller.texas.gov/taxes/property-tax/forms/ Deadline to file 
-April 15. A 30-day filing extension is available by written request.

AVAILABILITY OF ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS
Taxpayers may receive certain notices required by law from the local appraisal district in 
electronic format. Written agreements with the county appraisal district must be entered first, 
ensuring what electronic means of delivery are acceptable. If you are interested in receiving 
communications in electronic format, you should contact your local appraisal district to 
receive a form requesting electronic communications and how that communication should be 
transmitted.

PROTESTING PROPERTY VALUE
Taxpayers whose property value increases by at least $1000 will be mailed a reappraisal notice 
stating the proposed value. The taxpayer may file a protest of the value change by completing 
the protest form that will be included in the notice. An informal hearing will be available to 
taxpayers, and if not satisfied, the taxpayer may have a formal hearing before the Howard 
County Appraisal Review Board. Depending on the pandemic situation, the hearings may be 
via phone or electronic medium.

It may come as a surprise to city dwellers excited 
by their home values that countless farmers like 
Frank are actually experiencing a real estate boom 
that makes residential prices pale in comparison. 
While median existing-home prices rose by 15.8% 
in the U.S. last year, farmland values went up about 
double that rate in places like Iowa. 

"I'm definitely surprised by the magnitude," said 
Wendong Zhang, an economist at Iowa State Uni-
versity who oversees an annual farmland value 
survey.

The rising values, especially in the Midwest, are 
due to high prices being paid for the key commod-
ity crops of corn and soybeans, plentiful harvests 
in recent years coupled with low interest rates and 
optimism the good times will continue.

But they're a mixed blessing. They're enriching 
farmers who already have a lot of land, but mak-
ing it much harder for small operators or younger 
farmers starting out to get land unless they happen 
to inherit it.

Most purchases are by operations that see the val-
ue of larger scale, seizing the chance to buy nearby 
land.

"If you miss this opportunity, you may not get an-
other chance," Zhang said, describing the current 
mood.

As for consumers, higher land costs typically 
don't affect grocery prices.

Historically, farmland values rise and fall, but 
in the past couple decades they have mostly risen, 
and in the past year they have risen a lot — 33% in 
Frank's part of the state and 29% throughout Iowa, 
one of the nation's top agricultural states. Agricul-
tural prices also have soared elsewhere in the Mid-
west and have climbed in most other parts of the 
country, too.

Federal Reserve Banks in Chicago and Kansas 
City reported double-digit increases in Illinois, 
Wisconsin, Indiana, Missouri and Nebraska.

In Iowa, average farmland has risen from $7,559 
an acre in 2020 to $9,751 an acre in 2021.

Nationally, farmland was up an average of 7% 
but that doesn't include the last half of 2021, when 
prices really took off in many areas.

Farmland prices have even climbed in Califor-
nia despite concerns about persistent drought. In 
2021, the average prices of $10,900 an acre was up 
9% from 2020.

The land purchases augment an existing national 
trend of more agricultural production coming from 
ever-larger farms.

Dan Sumner, an agricultural economist at the 
University of California-Davis, credits some of the 
rising value in switching to higher-value crops, 
such as replacing alfalfa with nut trees.

Overall, though, Sumner said farmers are feeling 
good about their future.

"It reflects confidence in the economics of agricul-
ture," he said.

The upswing follows tumultuous years of trade 
wars, market breakdowns due to the coronavirus 

pandemic and drought in much of the West.
For individual farmers, the biggest benefit of ris-

ing values is that they can borrow money at better 
rates for annual needs like seed and fertilizer and 
longer-term investments like tractors and even 
more land.

The high prices have prompted plenty of people 
to buy and sell land, leading to a record of $765 mil-
lion in agricultural land sales last year overseen 
by Farmers National Company, one of the nation's 
largest landowner services companies.

Randy Dickhut, a Farmers National real estate 
broker in Omaha, Nebraska, said a more typical 
year would see about $500 million in sales.

"It's been very busy," Dickhut said. "It's certainly 
easy to sell."

But Holly Rippon-Butler, who runs a dairy with 
her parents in upstate New York, called the farm-
land prices increases "just nuts."

