EDITOR'S NOTE: Veterans
and their families are asking
thousandsof questions concern-
ing the benefits their govern-
ment provides for them through
Veterans Administration. Below
are some representative quer-
ies. Additional information may
be obtained at any VA office.

Q May a veteran who has
no service-connecte-d illness en-
ter a Veterans Administration
hospital and pay for his care?

A No. VA hospital benefits
are free to veteranswith serv-
ice connected disabilities and
to veterans with non-sorvi-

connected disabilities who can-
not afford hospital care. All
other veterans are expected to
use non-V-A hospitals.

Q My niece, the daughterof
a 100 per cent disabled war
veteran, is attending college un-

der the War Orphans Education
Act. My husband is also a 100
percent disabled veteran, Init
the VA says our son is not elig-
ible for this educational lame-
nt. Why?

A- - Children of living veterans
who are rated 100 percent dis
abled because of disability in-

curred in service are eligible.
If your husband's disability was
not incurred in service, yom
son is not eligible.

Q What is the diffcrenco In
the terms "compensation" and
"pension" payments m ado
to eligible veteransor their sur-

vivors for disability incurred in
military service. Pension pay-

ments are made to veterans
with total and permanentnon-sTvi-

connected disability,
and ti eligible survivors of de-

ceased war-tim- e veteranswhose
