County A gent

Says Ticks Can
Be Controlled

The County Agent's office has
!‘lml numerous reports of ticks
In home lawns. This pest ean
be controlfled, especially if sev-
eral home owners in an area
will work together, The term
wood tick is applied 1o sev.
eral species of ticks so similar
that the average person cannot
tell one from the other. The
most common species in Texas
which is a problem to the home
owner is called the “brown dog
tick.” Ticks feed upon the blood
of animals and are often
brought into the home on dogs.

To control  ticks inside the
home vou should use a house-
hold spray containing 05% Dj-
azinon.  Apply the insecticide
thoroughly 1o basehoards.  a-
round doors and window mold-
ings,  behind  pietures, undor
furniture  around edges of rugs
and in all eracks, You ean con-
trol ticks on dogs by dusting
with 5% Seven. Rub the dust
into the skin and apply to the
dog's sleeping quarters

Ticks may be controlled out-
gide the home on the lawn and
in other vegetation with sprays
or dust of Dinzinon or Sevin.

Bollworm activity continues
to increase over the area with
reports of medium to heavy in-
festations coming from several
Rolling Plains counties. Heav-
iest infestations were oheerved
in Jones Wilhasger, Cottle-
King, Runnels, Haskell, Knox,
Hardeman, Stonewall, Fisher,
Schleicher, Concho and Tom
Green  counties. One or more
fields in these counties sustain-
ed from 4% to 6% damage,
while damage in several of
these fields was over 67 .

Ade-
quate ventilation will serve to
reduce the degree of exposure
and the use of a respiratory
protection device is a must In
many cases if use hazards are
to be minimized, emphasizes the
county agent,

He suggests that protective
clothing be worn at all times
when chemiecals are being used.

lv and in the prescribed man.
ner,

And always remember. em-
phasizes the county agent, the
gafe use of agricultural chem-
icals ig largelv in the hands of
the person who uses them.
