SIOUX FALLS, S.D. (AP) — 
A massive winter storm blew 
across the center of the U.S. on 
Monday, threatening millions of 
people with heavy snow, freezing 
rain and flooding.

The National Weather Service 
warned that there would be "nu-
merous, widespread, and impact-
ful weather hazards in the heart 
of the country this week." People 
from Idaho spanning into Wis-
consin and as far south as Louisi-
ana were warned to be ready for 
blizzard-like conditions in the 
north and flash flooding in the 
south.

By Tuesday, Texas and north-
ern Louisiana could be pum-
meled by severe hail, winds and 
tornadoes. The storm will contin-

ue southeast into Florida later in 
the week, forecasters said.

"It will be a busy week while 
this system moves across the 
country," said Marc Chenard, 
a meteorologist at the National 
Weather Service at the national 
center in College Park, Mary-
land.

Officials in western South Da-
kota on Monday told residents 
to brace for 6 inches (15 centime-
ters) or more of snow: "Get your 
shovels handy, get your grocer-
ies, and check other needed sup-
plies. The roads will be hard to 
travel."

The weather is part of the same 
system that dumped heavy snow 
in the Sierra Nevada over the 
weekend, while downpours at 

lower elevations already trig-
gered flood watches across large 
swaths of California into Ne-
vada.

The Heavenly ski resort at 
Lake Tahoe shut down some op-
erations when the brunt of the 
storm hit Saturday. The resort 
posted video of lift chairs sway-
ing violently because of gusts 
that topped 100 mph (161 kph), 
along with a tweeted reminder 
that wind closures are "always 
for your safety."

The UC Berkeley Central Si-
erra Snow Lab in Soda Springs, 
California reported Sunday 
morning that more than 43 inch-
es (110 cm) had fallen in a 48-
hour span.

Millions in central US brace for winter weather

SAN ANTONIO (AP) 
— Crews have found 
the body of a fourth 
person who died in an 
explosion at a San An-
tonio construction com-
pany and investigators 
worked Monday to de-
termine the cause and 
origin of the blast.

Texas officer 
testifies he saw gun 
before fatal shooting

A former Texas police officer on trial for murder 
testified Monday that he made mistakes, but said he 
had no choice when he fatally shot a Black woman 
through a rear window of her home in 2019 while star-
ing down the barrel of a handgun she was pointing at 
him.

Aaron Dean said Atatiana Jefferson had the gun 
“pointed directly at me” but repeatedly acknowledged 
his actions were “bad police work” on the fourth day 
of his trial in the killing of the 28-year-old woman. It 
was Dean’s first public statement in the more than 
three years since the white Fort Worth officer shot 
Jefferson while responding to a call about an open 
front door.

“I was looking right down the barrel of the gun and 
when I saw the barrel of that gun pointed at me, I fired 
a single shot from my duty weapon,” Dean said on the 
witness stand. Prosecutors contend Dean didn’t see 
the gun.

On cross examination, Dean, now 38, acknowledged 
that he didn’t say he was police nor mention the gun 
before shooting, and also didn’t tell another officer 
about the weapon before they moved into the house.

Running through events, prosecutors repeatedly 
asked if his actions were “more bad police work.” 
Again and again, Dean said “yes.”

The Fort Worth Police Department released body-
camera video and arrested Dean on a murder charge 
within days of the Oct. 12, 2019, shooting. He'd com-
pleted the police academy the year before and quit the 
force without speaking to investigators.

Since then, Dean's case was repeatedly postponed 
amid lawyerly wrangling, the terminal illness of 
Dean’s lead attorney and the COVID-19 pandemic. 
Tarrant County prosecutors rested their case Wednes-
day after about two and a half days of testimony.

Dean shot Jefferson after a neighbor called a non-
emergency police line to 
report that the front door 
to Jefferson’s home was 
open. She had been play-
ing video games that night 
with her nephew and it 
emerged at trial that they 
left the doors open to vent 
smoke from hamburgers 
the boy burnt.

