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Pilot ejects from fighter jet in Texas in

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — A pilot safely eject-
ed from a plane Thursday after a failed landing
that was caught on video at a North Texas military
base, officials said.

The Marine Corps variant of a fighter jet, known
as a F-35B, took a nose dive and spiraled after its
wheels briefly touched down on the shared runway
at Naval Air Station Joint Reserve Base in Fort
Worth. Video taken by people who were watching
the plane come in show it slowly descending in a
straight line as smoke appears in the rear of the air-
craft before the nose digs into the runway and the
jet spins to a stop.

The F-35B has special modifications that allow it
to take off and land vertically like a helicopter.

At the Pentagon, a spokesman said that the air-
craft was being flown at the time of the crash by

a U.S. government pilot, although it had not been
transferred to the military yet by manufacturer
Lockheed Martin.

The pilot safely ejected from the airplane, accord-
ing to Pentagon spokesman Air Force Gen. Pat Ry-
der. The condition of the pilot is not known.

About a dozen local officers responded to the base,
where first responders and base personnel were
already on site following the incident, said Chris
Cook, police chief for the nearby city of White
Settlement. Officers helped keep away a growing
crowd of people who had stopped on a roadway or
walked over after the plane went down.

“You never want to get that call that there is an
aircraft down," Cook said. "We have a very fond
spot in our community for the military. White Set-
tlement is a military community.”

A spokesman for the Navy referred all questions
to Lockheed Martin, the aerospace and defense
company that manufactures the plane involved.

Officials from Lockheed Martin said in a state-
ment that they were aware of the crash and were
under the impression the pilot was safe.

“Safety is our priority, and we will follow appro-
priate investigation protocol,” the company said in
the statement.

The failed landing came just over a month after
two historic military aircraft collided during an
airshow 40 miles (64 kilometers) away at the Dal-
las Executive Airport, killing six people. A report
from the National Transportation Safety Board
said there had been no coordination of altitudes in
briefings before the flight or while the planes were
in the air.

El Paso grapples with surge of migrants,
braces for more

SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) — Authorities in El Paso, Texas, described a humani-
tarian crisis Thursday as they grapple with the daily release of roughly 1,600
migrants to local shelters and the streets of the border city amid preparations
for even larger flows if Trump-era asylum restrictions end next week as sched-
uled.

El Paso Mayor Oscar Leeser told a news conference that the city is distrib-
uting outdoor toilets and water stations as it offers overnight hotel rooms to
migrants, whose numbers are exceeding capacity at a county reception facil-
ity and the region's network of shelters with nonprofit and faith-based groups.

The Department of Homeland Security is indicating it may release more mi-
grants into the United States when Trump-era asylum restrictions end next
week, with local government and border officials warning of immigrants wait-
ing to cross into the U.S. Under current restrictions, migrants have been de-
nied rights to seek asylum more than 2.5 million times on grounds of prevent-
ing the spread of COVID-19.

El Paso in recent days has witnessed hundreds of migrants wading across
shallows waters of the Rio Grande into the U.S., forming lines along a border
wall to approach immigration authorities and request refuge. City officials
fear the asylum-rule change could double local migrant crossings, estimated
at roughly 2,500 migrants a day over the past week.

Fernando Garcia, director of the Border Network for Human Rights, said mi-
grants currently perceive Ciudad Juarez, across from El Paso, as a relatively
secure place to approach the border amid dangers in Mexico of extortion and
organized crime.

The City of E1 Paso announced Wednesday it received a new $6 million com-

mitment to underwrite its migrant response from the Federal Emergency
Management Agency.

“This funding and shelter is not the answer, it’s a Band-Aid to really a big-
ger problem,” said Leeser, a Democrat elected in 2020. “It’s something we’re
going to have to work with the (United Nations) and other countries, to work
through a situation ... that’s again is bigger than El Paso and that now has
become bigger than the United States.”

Mario D’Agostino, a deputy city manager leading the emergency response,
said the sheer number of migrants is straining not only local staff but also U.S.
Customs and Border Protection.

“They’re working long hours, day and night, they’re doing processing rather
than their primary function of securing the border," he said.

