An Andrews woman was killed in a 
two-vehicle accident Monday in An-
drews County.

According to the report issued by the 
Texas Department of Public Safety, at 
5:02 p.m. Monday, Rodney Dean Mann, 
59, of Odessa was driving his 2021 Ford 
F-150 south on U.S. 385, while Kent Al-
fred Beckett, 25, of Andrews was driv-
ing his 2004 Buick LeSabre west on SE 
County Road 1500. Beckett attempted to 
cross both southbound lanes of US 385. 
The report indicates that he failed to 
yield the right of way to Mann's vehicle, 
and was struck on the passenger side.

Beckett's passenger, 37-year-old 
Misty Dawn Dorries of Andrews, 
was transported to Permian Re-
gional Medical Center in Andrews, 
where she was pronounced de-
ceased by Dr. John Yatsu. Mann 
was also transported to PRMC in 
Andrews, where he was treated for 
minor injuries. Beckett was taken 
to Medical Center Hospital in Odes-
sa, where he remains in stable con-
dition.

According to the DPS statement, 
both Mann and Beckett were wear-
ing safety belts at the time of the crash, 
while Dorries was not.

Weather and road conditions at the 

time of the accident were listed as clear 
and dry. The accident was investigated 
by DPS Trooper Steven Vermillion of 
Lamesa.

DPS encourages everyone to be safe 
and aware this holiday season

The Texas Department of Public Safety (DPS) is encourag-
ing everyone to end 2022 safely as they travel and spend time 
with family and friends this holiday season. The Texas High-
way Patrol will conduct its annual Christmas and New Year’s 
holiday traffic enforcement campaign beginning Dec. 23 and 
will be out on the roads looking for people who are speeding, 
not wearing their seat belts, driving while intoxicated or 
committing other traffic violations.

Additionally, this year DPS is reminding everyone to be 
watchful of their surroundings and to report any suspicious 
activity you may see through iWatchTexas

“We wish everyone a safe and happy holiday,” said DPS Di-
rector Steven McCraw. “Whether you’re staying local to end 
the year or traveling, we encourage everyone to make safety 
their number one priority by following a few tips that will 
help make our roads and celebrations safer for everyone.”

The Texas Highway Patrol will increase enforcement as 
part Operation CARE (Crash Awareness and Reduction Ef-
fort), which runs nationwide from Dec. 23 through Jan. 2. 
During DPS’ 2021 Christmas and New Year’s enforcement ef-
forts, there were more than 91,000 citations and warnings is-
sued. This included 30,291 speeding warnings/citations; 2,780 
seat belt and child seat violations; 1,881 citations for driving 
without insurance; and 456 citations and warnings for Move 
Over, Slow Down violations.

DPS offers the following safety tips for the upcoming holi-
day season:

• Don’t drink and drive. Make alternate plans if you are con-
suming alcohol.

• Move Over or Slow Down for police, fire, EMS, Texas De-
partment of Transportation (TxDOT) vehicles and tow trucks 
stopped on the side of the road with emergency lights activat-

ed. Show the same courtesy to fellow drivers who are stopped 
on the side of the road.

• Buckle up everyone in the vehicle — it’s the law.
• Slow down, especially in bad weather, heavy traffic, unfa-

miliar areas or construction zones.
• Eliminate distractions while driving, including the use of 

mobile devices. Texas law prohibits the use of portable wire-
less devices to read, write or send an electronic message un-
less the vehicle is stopped.

• If you’re using a navigation device or app, have a passen-
ger operate it, so you can keep your eyes on the road.

• Keep the Texas Roadside Assistance number stored in your 
phone. Dial 1-800-525-5555 for any type of assistance. The num-
ber can also be found on the back of a Texas Driver License.

• Drive defensively, as holiday travel can present additional 
challenges.

• Don’t drive fatigued — allow plenty of time to reach your 
destination.

• On multi-lane roads, use the left lane for passing only. Not 
only is it courteous and avoids impeding traffic, Texas law re-
quires slower traffic to keep to the right and to use the left lane 
for passing only (when posted).

• Don’t cut in front of large trucks and try not to brake quick-
ly in front of them. They can’t maneuver as easily as passen-
ger vehicles and pickup trucks.

