BULLS OUT - GAIN STEERS
IN TESTS AT BEEVILLE

In an
by Texas

experiment designed
A&M University to
compare feedlot performance
and carcass characteristics of
voung bulls and young steers,
the bulls out-gained the steers
nnd required  less  feed per
pound of gain, The study was
conducted at Texas A&M Uni-
versity's Coastal Bend Experi-
ment Station, Beeville

Bulls have Jong been recog-
nized as being more efficient
thiun steers or helfers in con-
verting feed to meat. But bull
meut has received price dis-
crimination, dating back to
when eattle were sold at more
muture ages. From this, bull
meit has gained the reputation
of being tough, stringy and dry.

Bill Conrad, in charge of the
Beoville study, said 10 good
quality Hereford steers and
elght Hereford bulla of similar
breeding, age and weigh! were
used, The calves were from the
aame herd and handled identjc-
ally from birth to slaughter

The calves were fed for 182
dave on a ration using ground
grain sorghum and cottonseed
me# concentrates. Cotton-
seed hulls provided the rough-
ngoe

Both groups were started on
a ration of 16 percent concen-
trates, The level of concen-
trates was gradually increased
and was held at 80 per cent for
the last 556 days of the test.

Result: the bulls gailned ap-
proximately 100 pounds more
per head than the steers, The
bulls consumed an average of
103 pounds more feed per day
per body hundred-weight than
the steers, However, they re-
quired 50 pounds less feed to
||rn||'|_||'c 10 ml]]'ld.‘l of Eain on
a market weight basis

Dally gain in the feedlot was
282 pounds for the dulls and
226 pounds for the steers. The
extrn gnin made by the bulls
more than compensated for the
increased feed intake. Feed cost
per 100 pounds gain in th
feedlot for the bulls was £15.71
and for the steers, $16.32

Conrad summarized the re-
sults ns: “bulls out-gained the
steers and  required less feed
per pound of gain. Slaughter
datn revealed that rib-eye area,
vield grade, percentage of bone-
less  cuts, external fat and
dresging percent  favored the

as

bull earcasses, while the USDA
grade favored the steers.'

Researchers have attributed
the slower growth rate of steers
to castration. When the testes
are removed from an animal,
an important source of endo=-
genous androgene i8 Jost, And-
rogen hormones are known to
stimulate protein anabolism, or
growth,

Economic pressures are forc-
ing cattlemen to look for ways
to produce beef more efficient-
ly and many are taking a
critical and unbiased look at
young bulls versus steers for
beef production

Draft Age Men
Better Not Burn
“Draft Cards”

Draft age men who pum
their “draft cards’” can get
their inductions into the armed
forces speeded up, under the
provisions of a new official
bulletin to Texas draft boards,
Col. Morris S. Schwartz, stale
Selective Service director, said
recently.

The bulletin, issued as a re-
sult of Public Law R9-1582, re-
fers to leglslation signed by
President Johnson in  August
which makes it a criminal of-
fense to “‘knowingly mutilate
or destroy a registration certif-
jcate, or any other certificate’
issued in  official connection
with the draft Jaw or regula-
tion '

The bulletin reads: ""When
such violations uare brought 4n
their attention, local boards are
requested to consider whether
or not such registrant-violators
should be declared delinquent,

reclassified if necessary, and
their Inductions accelerated.”
Violators of the new law,

which amends section 12(b) (3)
of the draft act, are also sub-
ject to punishment by impris-
onment up to five years, or a
fing up to $10,000, or both l:!;—
on prosecution and convictiom,

Federal attorneys have been
asked to  advise appropriate
draft  boards when violations
involving  willful destruction
and  mutilation of registration
certificates  are  referred to
them by the Federal Bureau of
Investigation
