With many thousand.' of .\mcrican.< traveling  abroad, 

the  United St.ites faces the problem of enticing more 
overseas visitors to ou r shores in order to help allev ia te  
th e  balance of-paym ents problem .

.■\merkan industry , th rough the N ational A.ssocia- 
tion of M anufacturers, is now busily engaged in a cam ­
paign to reduce the “travel gap .” -\s one aspect, it is 
p rom oting low-price package tou rs to the U nited S ta tes  
by em ployees in the  overseas branches or subsidiaries 
of A m erican com panies.

The tou rs  for the m ost p a rt, are a rranged  by the 
em ployees them selves and they pay the ir own fares. The 
com panies encourage the idea and welcome th s ir  foreign 
em ployees fo r x'acations in the U. S.

S inger M anufactu ring  Com pany has l>een a leader 
in the  p ro jec t, more than  1,000 of iUs over.seas em ployees 
having visited the U. S. in the 12-month period. Recently, 
th e  IBM W’orld T rade H eadquarters Club, an employee 
o rgan ization , had sponsored two chartered  fligh ts, b rin g ­
ing  over 197 G erm ans, 88 Swiss and six Belgians to  th is 
country . S im ilar p rogram s are being planned, o r  a re  a l­
ready  under way, in a num ber of o ther com panies.

When in d u stry ’s cam paign was outlineci by C. K. 
C am pbell, Vice P residen t, IBM W'orld T rade C orporation, 
and  chairm an of the NAM ’s travel-gap  task  force, in a 
le tte r  to  P resident Lyndon B. John.son, the W hite House 
expressed the P resid en t’s “ deep app rec ia tion” fo r the 
NAM com m ittee's e ffo rts  to  reverse the flow of to u ris t 
do lla rs .
