IT STARTED WITH A
WOMAN

While fishing is usually
thought of as a man’'s sport,
the first fishing expert was
really a woman.

A printing of a bit of outdoor
writing penned on parchment

around { twenty-five has
been cm & sweet little
English nun named Dame Juli-

ana Berners.

Juliana was born of a royal
family in England and did
some fishing and hunting as a
girl with some of her sporting
cousins and friends. Later on,
she entered a nunnery at St
Albans and wrote the first
known works on fishing

L get a piece of plumber’s
wire, heat it red hot, and burn
a hole clear through the stall
Then store it in a smokehouse
for a while

Now you take a stroll in the

woods and cut a slender slip
of hazel the same length. Soak
it thoroughly, straighten it out,
and let it dry in the smoke-
house too. The next step is to
trim the hazel whip so it can
be inserted into the butt sec-
tion. Now, fashion a metal pin
to hold the two r, and
you have a two on fishing
rod.

Juliana advocates such a two
section rod because jt forms a
good walking staff for a Sun-
day afternoon stroll, and can
easily be transformed into a
fishing rod if you happen by a
good fishing hole.

For a line, Juliana advocates
the long horsehairs woven to-
gether and colored with a mix-
ture of aile, crushed walnut
leaves and alum. Such a line,
she says, blends with the water
and fools the fish more readily.

In her tips for anglers she
recommends not casting a sha-
dow on the water, fishing be-
low waterfalls or in deep
pools, fishing when the wind is
west and using a wire leader
either out of the south or the
when fishing for pike.

She makes one more recom-
mendation which is just as
true today as it was five hun-
dred and forty-three years ago.
Choose your bait with care,
she says, “for you cannot bring
a hook into a fish's mouth un
less there is food on it that
pleases him.”
