CIBA Receives Two
Molding Presses Friday

CIBA Pipe
Burkburmett’s

Systems, one of

largest indus-
tries, received two special
molding presses to add yet
another phase to their produc=-
tion,

The two 35,000 lb, presses
arrived Friday afternoon and
are expected to be in operation
within two weeks, The hydraulic
presses will be used to mold
fiberglass fittings for CIBA’s
pipe. Prior to this, this phase
of production was farmed out
to another firm,

Larry Watts, plant engineer,
reported to the INFORMER/
STAR that several new em-
ployees will be hired as a re-
sult of the new equipment.

The only alteration that had
to be made in the existing
facility to any extent was that
a foundation for the presses

had to be poured. ‘‘Because of
their excessive weight, we had
to dig down some 14 feet to a
solid foundation, then fill the
hole with concrete,’”” stated
Watts,

CIBA Pipe Systems came to
Burkburnett in May of 1968 and
constructed a 68,000 sq. ft.
manufacturing floor just off
what is now CIBA Rd. There

they manufacture fiberglass-
epoxy in 2, 2, 4, and 6 inch
diameter,

The plant, with Dr. Jacques
Barman as plant manager, pro-
duces over four million feet of
pipe anmually with world wide
distribution, They employ ap=-
proximately 120 employees and
list an annual payroll of $900,
000.

J.C, Hinkle of Burkburnett
was the first farmer to bring a
load of 1972 wheat to the local
Bunge Elevators, Hinkle was

He
hauled in the load of 107 hushels
at 5:15 p.m. Monday.

Max Goetze, who farms about
900 acres of wheat six miles
north of lowa Park, delivered
about a third of a loadto Robert
Johnson Grain Co, of Iowa Park
at 2:30 p.m. Monday to claim
the first load of Wichita County
wheat,

Hinkle’'s wheat came from one
of his farms located off Texas
240 just outside of Burkiurnett,
He stated that the average yield
for the acreage cut for thefirst
load will be approximately 15
bushels and that the entirefield
would average 15-20 tushels
per acre,

Hinkle received a premium
check for $25 from Bunge Ele-
vators and a check for $5
from the Burkburnett Chamber
of Commerce Agri- Business
Committee for the first load of
Texas wheat brought into the
Burkburnett elevator,

The starting price for 1972
wheat is up over last yea.'s
price. Hinkle received 1.49
per bushel. Bunge Elevators
also listed prices at .95 for
barley, .80 for oats and 1.90
