BLACK DOG CLEW;
BROWNSVILLE CASE

CLAIMED CANINE ROMPED AHEAD
OF MEN WHO SHOT UP

WAS PET OF ONE COMPANY

Capt. Howland, Recorder of Military
Court, Argues that Negro Soldiers
Guilty of Lawlessness,

Washington, March 20—On a big,
black dog may depend the decision as
to whether or not any of the negro sol-
diers discharged as a result of the fa-
mous shooting-up of Brownsville, Tex,,
are to be allowed to reenlist in the
army of the United States. Suech a
dog 18 sald to have bounded along
ahead of the raiders who went on their
death dealing mission on Aug. 13, 1006,

This obscure bit of testimony was
brought to the fore at the sitting of
the military court of Inquiry, created
by law to determine If any of the dls
charged soldiers should be permitted
to re-enlist. Capt. Charles R. Howland,
récorder of the court, asserted that
this dog belonged to Company B of
the Twenty-Fifth Regiment, and gcam-
pered along ahead of the ralders,

For six hours Capt. Howland ad-
dressed the court in summarizing the
testimony on the Brownsville affray.
During the last four months this court
has examined score after score of wit-
nesses in the matter, and a still lon-
ger perifod has been devoted to analyz-
Ing previous testimony taken by other
hearings in the case. It will goon re-
port Its findings to Congress,

The tenor of the recorder's address
throughout the day was that the dis-
charged soldiers shot up the town, His
story of the dog was only one of the
points marshaled by the army officer
in support of his contention that the
soldiers were gullty of the erime.

LOOK FOR HALLEY'S COMET

Information Given by J. F. Fouts, of
Trinity Mills, Texas.

Trinity Mills, Tex.: Now that Hal-
ley's comet has changed over from
the east slde of the sun to the west
gide and will on April 4 become visible
to the naked eye for the first time,
wa should know at just what point in
the gk¥ to look for it. I shall give
ita position for a few dates, says J. F.
Fouts, of Trinity Mills,

April 4 Halley's comet will rise fifty
minutes ahead of the sun and four de-
grees and thirty minutes north of the
sunrise point, belng on this date at
the upper edge of the twilight line in
the early moming and rising earlier
ench morning untll May 10, whaen it
will rise two hours und twenty minutes
ahead of the sun, It will then re-
turn toward the sun again, rising later
cach morning, On May 18 it will sot
nearly with the sun again, and on
May 20 the comet will set one hour
after the sun sets and one degree
south of the sunget point, and on May
30 the comet will set three hours and
fifty minutes after the sun sets and
elghteen degrees and twenty-five min-
utes south of the sunset point. The
comet will be visible to the naked eye
from April 4 until June, except when
too close to the sun at inferfor con-
Jjunetion, May 16 to 20, and will be
very bright April 30 until May 30 and
will continue visible to the naked eye
in the evenings until June 30, 1910.
It will grow less bright each evening
until it entirely fades away. With
our telescopes we shall continue to
see it two months later than with the
naked eye. '

Price, In Some Instances, As High
As $100.

Austin, Tex.. From the numbers of
applications received dally by the gen-
eral land office for the purchase of
mineral lands in Brewster and other
countles in the northwestarn part of
the state, it Is evident that the demand
for this character {s steadily on the
inerease. With thig great demnend for
mineral lands, the price has accord.
Ingly gone up, and the state I8 getting

some fancy prices for this land, which,g,

however, i8 belleved to be cheap &t
the price. It was only a few years
ago that mineral lands could be pur<
chased in Texas for $15 to $26 an acre,
but now it i& nothing unusual for the
state to sell this land for $50 and $75
per acre, Indeed, Land Commissloner
Robinson sald recently that he had
Just received an application to pur-
chage about twenty-one acres in Brew-
ster county, and for this particular
tract he fixed a price of $100 an acre,
This land has been proved to contaim
certain precious metals. There are
gome other traucts, however, which cam
be purchased for a somewhat lesser
figure than that here glven,

