One o f the practices that i- most injurioii.-- to Burk­
burnett is that o f patronizing those firm.s which con­
tribute nothing to Burkburnett and the Burkburnett 
citizenship. The paramount thought in trading with these 
firms is to economize. This practice, however, is hut an­
other example o f the old adage. “ Benny-wi.se, pound foo l­
ish.”  These dollars which have been earned in Burkbur­
nett should remain here to create more dollars and to build 
th*‘ town. In.stead, when they are .spent with firms unin­
terested HI the welfare o f Burkburnett. with firms who re- 
fu.se to uphold the community or to join in the activities 
o f the town, they are drawn daily to other centers o f 
trade where they have no part in paying taxes, building 
churches and schools, or supporting the town in other 
worthwhile projects.

A few  hrms operating in Burkburnett .send their 
funds out-of-town to other centers o f trade. They own no 
property in which to pay taxes. They contribute nothing 
to relief work. They refu.se to support trade building pnv 
j<*cts, yet they profit by the projects.

This practice o f always taking o f a community’s ben­
efits and never supporting any o f its in.stitutions is a con­
stant drain on the Community resources. When loyal cit­
izens support firms who do not support the community 
in which they do business they are choking out the life 
of their town.

In another column of this paper is printed a list o f 
the merchants in Burkburnett who are sponsoring the 
weekly Treasure Day. A loyal citizen w ill give these firms 
due consideration. He will trade with the firms that sup­
port the community and kt*ep his money at home.

This project has tlie double inter­
est of keeping the public w-ell in­
formed on new and cla.ssic books, 
and to create an interest in excel­
lent literature in the city. The books 
in the rental shelf now number 
about 60. and these have supplied 
those who demand the newer books 
on the shelves.

In the final analysis, there is noth­

Clean-Up Program  
Proves Success Here

Application Made 
$8,100 Project To 

Build Light Plant
Application was recently made (or 

the application of $8,100.00 to fur­
nish the labor for the building of 
the municipal light plant that has 
been projected by the vote on May 
6th. The local citizens voted $32,000 
bond issue in the first w-eek of May 
to enlarge the present light system. 
This enlargement calls for the re­
moval to another site and a plant 
with heavier foundation of steel and 
i-i-ment

The application was sent through 
the Wichita offices, and the action 
will be taken on the project in the 
near future. The building of 'the 
plant w ill employ a large number of 
men for several weeks and if the 
government allows the project will 
make it possible for the local au­
thorities to complete the present 
plans for the installation.

For the past two years the Federal 
government has been providing most 
of the relief in the communities in 
the United States, and last week the 
orders were received in Burkbur­
nett as in every other area that the 
work would be greatly curtailed 
The small allotments will make it al­
most impossible for the agencies to 
continue on the .scale that they have 
maintained This happened lo occur ■ 
just at the time when a large relief 
relief number was in demand for 
fixing bridges and roads that were 
damaged by the flood.

The withdrawal of the Federal and 
State bounties will throw the burden  ̂
back to the county and city govern­
ments. There have been about 200 
or more families on relief here for 
about 2 years. Of this number a large 
group are of direct relief clients. 
The only schedule that w ill be main- j 
tained will be the relief garden and, 
the cannery. These two project* w ill  ̂
keep only a small skeleton of the 
crews formerly maintained

The canning plant will be at the 
high scholl cafeteria for the remaind-, 
er of the summer It will employ 
about 12 people daily and will offer ' 
to can the products of the pe*)ple of | 
the people of the community on a ' 
share basis. The vegetable and fruit 
will be canned for 60 percent of the ' 
product. The meats etc., w ill be can­
ned on a 50-50 toll basis and every­
thing but the pproduct will be fur­
nished by the cannery.

Termination of C'ontrart
The resentment of the citizens 

started when they realized that such 
a large amount was be-ing drained, 
from the city, and such a relatively j 
small amount was retained here for | 
local expenses However, it is prob- j 
able that the local indignation would 
not have be€>n arouse'd, had not th e ! 
traffic manager of the Wichita dis-i 
trict .sent the l<K'al manager a notice 
of the termination of the contract !

The manager here had l>e«‘n warn- ' 
ed that the release of any informa- 1 
tion relative to the wages allowed 
under the contract would be improp­
er The company apparently wished ; 
to kt êp the community uninformed ' 
about the small amount allowed fo r . 
l<K-al expenses Nevertheless, the in- [ 
vestigation of .several local citizens 
revealed that the company was not 
allow ing sufficient to justify the bu­
siness that they received here This 
investigation led to the expression 
of some public opinions. The com­
pany in Wichita Falls then sent no­
tice to the local manager that the 
contract would be forfeited the 16th 
of June

The real reason for the discharge i 
or transfer was that a wide friend­
ship among the people. This friendly | 
relationship was resented, according 
to those sponsoring the petition, be­
cause it was p<M;sible for the local 
pe<iplc to observe the conditions un­
der which the managers and operat­
ors were required to work.

Kusinev. .Men Investigate j
A fter the notice of the termina­

tion of the contract, the local busi­
ness men investigated and found that 
the operators were paid what they , 
called a disgraceful wage. A  con-' 
ference was called and the managers 
of the Wichita district men met in 
Burkburnett. However, no satisfac- ■ 
tory solution of the question was ar­
ranged.

The result of the deadlock in the 
conference is that the local business 
men have arranged to establish an. 
exchange here The arrangements, 
will be that the local pole system! 
will be used, and the exchange will 
be managed on a fair basis and a t , 
a fair exchange price

In an interview with the reporter, ■ 
the manager of the traffic division,•> 
Mr. A. G Johnson, said that "The 
hiring and firing of employees was 
the private business of the com­
pany," he stated further that he did- 
nut think it any of the cancern of the 
public about the private matters o f ' 
the company related to employees., 
That the local people were being j 
transferred because they violated I 
technical rules that the public was, 
not interested in at the present. i

The petition signed reads' “We the I 
undersigned citizens of Burkbur- 
nett. petition the Southwestern Bell 
Telephone Co. to retain Mr. and Mrs. | 
Geo. Pennington in their present po -' 
sitions, and to pay them a living i 
wage and t« furnish enough addi-i 
tional help to maintain a telephone' 
in an efficient manner. i

“ Mr and Mrs. Pennington are res-| 
pected citizens in this community, i 
Their present wages make it impos-' 
sible for them to participate in any 
religious or civic activities.”

Photostatic copies of this paper' 
were filed with the company, along 
with a copy of the signatures that i 
were secured from the people in the 
city

The Oil Field, Gas Worker Asso­
ciation of Local number 258 have 
perfected a lease on the hall over 
the Betty Anne Bakery, and will 
probably taki- possession of the hall 
on or about July 1. The hall will 
be remodi'led and will give the or­
ganization a convenient andcentral- 
1 y located meeting place for all the 
union and auxiliary groups.
