The case was re-opened after the
Christmas holidays when the labor
organization presented three wit-
nesses who testified for the labor or-
ganization and its work in the field
Two of these were men who had
been discharged by the company
and affected in the case. Those tes-
tifving were: D. F. Lamb, B. F
and Cliff Jackson

The hearing was directed by Rob-
ert L. Guthrie, an attorney repre-
senting the federal board. Edwin A
Elliott, national labor board mem-
ber, was present to assist in the
preparation advancement of
the case

May Enter Court

The federal board member ad-
vised the reporters that the hearing
and decision was in no way binding
on the company nor the men. If
after the presentation of the case
the board found the company hav-
ing violated the law a decision at
equity would be given and the com-
pany advised to readjust the pro-
gram.

However, in case the company re-
fused to accept the advice of the
board, the labor members had the
recourse into the federal district
courts. In this case the federal
headquarters of the labor board at
Washington would take up the case
and take it directly to the federal
court of appeals.

From such a court the case could
be either approved or thrown out
In case it is approved a mandamus
could be issued to force the com-
pany to accept the decision of the
circuit court of appeals.

The Bell Oil and Gas company
was represented by Brannon and
Tipps law firm in the hearing. They
opened their direct testimony Mon-
day afternoon. The hearing was
expected to last through this week,
and the decision of the chairman ex-
pected late this week or early next
