OF WEST POINT

Sometime ago Mr. and Mrs.
Jacob Hemphill received a letter
from their grand-son, P. H.
Hemphill, who is a cadet at West
Point, in which he gives a de-
scription of West Point. The
letter has been in our possession
several weeks, but on account of
lack of space has been crowded
out. But the description is so
interesting we feel that our
readers will enjoy it even though
delayed, and we herewjth repro
duce it:

Dear Granny,

Aunt Emma:

You asked me to describe
West Point, its history and pur-
pose. On October the first, 1776,
only a few months after the De-
claration of Independence, West
Point was selected as a military
post by Congress, because of its
strategic position. Itcommands
all of New York and the great
lakes. It is situated on_the
Hudson river, about 50 miles
from New York City, and at one
of the narrowest parts of the
river, consequently could be
easily defended from ships pass-
ing up the river. A casual visi-
tor at West Point is soon im-
pressed by its bold, rugged and
beatvtiful scenery. He looks
with delight on our rock-bound
shore and the calm, dignifled
river below. Perhaps he stands
on the plains, with its green and
level surface, and gazes upon the
buildings which so neatly trim
its edges. All is dignity, exact-
ness, order. He cannot but
note that discipline and precision
reigns here. He is wholly
wrapped up in admiration of
man’s cruder art coupled with
the greatness of nature. The
grandeur and harmony of it all
inspires him from afar. But, to
us, that wonderful beauty is a
mere surface; a beautiful and
fitting shell for what it contains-
that inner and invisible . life.
The landscape with its rugged
grandeur fades into insignifi-
cance, but the spirit of the corps
lives forever. That quality of
Americans, that possession of
common sense has been made
the corner stone of the iastitu-
tion. The life at the academy is,
along with its principles, based
on simple, reasonable and plain
lines. Implicit obedience is de-
manded at all times and at all
places. The life is strenuous,
and the work at times is arduous.
Cadets are subjected to a whole-
some discipline, mental, moral
and physical, the very easen
tials of an upright, Christian
manhood. Science and culture
are used to turn out an educated
soldiery. A spirit of character
is developed where each cadet
stands upon his individual merit;
where each is tadght a keen de-
vdtion to his duty; where a sense
of personal honor is forever kept
bright, and aboveall, where a
jealous love of country is inspir-
ed. The fame of many of those
who have preceded us has pass-
ed into the imperishable annals

THE GLITTER OF
GOLD ATTRACTS

Messers, John B. Baker and
Charles D. Long, prominent cit-
izens of Haskell, spent yester-
day in the city and left last night
for their home, after a three
weeks' absence in Arizona and
Old Mexico, where they were
prospecting for gold, silver and
copper ore and succeeded in in-
vesting some money in a venture
out there which they think is
gilt edge.

Upon going out three weeks
ago they secured an expert min-
ing engineer at El Paso and have
faith in his judgment and ability.
Accompanying them out were
G. W. Hazelwood of Mineral
Wells and Col. Rufus J. Lack-
land of Fort Worth,

They all returned enthusiastic
over the prospects, and Messrs.
Baker ard Long brought back
with them a large amount of ore
of various kinds, which was
shown a reporter of this paper,
including a gold nugget weigh-
ing out a value of just $21, and
many smaller ones. They have
joined in the organization of a
company called the Yaqui River
Consolidated Gold and Copper
Mining Company, and active
work is already in operation,
three shifts being run.

The copper mine owned by
this company is located in Ari-
zona, while the gold mine is situ-

ated in Old Mexico. Machinery
is being installed in both mines
and there is gold, silver, copper

only.
