It was developed by soil scientists
from Michigan State University and the American Oil Company,
and consists of a wedgeshaped sweep on the end of a boom at-
tached to the rear of a crawler tractor, As the 34+inch sweep is
hauled along two feet below the surface, nozzles attached to ic
bottom of the sweep spray an emulsion of asphalt into the cavity
made by its passage, The asphalt hardens instantly into a layer
about one-eighth of an inch thick, and the soil falls back onto the
layer with a minimum disturbance of earth,

Use of this underground barrier will permit cultivation of mil-
lions of acres of land not now suitable to agriculture because it is
too porous to hold the water it receives. Controlled experiments
have resulted in the significant increases in crop yields. An offic-
Ial of the Michigan State University's department of soil science
says that under present economic conditions high profit truck
crops such as tomatoes, cucumbers, cabbage, beans, potatoes,
strawberries and similar produce could benefit from the use of the
asphalt barrier. The barrier costs about $225 an acre to lay, and
present indications are that it will last for at least 15 years, al-
though some of the sclentists working on the project see no rea-
son why it cannot last indefinitely,

tension  economist at  Texas
A&M University,

He emphasizes that
of increase in economic activit
during the year ahead will de-
pend a great deal upon the turn
of events in Vietnam and their
impact on other government
programs and on business in-
vestments,

If defense spending is aceel-
erated, further restrictive fiscal
action may be necessary to
combat inflationary measures,
he says. If developments result
in a reduction in defense spend-
ing, It Is expected that certain
government programs will be
Iincreased to ease the resulting
economic adjustments, he adds.

The economist sees no letup
in spending by state and local
governments. The increase in
1967 is expected to equal or
even exceed the growth rate of
the past five years.

Residentlal construction and
capital investments have been
slowed by the tight monetary
situation of 1966 ich resulted
as demand for credit rose in
response to a sharp inerease in
demand for roods and services,
Future developments in resi-
dentinl construction will de-
pend, In part, on the success of
government actlon to provide
more funds for mortgage mar-
kets, points out McHaney., Mort-
gage money should become
somewhat easinr to obtain later
In 1967, it as cxpected, consum-
er and business demand for cre-
dit should ease. An upturn in
the housing market is expected
late in 1967, the economist says.

McHaney sees a slight lessen-
ing consumer démand for
durable goods but a continuing
increasing * demand for mnon-
durable goods and services.
Several factors are cited which
may' prevent auto sales' from
mateching the total for 1966,
These include a slowing down in
the rate of increase of consum-
er income; higher cost of cars,
high interest rates, draft calls,
and relatively large proportion
of young cars in the auto popu-
lation.

Total purchases of furniture
and household equipment are
not expected to equal the in-
crease of 1066 over 1965 in view
of higher price tags and hous-
ing market prospects, Expend-
itures for non-durables, such as

Federal Income
Tax Return?

Everyone under 65 years old,
whether single or married, who
is a citizen or resident of the
United States and had gross in-
come of §600 or more during the
year must file a return, Ellis
Campbell, Jr., District Direc-
tor of the Internal Revenue
Service for northern Texas ad-
vised taxpayers today

If you are 65 or older on the
last day of yvour tax wvear, no
return 15 required unless gross
income was $1.20 or more. If
your income is under the above
figures, you should file a re-
turn to obtain any refund due
you of income tax withheld from
salaries or wages.

Businessmen, farmers, and
other selfl - employed  persons
must file a return if net eamn-
ings from self-employment were
$400 or more,

a week were eligible for le.
One of them had been given a
five-year sentence, one three
yars. But both sentences were
served in ctically the same
length of time

Barlow then made an exten-

sive survey of what had hap-
Fenod to many convicts sent up

Bexar County. The re-
sults were more than reveal-
ing; they were ast ing.

Here are a couple of exam-
ples (space bits
more) :

A defendant convicted of mur-
der with malice on Nov. 12th,
1963, got 20 years., On July 20,
1966, Barlow had notice he was
eligible for parole. He had
spent two years, 8 months in
the pen, but had credit for five
yvears and three

2 A lar got two yearl on
Feb. 18, 1966; on August 1,
1966, notice was given he was
eligihle for parole and was
shown to have credit for 10
months.

"To% with, the Board of
Pardons and Paroles apparently
takes the position that counting
time is the function of the De-
partment of Corrections (the
prison system). The depart-
ment has a classification sys-
tem set up by law for prison-
ers, All prisoners enter the sys-
tem as Class I prisoners, The
system operates in this man-
ner:

“A Class I prisoner gets 20

extra days of good time for
each 30 days served.
“Class II prisoners get 10

days extra good time for each
days served

“Class III prisoners get no ex-
tra good time and serve day for
day,

“If a prisoner becomes a
‘state approved trusty' he re-
ceives two dayq credit for each
day he serves.

Next the new Code of Crim-
inal Procedure provides that
any prisoner is eligible for pa-
role when he has served one-
fourth of his sentence. Barlow
says “the Board takes the po-
sition that this one-fourth
means one-fourth of the sen-
tence the way the Department
of Corrections counts time, not
the way every one eclse counts
time, which cuts the one-fourth
to considerably below one-
fourth of the sentence on the
calendar."

Barlow says another law pros
vides that no matter what sen-
tence a prisoner gets, he is el-
igible for parole when he has
served 15 vyears, Theoreticall

such as 60 years, life, 99 years,

Panhandle Game
Fish Show Gain

Cold-insulated Panhandle fish-
ery crews caught 206 walleyes
in new Lake Meredith, accord-
ing to [fishery biologist Jack
Crabtree of the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department.

They also learned Meredith
walleyes, released during the
last two summers, have shown
remarkable growth, Fish from
last year's stocking averaged
