Sign-U-p DatesFor '67 FeedProgram

SetFebruary6th ThroughMarch 3rd
In the hustle and bustle of

starting off a new calendar
year, farmers should not forget
the signup dates for the 1967
Feed Grain Program, cautioned
Manford Reld, Chairman of the
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation County Commit-
tee.

Ihe four-wee-k signup period
begins February 6 and ends on
March 3. The 1967 voluntary
program is similar to the pro-
gram for 1966, although It has
been strengthened in some re-

spects The Chairman listed
these changes:

The price-suppo-rt loan rate
has been increased. For 1967-cro-p

corn the rate is up five
cents, from 51.00 to 51.05 per
bushel. The loan rate for grain
sorghum is up proportionately
from 51.52 to 51.61 per hundred-
weight

"These changes will mean an
average Increase of about five
percent In price support for
1967 participants. They should
provide a higher floor price for
the market, according to USDA
program forecasters,"Mr. Reid
said.

The support payment rates
continue at the 30-ce-nt per
bushel level for corn and 53
cents per hundredweight for
grain sorghum production on
50 percent of the farmer's base
acreage.

The loan rate on barley is
up from 80 cents per bushel to
90 cents, national average.Tills
rate is available to all produc-
ers on their entire acreage.Bar-
ley is not included In the feed
grain program this year. Farm-
ers who grow barley and also
participate In the 1967 wheat
program may arrange with the
county ASCS office to plant

Chairman Reld also outlined

some of the benefits that arc
continued in the 1967 program
from preceding voluntary feed
grain programs:

There will be advance pay-
ments. If a farmer wants to
take it he may receive one-ha- lf

of his total payment at the time
of signup. This provision will be
of particular interest to farmers
who cam only n price-suppo-rt

payment In 1967.
The small base provision re-

mains in effect. Small farms
with feed grain bases of 25
acres or less may divert more
than the qualifying minimum of
20 percenton up to as much as
the entire base. They will be
eligible for payment on all of
such diversion.

Farmers may plant soybeans
on any or all of their permitted
corn and grain sorghum acres
in 1967 without loss of program
paymentsor loan eligibility.

Chairman Reld said the need
to expand grain production in
the range of 12 to 15 million
acres in 1967 and divert 15 to 18
million acres is indicated by
the reduced carry-ov- er this
year.

"The marketing year begins
October 1 each year. Last Oc-

tober 1, the carry-ove- r of old
corn was 886 million bushels,
down one-fift- h from a year earl-
ier. Grain sorghum stocks on
October 1 were 393 million
bushels, down nearly one-thir-d

from a year earlier. If we add
in barley and oats, the total
feed grain carry-ove- r is about
13 million tons. This is about
the cushion or reserve that is
desirable.

Better Late Than Never," was
necessary as a supplement to
our Janunry newsletterbecause
of the good news announced late
h r day evening, after our news-
letter had been printed. The an-
nouncement has the effect of
saying that a total of 20,503,296
additional poundsof cotton have
been granted to Texas to takecare of various inequities in
projected yields in 1967.

Tlie RPCG interprets this to
mean that 90 per cent or more
of these pounds will go to the
32 counties In the Rolling Plains
who have lost pounds becauseof
skip-ro- w penalties. Tills repre-
sents a total dollar increase of
some $2 million dollars In cot-
ton income for the Rolling
Plains In 1967.

The RPCG has been working
continuously since October 7th
when we first learned of the in-
equity for our farmers. Tlie
last large effort madeby RPCG
officials was in having the con-
ference referred to in the letter
from John Schnittker, willed on
January 6, 1967. At this meet-
ing our Congressmen present
were very demanding in ex-
pressing a desire to correct this
inequity. We nre very fortunate
to bo represented in Washington
by such able men as Omar Bur-
leson, George Mnhon, W. R.
Bob Poage, Graham Purcell,
John Tower and Ralph Yarbor-oug-h.

Special consideration
should bo given your local con-
gressmanbecause ho highly de-
serves it.

The Texas ASCS committee
will determine how the pounds
will l)c distributed.
