Yet we have over-
looked the greatest industrial potential of all: today’s farmer, his
needs for seed, fertilizer and supplies, and his demands for ma-
chinery and labor comprise one of the largest industrial forces in
America.

The American tarmer has never been considered as an in-
dustrialist. We who depend upon the farmer for evervthing we
eat and a lot of what we wear, will do well to consider our friend
and neighbor, Mr. John Q Farmer.

The typical farmer of thirty years ago lived on the farm, had
a team of horses or mules and a few pieces of equipment to till
the land. If he was a successful, aggressive individual, he prob-
ably farmed between 160 and 320 acres. He might even have owne
ed a tractor. He lived off land almost entirely and sold the
excess produce over his family local groceryman
in a nearby town.

Today, the succt farmer lives in
live on the | His home is a bungalow, more than like-
ly air conditioned and gas heated. He has al least one family au-
tomobile and a farm pick-up truck. Chances are that he owns two
or more 2- or 4-row tretors and the necessary equipment to farm
350 o 1,000 acres of land.

A "blue ribbon"' panel of 25
West Texans, to be named
shortly, will conduet an in-depth
study and evaluation of the
problems, resources and poten.
tialities of towns under 12.000
population,  Seventy-one lowns
in this category have lost pop-
ulatltm during the past 10 years

"Too many people.” Shep
perd said, “are willing to write-
off small towns but we cannot
do this if we want West Texns
lo grow and prosper.”

The study to be made will in-
clude exhaustive research, sur-
vevs, conferences in Austin and
Washington and town hall type
meetings and hearings in small
towns of West Texas. The
hearings will develop wavs and
meang of utilizing existing ns-
g1s and methods of accenting
the cultural, eduecational, ree-
reational and industrial oppor
tunities of the smaller towns

The Special Task Foree is a
group for planned action and
not an academic study, aceord
ing to Shepperd. The group will
seek  to  determine  what  the
small town has and what it is
possible for them to have;
what assistance is needed, if
any, from the State and Federal
governments; what the metro-
politan areas may do to assist
small towns within their
spheres of influence; growth
patterns of emall towns and the
repnsons  for losses or gains;
the development of criteria ns
to what an aggressive small
town, with proper leadership,
can expect in the way of indus-
trinl development, tourism, cul
tural development and reten-
tion of young people in their
community. The study will also
evaluate available Federal pro-
grams and services as well as
those possible aids from the
State agencies that  will be
helpful in attaining the goals
sel by the individual city.

In the formation of this im-
portant Task Force President
Stepperd said “‘Small towns are
our last citadels of graciousness
and true hospitality...they have
been and  will cunlinu(' with
help, to be an important ele-
ment in West Texas' economy,
characteristic of the democratic
way of life in which a man is
free to make choices and a-
chieve security through his
own efforts.’
