1,514 people in Haskell Coun-
Iy received a total of $1,058 220
In social  security  benefits in
1965, R. R. Tuley, Jr., social se-
curity distriet manager in Abi-
lene, revealed Tut‘;l_\‘. an in-
crease of §144.021 and 9% people
over 1964,

A large part of the increase in
payments resulted [rom changes
made by the Social Security
Amendments of 1965, Tuley said.
Those changes  which were in
addition to the new program of
health  insurance for the agzed,
included a 7 per cent increase
in month benefits retrouctive to
January 1965: benefits for wid-
ows as carly as 60; benefits for
full-time  students  between 18
and 22; benefits for some peo-
ple over 72 who hadn't worked
long enough to get social secur-
ity before; and the payment of
disability insurance benefits to
workers who are unable to work
because of a disability that lasts
12 months or more.

“In addition,” Tuley stated,
“a good many older people, up-
on applying for medicare, found
they were eligible for regular
social security benefits, too. All
in all, the 1 figures for Has-
kell Cotmriv include 787 retired
workers, 101 disabled workers
and their families, and
wives and children of retired
or deceased workers. In addi-
tion, 178 widows, widowers, or
dependent, aged parents receive
benefits. The average monthly
social security retirement ben-

Water Toll
Races Past
'65 Shocker

Skyrocketing water sports fa-
talities accelerating the season's
grim rate ahead of the 200 cas-
ualties pace last year, prompt-
ed the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department to make an “in
between'" report as a safety
precaution,

Ordinarily the Department in-
I’nrmallf tabulates the water
recreational deaths every two
weeks, but reports for one late
May week alone reached nine-
teen  drownings from assorted
causes,

This increased the total to 73
for the season, six deaths ahead
of the mark this time last sum-
mer,

The sordid statistics reflected
several fatalities from school
picnics, traditionally being held
al school's end.

Thirteen of the 19 drownings

reported to the Department in-
volved ngsters 17 or under.
Three 14-year-olds perished; one
11; one 12; one 13; one 15; one
16, and one 17,
_ Ten of the latest victims were
involved in bathing accidents
and five in boating mishaps.
Three were fishing, An B-year-
r_;ld, on an overnight river fish-
ing trip, stumbled on the bank
and fell to his death in the
Brazos River,

The worst single tragedy oe-
curred when a Kaufman man,
his 1l-year-old daughter and 4-
year-old niece, drowned when
their boat capsized in a lake, A
Dallas family's fishing trip was

mhgred when a 4-year<old boy
fell into White Rock Creek and

his aunt drowned trying to save
him.

Six of the latest drownings
were along the coast, mostly
from undertow. These involved
three 14 year olds, one 13 year
old, one 12 year old and a six
year old,

The Department noted that
upcoming June usually is the
most treacherous to water rec-
miminna]lxts. that is statistic-
wise,

Here are fire-fighting
guidelines to use, i a [fire
should start in a frying pan
Turn off the gas or electricity

ROMe

Do not move the pan from the
burner, cautions the agent, If
a lid is handy, slide the lid

over the top of the pan in a mo-
tion away from your body, and
smother the flames. Do not low-

er a hd over the flames. This
will cause flames to spread
sideways and perhaps burn

your arm or ignite your clothing
or other nearby articles

If a lid is not available, use
salt or baking soda to smother
the flame, urges Mrs. Elliott,
Simply pour or throw either of
the items directly on the {lame,
but be eareful not to push the
grease and flames outside the
pan, Do not use flour, sUgar or
water to try o put out the
flames. Flour will explode, sug-
