Keep Your Sights On Safety

(By J. C. Yeary, Jr.,, Work Unit Conservationist
Soll Conservation Service, Haskell, Texas)

July 23 through July 29 has been proclaimed by President
President Lyndon B. Johnson as National Farf Safety Week. In his
proclamation, President Johnson stated, .., Whatever diminishes

— or impedes the efficiency and productivity of our farmers is det-
rimental to men and women everywhere, This waste of human
and economic resources, along with the tragic physical and psy-
chologieal damage suffered by farm men, women and children,
should prempt us wo regard the rural accident problem a matter
of mattonal eoncern.”’

All agencies of the U S Department of Agriculture with offices
in Hasketl County join in urging not just the farm people, but all
people, to “keep your sights on salety.”

During this season of the year, and especially [rom now until
schoo! starts again this fall, people by the thousands will be flood-
ing the countryside to escape the searing heat of the city, The
highways will be extremely over-crowded, and death will run rams
pant, Every precautign must be exercised by farm people enter-
ing or leaving our major highways, Make doubly sure that you
have ‘‘elear salling’’ prior to pulling onto the highway from coun-
try roads. Be sure to signal your inteations well in advance before
leavimg the hughway. Do not, and 1 repeat, do nut drive traclors

( and equipment on the highwavs unless there is no other route to
use. Then stay as far as possible to the side, prelerably on the

shoulders or in the bar ditches

Another point o eonsider is that of swimmung, Two drownings
have already occured this season in Haskell County, Let us keep
this figure at “TWO." If you have a farm pond which can be used
for swimming, make smre there is sufficient life-saving measures

such as Jarge rubber tubes, long poles and/or life preservers a-

vailable. Take precautions, and go (o the expense o provide these
items. The Nfe saved is far more valuable than the cost invejved.

snags and the like.
