"Post emergency phone num.

“If smoke blinds vou
or power is off at night, feel
for the opening just beneath the
finger-stop and dial clockwise
to dial zero"

She adds that telephone oper-
ators are trained 1o tuke emer.

Identifving  voursell s im-
portant, particularly when the
emergeney is not obvious from
the outside, particularly in a
mdti-lamily  dwelling, Miss
Fansler says. “Also, a neighbor
asked for directions is more
likely to recognize vour name
than yvour house number.

Miss Fansler recommends
teaching children proper tele-
phone use in an emergency.

Nafure has her own way of
balancing the ghme or fish 1o
avallable habital and food. But
man has learned something a-
bout the longevity of certain
creatures  through  controlled
stiudies. Most of these studies
hitve been made in zoos, whore
pampered animals live under
conditions ideally suited 1o pro-
long life. Tt is from such studies
where the statistics conesrning
the longevity of animals are de-
veloped

For instance, man lives the
longest of all mammals, But as
Age goes, man's Hfespan really
isn't long, In general, birds live
longer than mammals and cer-
tain reptiles live longest of all.

For some unknown reason,
Lrge animals have n tendency
o live longer than their smallep
relatives, Bul of course, there
are many exceptions.,

Champion of the olddimers is
the giant tortoise, One has heen
known fo live for 152 years!

Bul this isn't much better than
the box turtle, with an authen-
le age of 123 vears, An alliga-
tor has been known to live for
bR vears, o snapping turtle for 57
and a cottonmouth snake, 21

Elephants  rank  behind  hu-
mans among the mammals, One
6% vears old has been known. A
horse has keen known to live for
b0 years, a hippopotamus 49, a
chimpanzee 40, and a grizzly
bear 32,

With the more common ani-
mals, a cottontail rabbit has
lived to 10 vears and a squirrel
to 16, Ther¢ have been  lions
which saw their 30th birthdays,
and a mountiin lion that lived
2 years.

A 102yearold swan leads the
birds. This also Includes the par-
rot, 80;: the great horned owl,
68; eagle, 55; English sparrow,
23 canary, 22; and humming
bird, 8.

Among the amphiblans, a gi-
amt salamander lived 1o 55, a
toad to 36 and a bullfrog to 30.

There is no recorded lifespan
statistics on the bobwhite quail,
But certainly under ideal con-
ditions  this  bird should live
longer than a year. Yet biolo-
gists estimate that fully 80 per

All Claims of Water Rights Must
Be Recorded According To New Act

The Texas Wit RIL{]‘II‘. C"om-
migsion anncounced that it has
begun distribution of reporing
forms required by the Watel
Rights Adjudication Act of 1967

Persong using  public surface
witer in Texas for any purpose
other than for domestic or live-
slotk uses withott & permit are
required by recent  legislative
aetion 1o file a sworn statement
with the  Texas Water Rights
Commission for recognition  of
their claim. This must be done
no later than September 1, 1968

The Water Rizshts Adjudica-
tion Aol, effective Aucgust 28,
1965, provides that all elaims
of waler rights must be record-
ed with the Water Rights Come

mission., These elanims must be

valid under existing law  and
will be limited 1o aclual use
All water rights are to be ad-

dicated and admimstered by
the Commission  “to the ol
that the surlace water resoum

of the State mav be put iy the
grediest beneficinl  use. Iy
quote the new  lay

This Act will not alfecl users
of ground water, Users of stir-
face water for domestic or live-
stock purposes only also will not
be allected, The new law ap-
plies 1o and mav limit claima
1o miparian waters, walers df
verted  or  impounded for use
other  than for domestic and
livestock purposes,” clatms
to water rights under the i
gation Acts of 1889 and 1895
which were not filed with the
State Board of Waler Engineers
in accordance with the lrriga-
tion Act of 103, as amended
