Pork has been in 
plentifu l supply since last fa ll and it i.s expected that for 
the next several months marketing w ill be well above the 
comparable 1954 levels.

In letters .sent to retail food distributors operating 
more than 28,000 stores thruout the country, the Institute 
sa id : “ Consumers, many o f whom Io.st the pork-buying 
habit during a period o f reduced supplies and relatively 
high prices, probably need some urgent reminders o f the 
values existing today. It added that the meat packing 
industry, the National L ive Stock and Meat Board, and 
thp U. S. Department o f Agricu lture are working to help 
Improve pork sales.

unity. Others emphasize the in­
ability of mother.-, who arc t. .■ 
bc.et by conflicts and insoemity 
to provide the child with th>> 
love, understanding and freedom 
which is nece-sary for the devel­
opment of men of integrity and 
good will.

There are three convictions on 
the.se important issues. The first 
is that our family life is part 
and parcel o f our whole cultured 
life, it is as much a symptom as 
a cause of whatever is unhealthy 
about our present society. The 
second is that the cure for our 
present ills is not a return to 
the family life of the last cen­
tury. It is not only impracticable, 
but undesirable, to turn back 
the clock. The third is that any­
thing we propose in the way of 
a remedy at the present time is 
hardly more than a guess. We 
do not know enough about per­
sonality and the way it develops 
to have any sound basis for the 
action.'

But we have the experience of 
an age preceding us when things 
were different, when rapt* was 
not co.Timitted in a ration of one 
to three by juveniles; when bur­
glaries were not committed in a 
ratio of three t.> five by children, 
when other heavy crimes were 
not commonly committed by our 
children. Now, what home and 
family conditions existed then 
that now are lacking** Wc must 
also consider, of course, the 
changing conditions, conditions 
that are present now that were 
not present then. But w « do have 
Ihks basis of general and racial 
and cultural experience, so that 
we are not quite so lost in the 
next -tep ahead as one would 
presume.
