HE Unlted States govern-
ment is now at work
upon one of the most am-
bitious and, by the by,
one of the most interest-
ing projects it has ever
undertaken. It is noth-
Ing short of & scheme for
moving the “corn belt.”
Or perhaps it would be
more accurate to call It
a crusade for extending
the “corn belt," for there is no de
gire to Interfere with the growing of
our greatest agricultural staple In
that broad section of the country
where corn has long been the princl
pal standby of the farmer. The new
plan of the department of agricul
ture—for of course that ia the branch
of our government machinery that has
charge of this new act' . Ity—Is simply

in effect to make two blades of grass
grow where on!y one grew before.

Although all the world has been
ga=ping in astoanishment these many
years past at the bumper crops of
corn this country turns out each year,
the experts of the government some
time since came to the conclusion
that great as was' the national corn
yield It was not as big as it ought to
be. Furthermore, they thought they
foresaw a time when, with our rapidly
growing population, the corn crop
would not be any too big for our own
American appetite and, of course, if
that came to pass, we would lose more
or less of our forelgn trade, for a vast
quantity of Yankee corn products now
find thelr way to dinner tablés over
[ 18 N

On the theory of a stitch In time
the agricultural sharps proceeded to
get busy over this Impending prob
lem. First they set about increasing
the yleld of corn per acre and latterly
they have entered upon the even more
significant mission of extending the
corn growing srea. As our readers
are aware most of the corn crop has
been grown heretofore In the middle

West—In states such as Ilinols, Indiana, Iowa
and Nebraska, But the government experts
scouting around soon came to the conclusion
that as good or better corn than America had
ever known could be ralsed in prolific quantity

STATE RAILWAY 15 A BURDEN

A Miserdble Ending to Texas Experk
ment In State Ownérship of

Rallways.

Austin, Feb., 21-—Concerning the

bill which he introduced to author
Ire the sale of the Btate railroad,
running from Rusk to Palestine, a dis-
tance of thirty-two miles, which road
was completed under an act of tfle
Thirty-First Legislature, Benator Hen-
ry B, Terrell of Mclennan says:
* "It will ha remembered that that
act made It the duty of the peniten-
tlary board to dispose of the proper-
ty upon thé completion of the line,
but, as the project was one of Ex.
Gov. Campbell's pet schemes, no ef-
fort was ever made, so far as 1 am
advised, to dispose of this property,
operated at conslderable loes.

“The recent report of the auditor
of the system shows that this line
of rallroand, which cost the people of
Texas fully $600,000, is being operated
at a loss of several thousand dollars
per month, and Gov. Colquitt, in his
recent message, recommended Lhe
sale or lease of the property, and that
some action be taken immediately.

“Under the provisions of this bill

There can be no doubt
that much injustice is endured
by people of humble circumstan-
ces because of the interminable
time and the excessive cost en-
tailed by an appeal to the courts,
It is equally certain that the pre-
sent cumbersome and costly sys-
tem gives to the man or corpora-
tion of large means an advan-
tage which renderzs it easy
for him or it to extort un-
fair compromisas from the in-
dividuai of small means. Griev-
ous as this evil is, our present
absurd system of judicial pro-
cedure is productive of even a
graver evil. That evil is the
least with which criminals escape
the penalties of the law. [t is
no exaggeration that under the
system obtaining in Texas the
deterrent force of law operates
scarcely at all against those who
are able to employ lawyers who
are skilled in those sleight-of-
hand tricks which the law coun-
tenances and encourages, Our
present system of judicial pro-
cedure is, undoubtedly, one of
the strongest anti-social forces
that we have to contend with.

Most men will agree, we think,
that in saying these things we
do not overdraw the picture.
Indeed, there are some jurists
and lawyers, as Mr. Terrell says,
who admit the existence of evils
quite as bad as these we have
stated. Yet every effort that is
made to bring about some small
measure of reform, for some
reason or other, fail. The only
relief measure that seems to
have any chance of adoption in
the Legislature isone to create
more courts. Such bills as this
usually command the support of
most lawyers of the Legislature
and their readiness to support
those measures, contrasted with
their opposition to all other re-
form measures, must suggest to
every mind that they are more
responsive to the prompting of
their self-interest than to the
needs of the people as a whole,
There are some lawyers, to. be
sure, in and out of the Legisla-
ture, who, in considering this
matter, subordinate their pro-
fessional interest to their civic
obligation. But they are excep-
tional, and notable for the small-
ness of their company.

Hoping and
even believing that the legal
profession’s sense of duty to the
people would triumph over con- |
siderations of professional ad-
vantages, the people have waited
a lonz time for them to do some-
thing. The vanity of the hope
has been proved, the faith of the
people has been mocked. Cer-
tain of the lawyers have shown
that they will do nothing more
than create new courts, and that
they too much cherish the power
which the rule of technicalities,
quibble and absurd formulas
give them to surrender it volun-
tairly. That being the case, the
people must take the initiative
in this matter and assert their
power. They must if necessary
bring about reform unaided by
the laywers, and in their own
blundering way. It is they who
pay the cost, it is upon them
that laywers thrive, and they
are the victims of the present
cumbersome and vicious system.

‘Unfon. It is a fact no less Interesting,
though not unnatural, that American
manufacturers of agricultural machin.
@ry are getting themselves In read.
iness to send to Russia all the ma
chinery she 1s willing to pay for, pro-
vided she will make the trade an ob
Ject to them by way of duty conces
slons. The Russlan Natlonal Organiza-
tion of Traders In Agricultural Machin-
ery and Implements has lald be-
fore Its government resolutions ad. |
Yocating the continuance of agrk |
cultural machinery on the free list, and
the removal of the present duty on lo-
comobiles Imported with threshing
machines and stean plows. In these
resolutions American manufacturers of
agricultural machinery are naturally
interested. They know that the Rus-
slan government earnestly desires the
development of the southern part of
its country into a corn-growing area,
the fertility of tfe soil making this es-
peclally desirable; and they are quite
reasonable in boping and expecting
that this consideration will be a fac
tor In:the Russian acceptance of the
proposition to admit free of duty all
utensils and machinery required In
the cultivation of the product.

There are two sides to every ques- |
tion. Dean Bailey of the College of |
Agriculture at Cornell, presented the
other side of a much-discussed matter
when he talked to the fruit growers
of the state at Sodus on the subject
of abandoned farms.
