As such, 
the court must hold the re ­
spect of all citizens. Tha 
legalistic hair-splitting in 
which Judge Davidson haa 
indulged as a member of 
the court has made a mock­
ery of justice, and gone fa r  
to cost the court the respect 
of the ordinarj' common- 
sense citizen.

Davidson’s record of find­
ing loopholes in the law, to 
permit criminals to wriggle 
free, is too w’ell known to
require review here.................

In addition, there will be about 
two million small foreign economy cars in this country by the 
end of the year This trend has led to the prediction that by 1964 
annual gasoline sales will be 4,500,000,000 gallons less than 
would have been the case if compacts were not in the picture.

The world’s first and largest 
privately-financed program aim­
ed at harnessing the H bomb s 
tremendous power for the gen­
eration of electricity has been 
extended for an additional tour 
vears. it was announced today 
by .1 B Thomas, president of 
Texas Electric Service C'

Texas Electric Service Com 
pany is a member of the Texas 
.\tomic Energy Research foun­
dation. composed of 11 inve.s- 
tor-owned electric utility com­
panies operating in T e x a s  
Thomas is a director of the foun­
dation.

The directors voted at their 
annual meeting in Houston this 
week to continue their joint 
sponsorship of the nuclear re­
search program underway since 
1957 at the laboratories of Gen­
eral Dynamics Corporation’s 
General ’.\tomic Division which 
has as its goal the control of the 
nuclear fusion reaction for pow­
er generation. Nuclear fusion is 
the process responsible for the 
energy of the sun and stars, and 
of the hydrogen bomb

Other 'member companies of 
the research foundation are: 
Central Power and Light Co.. 
Community Public Service Co.. 
Dallas Power and Light Co.. El 
Paso Electric Co.. Gulf States 
Utilities Co.. Hou.ston Lighting 
and Power Co., Southwestern 
Electric Power Co.. Southwest­
ern Public Service Co. Texas 
Power and Light Co . and West 
Texas Utilities Co.

The jointly sponsored research 
IS being conducted at General 
.Atomic s John Jay Hopkins Lab­
oratory for Pure and Applied 
Science in San Diego. Calif, and 
includes both theoretical and ex­
perimental work in Plasma 
phenomena, directed toward ul­
timately controlling and sustain­
ing a man made fusion reaction.

Dr. Frederic de Hoffmann, 
senior vice president of General 
Dynamics and president of Gen­
eral Atomic Division, hailed the 

I TAERF decision as "a further 
 ̂ impressive demonstration of the 
' vision and vitality of the pion­

eering spirit in American enter­
prise, in the best tradition of 
technological progress”

“General Dynamics is delight­
ed that we are to continue our 
association in this venture with 
such a forward looking group 
of utilities.’’ he said

Dr. de Hoffmann said the new- 
experimental facilities now com­
ing into operation result largely 
from an enlargement of interest 
in shock wave plasma generation 
and injection.

Indicative of the growth of 
the joint program, he said, is 
the fact that more than 50 
scientists and other technical 
personnel are now engaged in 
its theoretical and experimental 
activities. In addition, the pro­
gram has access to the talents 
of more than 1,100 scientists, 
engineers and others w ho make 
up the personnel of the John 
Jay  Hopkins Laboratory. A large 
atomic beam laboratory, because 
of the nature of its research 
'the study of atomic scattering 
phenomena) is closely associat­
ed with the controlled fusion 
program.

The program is under the di­
rection of Dr. Donald W. Kerst. 
inventor and developer of the 
betatron nuclear accelerator Dr 
Marshall N. Rosenbluth. inter­
nationally known physicist heads 
the theoretical research in plas­
ma stability at General Atomic.
