Odom said that at the 
time producers sign up 
for the program, they may 
receive an advance of 50 
percent of the diversion 
payment and of any pro-
jected deficiency payment. 
The advance deficiency  

payment rate will be 32.5 
cents per bushel. 

The new wheat program 
encourages converting hi-
ghly erosive cropland to 
permanent conservation ac-
reage. He said, "Cost-
share payments for car-
rying out conservation mea-
sures are available through 
the Agricultural Conser-
vation Program (ACP). 
This provision will permit 
farmers more management 
flexibility and assist their 
future program partici-
pation." 

The land diversion pay-
ment is based on '2.70 per 
bushel times the farm 
yield times the acres 
diverted. Acres planted for 
harvest must be no more  

than 80 percent of a farm's 
wheat base, and the bases 
will be the same as es-
tablished for the 1982 
program. Farmers must 
also devote to conservation 
uses an acreage equal to 
both the acreage reduction 
and land diversion re-
quirements. 

The target price for 
wheat will be '4.30 per 
bushel. The loan rate will 
be '3.65 per bushel under 
regular loan. Reserve pro-
visions will be announced 
later.
