SECTION 2 .Any person vio- 
lat.ng the provisions of this 

i ordinance shall be subject to a

fine of not more than $200 00.
SECTION 3: "nie fact that 

there is presently no adequate 
provisions to regulate the use 
of the City’s dump grounds, cre­
ates an urgency and an emer­
gency in the immedate preser­
vation of the public peace, 
health, safety, contort, and gen­
eral welfare, and requires that 
this ordinance shall take effect 
immediately frotn and after its 
passage and publication.

Nematodes, small hair-like 
roundpworim which live  in soil, 
w ill soon be getting a lot of spe 
c ia l attention.

Because at the increasing im- 
portajice at plant parasitic nema­
tode control, and the need tor 
agricultural producers and hcmc- 
owners to have information 
needed for control, a detection 
laboratory has been established 
at Texas AdUM University.

B. T. Haws, county agricul­
tural agent, aaid the Idb woukd 
operate on much the same basis 
as the soil testing laboratory, 
also an Extension facility. A  fee 
o f $2 per sample a i l l  be charg­
ed for the detection service 
which w ill include the identifi­
cation oif nematodes present, in- 
fe^a tion  level, wether or not 
chemical or cultural control me­
thods are justified, and a list­
ing o f resistant varieties of 
plants.

Livestock producers who fail 
to include fo r a year-round sup 
p ly o f high-quality forge in their 
plans often  face d ifficu lt pro­
blems. The present prolonged 
period o f hot and dry weather 
emphasizes the imgiortance for 
such a plan, points out the 
county agent.

Research and on-farm demon­
strations have shown the value 
o f fertilizers in areas where it 
is needed, to keep forage pro­
duction high even in years when 
rainfall is belcrw normal, says 
the county agent.

dations w ill prod«ie- m ore graz 
ing during dry ^ t h e r  than 
those not fertil >d and the 
quality uf the torage w ill be 
better. Therefore, says Haws 
the logical starting point fo r an 
improvement program is a soil 
test. Now  is the time to take 
soil samples from fields which 
can be put into tem porary pas­
tures fo r uae this fall.