"The hard reality is, buying land is almost impos-
sible unless you have some preexisting source of 

generational family wealth," said Rippon-Butler, 
who works with the National Young Farmers Co-
alition, an organization the among other priorities 
advocates for policy changes and public funding 
that would enable more people to have access to 
land. 

Given high land prices, Rippon-Butler said be-
ginning farmers she encounters typically work as 
little as a quarter-acre of land and see 20 acres as a 
relatively large operation. Many farmers also rent 
land, and as values rise, so do rental rates.

Frank, the farmer in northwest Iowa, said that 
even though he's technically wealthier now, it hard 
for him to expand his holdings as he prepares to 
pass along the property to the next generation.

"I have a son who farms with me and of course 
he'd like to expand but buying farmland right now 
is a big undertaking," he said. "Even for a small 
farm you're talking about millions of dollars."

US and Russia try to lower temperature in Ukraine crisis

GENEVA — The United States and Russia sought to lower the temperature 
in a heated standoff over Ukraine, even as they reported no breakthroughs 
in high-level, high-stakes talks on Friday aimed at preventing a feared Rus-
sian invasion. 

Armed with seemingly intractable and diametrically opposed demands, 
U.S. Secretary of State Antony Blinken and Russian Foreign Minister Ser-
gey Lavrov met in Geneva for roughly 90 minutes at what the American said 
was a "critical moment."

But there was no apparent movement on either side, and Blinken said the 
U.S. and its allies remain resolute in rejecting Russia's most important de-
mands. 

Nonetheless, Blinken told Lavrov that the U.S. would present Russia with 
written responses to its proposals next week and suggested the two men 
would likely meet again shortly after that. 

With an estimated 100,000 Russian troops massed near Ukraine, many fear 
Moscow is preparing an invasion although Russia denies that. The U.S. and 
its allies are scrambling to present a united front  to prevent that or coordi-
nate a tough response if they can't.

"We didn't expect any major breakthroughs to happen today, but I believe 
we are now on a clearer path to understanding each other's positions," Blink-
en told reporters after the meeting.

Blinken said Lavrov repeated Russia's insistence that it has no plans to 
invade Ukraine but stressed that the U.S. and its allies were not convinced 
of that.

"We're looking at what is visible to all, and it is deeds and actions and not 
words that make all the difference," he said, adding that Russia should re-
move its troops from the Ukrainian border if it wanted to prove its point.

Lavrov, meanwhile, called the talks "constructive and useful" and said the 
U.S. agreed to provide written responses to Russian demands on Ukraine 
and NATO next week. That could at least delay any imminent aggression for 
a few days.

But Lavrov declined to characterize the U.S. pledge.
"I can't say whether we are on the right track or not," he told reporters. "We 

will understand that when we receive the U.S. written response to all of our 
proposals."

Moscow has demanded that the NATO alliance promise that Ukraine — a 
former Soviet republic — never be allowed to join. It also wants the allies to 
remove troops and military equipment from parts of eastern Europe. 

The U.S. and its NATO allies have flatly rejected those demands and say 
that Russian President Vladimir Putin knows they are nonstarters. They 
have said they're open to less dramatic moves.

Blinken said the U.S. would be open to a meeting between Putin and U.S. 
President Joe Biden, if it would be "useful and productive." The two leaders 
have met once in person, in Geneva, and have had several virtual conversa-
tions on Ukraine that have proven largely inconclusive.

Washington and its allies have repeatedly promised "severe" consequences  
such as biting economic sanctions — though not military action — against 
Russia if an invasion goes ahead.

Blinken repeated that warning Friday. He said the U.S. and its allies were 
committed to diplomacy, but also committed "if that proves impossible, and 

Russia decides to pursue aggression against Ukraine, to a united, swift and 
severe response."

But he said he also wanted to use the opportunity to share directly with 
Lavrov some "concrete ideas to address some of the concerns that you have 
raised, as well as the deep concerns that many of us have about Russia's ac-
tions." 