Bodycam footage showed 
that Dean and a second 
officer who responded to 
the call didn’t identify 
themselves as police at 
the house. Officer Carol 
Darch testified last week 
that she and Dean thought 
the house might have been 
burglarized and quietly 
moved into the fenced-off 
backyard, guns drawn, 
looking for signs of forced 
entry.

There, Dean fired a single 
shot through the window a 
split-second after shouting 
at Jefferson, who was in-
side, to show her hands.

Dean testified Monday 
that his view of the dark-
ened backyard was clear-
er than what’s shown in 
his body-camera footage 
but said that he could not 
make out the race or sex of 
the person in the window. 
He said he opened fire after 
seeing a gun “very close” 
and that he was briefly 
blinded by his muzzle 
flash.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Chris Beard, who coached Texas Tech to the 2019 
NCAA championship game and was hired away by Texas with expectations 
he'd elevate his alma mater to the same elite level, was arrested early Monday 
on a felony family violence charge.

Beard was arrested by Austin police and booked in the Travis County jail 
at 4:18 a.m. on a charge of assault on a family or household member in which 
their breath was impeded, or choking in common terms.

The charge is a third-degree felony in Texas, with a possible punishment of 
two to 10 years in prison. Jail records showed Beard had not posted bond as 
of Monday morning and did not indicate when he would be making an initial 
court appearance.

Beard attorney Perry Minton did not return a message from the AP seeking 
comment but he told the Austin American-Statesman the coach is innocent of 
the charge.

“He should never have been arrested," Minton told the newspaper. "The com-
plainant wants him released immediately and all charges dismissed. It is truly 
inconceivable.”

The seventh-ranked Longhorns (7-1) host Rice on Monday night. They were 
ranked No. 2 a week ago, the program's highest ranking in more than a decade.

“The university is aware of the situation regarding Chris Beard. We are con-
tinuing to gather information and monitoring the legal process,” the school 
said in a statement.

Beard is in his second season of a seven-year guaranteed contract that pays 
him more than $5 million per year. Before that, he was 112-55 in five seasons 
with the Red Raiders. He was named The Associated Press coach of the year 
in 2019 as he guided Texas Tech to a 31-7 finish and lost in an overtime thriller 
to Virginia in the national championship game.

His departure for Texas — a deal reached after a meeting with Texas athletic 
director Chris Del Conte that included a McDonald’s breakfast an hour's drive 
north of Lubbock — left Texas Tech officials frustrated.

Beard said it was a difficult move, but he could not turn down a chance to 
coach at his alma mater, where he was a student assistant three decades ago. 
Earlier this year, he led Texas to a first-round victory over Virginia Tech that 
was the Longhorns' first NCAA Tournament win since 2014.

Beard’s contract includes a provision under which he can be fired for cause 
for conduct the administration reasonably determines reflects poorly on the 
coach, program, school or university system. That includes being charged 
with a felony. University of Texas System Board of Regents Chairman Kevin 
Eltife did not immediately return a message seeking comment.

If Beard is suspended, Longhorns associate head coach Rodney Terry would 
be a likely candidate to lead the team. Terry has been a head coach at UTEP 
(2018-21) and Fresno State (2011-18).

Texas freshman guard Arterio Morris faces a misdemeanor family violence 
charge stemming from a June arrest after an incident with a former girlfriend. 
He faces a Wednesday court hearing in Denton County near Dallas.

Morris, a top national recruit, has been allowed to play this season despite 
the charge, and averages 17 minutes and 6.5 points per game. Morris' attorney, 
Justin Moore, has said Moore is innocent of the assault charge.

ed ballots in Florida; 
Democrat Al Gore 
conceded, delivering a 
call for national unity.

On this date:

In 1862, Union forc-
es led by Maj. Gen. 
Ambrose Burnside 
launched futile attacks 
against entrenched Con-
federate soldiers during 
the Civil War Battle 
of Fredericksburg; the 
soundly defeated North-
ern troops withdrew 
two days later.