City officials say that most of the migrants released in recent days by federal
immigration authorities have some financial means or sponsors in the U.S. to
pay for transportation to communities in the U.S. interior. But he said the city
is bracing for an even larger surge in asylum-seeking migrants that may not
have resources for further travel.

The city recently disbanded its aid and communications center for migrants,
while suspending a busing program that delivered thousands of mostly Ven-
ezuelan migrants to Chicago and New York in September and October.

D’Agostino outlined a new strategy that might ferry migrants to large, near-
by transportation hubs, such as Dallas, Denver and Phoenix. He said federal
immigration authorities are preparing to possibly process and directly release
migrants at a bridge that connects Ciudad Juarez, Mexico, and El Paso.

The city's response to surges in migration numbers stands in contrast to
border-security efforts by Texas Gov. Gregg Abbott, who has deployed troops
to the border and gotten attention for busing migrants to faraway Democratic
strongholds.

everal people around Carthage told me I

needed to interview Rodney Wooten about

his signs and stuff. So on a recent trip to

East Texas I did just that. I drove to his 400-
acre farm just outside Carthage in the tiny commu-
nity of Antioch. When I contacted him by phone he
gave me directions and said,
“Just drive on into my man
cave.” When I stepped out of
my car I looked around and
saw a variety of gasoline
and cold drink signs, sure
enough. But that’s the tip of
the iceberg. The first thing I
noticed was a stack of Model
| As, two of them in pristine
condition separated by sub-
stantial shelving. “I used to
enter them in parades,” says
Rodney, “but I ‘haven’t done
much of that lately.” He col-
lects everything from cold
drink bottles to old telephones, but mostly he col-
lects vintage signs.

His 7,000 square feet man cave used to be a shop
for his oil field servicing business, which he had for
25 years. He retired this year and now spends a lot
of time traveling the country looking for collectable
items. He has also started a new enterprise called
Bent-Rod Industries. He makes fencing that has the
barbed wire principle but he twists sucker rods to
make the fencing material. “It’ll hold a rhino,” says
Rodney.

At one time his business had 54 employees. “I was
diversified,” he says. “Part of the oil field service
business we had porta potties. I had 1,300 of them
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out in the oil fields. We motorized a couple of them
and used them in Christmas parades around East
Texas. We actually got first place in Marshall for
our uniqueness.

“We took zero-turn mowers and cut them down
and fitted them inside porta potties and took them
to parades. They were big hits, especially with the
kids. I think U-Tube has some footage of our motor-
ized porta potties. One year we had a guy (he was
really my son) dressed up in the Grinch outfit and
as the parade moved along he’d come out of a porta
potty and kids loved to see that. He’d wave at them
and run along the sidewalk, mess with the kids then
get back in the porta potty. He’d go down a little bit
further and get out and do the same with another
group of kids.

“You could drive those things. They had a steer-
ing wheel and gas pedal and everything inside. We
had the fastest porta potties in Texas. They’d run
probably 30 miles an hour. You could do little wheel-
ies with them. We had flashing lights all over them
and had horns on them. One year we rigged them
up where we had green smoke come out of them.
We had two. One was regular size and one was for
the handicapped. The handicapped one was a little
bigger than the regular one. We had the name of
our company on both of them. It was called JUST
IN TIME SANITATION. They were great advertise-
ments and boosted the business a lot. We had a big
time with them.”

Rodney is an active civic leader in Carthage and
is involved in several community activities. “Car-
thage has been voted the best small town in Texas
for many years. I think it’s the best place in Texas
to live.”

Texas advances past San Diego for 9th

NCAA title appearance

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — Logan Eggleston, the three-time Big 12
player of the year, had the game-winning Kill to reach 16 on the
match and No. 1 overall seed Texas beat San Diego 26-28, 25-16,
25-18, 25-20 on Thursday night in the semifinals of the NCAA vol-
leyball tournament.

Texas (27-1), in its 14th semifinal appearance, is going to the
championship match for the ninth time in program history. The
Longhorns will go for their fourth national championship on
Saturday against Louisville, the second overall seed.

Texas trailed 4-0 to start the fourth set but rallied with four un-
answered points for an 8-7 lead. Eggleston, who struggled with
four attacking errors in the first set, turned it around and had
the game-winning kill to send Texas to the championship match.