• If you can Steer It, Clear It: If you are involved in a non-
injury crash and your vehicle can be moved, clear the traffic 
lanes to minimize traffic impact. Leaving vehicles in a traf-
fic lane increases traffic congestion and leaves those involved 
with an increased risk of harm or a secondary wreck. On some

   The Harlem Globetrotters Announce 
2023 World Tour

BERLIN (AP) — A far-right extremist who killed 
two people in the German city of Halle three years 
ago after attempting to attack a synagogue has 
been moved to a new prison hundreds of kilome-
ters (miles) away following an apparent jailbreak 
attempt.

Stephan Balliet, 30, was taken to the Augsburg-
Gablingen prison in Bavaria under heavy guard 
early Tuesday.

Balliet took two guards hostage Dec. 13 at the 
Burg high-security prison near the eastern city of 
Magdeburg. Other guards overwhelmed him with-
in an hour, authorities said. He was injured in the 
incident, while the hostages were freed unharmed.

State security officials in Saxony-Anhalt, where 
the Burg facility is located, said that based on what 
Balliet could be heard saying on surveillance foot-
age, they assumed he was trying to escape from the 
prison.

Armed with multiple firearms and explosives, 
Balliet had attacked the synagogue in Halle on 
Yom Kippur, Judaism's holiest day, in 2019. After 
failing to break down the synagogue door, he killed 
a passer-by and a man inside a nearby fast-food res-
taurant.

The antisemitic attack that Balliet broadcast live 
on the internet caused shock in Germany, which 
has sought to make amends for the Holocaust and 
to protect Jews who returned to the country after 
World War II.

Balliet tried to escape from another prison while 
still on trial. He was sentenced to life in prison in 
2020. Germany's top security official called on the 
country's prison operators to review their security 
measures after last week's hostage-taking.

Synagogue attacker 
moved to new prison 
after taking hostages

BERLIN (AP) — The Swiss government on 
Wednesday rejected the idea of introducing a third 
gender option or no-gender option for 
official records, a position which dif-
fers from that of some neighboring 
countries.

Responding to two proposals from 
parliament, the governing Federal 
Council said "the binary gender mod-
el is still strongly anchored in Swiss 
society."

"The social preconditions for the 
introduction of a third gender or for 
a general waiver of the gender entry 
in the civil registry currently are 
not there," it said. The Federal Coun-
cil added that such options would 
require "numerous" changes to the 
Swiss Constitution and to laws both 
at the national level and in the coun-
try's 26 cantons (states). Currently, people are en-
tered into the civil registry as male or female, with 
no other option.

The government said a national ethics commis-
sion found in a 2020 report that the time wasn't yet 
right for a change to the system.

Switzerland has an unusual political system in 
which four parties from the left to the nationalist 

right are represented in the govern-
ment and frequent referendums are 
held on all kinds of issues. In 2018, the 
German government approved a third 
gender option for official records, al-
lowing people to be registered as "di-
verse." The law already allowed for 
gender to be left blank.

In doing so, Germany complied with 
a ruling the previous year from the 
country's highest court, which de-
cided that people must be allowed to 
be entered in records as neither male 
nor female. Ruling on a case brought 
by an intersex person, judges ordered 
German authorities either to create a 
third identity or scrap gender entries 
altogether. In Austria, a federal court 

ruled in 2018 that authorities must allow people to 
be entered in official records as something other 
than male or female, if they so wish. However, it 
found no need to change the country's existing law 
since it didn't specify explicitly that people's gen-
der must be male or female.

highways, if you don’t move your vehicle when it’s 
safe to do so, it’s against the law.

• Check your vehicle to make sure it’s properly 
maintained and always ensure your cargo is se-
cure.

• Report road hazards or anything suspicious to 
the nearest law enforcement agency.

• Monitor weather and road conditions wherever 
you are traveling. For road conditions and closures 
in Texas, visit Drive Texas.

The iWatchTexas program is a critical resource 
for reporting suspicious activity in communities 
in order to help prevent dangerous attacks as we 
bring 2022 to a close. Everyone is urged to down-
load the free iOS or Android mobile app if you 
haven’t done so already. Tips can be reported via 
the website, the mobile app or by calling 844-643-
2251. Reports may be submitted confidentially. For 
information on how to use iWatchTexas, you can 
view this how-to video.

Remember, iWatchTexas is not for emergencies. 