Land Commissioner Robinson gays
that the demand for agricultural land
is also on the increase, notwithstand-
ing the fact that the prices have re-
cently gone up, and many of the large
ranches have been cut up into farms.
The state has adopted the polley of
not renewing the leases for lands when
such leases expire, and instead of re-
leasing the land it is placed on the
market for sale. The fact that the
movement for the reclamation of mik
lions of acres of fertile land in Texas
from overflows is under way, I8 an-
other reason assigned for the demand
for land, and the price for which it is
selling, 'The next legislature fg ex-
pected to make another appropriation,
probably of $100,000 or more to carry
on and extend the work begun by the
State Levee and Drainage board
through Levee and Drainage Commis-
sloner Stiles. The people along the
gtreams over which this work 1s now
being carrlied on are enthvsiastic about
it.

by his attendant to the bottom, seven or elght
fathows below. Filling his basket rapidly. he is
drawn up and repeats the operation as often as
he can, About two in the afternoon the government
gunboat fires a gun and the fleet sets sail back.
As there are no wharves, the oysters are carried
on shore and deposited in the “kKottu” by the
Blrong porters. As soon as the shells are depos-
ited they are counted, two-thirds going to the
government as thelr share, the other one-third
going to the boat which brings them in. At sun-
set the shells are auctioned by the thousand, and
there is fleree competition, for who knows what
the lotlery of chance may bring them in pearls.
The oysters brought are then removed apart by
each buyer and placed in his compound, where
they are carefully guarded till the sun beats upon
them, putrefaction sets in und the oyster bLegins
to disgorge its treasure. Then the malodorous
contents of the shell are washed in vats and the
residue ylelds—my lady's pearls.
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E’ WOE OF HINDOO WOMEN

When a Buddhist prays he implores his god
that when he dies he shall not be cursed by be-
ing born ngain as a woman or as vermin, That
is the attitude of the pative men of India toward
women and against which the misslonaries In the
Orlent are directing all their energy.

Dr, Eleanor Stephenson, a Brooklyn woman
who has been practicing medicine in India for
three years and who will return to her work
there soon, makes an appeal to Amerlcan women
to go out there, the New York Evening Telegram
BAYH.

“I want the women here to realize what It
means to be born In Americs,” she sald recently.
“To be born where a woman is the backbone of
the man, his strength and help in every way!
Why, out In Alimednagar, where my work s, a
woman s no more than an animal, She s for
the purpose of ralsing children and that s all.
A man thinks more of his cow—Iif he s lucky
enough to have one—than he does of his wife.

“A Hindoo husband will let his wife die before
he will call in a man to give bher medical or sur-
gical treatment, That shows the need for women
physicians in the Orient."

In Ahmednagar, which 18 an Inland platean
about a hundred miles from Bombay, there are
two phbysiclans, Dr. Ruth Hume and Dr. Stephen-
son, and one American trained nurse, Miss John-
son. Under Misa Jobhnson there are 14 native
women who have had some slight tralning and
thesa help with the nursing. In the misslon hos-
pital which this bandful of women run 15,000
people were treated last year, an average of 41
& day. These folk have come from a radius of
about 60 miles, though some special cases have
come as far as 300 miles,

The Rev. Alden H. Clark, who {s an educa.
tional misslonary at the same place as Dr, Bte
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phenson. gives gome interesting fig-
urcs about the number of jurses and
doctors in the Orient. *“There are
probably,” he saye, “not more than
100 nurses In the entire missionary
world and there 80,000,000 people in
non-Christian lands who have no med-
feal ald except missionary psysicians.
All Christendom has sent out only
689 medical missionaries, male or fe-
male, and this body maintains 348
hospitals, 97 leper asylums and 21
clasees for native women,

“One physician who had no nurse
to help him treated 18,000 cases in &
yvear. 8o vou see that the supply of
trained medical assistance {s wofully
inadequate.

“In Caleutta, which has the best
facilities in the Orient, three-fifths of
the population die without any doctor
or other trained medlical assistance
in their final illness, In China there

e —_—
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is probably one American or European tralned doe-
tor to every million and a half of people. In the
United Btates there are 160,000 physicians and 22,
000 nurses, an average of one physician to every
60 people.”

“Of course we do a great deal of actual nurs-
Ing and that Is most important,” Dr. Stephenson
says, “but another thing, which is even bigger, is
this: We show women who have thought them-
selves wholly unloved that some one cares for
them. They know that there s a very small
money consideration given us and that what we
do 1s done for love, So they love us.