Ukraine is already beset by conflict. Russia's Putin seized control of 
Ukraine's Crimea Peninsula in 2014 and backed a separatist insurgency in 
eastern Ukraine, part of a simmering but largely stalemated conflict with 
Ukrainian forces that has taken more than 14,000 lives. Putin faced limited 
international consequences for those moves, but the West says a new inva-
sion would be different.

Ahead of his meeting with Lavrov, Blinken met Ukraine's president in Kyiv 
and top diplomats from Britain, France and Germany in Berlin this week. 

Adding to its repeated verbal warnings to Russia, the United States stepped 
up sanctions on Thursday. The U.S. Treasury Department slapped new mea-
sures on four Ukrainian officials. Blinken said the four were at the center of 
a Kremlin effort begun in 2020 to damage Ukraine's ability to "independently 
function." 

The Russian Foreign Ministry reaffirmed its demands Friday that NATO 
not expand into Ukraine, that no alliance weapons be deployed near Russian 
borders and that alliance forces pull back from Central and Eastern Europe.

The State Department, meanwhile, put out three statements – two on Rus-
sian "disinformation," including specifically on Ukraine, and another en-
titled "Taking Action to Expose and Disrupt Russia's Destabilization Cam-
paign in Ukraine." The documents accused Russia and Putin of trying to 
reconstitute the former Soviet Union through intimidation and force.

The Russian Foreign Ministry mocked those statements, saying they must 
have been prepared by an Orwellian "Ministry of Truth," and Lavrov causti-
cally dismissed them. 

"I do hope that not everyone in the State Department was working on those 
materials and there were some who were working on the essence of our pro-
posals and their substance," he said.

The Russian Foreign Ministry also rejected Western claims that Moscow 
was trying to rebuild the Soviet empire and carve out its zone of influence in 
eastern Europe, charging that it's the West that thinks in categories of zones 
of influence.

Blinken has taken pains to stress U.S. unity with its allies in opposition to 
a possible Russian invasion, something that took an apparent hit earlier this 
week when Biden drew widespread criticism for saying retaliation for Rus-
sian aggression in Ukraine would depend on the details and that a "minor 
incursion" could prompt discord among Western allies. 

On Thursday, Biden sought to clarify his comments by cautioning that any 
Russian troop movements across Ukraine's border would constitute an inva-
sion and that Moscow would "pay a heavy price" for such an action.

"I've been absolutely clear with President Putin," Biden said. "He has no 
misunderstanding: Any, any assembled Russian units move across the 
Ukrainian border, that is an invasion." 

Russia on Thursday accused the West of plotting "provocations" in Ukraine, 
citing the delivery of weapons to the country by British military transport 
planes in recent days.

EXPLAINER: Why fear of 5G halting 
flights has faded

By The Associated Press undefined
The rollout of new 5G wireless service in the U.S. 

failed to have the much-dreaded result of crippling 
air travel, although it began in rocky fashion, with 
international airlines canceling some flights to the 
U.S. and spotty problems showing up on domestic 
flights.

Airline industry officials say the decision by 
AT&T and Verizon — under pressure from the 
White House — to delay activating 5G towers near 
many airports has defused the situation. 

The delay is giving the Federal Aviation Admin-
istration more time to clear more planes to operate 
freely around 5G networks. On Thursday, the FAA 
said it had granted new approvals that will allow 
an estimated 78% of the U.S. airline fleet to make 
landings even under low-visibility conditions at 
airports where the new, faster wireless service has 
been turned on.

That still leaves about one-fifth of the fleet vulner-
able to being prevented from landing at some air-
ports during bad weather, but that chunk is certain 
to shrink. The CEOs of American and United say 
they don't expect any major disruptions to flights. 

Here is a rundown of what happened.
WHAT'S THE CONCERN ALL ABOUT? 
Cellphone companies have been rolling out next-

generation 5G service for a few years, and this 

latest slice of it, the so-called C-Band, helps make 
AT&T and Verizon more competitive with T-Mo-
bile. It promises faster and more stable wireless 
networks. But 5G is still mostly promise and less 
actual applications. For now, it lets you download 
a movie much faster. But the telecommunications 
industry is touting it as critical for autonomous 
vehicles, modern manufacturing, smart cities, 
telehealth and other fields that would rely on a uni-
verse of internet-connected devices.