In 1937, the Chinese 
city of Nanjing fell to 
Japanese forces during 
the Sino-Japanese War; 
what followed was a 
massacre of war pris-
oners, soldiers and 
citizens. (China main-
tains that up to 300,000 
people were killed; 
Japanese nationalists say 
the death toll was far 
lower, and some main-
tain the massacre never 
happened.)

In 1981, authorities in 
Poland imposed mar-
tial law in a crackdown 
on the Solidarity labor 
movement. (Martial law 
formally ended in 1983.)

In 1993, the space shut-
tle Endeavour returned 
from its mission to 
repair the Hubble Space 
Telescope.

In 1996, the U.N. Se-
curity Council chose 
Kofi Annan (KOH’-fee 
AN’-nan) of Ghana 
to become the world 
body’s seventh secre-
tary-general.

In 2001, the Pentagon 
publicly released a cap-
tured videotape of Osa-
ma bin Laden in which 
the al-Qaida leader said 
the deaths and destruc-
tion achieved by the 

September 11 attacks 
exceeded his “most opti-
mistic” expectations.

In 2002, President 
George W. Bush an-
nounced he would take 
the smallpox vaccine 
along with U.S. military 
forces, but was not rec-
ommending the poten-
tially risky inoculation 
for most Americans.

In 2003, Saddam Hus-
sein was captured by 
U.S. forces while hiding 
in a hole under a farm-
house in Adwar, Iraq, 
near his hometown of 
Tikrit.

In 2007, Major League 
Baseball’s Mitchell 
Report was released, 
identifying 85 names to 
differing degrees in con-
nection with the alleged 
use of performance-en-
hancing drugs.

In 2014, thousands of 
protesters marched in 
New York, Washington 
and other U.S. cities to 
call attention to the kill-
ing of unarmed Black 
men by white police 
officers who faced no 
criminal charges.

In 2019, the House 
Judiciary Committee 
approved two articles 
of impeachment accus-
ing President Donald 
Trump of abuse of 
power in his dealings 
with Ukraine and ob-
struction of Congress 
in the investigation that 
followed.

In 2020, the first vials 
of the Pfizer vaccine 
against COVID-19 be-
gan making their way to 
distribution sites across 
the United States.

Ten years ago: U.N. 
Ambassador Susan Rice 
withdrew from consid-
eration to replace out-
going Secretary of State 
Hillary Rodham Clinton 
after running into oppo-
sition from Republicans 
over her explanation of 
the September attack 

on the U.S. consulate 
in Benghazi, Libya, 
that killed Ambassa-
dor Chris Stevens and 
three other Americans. 
(Rice had said the attack 
stemmed from a spon-
taneous protest over an 
anti-Islamic video, an 
assertion which later 
proved incorrect.)

Five years ago: Con-
gressional Republicans 
reached agreement on 
a major overhaul of the 
nation’s tax laws that 
would provide generous 
tax cuts for corpora-
tions and the wealthiest 
Americans; middle- and 
low-income families 
would get smaller tax 
cuts. The New York 
Times published claims 
by three women that 
they had been raped by 
music mogul Russell 
Simmons in the 1980s 
and 1990s; Simmons 
denied the allegations.

One year ago: The 
House panel investi-
gating the Jan. 6 Capi-
tol insurrection voted 
to pursue contempt 
charges against former 
White House chief of 
staff Mark Meadows; 
lawmakers also revealed 
a series of frantic texts 
he received as the attack 
was under way, in which 
members of Congress, 
Fox News anchors and 
even President Don-
ald Trump’s son urged 
Meadows to push 
Trump to act quickly 
to stop the siege by his 
supporters. (The House 
voted to hold Mead-
ows in contempt, but 
the Justice Department 
declined to prosecute.) 
The Air Force said it had 
discharged 27 people 
for refusing to get the 
COVID-19 vaccine; 
they were believed 
to be the first service 
members removed for 
disobeying the mandate 
to get the shots. The 
Supreme Court refused