Other Texas players stepped up with their leader struggling
early as Madisen Skinner and Molly Phillips each finished with
double-digit kills with 17 and 14, respectively. Zoe Fleck reached
20-plus digs for the fifth time this season with 21 and Bella Berg-
mark came off the bench for four key blocks.

“I thought we did an great job from the service line after Game
1,” Texas coach Jerritt Elliott said. “And then we really started
to get a lot of touches and controlling the ball, getting good tran-

sition swings. We weren’t great at transition for a lot of points
with Logan, but we started to figure it out and I'm glad she ended
the match with that last swing.”

Second-seeded San Diego (31-1), which was competing its its
first NCAA semifinal in program history, had its 28-match win
streak snapped. The Toreros were seeking to become fourth
team in the last 25 years to make NCAA final in first appearance
at final four.

San Diego was undone by 29 errors.

San Diego took the first set 28-26 after 10 lead changes, 21 ties
and four set points. It was just the fifth time this season Texas
dropped the first set, due to 11 attacking errors and hitting .056.

The first three-point lead for either team came in the second set
with Texas leading 16-13. The Longhorns used a 4-0 run for a 21-
14 lead in the second set and closed on another 4-0 run.

Texas was much cleaner in the second set, hitting .333 and
holding San Diego to .077. The Longhorns had just two attacking
errors in the second set compared to eight for San Diego.

The first ace for Texas came in the third set and Bergmark had
back-to-back blocks for a 22-16 lead and her fourth block capped
a 3-0 run to win the set.

Micah Parsons made valid point about Jalen Hurts, MVP debate

Micah Parsons took a lot of
heat this week for expressing
an opinion many people share.

The Dallas Cowboys’ star
linebacke r said the Philadel-
phia Eagles are 12-1 more be-
cause of the overall talent on
the team than Jalen Hurts.
The Eagles’ third-year quarter-
back is a frontrunner for NFL
Most Valuable Player entering
Week 15.

Speaking on Von Miller’s
podcast, Parsons pointed out
the Eagles have an excellent
defense and superb players on
offense around Hurts.

“It’s system and team!” Par-
sons said about the credit.

He’s not wrong.

The Eagles have the league’s
most dominant offensive line.

AJ. Brown and DeVonta
Smith are among the best wide
receiver tandems. The rushing
attack led by Miles Sanders is
outstanding. And, coach Nick
Sirianni and offensive coor-
dinator Shane Steichen have
devised an offensive scheme
that maximizes Hurts’ skills
and helped him elevate his all-
around game.

Parsons also argued that Pat-
rick Mahomes would be his
MVP choice because he’s hav-
ing another tremendous sea-
son for the Kansas City Chiefs
without star wide receiver
Tyreek Hill, who was traded to
Miami.

Of course, some Eagles fans
took offense to Parsons’ com-
ments. Others considered his
words a compliment for the
team. Hurts and his team-
mates, to their credit, refused

to engage. The Eagles and Cow-
boys face each other in Dallas
on Christmas Eve.

Parsons provided plenty of
fodder for talks shows and re-
porters by openly sharing his
thoughts. He didn’t do his team
any favors by giving Hurts and
the Eagles bulletin-board ma-
terial for next week’s game.
Then again, players shouldn’t
need extra motivation to play
their best, especially in a rival-
ry game that could have play-
off implications. The Cowboys
(10-3) still have a shot at the
NFC East.

The conversation between
Parsons and Miller about
Hurts and other MVP candi-
dates is a similar debate voters
are having. With four games
remaining, it’s a close race
between Hurts and Mahomes
with Joe Burrow and Josh Al-
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len also in the mix. Tua Tago-
vailoa could enter the discus-
sion with spectacular finish.
Hill and Justin Jefferson de-
serve consideration, though a
non-quarterback hasn’t won
the award since Adrian Peter-
son in 2012.

Parsons was at least one
voter’s choice at the midpoint
of the season but only two de-
fensive players have ever won
MVP. Parsons also is the lead-
ing pick for the AP Defensive
Player of the Year.