If there is an emergency, call 911 immediately.
DPS is also asking travelers to be on the lookout 

for possible human trafficking this holiday season. 
An increase in people on the road and at airports 
means there is an increased opportunity for the 
community to spot potential human trafficking ac-
tivities and report it to law enforcement. This can 
save lives! If you are traveling, be observant of oth-
ers around you and take note of the following indi-
cators of human trafficking:

• The person appears to be under control of anoth-
er person either physically (someone else controls 
the person’s possessions i.e., ID, money, phone) or 
psychologically (little to no eye contact, unable to 
speak for themselves or unable to make simple de-
cisions without approval).

• The person has little to no awareness of their 
surroundings including where they are or where 
they are headed.

• The person has untreated illness or infection, 
visible injuries, appears malnourished or sleep de-
prived.

• The person’s clothing is inappropriate for the 
weather or environment. The person is dressed in 
a manner that does not appear age appropriate or 

makes them appear older.
• The person is being transported to and from 

work by their employer.
• The person lives where they work or works ex-

cessively long or unusual hours.
• The person’s workplace has security measures 

that are unusual or excessive for the type of busi-
ness (i.e., boarded or opaque windows, excessive 
security cameras).

The presence of an indicator does not confirm 
an occurrence of human trafficking; however, the 
combination and context of indicators may indi-
cate human trafficking pending law enforcement 
investigation and you are encouraged to report it.

If you see signs of human trafficking while travel-
ing for the holidays, call 911 immediately to report 
it and be ready to give as many details as possible. 
You can also make a report on iWatchTexas or call 
the National Human Trafficking Hotline at 1-888-
373-7888 or text “BeFree” to 233733.

Remember do not endanger yourself or others by 
intervening or confronting someone you suspect of 
engaging in human trafficking if it is not safe to do 
so.

On the holidays, efforts to distract 
Ukrainian kids from war

KYIV, Ukraine (AP) — In a carpeted meeting room of what used to be a posh 
hotel, Ukrainian children are screaming with happiness at a performance put 
on for them and the joy of opening presents.

In a country where children have experienced nearly 10 months of war, 
there are people trying to bring some peace and happiness to them, at least for 
a moment during this holiday season in Ukraine.

The upscale hotel on the outskirts of Kyiv is now a rehabilitation center 
housing children who have experienced the horrors of the Russian invasion.

“When it’s a holiday, it’s easier,” said Ksenia, a 12-year-old girl from 
Bakhmut, a city in eastern Ukraine that has been the epicenter of a fierce bat-
tle between the Russian and Ukrainian armies.

“We forget about the war. It’s easier to distract,” she added after a perfor-
mance by actors, some dressed as Disney characters. The center's authorities 
asked not to used any child's last name for security reasons.

Ksenia was among the 62 children, between 6 and 12, celebrating Saint Nich-
olas’ day on Monday. It's a traditional date when Ukrainian kids get presents 
and that marks the beginning of the winter holiday season.

“Why do our soldiers fight? For the sake of the future because without it, 
there will be nothing. And children are our future,” said Artem Tatarinov, the 
director of the rehabilitation center. Here, he said, they have received chil-
dren who instead of playing had to hide in a shelter to escape bombs and who 
have discovered grief when their relatives were killed.

UNICEF estimates that of the around 7 million Ukrainian children, at least 
1.2 million are currently displaced within the country because of the war.

This center houses children for two weeks, and during that period they get 
therapeutic lessons and have sessions with psychologists to try to process the 

trauma of the war. “It is like a temporary rehabilitation from the war,” said 
Alevtyna, a tutor, who refused to give her last name for security reasons.

She works with the children around the clock, sacrificing her own life, but 
also finding a safe place for herself. Like other mentors in the center, Alevtyna 
comes from eastern Ukraine, which is now under constant fire. Her native 
Kostyantynivka is just 23 kilometers (14 miles) from Bakhmut.

For children, Alevtyna said, the center can be a sort of an island of happi-
ness, but it’s not easy for them.

“They often talk about the war, cry,” she said. “Children are afraid to fall 
asleep, are afraid to turn off the light.”

Over the past six months, the center has received more than 1,300 children 
from across the country.

“It is difficult to work like this when you see children who do not smile, 
when their childhood was taken away,” Tatarinov, the center’s director said. 
He mentioned that once he met a 12-year-old boy who discovered the headless 
body of his brother, 10 meters away from their house, after a mortar strike.

“This is impossible to forget, but we do everything we can,” added Tatari-
nov.

That’s why this week, he and the tutors tried to focus on the holidays. On 
Monday, the the performance brought cheer to the children for a little while.