"When I see woman physiclans struggling for a
lHving here and know what a field there is in India,
1 feel as though they must be told,

“The kind of work I have been doing 8 a ter
rific appeal to the sympathles. We have to respect
caste, which makes nearly all of our cases long
stinding, Onea woman whom 1 treated came to me
with her entire arm o a gangrenous condition.
She had pricked her finger seven months before,
at the time of her husband's death. On account
of her caste she could not g0 much as leave the
Lhouse for the seven months, during which time
septicemin set In and went up as far as her shoul-
der. 1 told her that her arm would have to be am-
putated. She refused absolutely to part with it,
and died as a result,

“Another woman burned her knee and turned
up at the bhospital five months later with that part
of her leg in terrible condition. The leg was cut
off and the woman made a perfect recovery,

“I went many miles Into the interior to see an
Injured woman. She had fallen down a well and
was fearfully brulsed all over. 1 found her lylng
on the floor grinding corn, every turn of her arm
causing the most intense agony. She couldn’t
bear to have me even touch her, she was suffering
60, I told her husband she had to be taken to the
hosplital or she would die and he asked who would
cook the bread if she were gone. He refused to
allow her to go. All I could do was to leave a
little medicine.”

Dr. Stephenson finds that the natives invariably
prefer using ointments to clean dressings. Women
come in large numbers to get olntments for raw
sores where thelr husbands have beaten and cut
them and they are full of gratitude to the doctor,
She finds that those of high class are just as bru-
tally treated and Just as grateful as the lowest.

“Transmigration is one of the strongest beliefs
in India,"” she says, “"and on that account the
people will not kill any animal, not even a flea, As
a result the poor homes are overrun with bedbugs
and other vermin, which spread all sorts of fevers
and diseases.

“And another of their ideas Is that we don't
know anything about ralsing bables. Hindoo
mothers, without exception, give oplum to their
bables to make them sleep while they work in the
flelds. As a result a large proportion of the little
Hindog bables dle before they are a year old, Most
of t'lﬂwurk among the natives Is surgical and the
obs lc cases are the most interesting. This 18
becauge the natives have medicines of their owp,
but kpow pothing of the use of the knife."

CLAIMED CANINE ROMPED AHEAD
OF MEN WHO SHOT UP
THE TOWN.

WAS PET OF ONE COMPANY

Capt. Howland, Recorder of Military
Court, Argues that Negro Soldiers
Guilty of Lawlessness.

Washington, March 20.—On a big,
black dog may depend the declsion as
to whether or not any of the negro sol-
diers discharged as a result of the fa-
mous shooting-up of Brownsviile, Tex.,
are to be allowed to re-enlist in the
army of the United States. Such &
dog is sald to have bounded along
ahead of the raiders who went on their
death dealing misslon on Aug. 13, 19086,

This obscure bit of testimony was
brought to the fore at the sitting of
the military court of inquiry, created
by law to determine if any of the dis-
charged soldlers should be permitted
to re-enlist. Capt. Charles R. Howland,
recorder of the court, asserted that
this dog belonged to Company B of
the Twenty-Fifth Regiment, and scam-
pered along ahead of the raiders.

For six hours Capt. Howland ad-
dressed the court in summarizing the
testimony on the Brownsville affray.
During the last four months this court
has examined score after score of wit-
nesses In the matter, and a still lon-
ger period has been devoted to analyz-
ing previous testimony taken by other
hearings in the case. It will soon re
port its findings to Congress,

The tenor of the recorder's address
throughout the day was that the dis
charged soldiers shot up the town, His
story of the dog was only one of the
points marshaled by the army officer
in support of his contention that the

sgoldiers were guilty of the crime. He |

will conclude his address today.

Dog as a Clew.

The tale of the dog was told the
court when Capt. Howland reached
the part of his argument dealing with
the raid through the town. As the

CLEANING BLACK SILK DRESS

Method Requires a Little Time, But
the Result WIill Be Absolutely
Satisfactory.