The concern comes from the fact that this latest 
bit of 5G operates on part of the radio spectrum that 
is close to the range used by aircraft instruments 
called radio altimeters, which measure how high 
aircraft are above the ground. 

The issue was highlighted in a 2020 report by 
RTCA, an aviation research group, prompting pi-
lots and airlines to sound alarms about possible 
radio interference that could jeopardize safety. 
The telecom industry, led by trade group CTIA, 
disputes the 2020 report and says 5G poses no risk 
to aviation.

WHY DID AIRLINES CANCEL SOME FLIGHTS 
TO THE U.S. THIS WEEK?

International airlines canceled some flights that 
were scheduled to operate just as the new networks 
went live. They feared not being able to land at 
their destinations under 5G-related restrictions 

imposed by the FAA.
HOW MANY FLIGHTS?
Airlines canceled more than 350 flights on 

Wednesday, according to FlightAware. That 
sounds like a lot, but it's just 2% of all scheduled 
flights — and it's likely most of them got scrubbed 
for other reasons. For context, there were nearly 10 
times as many cancellations on Jan. 3, when air-
lines struggled with winter weather and large num-
bers of employees calling in sick with COVID-19.

IS THE PROBLEM SOLVED?
No, although the FAA says it is making progress 

by determining that more altimeters are adequate-
ly protected against interference from 5G C-Band 
signals. Planes with certain altimeters might nev-
er be approved, which means the operators would 
likely have to install new equipment to land at all 
airports.

IS THIS A PROBLEM ONLY IN THE U.S.?
For the most part, yes. The FAA says there are 

several reasons why the 5G C-Band rollout has 
been more of a challenge for airlines in the U.S. 
than in other countries: Cellular towers use a more 
powerful signal strength than those elsewhere; 
the 5G network operates on a frequency closer to 
the one many altimeters use, and cell tower anten-
nae point up at a higher angle. CTIA disputes the 
FAA's claims.

Old money clashes with new amid 
the changing economic order of late-
1800s New York in a period drama 
from “Downton Abbey” creator Julian 
Fellowes that is upcoming on HBO.

In “The Gilded Age,” premiering 
Monday, Jan. 24, it’s 1882 and there 
is a growing conflict between the 
old ways and the new. One side is 
represented by New York socialites 
Agnes van Rhijn and Ada Brook 
(Christine Baranski, “The Good 
Fight,” Cynthia Nixon, “And Just 
Like That ...”), old money sisters 
who take young niece Marian 
Brook (Louisa Jacobson, “Gone 
Hollywood”) into their Fifth Ave. 
brownstone following the death of 
her father.

To their dismay, their new 
neighbors are George and Bertha 
Russell (Morgan Spector, “The Plot 
Against America,” Carrie Coon, “The 
Nest”), whom they regard as new 
money riffraff despite that he has 
made a fortune in railroads and she is 
a social climber and a capable woman 
in her own right.

Caught between these worlds is 
Marian, who must decide whether her 
future lies with the established order 
or in going her own way.

The nine-episode first season was 
filmed in late 2020 and early 2021 
around New York City as well as in 
Newport, R.I., and Troy, N.Y. The 
turn-of-the-century architecture 
at these locations was a source of 
fascination for Spector, who embraced 
the chance to play someone from that 
era, albeit with some trepidation.

“You know, I’m married to a British 
actor,” Spector, the husband of 
Rebecca Hall (“Passing”), notes, “and 
when they start they do a lot of this 
type of drama, this sort of this era, 
the sort of high-style, high-language 
stuff. I’d done it in school but never 
really professionally so I was a little 
nervous about approaching it.

“But I think it’s sort of a testament 
to Julian’s abilities as a writer,” he 
continues, “that you sort of slip into 
it quite easily, actually. But yeah, 
I really loved George. I love his 
combination of ruthlessness and deep 
love for his family and sweetness with 
his children. It gives you a lot to sort 
of oscillate between.”

Coon, meanwhile, loved that 
Bertha was her own woman with 
her own mind and thinks that had 
she existed in a later time, could 
conceivably be a senator or an 
entrepreneur.