Hurts has made a dramatic
leap in his second full season
as Philadelphia’s starter. He
led the team to a 9-8 record and
a playoff appearance last sea-
son but the front office still had
questions about his ability to
be a franchise QB and consid-
ered trading for Russell Wilson
and other proven starters.

Arrington leads letter to Appropriatons
in support of cotton farmers

This week, Representative Jodey Arrington (TX-
19), along with Representatives Ronny Jackson
(TX-13) and August Pfluger (TX-11), led several Tex-
as colleagues in a letter to both the House and Sen-
ate Appropriations Committees, urging leadership
to support funding for the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture’s (USDA) Emergency Relief Program (ERP)
for the 2022 crop year. This crop season - particu-
larly cotton — has faced historic production loss not
only in West Texas, but across the entire nation.

“Agriculture is the lifeblood of rural economies
like West Texas, and all Americans benefit from a
safe, affordable, and abundant source of food.

Texas achieves full year of employment highs

In November 2022, Texas added
33,600 jobs to reach 13,672,900,
one year after first hitting an
all-time high and surpassing the
pre-pandemic jobs count in No-
vember 2021. The Texas economy
added 657,600 positions annually
while the seasonally adjusted un-
employment rate remained at 4.0
percent in November.

“Texas continues to set employ-
ment records thanks to our grow-
ing workforce and world-class
employers,” said TWC Chairman
Bryan Daniel. “The growth we’ve
seen in the Lone Star State in the
past year leads the nation.”

Leisure and Hospitality led job
growth in November with 20,200

positions added, followed by
Education and Health Services,
which grew by 5,400 jobs. Also
of note, Mining and Logging em-
ployment added 3,800 jobs over
the month and expanded by 22.7
percent since November 2021.

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Stocks lose ground on Wall Street,
extending weekly losses

NEW YORK (AP) — Stocks fell on Wall Street Fri-
day as worries grow that the Federal Reserve and
other central banks are willing to bring on a reces-
sion if that’s what it takes to get inflation under
control.

The S&P 500 shed 1.4% as of 10:41 a.m. Eastern
and is headed for its second straight weekly loss.
The Dow Jones Industrial Average fell 407 points,
or 1.2%, to 32,796 and the Nasdaq fell 1%.

The losses were broad. More than 90% of com-
panies in the benchmark S&P 500 fell. Technology
stocks had some of the biggest losses. Microsoft fell
1.3%.

The Fed this week raised its forecast for how high
it will ultimately take interest rates and tried to
dash some investors’ hopes that rate cuts may hap-
pen next year. In Europe, the central bank came off
as even more aggressive in many investors’ eyes.

Inflation has been easing from its hottest levels

in decades, but remains painfully high. That has
prompted the Fed to maintain its aggressive attack
on prices by raising interest rates to slow economic
growth. The strategy increasingly risks slamming
on the brakes too hard and sending an already
slowing economy into a recession.

A mixed report from S&P Global on Friday high-
lighted that risk. It showed that business activity
slowed more than expected this month as inflation
squeezes companies. It also noted that it was the
sharpest drop since May of 2020, but that inflation
pressures have also been easing.

“In short, the survey data suggest that Fed rate
hikes are having the desired effect on inflation, but
that the economic cost is building and recession
risks are consequently mounting,” Chris William-
son, chief business economist at S&P Global Mar-
ket Intelligence, said.

Markets in Europe fell and markets in Asia were
mostly lower.

Bond yields gained ground. The yield on the 10-
year Treasury, which influences mortgage rates,

rose to 3.52% from 3.45% late Thursday. The yield
on the two-year Treasury, which closely tracks ex-
pectations for Fed moves, rose to 4.26% from 4.24%
late Thursday.

The Fed on Wednesday ended its final meeting
of the year by raising its short-term interest rate
by half a percentage point, its seventh straight in-
crease this year. Wall Street had been hoping that
the central bank would signal an easing of rate in-
creases heading into 2023, but the Fed instead sig-
naled the opposite.

The federal funds rate stands at a range of 4.25%
to 4.5%, the highest level in 15 years. Fed policy-
makers forecast that the central bank’s rate will
reach a range of 5% to 5.25% by the end of 2023.
Their forecast doesn’t call for a rate cut before 2024.