“At least for an hour, but they can believe in miracles again, believe in good-
ness again, where fairy-tale heroes come,” said Tetiana Hraban, head of the 
Golda Meir Institute of Civil Society, who helped to organize the performance.

The actors on the stage asked the children what they want for this holiday. 
The heartbreaking replies were shouted over each other: “A generator,” “a 
power bank,” “a house.”

“Victory!,” said one child, and all the others repeated it in a single shout, 
followed by applause.

“But go ye

According to the 
1828 Websters dic-
tionary, the defini-
tion of mercy is as 
follows: “That benevolence, mild-
ness or tenderness of heart which 
disposes a person to overlook 
injuries, or to treat an offender 
better than he deserves; the 
disposition that tempers justice, 
and induces an injured person to 
forgive trespasses and injuries, 
and to forbear punishment, or 
inflict less than law or justice will 
warrant.”

And 
He who sustains the world with a 
word chose to be dependent upon the 
nourishment of a young girl. God had 
come near.

 He came, not as a flash of light or 
an unapproachable conqueror, but as 
one whose first cries were heard by a 
peasant girl and a sleepy carpenter.  

Mary and Joseph were anything 
but royal. 

Yet heaven entrusted its greatest 
treasure to these simple parents. It 
began in a manger, this momentous 
moment in time. He looked anything 
but a king. His face, prunish and 

red. His cry, still the helpless and 
piercing cry of a dependent baby.

 Majesty in the midst of the mun-
dane. Holiness in the filth of sheep 
manure and sweat. 

This baby had overseen the uni-
verse. 

These rags keeping him warm were 
the robes of eternity. 

His golden throne room had been 
abandoned in favor of a dirty sheep 
pen. 

And worshiping angels had been 
replaced with kind but bewildered 
shepherds. 

 Curious this royal throne room. No 
tapestries covering the windows. No 
velvet garments on the courtiers. No 
golden scepter or glittering crown.  
Curious, the sounds in the court. 

Cows munching, hooves crunching, 
a mother humming, a babe nursing.

 It could have begun anywhere, 
the story of a king. But, curiously, 
it began in a manger. Step into the 
doorway, peek through the window. 
He is here!”

Reflections...

The anticipation 
has been building for 
a month.  Christmas 
is at the door.  Twin-
kling lights illuminate 
windows, roof tops 
and lawns.  I like the 
concerts, the majes-
tic music celebrating 
Christ’s birth. I like 
the brightly wrapped 
gifts full of suspense 
and promise collecting 
under the tree.  

Christmas is the time to commu-
nicate and gather with friends.  The 
gathering part can be a challenge. 
Office parties, church groups, close 
friends and family quickly fill the 
calendar.  We travel great distances 
and juggle schedules to spend this 
special time with family members 
we have not seen in a year.  It isn’t 
easy.  All of this communicating and 
gathering challenges us for control 
of our time and our lives.  When our 
continuing duties for work, school 
and family are overlaid with Christ-
mas commitments we sometimes 
find ourselves weary and exhausted, 
feeling that our lives are spinning 
out of control.

We search for Christmas in the 
spectacular: the spectacular event, 
spectacular lights, the spectacular 
gift. We want to re-create the perfect 
Christmas card moment that we wish 
exemplified our lives.  

The first Christmas had little re-
semblance to our contemporary tra-
ditions. The birth of Christ occurred 
in the chaos of the common and the 
ordinary: a common stable surround-
ed by common animals in a common 
village.  Few took notice. There was 
no extravaganza staged in the cities. 
The angels’ announcement occurred 

in a remote region with only a few 
simple shepherds present.  The Magi, 
who observed the star in the east, 
came and went almost unnoticed.   

It was for the common and the or-
dinary that Christ came.  He grew up 
in a carpenter’s shop in the remote 
village of Nazareth.  He owned no 
house and had no possessions.  He 
had no place to lay his head.  And, 
after a brief public ministry in which 
he healed and taught thousands, he 
died upon a common cross outside 
Jerusalem and was buried in a bor-
rowed tomb.  In birth, life and death, 
Jesus redeemed the common and the 
ordinary and elevated each of us to 
an extraordinary relationship with 
God.  