Take the dress entirely to pleces
and shake each plece; then spread
over a deal table A& mnewspaper, or
sheet of clean paper, and on It lay
a breadth of the silk. Brush it well
on both gldes with a fine soft brush
~—a hat brush would very well answer
the purpose. BShake It again, fold
together in half, and place on one
gide of the table. In the same man-
ner shake, brush and shake again each
plece of ellk. Remove the paper, and
place on the table a clean paper. On
the paper place the breadth of sllk
once more, and into a clean quart pud-
ding basin pour a half-pint of cold wa-
ter, ndding half a pint of good sweet-
ened gin, which is better for the pur-
pose than unsweetened, as the sugar
gtiffens the gilk. These are the pro-
portions for any quantity required.
Have ready a plece of black crape, or
black merino, about a half a yard
square; dip it into the ligquid, and
thoroughly wash over the best side of
the gllk. DBe careful that it is well
cleaned, and if possible wash from
edge to edge, and wet It well all
over. Then fold over the sllk In half;
then again, till the folds are the width
of those of new silk. Place It In a
clean towel and clean each plece of
silk in the same manner, laying one
plece on the other, remembering that
the last plece done must be the last
ironed. Let the sllk lle folded in the
towel untll a large iron Is well heat-
ed; but be careful that it Is not too
hot. Use two irons. Open the towel
when the {ron is ready, and place the
silk that was first cleaned on an old
tablecloth or sheet folded thick; and
then iron the wrong side quickly, from

edge to edge, until dry. Fold the silk

f lightly to the width of new silk.

This simple process cleans, stiffens
and makes silk look new,

LOOK FOR HALLEY'S COMET

Information Given by J. F. Fouts, of
. Trinity Mills, Texas.

' Trinity Mills, Tex.: Now that Hal
ley's comet has changed over from
the east side of the sun to the west
side and will on April 4 become visible
to the naked eye for the first time,
we should know at just what point in
the sky to look for it. 1 shall give
4ts position for a few dates, says J. F\
Fouts, of Trinity Mills.

April 4 Halley's comet will rise fifty
minutes ahead of the sun and four de.
grees and thirty minutes north of the
sunrise point, being on this date at
the upper edge of the twilight line In
the early morning and rising earlier
each morning until May 10, when it
will rlge two hours and twenty minutes
ghead of the sun. It will then re-
turn toward the sun again, rising Inter
each morning. On May 18 it will set
nearly with the sun again, and on
May 20 the comet will set one hour
after the sun sets and one degrea
south of the sunset point, nnd on May
30 the comet will set three hours and
fifty minutes after the sun sets and
elghteen degrees and twenty-five min.
utes south of the sumset point. The
comet will be visible to the naked eye
from April 4 until June, except when
too close to the sun at inferior con-
junction, May 16 to 20, and will be
very bright April 30 until May 30 and
will continue visible to the naked eya
in the evenings untll June 30, 1910.
It will grow less bright each evening
until it entirely fades away. With
our telescopes we shall continue to
see it two months later than with the
naked eye.

School Attendance.

In all schools about this time
of the year there isa falling off
in attendance. Some drop out
to go to work on the farms, and
to enter other small-paying posi-
tions. And the worst part is,
there are some who quit just be-
cause they are tired, got the
“'spring fever’'—aint a-learning
anyvthing anyway."

The very ones that drop out of
school before the term is out are
the very ones who need, as a
rule, to stay in school, because
they are the ones, generally,
who are behind with their work.
Again, there is no hope to be

assed to the next higher grade.

he examination must be taken
the beginning of the next ses-
sion—a hardship on the pupil as
well as on the school. And even
if John does pass the examina-
tion at the beginning of the term,
he is not as well prepared for his
work as the others that complet-
ed the last year's  session.
Eventually he will get behind,
and he will certainly find on
some spring morning that he
“aint a-learning anything any-
way,’’ and his school life will
probably end.

Listen! Did you know that a
boy who goes to school for seven
years has gained a power to make
money at a rate of $210 more per
year that the boy without the
seven years of schooling, That's
United States statistics. Then
hasn’t the boy laid up a CAPITAL
of $2100 in the seven years of
schooling? The interest at 10
per cent on $2100 will give the
same income as seven years of
schooling. Then, each year is
worth $300 to the child financi-
ally: each month nearly $40; and
each day $2. Just think the lit-
tle second grade tot making $2
per day to be laid up as capital
to bear interest for probably 40
years at 10 per cent. The boy
who graduates from the seventh
grade gets ¥210 per year more
than the illiterate, and for forty
years he will have an accumulat-
ed dividend of $8400 on the ori-
ginal stock of seven years of
schooling. And yet shall the
boy, so valuable even from a fin-
ancial stand point, be hired out
for $25 paltry dollars per month
when school is running for his
benefit? Shall it be allowed to
the whim of the boy to decide as
to whether he may drop out of
school if he wants to loaf around
the streets or go a-fishing?