“What I related to particularly 
with Bertha was an egalitarian 
marriage where her husband was 
not intimidated by her ambitions,” 
she says. “That’s certainly something 
I share with my husband (actor/
playwright Tracy Letts, ”Divorce“) 
and so he’s my biggest champion. 
And I loved that Bertha and George 
have this passionate, equal, sexual 
relationship at the center of this story.

“I found that very relatable and 
very compelling – and very fresh and 
contemporary-feeling,” she continues. 
“You know, not some stodgy period 
piece. These are people with the flesh-
and-blood compulsions and I really 
appreciated that about them.”

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A murder at a high school reunion sets the stage 
for multiple suspects, perspectives and genres in a 
“Rashomon”-like whodunit comedy set to begin 
streaming on Apple TV+.

In “The Afterparty,” premiering Friday, Jan. 28, 
the murder of class nerd-turned-music star Xavier 
(Dave Franco) at a party following their 15-year 
reunion makes suspects of a group of friends, each 
with a possible motive.

Among them are Zoe (Zoe Chao, “Love Life”), 
the former fun girl stuck in a dull administrator 
position at the same school; Brett (Ike Barinholtz, 
“The Mindy Project”), class bully and Zoe’s 
estranged husband; Aniq (Sam Richardson, 
“Veep”), a nice guy who carries a torch for Zoe; 
Yasper (Ben Schwartz, “Space Force”), Aniq’s best 
friend; and popular girl Chelsea (Ilana Glazer, 
“Broad City”).

Interviewing them is Detective Danner (Tiffany 
Haddish, “Girls Trip”), who takes statements from 
the suspects. So each episode is an account of the 
evening from the perspective of a given character. 
And the episodes have different genres, ranging 
from musical and Hitchcockian thriller to cop 
drama and comedy.

It was quite the exercise in storytelling for series 
creators Chris Miller and Phil Lord (“Spider-Man: 
Into the Spider-Verse,” “The LEGO Movie”). But 
it was no walk in the park for the actors, either, as 
they had to juggle genres and keep track of where 
their character was at any point in each account.

Chao said with all the shifting around, “my 
brain would hurt by the time (we finished) every 
day but it felt like we were using everything we’ve 
got, which was fulfilling.”

“It really makes you have to revisit the tenets 
of acting,” she adds, “like the moment before, the 
moment after. Like where are you in the story at 
any given moment? And you just had to hone in 
on the art. I mean, you do that with any project 
but we’re revisiting the same story from multiple 
angles and hitting similar beats but in different 
ways and in different genres. So it made you have 
to be really present and specific and intentional, 
which is great.”

The series was shot during the pandemic, 
so after the actors filmed scenes repetitively, 
they then went back to their quarters and into 
isolation. So the shooting days took on a surreal 
quality as one blended into the next.

Everyone is a suspect at ‘The Afterparty’ 
in Apple TV+ whodunit comedy

“The Afterparty” premieres Friday on Apple TV+.

Fans of the Netflix marching band 
series “Marching Orders” will want 
to check out a new entry in that 
same vein that’s upcoming on The 
CW.

In “March,” an hourlong 
documentary series premiering 
Monday, Jan. 24, HBCU 
(Historically Black Colleges and 
Universities) marching band culture 
is seen through the experiences of 
the Prairie View A&M University 
(of Houston) marching band, whose 
members give blood, sweat and tears 
as they balance their musical passions 
with academic and other demands.

So in the eight episodes, viewers will become 
acquainted with the stories of some of this 
energetic and dedicated group, including Tre, a 
junior bass drummer and new father; Kaylan, 
the senior captain of the Black Foxes dance 
team and a force in her own right; Nehemiah, 
a senior mellophone player and aspiring leader 
who struggles with his diplomatic skills; and 
Martayvia, the senior leader of the piccolo section 
trying to earn her way back into the band after a 
falling out with some members.

Leading them is Dr. Timmey Zachery, the 
formidable director of bands who tries to mold 
his charges into a cohesive unit while providing 
life lessons and a paternal ear to chew on.