Several companies bucked the broader losses on
Friday after reporting strong financial results and
forecasts. Software maker Adobe rose 4% after top-
ping Wall Street's fiscal fourth-quarter earnings
forecasts. United States Steel gain 4.3% after giving
investors a strong earnings forecast.

Starbucks workers plan 3-day walkout at

Starbucks workers around the U.S. planned a three-day strike starting Fri-
day as part of their effort to unionize the coffee chain's stores.

More than 1,000 baristas at 100 stores are planning to walk out, according to
Starbucks Workers United, the labor group organizing the effort. The strike
will be the longest in the year-old unionization campaign.

The union says it expects the strike will shutter some stores entirely; at oth-
ers, managers or other workers may keep the stores open.

A message seeking comment was left with Starbucks Friday morning.

This is the second major strike in a month by Starbucks’ U.S. workers. On
Nov. 17, workers at 110 Starbucks stores held a one-day walkout. That effort
coincided with Starbucks’ annual Red Cup Day, when the company gives re-
usable cups to customers who order a holiday drink.

More than 264 of Starbucks’ 9,000 company-run U.S. stores have voted to
unionize since late last year.

Starbucks opposes the unionization effort, saying the company functions
better when it works directly with employees. But the company said last
month that it respects employees’ lawful right to protest.

who was fired in July, said she will be picketing in Pittsburgh this weekend.
Tambellini said workers are protesting understaffed stores, poor management
and what she calls Starbucks’ “scorched earth method of union busting,” in-
cluding closing stores that have unionized.

Workers United noted that Starbucks recently closed the first store to union-
ize in Seattle, the company’s hometown. Starbucks has said the store was
closed for safety reasons.

Starbucks and the union have begun contract talks in about 50 stores but no
agreements have been reached.

The process has been contentious. According to the National Labor Rela-
tions Board, Workers United has filed at least 446 unfair labor practice charges
against Starbucks since late last year, including that the company fired la-
bor organizers and refused to bargain. The company, meanwhile, has filed 47
charges against the union, among them allegations that it defied bargaining
rules when it recorded sessions and posted the recordings online.

So far, the labor disputes haven't appeared to dent Starbucks' sales. Star-
bucks said in November that its revenue rose 3% to a record $8.41 billion in
the July-September period.

US recession a growing fear as Fed plans

WASHINGTON (AP) — After scaling 40-year
highs, inflation in the United States has been slow-
ly easing since summer. Yet the Federal Reserve
seems decidedly unimpressed — and unconvinced
that its fight against accelerating prices is any-
where near over.

On Thursday, stock markets buckled on the grow-
ing realization that the Fed may be willing to let
the economy slide into recession if it decides that's
what's needed to drive inflation back down to its
2% annual target.

The S&P 500 stock index lost roughly 100 points
— 2.5% — in its worst day since early Novem-
ber. The losses came a day after the Fed raised its
benchmark interest rate for the seventh time this
year. The half-point hike the Fed announced — to a
range of 4.25% to 4.5% — had been widely expected.

What spooked investors was Wall Street’s grow-
ing understanding of how much further the Fed
seems willing to go to defeat high inflation. In up-
dated projections they issued Wednesday, the Fed's
policymakers forecast that they will ratchet up
their key rate by an additional three-quarters of a
point — to a hefty 5% to 5.25% — and keep it there
through 2023. Some Fed watchers had expected
only an additional half-point in rate hikes.

Those higher rates will mean costlier borrowing
costs for consumers and companies, ranging from
mortgages to auto and business loans.

The policymakers also downgraded their outlook
for economic growth in 2023 from the 1.2% they had
forecast in September to a puny 0.5% — as near to
a recession forecast as they were likely to make.
What's more, they raised their expectation for the
unemployment rate next year to 4.6% from 3.7%
NOwW.

All of which suggested that the officials expect —
or at least would accept — an economic downturn
as the price of taming inflation.

The messagephe Fed was sending, said Ryan
Sweet, chief U.S. economist at Oxford Economics,
was blunt: “We’re going to break something. We’re
going to break inflation or we’re going to break the
economy.”

Many investors had convinced themselves that
with inflation pressures gradually easing, the Fed
might soon declare some progress in their fight and
perhaps even reverse course and cut rates some-
time in 2023.