The first Christmas was an “out of 
control” event for Mary and Joseph.  
The tax summons that took them to 
Bethlehem could not have come at a 
worse time.  The baby was due.  She 
was in no condition for such a long 
and arduous journey. When they 
arrived, the town was a bedlam of 
people.  No one wanted to be there.  
They had come because they were ob-
ligated under Roman law. Of course, 
it was not out of God’s control. What 
appeared to be an onerous obliga-
tion and an inconvenient time was 
actually a fulfillment of prophecy 
that the Messiah would be born in 
Bethlehem.  

Perhaps God planned it this way to 
teach us that His intervention must 
be experienced in the common and 
the ordinary chaos of life. When we 
look for Christmas in the spectacu-
lar, we can only experience it once a 
year. But when we discover Christ-
mas in the common and the chaotic, 
it can change our life every day.

   “Will you just listen a 
minute?” usually said my mother, 
when she wanted her 
children to under-
stand whatever it 
was she was telling 
us. 

We had a difficult 
time listening, be-
cause as children we 
always had our own 
agenda.  

Mother would call 
us to eat, to bed, to 
wake in the morning, 
and at any other time 
she needed us to do an errand or 
chore. 

If we didn’t listen, we were 
grounded, sent to bed, or got a big 
flat hairbrush to our backside. 
Since we didn’t like the alterna-
tive, we learned to listen.

Me thinks it’s a skill that is 
missing in our modern world. 

Children are called at least 
three times or more before they 
stop and know it is really their 
name being spoken. 

They seem to be conditioned by 
their parents or grandparents to 
be given three chances to re-
spond. 

Then if they don’t respond, they 
are moderately admonished to 
listen next time.  

I worked in a large department 
store in my early days in Texas-
back in 1975. 

It was just before Christmas in 
the mens’ clothing department. A 
mother and small son were shop-
ping together. 

But the son was hiding among 
the racks of clothing, knocking 
shirts off their hangers and gen-
erally having a great time of play. 

The mother called her son mul-
tiple times with no response from 

the boy. 
Finally the mother shouted her 

son’s name, counted to ten out 
loud, and at the last second the 
boy ran to his mother laughing.

 It was a game to him. I asked 
the mother why he didn’t come 
when she called the first time. 

 She said she really didn’t know. 
I don’t think she had a clue.

When my mother called me as a 
youngster, if I didn’t come, I was 
in big time trouble. 

My dad sometime even got in-
volved when I wouldn’t listen. 

That wasn’t fun because he used 
a belt to remind us to listen.

Back in the Old Testament of 
God’s Word, young Samuel, the 
prophet, heard his name called 
three times. Thinking it was Eli 
the priest, Samuel ran to him and 
said, “Here am I.” 

After the third time, Eli told 
Samuel to tell the Lord, “Speak, 
Lord, for thy servant heareth.” 

I am glad he answered the call 
the first time, because he was the 
one of the greatest prophets in 
Old Testament times.  

When we listen to the Lord, our 
lives are more peaceful, we find 
things we lose, we have love and 
joy unimagined by the world, and 
we have eternal life in Heaven. 

This season of the year, it is so 
important to listen to our Heav-
enly Father. 

He brings us peace in the form 
of the child in the manger of Beth-
lehem. 

He brings us love in that perfect 
life of His Son. 

He brings us joy unspeakable 
and full of His glory in the resur-
rection of that same Jesus.

Coach Homer 
Matlock's Westbrook Wildcats completed 
the Div. I repeat by doing away with Ab-
bott in three quarters and the Benajamin 
Mustangs did the same to Loraine in the 
Div. II championship. 

The thing that was most evident in both 
games is that defense won it. Westbrook 
simply manhandled previously unbeaten 
Abbott and the Wildcats two-headed mon-
ster of a running game was more than 
enough in a 69-24 romp. The Westbrook 
defense completely shut down the Abbott 
running game. 

Led by Cedric Ware, Pahton Dominguez 
and Parker Matlock, the Wildcats held 
Abbott to 17 yards rushing.

Williams fumbled at the 
Benjamin 18-yard line, and Brody White 
scooped it up and returned it 62 yards the 
other way for a score.

Serve up seafood this 
Christmas Eve

	 The holiday season is 
full of various traditions. One 
tradition that’s popular among 
Italian-Americans on Christ-
mas Eve is called “Festa dei 
sette pesci (Feast of the Seven 
Fishes).” When participating 
in this tradition,  celebrants 
enjoy seven or more seafood 
dishes. 
The origins of the Feast of 
the Seven Fishes are unclear. 
Some theories suggest that the 
number seven represents the 
seven sacraments of the Ro-
man Catholic Church or the 
seven hills of Rome. This year, 
celebrants can incorporate this 
recipe for “Caldereta (Shellfish 
Stew)” from James Campbell 
Caruso’s “España: Exploring 
the Flavors of Spain” (Gibbs 
Smith) into their seven fish-
es tradition.