“A lot of these kids, not only (does) the band 
provide them the scholarship that’s getting them 
to that end game of a degree,” explains Shari 
Scorca, an executive producer of the series with 
Jamail Shelton, Cheryl Horner McDonough and 

Marcel Fuentes, “at the end of the day I think 
that Dr. Zachery and his staff were trying to 
make better citizens, better people, you know, 
after the program. And I think that the hardest 
thing for a lot of them is balancing their studies 
with the band hours, and some of them have jobs 
and family responsibilities.”

Indeed, the pressures can be immense for these 
students. The series follows their quest to become 
the highest-ranked HBCU band in the country 
as well as their performances at homecoming and 
games against rivals Texas A&M and Southern. 
Through it all, the students persevere and remain 
focused on their ultimate goal – a college degree 
and post-college career.

“I really want to put a focus on how hard 
these kids work and how great this generation 
of students is,” Scorca says. “I’m excited for the 
future after seeing these young people and how 
they’re all going to graduate with great degrees 
and go on to do great things because they have 
that special discipline that the band gives you.”

A: One of the most iconic teams in sports announcing 
first was brought together in 1981 by CBS, where 
they would call five Super Bowls together. In 1994, 
they moved to Fox, which made a winning bid for 
television rights to NFC games – and they called three 
more Super Bowls there. Though Summerall intended 
to retire from broadcasting in 2002, Fox brought him back and paired him with 
others, since Madden (who won Super Bowl XI himself in 1977, as the then-coach of 
the Oakland Raiders) had moved to ABC after his contract with Fox had ended.

Q: Will Piper Perabo be back in some form in Season 2 of “The Big 
Leap”? – Denise Gates, Stuart, Fla.

A: Though Fox hasn’t canceled the show as of this 
writing, a second season isn’t guaranteed, despite 
all the hints the show-within-the-show dropped 
about what it could do “next season.” Without 
spoiling anything for those who haven’t seen 
Season 1, it’s possible that Perabo could be present 
in the way she was toward the end of the first 
round ... though the creative forces also might elect 
to leave that alone.

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Anyone who has found their curiosity piqued by the 
reimagined dishes on truTV’s “Fast Foodies” can actually try a 
few – if they happen to be in the St. Paul, Minn., area, that is.

That’s the home of the Handsome Hog, the Southern 
cuisine eatery owned by Justin Sutherland, one of the chefs on 
the show. On the Thursday nights the series airs, he has watch 
parties featuring the dish he’s creating onscreen as that night’s 
special. It’s a clever bit of entrepreneurship that he reports has 
paid off.

“Last season every Thursday was standing room only ...,” he 
notes. “This season, we definitely are going to do a lot more 
now that we know the demand for it and are a little bit more 
prepared.

At least, that’s the rationale behind 
“Promised Land,” an ABC drama series that 
premieres Monday, Jan. 24. Stage veteran 
John Ortiz – seen previously in such shows 
as “Luck” and “Togetherness” – plays the 
patriarch of a vineyard-operating clan in 
California’s Sonoma Valley that’s challenged 
for wealth and power by a rival dynasty, the 
leader of which is portrayed by “Scandal” alum 
Bellamy Young. Christina Ochoa (“Animal 
Kingdom”) and Cecilia Suarez also are 
members of the show’s largely Latinx regular 
cast.

“It definitely brings to mind some of those 
great family-driven dramas with lots at stake,” 
Ortiz says, “like ‘Dynasty’ or ‘Succession,’ or 
even one of my favorite movies of all time, 
‘The Godfather.’ It’s the push and pull and ins 
and outs of family/business life.”

The artistic director and co-founder of the 
LAByrinth Theater Company, Ortiz describes 
his “Promised Land” alter ego, Joe Sandoval, 
as “a passionate, hard-working man who has 
given his life to nothing but the earth and the 
vineyard and his family. He has poured his 
heart and soul and sweat into the land, and he 
is incredibly driven by the opportunity that 
this country has provided for him. And he 
intends to be successful at it, at all costs.”

The costs are raised considerably by Young’s  
character, “who also happens to be Joe’s ex-
wife and the mother of three of his children,” 
as Ortiz explains. “He has a foundation that I 
think is pure, and if anything, the ‘cracks’ in 
him stem from his belief in right and wrong. 
And what some people might characterize as 
‘stubborn’ can become a fault.”