There was seemingly reason for optimism: Con-
sumer prices rose 7.1% last month from a year ear-
lier, down from 9.1% in June and the fifth straight
drop. Even more encouragingly, on a month to
month basis, prices inched up just 0.1%. And core
inflation, which excludes volatile food and energy
costs and which the Fed tracks closely, rose just
0.2% from October to November, the mildest rise
since August 2021.

A slowing economy has eased pressure on supply
chains, which had previously been overwhelmed
with customer orders, causing shortages, delays
and higher prices. Oil prices, too, have plunged,
easing prices at the pump. A gallon of unleaded
gasoline cost an average $3.19 on Thursday, down
from $5.02 in mid-June, according to AAA.

Yet Fed Chair Jerome Powell, who had been slow
to recognize the inflation threat when it emerged
in the spring of 2021, was in no mood to celebrate.
Powell essentially shrugged off the signs of incre-
mental progress.

“Two good monthly reports are very welcome,”
he told reporters Wednesday. “But we need to be
honest with ourselves... 12-month core inflation is
6% — three times the Fed’s target. “It’s good to see
progress but let’s just understand we have a long
ways to go to get back to price stability.”

Powell seemed to bat down hopes that the Fed
might end up cutting rates by late next year — a
move that typically acts like steroids for markets
and the economy — unless inflation had dropped
significantly by then, which he does not appear to

rates hig

h

expect.

The policymakers increased their inflation fore-
cast for next year above what they were expecting
back in September. It suggested that they feel their
anti-inflation fight isn’t having as much impact as
they had hoped.

Many economists were caught off-guard by that
change. For next year, the Fed is projecting more
rate hikes, a slower economy and higher unem-
ployment than it did three months ago.

All those things typically help tame inflation. Yet
the Fed's officials predict that their preferred infla-
tion gauge will be 3.1% at the end of 2023, up from
their 2.8% forecast in September. That’s above
their 2% target and likely too high for them to feel
they can cut rates.

The Fed wasn’t the only source of rising reces-
sion fears Thursday. The European Central Bank,
which is waging its own aggressive war against
inflation, signaled that it, too, might send rates
higher than markets expected, thereby raising the
likelihood of a downturn in Europe.

On Thursday, the U.S. government reported that
Americans slashed their spending at retailers in
November. That was disconcerting news in the
midst of the holiday shopping season. And the Fed-
eral Reserve Banks of New York and Philadelphia
issued downbeat reports on manufacturing in their
regions. Yields on long-term Treasurys fell, a sign
that bond investors are growing more concerned
about a possible recession.

Even the goods news out Thursday — a drop in
the number of Americans seeking unemployment
benefits — had a downside: It reinforced the Fed’s
concern that a strong and resilient job market is
putting upward pressure on wages and overall in-
flation.

The Fed is especially worried that a worker short-
age in the labor-intensive services sector — every-
thing from restaurants and hotels to airlines and
entertainment venues — could keep pay growth
high and make inflation more intractable.

One of my fondest childhood memories of Christmas in the 1970’s was rid-
ing around in the family station wagon, “Bessie,” to look at Christmas lights
while I whined to my parents about needing a snack — again. There was some-
thing magical about a familiar evening landscape transformed to a radiant
wonderland at the expense of someone’s lumbar spine.

My dad always made sure that our house was exemplary in its presentation
of illuminated holiday décor, and even now, his legendary displays make my
own attempts look like those of an unsupervised toddler with a Lite-Brite toy.

Little did I know as a child exactly how much work goes into producing a
respectable home display that delights passersby and annoys the neighbors.
But now that I'm an adult (sort of), I take pride in climbing on the roof and
crawling around the yard for the sake of an electrified Christmas spectacle
that makes me feel like I've sprained everything except my belly button.

Maybe because of the intense effort I put into my own residential Christmas
lights, I’ve become a bit of a snob when evaluating those of others-to the point
that I've come up with the following categories:

The Griswold

This is the type of display for which I strive each year. It includes every
string of lights that can be scrounged up from the attic — along with a cartload
purchased as soon as Walmart replaces the Brach’s Mellowcreme Pumpkins
with Little Debbie Christmas Tree Cakes in late October. This is the kind of
overwhelming display that might cause acute retinal damage with prolonged
exposure. It’s truly a sight to behold - if you dare.