Today in

Today is Friday, Dec. 23, the 357th day of 2022. 
There are eight days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Dec. 23, 1788, Maryland passed an act to cede 
an area “not exceeding ten miles square” for the 
seat of the national government; about two-thirds 
of the area became the District of Columbia.

On this date:

In 1783, George Washington resigned as com-
mander in chief of the Continental Army and 
retired to his home at Mount Vernon, Virginia.

In 1823, the poem “Account of a Visit from St. 
Nicholas” was published in the Troy (New York) 
Sentinel; the verse, more popularly known as 
”‘Twas the Night Before Christmas,” was later 
attributed to Clement C. Moore.

In 1913, the Federal Reserve System was created 
as President Woodrow Wilson signed the Federal 
Reserve Act.

In 1941, during World War II, American forces on 
Wake Island surrendered to the Japanese.

In 1948, former Japanese premier Hideki Tojo and 
six other Japanese war leaders were executed in 
Tokyo.

In 1954, the first successful human kidney trans-
plant took place at the Peter Bent Brigham Hospi-
tal in Boston as a surgical team removed a kidney 
from 23-year-old Ronald Herrick and implanted it 
in Herrick’s twin brother, Richard.

In 1968, 82 crew members of the U.S. intelligence 
ship Pueblo were released by North Korea, 11 
months after they had been captured.

In 1972, a 6.2-magnitude earthquake struck Nica-
ragua; the disaster claimed some 5,000 lives.

In 1986, the experimental airplane Voyager, piloted 
by Dick Rutan (ruh-TAN’) and Jeana (JEE’-nuh) 
Yeager, completed the first non-stop, non-refueled 
round-the-world flight as it returned safely to Ed-
wards Air Force Base in California.

In 1997, a federal jury in Denver convicted Terry 
Nichols of involuntary manslaughter and conspir-
acy for his role in the Oklahoma City bombing, 
declining to find him guilty of murder. (Nichols 
was sentenced to life in prison without the possi-
bility of parole.)

In 2003, a jury in Chesapeake, Virginia, sentenced 
teen sniper Lee Boyd Malvo to life in prison, spar-
ing him the death penalty.

In 2016, the United States allowed the U.N. Secu-
rity Council to condemn Israeli settlements in the 
West Bank and east Jerusalem as a “flagrant viola-
tion” of international law; the decision to abstain 

from the council’s 14-0 vote was one of the biggest 
American rebukes of its longstanding ally in recent 
memory.

Ten years ago: President Barack Obama, Hawaii 
Gov. Neil Abercrombie and other dignitaries at-
tended a memorial service for the late Sen. Daniel 
Inouye at Honolulu’s National Memorial Ceme-
tery of the Pacific. Jean Harris, the patrician girls’ 
school headmistress who spent 12 years in prison 
for the 1980 killing of her longtime lover, “Scars-
dale Diet” doctor Herman Tarnower, died in New 
Haven, Connecticut, at age 89.

Five years ago: The top leadership of the Miss 
America Organization resigned amid a scandal 
over emails in which pageant officials had rid-
iculed past winners over their appearance and 
intellect and speculated about their sex lives. A 
federal judge in Seattle partially lifted a Trump 
administration ban on certain refugees after two 
groups argued that the policy kept people from 
some mostly Muslim countries from reuniting 
with family living legally in the United States.

One year ago: Kim Potter, a white suburban 
Minneapolis police officer who said she con-
fused her handgun for her Taser, was convicted of 
manslaughter in the death of a young Black man, 
Daunte Wright, during a traffic stop. (Potter would 
be sentenced to two years in prison.) A 14-year-old 
girl, Valentina Orellana-Peralta, was fatally shot by 
Los Angeles police when officers fired on an assault 
suspect and a bullet went through the wall and 
struck the girl as she was in a clothing store dress-
ing room; the assault suspect was also killed. Joan 
Didion, the revered author and essayist known for 
her provocative social commentary and detached, 
methodical literary voice, died at 87; her publisher 
said Didion died from complications from Parkin-
son’s disease.