Certain movie-character names stand as immediate identifiers of what the person and film are all about, and 
Travis Bickle is one of them.

Any remotely familiar with motion pictures will recognize that as Robert De Niro’s role director Martin 
Scorsese’s searing 1976 drama “Taxi Driver,” which currently is streaming on Netflix. The Paul Schrader-
written story of a disenfranchised loner who finds acceptance through unusual means has retained its power, 
painting a haunting portrait of the New York era while telling the tale of one man’s very specific journey.

Bickle finds work as the late-shift cabbie of the title, and he has definite thoughts about the social decay 
he sees around him, underscored visually (and brilliantly, by cinematographer Michael Chapman) by the 
steam that rises from the street grates, create a sort of curtain over the city. His hopes for something better 
are personified by an attractive political-campaign worker (Cybill Shepherd) who is somewhat bemused, and 
ultimately turned off, by his efforts to court her.

Soon, though, Bickle finds another purpose in Iris (Jodie Foster), a young prostitute he envisions rescuing 
from that occupation. Turning himself into her avenging angel of sorts, he changes his physical appearance, 
fashioning his hair into a mohawk ... and moving toward turning his increasingly violent fantasies into reality. 
Bickle’s resistance to being questioned is crystallized by his iconic line, “You talkin’ to me?”

In a decade of upheaval that was filled with movies 
that questioned authority, “Taxi Driver” was one of the 
most disturbing examples, particularly coming from 
a major studio (Columbia Pictures). It undoubtedly 
went a long way toward establishing Scorsese’s career 
and it surely centered De Niro as a versatile performer, 
coming as it did on the heels of his Oscar win as the 
young Don Corleone in “The Godfather, Part II.”

Another strong suit of “Taxi Driver” is its 
unforgettable score by Bernard Herrmann, the 
frequent Alfred Hitchcock associate who died soon 
after competing this assignment. The music strongly 
evokes the atmosphere and the plot, and it’s a stunning 
piece of work on its own. Additional cast members 
who make their marks include Peter Boyle, Albert 
Brooks, Harvey Keitel and then-entertainment critic 
Leonard Harris.

Though there has been talk of a sequel from 
time to time, there still is no other movie like “Taxi 
Driver” the better part of 50 years later. And many 
will contend, rightfully, that it deserves to continue 
standing on its own.

‘POV’ documentary features a health-care 
advocate ‘Not Going Quietly’

If Ady Barkan doesn’t seem 
to have the circumstances to 
be a hero, an award-winning 
documentary reaffirms that 
determination and courage can 
be found anywhere, even in his 
situation.

Diagnosed with ALS in 
2016, attorney and activist 
Barkan has been crusading 
ever since – along with others 
who share his concern – to 
put a spotlight on inequities 
that exist in the American 
health-care system. That effort 
is highlighted in the film “Not 
Going Quietly,” which was 
honored with an Audience 
Award at the 2021 South by 
Southwest event, and is getting 
its broadcast television premiere 
on the PBS series “POV” 
Monday, Jan. 24 (check local 
listings).

Barkan’s campaign gained 
wider attention after his 
encounter with a senator on 
a cross-country flight in 2017, when Barkan 
pointed out that then-pending tax cuts would 
impact programs necessary to his health. The 
politician then voted for the cuts, inspiring 
Barkan to co-found the Be a a Hero initiative.

“Part of what this movie shows,” says Barkan’s 
wife, Rachael King (who appears in the film), 
is that if you have a tracheostomy, like Ady 
has to help him breathe, ALS is not necessarily 
a terminal illness. It is a longterm condition, 
so we need to support people living with that 
condition to be able to stay in their homes, to 
be with their families, like Ady is able to do. 
I think right now that’s what he’s really trying 

to draw attention to, is that having home care, 
being in his home allows him to have the 
quality of life by being around his family.“

“Not Going Quietly” director Nicholas 
Bruckman adds, “Ady says in the film, ‘We can’t 
convince the politicians, but we can highlight 
the stakes for the American people.’ You see that 
throughout the film, there is a direct line drawn 
between whether that organizing and activism 
had an impact on the 2018 election. And so, 
I think this idea that you don’t necessarily split 
the vote, but you create this people-powered 
movement that ultimately wins elections is the 
piece behind that tactic and the political feeder 
around it.”