The My-Wife-Made Me-Do-It

This display (if you can call it that) is clearly installed under duress — and
probably during the commercial breaks of a Dallas Cowboys football game.
The jumbled lights look as if they’ve been strung by someone being attacked
by hornets, and they include the absolute minimum — maybe one string of
bulbs and a mildewed inflatable Nutcracker sagging toward the storm drain.
It’s better than nothing-but just barely.

The Cheater

It’s obvious that someone paid big bucks to have professionals do all the
work on this geometrically-precise display with meticulous ridge line cover-
age. It’s beautiful, no doubt, even bordering on the Griswold, but I say that if
you aren’t in a bad mood and in need of prescription painkillers when you're
done, it doesn’t count.

Holy Trinity Catholic Church is building an area
for the faithful to pray or spend time in contempla-
tion at its location on Hearn St.

Two and a half years in the making, the project
was delayed due to the Covid pandemic, and while
some are still uneasy about returning to church,
the sanctuary will hopefully be completed next
year with the efforts of donors and the labor of its
members.

The sanctuary is being built in reverence to Our
Lady of Guadalupe the Virgin Mary who, accord-
ing to literature, appears to a peasant St. Juan Di-
ego and says she wants a church built in Mexico.

The addition to the church was requested by Holy
Trinity Rev. Serafin Avenido.

“The Reverend wanted it,” explained parishio-
ner Irene Rodriguez, and with the approval of the
diocese, the members of the church organized and
funded the project.

Once the stations and grotto were completed the
presiding Bishop of the San Angelo Diocese Mi-
chael Sis held a blessing ceremony Sunday.

The stations depict Jesus’ 14 steps going to Calva-
ry. Each station features the name of a donor to the
project. The completed sanctuary will be available
to anyone who wants to pray or have a moment of
peace and contemplation.

The sanctuary is the first to be built in Big Spring
despite the Catholic church’s long history in the
area. At one time there were four parishes: Sacred
Heart, Immaculate Heart of Mary, St.Thomas and
St. Joseph in Coahoma.

The project features a limestone grotto that fea-
tures statues of Mary and St. Diego. Rodriguez ex-
plained what the scene depicts, “You can see on his
clothes (vest) is stamped with roses to prove that
Mary appeared to him.”

While the sanctuary is still under construction
there are benches at each station and throughout
the area for those who wish to pray or visit.

The word “grotto” has become used almost ex-
clusively to refer to Catholic shrines built into a

3 in critical condition after
crush at London concert venue

LONDON (AP) — Three people
remained hospitalized in critical
condition on Friday after hun-
dreds of people forced their way
into a London concert venue dur-
ing a performance by Nigerian
Afrobeats star Asake.

Police said eight people were
taken to hospitals after being
caught in a crowd trying to get
into the O2 Brixton Academy.
Initially four were listed in criti-
cal condition. Two less seriously
injured people were treated at
the scene.

The Metropolitan Police force
said emergency services were
called Thursday night after “a
large crowd attempted to gain en-
try without tickets.” Video foot-
age shot by bystanders shows a
crowd of hundreds outside the
concert hall, and scores of people
pushing through the doors and
rushing upstairs.

Akin Oluwaleimu went to
the concert with his 14-year-old

daughter but said he decided to
leave after things turned “row-
dy” outside.

“Two ladies fainted and were
carried up high away. People
were injured because there was a
lot of pushing, a lot of pushing,”
he told the BBC.

The concert was halted, with
a promoter going onstage to tell
the audience that people had
“breached the doors.”

Asake posted a message of sup-
port for the injured on Instagram
saying “I pray you get well soon-
est.”

London Mayor Sadiq Khan said
he was “heartbroken that this
could happen to Londoners in
our city."

“I won’t rest until we have the
answers their loved ones need
and deserve,” he said on social
media

The police force said it would
hold a thorough investigation
into what happened and how offi-

cers responded. One piece of foot-
age shows an officer appearing to
shove a woman down a few stairs
at the venue entrance.