Alan Wray Tudyk was born in El Paso, 
Texas, on  March 16, 1971. Though he 
started performing as a stand-up comic, an 
audience member threatened to kill him ... 
and he then began studying drama in col-
lege, appearing in summer stock during that 
time. Though he enrolled in the esteemed 
Juilliard School, he left that institution before 
graduating from it.

After making his Broadway debut in “Epic 
Proportions,” Tudyk began a long string 
of movie credits including “28 Days,” “A 
Knight’s Tale,” “Dodgeball: A True Underdog 
Story,” “I, Robot,” “Transformers: Dark of 
the Moon,” “3:10 to Yuma,” “Death at a 
Funeral,” “Knocked Up,” “Rogue One: A 
Star Wars Story” and “Tucker & Dale vs. 
Evil.” He also was a star of “Serenity,” spun 
off from the science-fiction series “Firefly,” of 
which Tudyk also was a star.

Tudyk has done voiceover work in such 
films as “Alvin and the Chipmunks: Chip-
wrecked,” “Wreck-It Ralph,” “Frozen,” “Big 

Hero 6” and “Zootopia.” He also has sup-
plied voices for the animated series “Harley 
Quinn” and “Star vs. the Forces of Evil.”

The many TV guest credits on Tudyk’s re-
sume encompass such series as “CSI: Crime 
Scene Investigation,” “Arrested Develop-
ment,” “Strangers With Candy,” “Suburga-
tory,” “The Rookie,” “Curb Your Enthusiasm” 
and “Dirk Gently’s Holistic Detective Agen-
cy.”

Currently, Tudyk stars in the Syfy series 
“Resident Alien,” which starts its second 
season Wednesday, Jan. 26 (being simulcast 
on USA Network only on that date). His 
extraterrestrial character Harry makes a big 
flip, since instead of pursuing an assignment 
to eliminate the human race, he now protects 
mankind.

Also prominent in the world of video 
games, Tudyk lent his voice to “Halo 3,” 
then supplied both his sound and image 
to “Halo 3: ODST” – as did his “Firefly” 
co-stars Nathan Fillion and Adam Baldwin. 
Additionally, he furnished the voice of Green 
Arrow for the games “Injustice: Gods Among 
Us” and “Injustice 2.” He also had a DC 
Comics connection by appearing in the 
series “Powerless,” playing a security expert 
who was the cousin of Bruce Wayne, alias 
Batman.

Tudyk has been married to choreographer 
Charissa Barton since 2016.

Donovan Mitchell’s formidable game may belong to 
the Utah Jazz but his rooting interests lie in another sport 
entirely. And it’s mainly thanks to his father.

Indeed, the 25-year-old All-Star shooting guard spent 
much of his childhood in Major League locker rooms, the 
result of his father Donovan Sr. being in the employ of 
the New York Mets’ front office. So naturally he grew up 
rooting for the Amazin’s with a poster of David Wright 
on his bedroom wall in the Mitchells’ suburban New York 
home.

In fact, the younger Mitchell himself might have had a 
baseball career had fate not intervened. In his sophomore 
year at the Canterbury School in Connecticut, he suffered 
a broken wrist in an infield collision that ended his 
season. He turned his focus to basketball and transferred 
to Brewster Academy in New Hampshire, where his play 
attracted the attention of college recruiters.

After two years at the University of Louisville, where he 
was First Team All-ACC his sophomore season, Mitchell 
declared for the 2017 NBA Draft and was selected 13th 

overall by the Denver Nuggets, then sent to the Jazz in a draft night trade.
Now in his fifth season with the Jazz, Mitchell has established himself as an elite scorer with the ability to 

take it to the rim or shoot it from beyond the arc and dominate games. With the Jazz owning one of the top 
seeds in the West, his talents certainly will be instrumental in a postseason run.

Mitchell and the Jazz can be seen in action Wednesday, Jan. 26, when they host the Phoenix Suns in a 
game airing on ESPN.