Metropolitan Police Gold Com-
mander Ade Adelekan said of-
ficers who use force “know they
have to be accountable for their
actions.” He said officers’ body-
worn video footage would be
studied as part of a “thorough”
probe into the incident.

“This is an extremely upsetting
incident which has left four peo-
ple critically ill in hospital. My
thoughts and prayers are with
them and their families,” he said.

Police said one person was ar-
rested on suspicion of assaulting
an officer.

The Brixton Academy in south
London is one of the city's most
famous music venues. Built as a
movie theater in the 1920s, it has
a capacity of just under 5,000.

The Emmy and Grammy-award winning artist
will be the first woman to host the show, where
multiple NFL awards will be announced, a spokes-
person said Friday in a new release.

The NFL Honors show debuted in 2012 and fea-
tures the announcement of The Associated Press'
annual awards, the Walter Payton NFL Man of the
Year award, and the newest Pro Football Hall of
Fame class, among others.

The show is held annually the week before the
Super Bowl.

Past hosts include Keegan-Michael Key, Steve
Harvey, Alec Baldwin, Seth Meyers, Rob Riggle
and Conan O'Brien.

The show will air live at 9 p.m. EST from Sym-
phony Hall. It will be carried by NBC, NFL Net-
work and Peacock.

Grief and Holidays

One thing’s for sure; I'm very honest about my
feelings and beliefs. When it comes to grief, I'm a
very odd person. There’s probably a few of you that
can relate. I don’t handle emotions well, let alone
grief. Those of you that know me best know how
awkward it can be.

I almost refuse to attend funerals. I could attend
a complete stranger’s service in a town I've never
been to, with people I've never met before, and
I’d still seem to be the most devastated individual
there. It’s quite ridiculous, actually. It’s a personal
thing for me, as I can still honor the family and in-
dividual in other ways. Some say, “You should go
pay your respects.” or “You're supposed to go to
support the family in their time of need.” Let me
tell ya, I’ve been in their shoes, and in that moment
in time, you're not taking roll to see who’s there and
who’s not. So, I'll choose to be there when the world
settles down...when the quiet hits.

I, myself, have lost a few family members too
soon, and each loss is tremendously incomparable.

In 2015, my step-son was taken from this earth en-
tirely too soon, at sixteen years old. I used to believe
that everything happens for a reason. That year, I
stopped believing it. Even though he wasn’t “from
my womb,” he was mine from 8 years old. I’ve shed
tears on several occasions, but I still don’t know
how to grieve over his loss to this day.

My mom passed after a long illness with COPD
and pneumonia in 2017. She was in and out of the
hospital for weeks at a time for about a year. The
day she passed, I never would’ve known it would be
her last. It felt so routine. As I cried in the hospital
hallway after watching her take her last breath, I
had a sense of relief come over the sadness. Not my
own relief, but relief for her. My mom was 59 years
old and 84 pounds when she passed. She had been in
so much pain over the past few months, her heart
and lungs continuously fought against each other. I
just knew when her heart stopped beating that she
was no longer in pain. I guess that’s why I haven'’t
grieved over her like I feel like I should. And part of
me feels super guilty for that.

Grief is the worst during the holidays. The gath-
ering at Thanksgiving and Christmas should be a
joyous one, and while it is, we can’t help but still
feel that gaping hole of the loved one that should
be sitting there with us. One of my closest friends
lost a parent during the month of December, and
another recently lost her toddler. My heart breaks
for them, and for every one of you going through a
rough time right now. Don’t allow anyone to com-
pare their grief to yours, as the entire circumstanc-
es surrounding the cause is distinct. We all grieve
differently, at different times and in various ways.

This year, I'm going to try to focus on the good dur-
ing the holidays. In case you're looking for a way to
get out of a “grief funk,” perhaps do something nice
for someone. Adopt an Angel from the Salvation
Army tree, or a Veteran from the Veterans’ Home
tree. Do something that will turn that grief into joy,
and what better way than to do so as you’re honor-
ing the true meaning of Christmas! And if it’s too
soon for you, take your time.

Though grief is extreme and even surreal at
times, always know that you’re not alone. Remem-
ber to make the most out of the moments that are
left with the ones still surviving this earthly life
with us. And lastly, whether they want to or not,
