The Howard County Com-
missioners Court met for
a routine agenda Monday
afternoon.

meeting circled around Pre-approval of County Travel. While
the presentation of submissions was taking place Howard
County Commissioner for Precinct 2 Craig Bailey brought up
attention was needing to be focused on the amount of training
being brought up for consideration.

"There are the mandated state training and classes that are
beneficial but not mandated. It's that space in between that
makes it hard to determine," Commissioner Bailey said. "We
need to address this and pass on this for awhile until we can
get something else figured out... We need to emphasize to
those in the courthouse who are needing to do these that we
have a restricted budget ..."

He continued, "We need to try and stay within the realm of
the mandated classes until the state comes to their senses and

relives us..."

Howard County Judge Wiseman mentioned it is each
elected official is expected to determine what is required and
include it in their travel budget.

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Dow drops 1,500 points as oil price plunge

NEW YORK (AP) — Fear bludgeoned financial
markets around the world Monday, and stocks,
bond yields and oil plunged on metastasizing wor-
ries about the effects of the new coronavirus.

The most violent drops came from the oil mar-
kets, where prices cratered more than 20%. But
moves in stocks and bond yields were nearly as
breathtaking. In the United States, the S&P 500
plunged as much as 7.4% in the first few minutes of
trading, and losses were so sharp that trading was
temporarily halted. Stocks trimmed their losses
following the halt, and the index was down 5.5%, as
of 10:25 a.m. Eastern time.

The Dow Jones Industrial Average lost 1,442
points, or 5.5% to 24,434after briefly being down
more than 2,000. The Nasdaq gave up 5.3%.

The carnage in the energy sector was particular-
ly arresting. Occidental Petroleum, Marathon Oil,
Apache Corp. and Diamondback Energy each sank
more than 40%. Exxon Mobil and Chevron were on
track for their worst days since 2008.

European stocks dropped more than 6%. Trea-
sury yields careened to more record lows as inves-
tors dove into anything that seems safe, even if it
pays closer to nothing each day.

Allgeselhng is the result of fear of the unknown.
As COVID-19 spreads around the world, many in-
vestors feel helpless in trying to estimate how much
it will hurt the economy and corporate profits, and
the easiest response to such uncertainty may be to
get out. After initially taking an optimistic view on
the virus — hoping that it would remain confined
mostly in China and cause just a short-term disrup-
tion — investors are realizing they likely woefully
underestimated it.

The virus has infected more than 110,000 world-
wide, and Italy on Sunday followed China's lead in
quarantining a big swath of its country in hopes of
corralling the spread. That sparked more fears, as
quarantines would snarl supply chains for compa-
nies even more than they already have.

The new coronavirus is now spreading on every
continent except Antarctica and hurting consumer
spending, industrial production, and travel.

The S&P 500 has lost 17% since setting a record
last month. If it hits a 20% drop, it would mean the
death of what's become the longest-running bull
market for U.S. stocks in history. Monday actually
marks the 11th anniversary of the market hitting
bottom after the 2008 financial crisis.

The yield on the 10-year Treasury note plunged to
0.54%, down sharply from 0.70% late Friday. Early
last week, it had never been below 1%.

Short-term yields sank as traders placed increas-
ing bets that the Federal Reserve will cut rates
deeper to do what it can to help the economy. The
two-year Treasury yield, which moves more on ex-
pectations of Fed action, fell to 0.33% from 0.46%.

The Federal Reserve and other central banks
around the world have provided the ultimate back-
stop in the past during this bull market, support-
ing markets with rate cuts and other measures of
stimulus. But doubts are rising about how effective
lower rates can be this time. They can encourage
people and companies to borrow, but they can't
restart factories, restaurants or theme parks shut
down because people are quarantined.

Brent crude, the international standard, lost
$8.60, or 19%, to $36.67 per barrel. Benchmark U.S.
crude fell $7.16 to $34.12.

Investors were already knocking oil down be-
cause of worries that a virus-weakened global econ-
omy will burn less fuel. But concerns about supply
dropped the latest scythe on the market Monday.
Reports that Saudi Arabia may increase produc-
tion of oil to grab market share led to worries that
the world may soon be awash in too much oil.

'Several' lawmakers had contact with person who got COVID-19

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Capitol's attending physician said Monday that
"several" members of Congress had contact with a person who attended a re-
cent political conference and who subsequently developed COVID-19, the ill-
ness caused by the new coronavirus. They "remain in good health," the physi-
cian's office said.

In a note to lawmakers, the attending physician's office said the ill individu-
al had recalled "specific names of people he had contact with during the meet-
ing."

"Several of these individuals, Members of the Congress, were identified and
were contacted on the evening of March 7" by the physician's office, the note
said.

Their symptoms were reviewed, and the individuals were considered to be
at "low risk" of contracting the disease, the statement said. It said all of the
lawmakers the physician's office was monitoring "remain in good health."

On Sunday, two members of Congress, Sen. Ted Cruz and Rep. Paul Gosar,
said they are isolating themselves after determining they had contact with the
person at the conference.

Cruz, R-Texas, said Sunday he had brief contact with the man at the Conser-
vative Political Action Conference nearly two weeks ago and would spend the
next few days at his home in Texas until a full 14 days had passed since their
interaction.

Gosar, R-Ariz., said that he had made contact with the man at CPAC and that
he and three members of his senior staff were under self-quarantine. His office
will be closed for the week, he said in a tweet Sunday.

President Donald Trump also attended the CPAC meeting.

Besides Cruz and Gosar, the CPAC schedule listed three other senators and
12 House members who were scheduled to speak. They included No. 2 House
GOP leader Steve Scalise of Louisiana, No. 3 Republican leader Liz Cheney of
Wyoming and congressman Mark Meadows of North Carolina, who has since
become the White House chief of staff. Also on the schedule was Trans-
portation Secretary Elaine Chao, the wife of Senate Majority Leader Mitch
McConnell.

Cheney has been told by CPAC that she was not exposed to the convention
attendee who has tested positive for the coronavirus, a Cheney spokesman
said.

Both President Donald Trump and Vice President Mike Pence spoke at
CPAC, but the White House said there was no indication that either had met
or been in "close proximity" to the infected attendee.

Cruz said he met the man being treated for coronavirus 10 days ago at the
conference in Oxon Hill, Maryland. The Texas Republican said he's not expe-
riencing any symptoms, feels fine and has been advised by medical authori-
ties that the odds of transmission were extremely low.

Yet, Cruz said, out of an abundance of caution he will remain at home. He
said medical authorities advised him that those who have interacted with him
in the last 10 days should not be concerned about potential transmission.

David Popp, spokesman for Senate Majority Leader Mitch McConnell, R-Ky

., said Sunday evening that no changes had been made in the chamber's
schedule in the wake of Cruz's decision to remain in Texas. McConnell had
spoken with Cruz, Popp said.

The Senate has a vote scheduled Monday evening and plans to be in session
this week considering energy and possibly other legislation. The Senate and
the House are set for a one-week recess the week of March 16.

Thousands prepare to get off
ship hit by virus in California

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Federal and state officials in California prepared
to receive thousands of people Monday from a cruise ship that has been idling
off the coast of San Francisco with at least 21 people aboard infected with the
coronavirus.

Personnel covered head to toe in protective gear woke up passengers on the
Grand Princess to check whether they were sick.

Michele Smith, of Paradise, California, said a doctor knocked on her and her
husband's cabin before dawn and asked if they had a fever or a cough. The cou-
ple who went on the cruise to celebrate their wedding anniversary are healthy
and, like the rest of the 2,400 passengers aboard, have been isolating in their
cabins since Thursday.

On land, fences were installed at an 11-acre site at the Port of Oakland as au-
thorities readied flights and buses to whisk the passengers aboard the ship to
military bases or their home countries for a 14-day quarantine. The more than
3,500 passengers and staff on the ship hail from 54 countries.

"We're making every effort to get them off the ship as safely and quickly as
possible," said Dr. John Redd of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Ser-
vices, who urged passengers to remain in their rooms.

As the U.S. death toll from the virus reached at least 21 and the number of
cases worldwide soared above 110,000, California Gov. Gavin Newsom and the
mayor of Oakland sought to reassure the public that none of the Grand Princess
passengers would be exposed to the U.S. public before completing the quaran-
tine. The number of infections in the United States climbed above 500 as testing
for the virus increased.

The Port of Oakland was chosen for docking because of its proximity to an
airport and a military base, Newsom said. U.S. passengers will be transported
to military bases in California, Texas and Georgia, where they'll be tested for
the COVID-19 virus and quarantined.

About 1,100 crew on the ship, 19 of whom have tested positive for the new
virus, will be quarantined and treated aboard the ship, which will dock else-
where, Newsom said.

"That ship will turn around — and they are currently assessing appropriate
places to bring that quarantined ship — but it will not be here in the San Fran-
cisco Bay," he said.

Can't Turn a Blind Eye
to Potential Health
Problem

Dear Annie: | be-
lieve my husband has a
very serious disease. I'm
an inveterate Googler
and started noticing
symptoms about a year
ago. | mentioned his
prevailing symptom to
a friend in the medical
field, and the condition
| suspected is exactly
what she popped out
with. Also, my brother is
an MD and he has told
me that my husband
should see a neurologist
ASAP.

The problem is that
my husband won't see
a doctor, and, even if
he did, I'm pretty sure
he wouldn't tell them
what's really going on.
He denies the symptoms
that I've seen. I'm not
the only one who has
noticed. Without naming
the disease, I've told
him I'm worried and said
that | know he'd feel bad
if the shoe were on the
other foot, but he won't
make the appointment.

| am worried and feel
like | can't talk openly
with anyone about it. If
he does have the dis-
ease, it's incurable and
terminal and, from what
I've read, there are no
treatments that can slow
its progression -- yet. But
| still feel like knowing
would allow us to pre-
pare. Is there anything |
can do either to get my
husband to the doctor or
to find my own peace?
My friend said she sees

this all the time and
there's nothing to do but
wait until my husband
has a serious fall or ac-
cident. It feels terrible to
wait for that. -- Worried
Wife

Dear Worried Wife: |
am so sorry that you are
going through this. See-
ing your loved one suffer
is heartbreaking. Your
initial instinct to want
to have him take care
of himself is the most
natural one in the world.
His instinct to run away
and avoid knowing what
is wrong is also a natu-
ral one that comes from
fear. Now that you know
that both of your instincts
are natural and fair, it's
time for next steps.

Sit him down and have
a heart-to-heart with him,
but don't tell him that
you have been Googling
around and playing
doctor. Rather, tell him
how much you love him
and that you are afraid
to lose him. Tell him that
you will support him in
whatever the doctor says
but that you would really
like him to see a doctor
-- if not for himself, then
for you, the love of his
life. If that fails, ask your
brother, a medical doc-
tor, if he can help per-
suade your husband to
see a neurologist. Best
of luck to you and your
family.

lished in dummy, he would not have
to ruff the next heart lead by East.
Having thus defused the trump-
shortening cffort by the defenders,
South would have lost only a spade,
a heart and a club.

Declarer had a countcrmeasurc
available to withstand the assault on
his trumps. All he had to do was to
make usc of it.

Today’s Highlight in History:
On March 10, 1985, Konstan-
tin U. Chernenko, who was
the Soviet Unions leader for
13 months, died at age 73; he
was succeeded by Mikhail Gor-
bachev.

On this date:

In 1496, Christopher Columbus
concluded his second visit to the
Western Hemisphere as he left
Hispaniola for Spain.

In 1848, the U.S. Senate ratified
the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidal-
go, which ended the Mexican-
American War.

In 1864, President Abraham
Lincoln assigned Ulysses S.
Grant, who had just received
his commission as lieutenant-
general, to the command of the
Armies of the United States.

In 1876, Alexander Graham
Bell’s assistant, Thomas Watson,
heard Bell say over his experi-
mental telephone: “Mr. Watson
— come here — I want to see
you” from the next room of
Bell’s Boston laboratory.

In 1906, about 1,100 miners in
northern France were killed by a
coal-dust explosion.

In 1913, former slave, abolition-
ist and Underground Railroad
“conductor” Harriet Tubman
died in Auburn, New York; she
was in her 90s.

In 1933, a magnitude 6.4 earth-
quake centered off Long Beach,
California, resulted in 120
deaths.

In 1969, James Earl Ray pleaded
guilty in Memphis, Tennessee
(on his 41st birthday) to assassi-
nating civil rights leader Martin
Luther King Jr. (Ray later repu-
diated that plea, maintaining his
innocence until his death.)

In 1980, “Scarsdale Diet” author
Dr. Herman Tarnower was shot
to death at his home in Pur-
chase, New York. (Tarnower’s
former lover, Jean Harris, was
convicted of his murder; she
served nearly 12 years in prison
before being released in January
1993.)

In 1988, prior to the 50th anni-
versary of the Anschluss, Aus-
trian President Kurt Waldheim
apologized on his country’s be-
half for atrocities committed by
Austrian Nazis.

In 2000, Pope John Paul II ap-
proved sainthood for Katharine
Drexel, a Philadelphia socialite
who had taken a vow of poverty
and devoted her fortune to help-
ing poor blacks and American
Indians. (Drexel, who died in
1955, was canonized in October
2000.)

In 2004, teenage sniper Lee Boyd
Malvo was sentenced in Chesa-
peake, Virginia, to life in prison
for his role in the October 2002
killing rampage in the Washing-

ton, D.C., area that left 10 people
dead. (Malvo, 19, was sentenced
a day after sniper mastermind
John Allen Muhammad was
given the death penalty.)

Ten years ago: President Barack
Obama denounced waste, inef-
ficiency and downright fraud
in the government’s health care
system as he sought to rally
public support for his revamped
overhaul plan during a rally
in suburban St. Louis. About
200 women whod flown air-
planes during World War II as
Women Airforce Service Pilots
were awarded the Congressional
Gold Medal. Actor Corey Haim
died in Burbank, California, at
age 38.

Five years ago: Breaking her
silence in the face of a grow-
ing controversy over her use
of a private email address and
server, Hillary Rodham Clinton
conceded that she should have
used government email as secre-
tary of state but insisted she had
not violated any federal laws or
Obama administration rules. A
U.S. Army helicopter crashed
in dense fog during a training
exercise at Eglin Air Force Base
in Florida, killing seven elite
Marines and four experienced
soldiers.

One year ago: A Boeing 737
Max 8 operated by Ethiopian
Airlines crashed shortly after
taking off from the capital, Ad-
dis Ababa, killing all 157 people
on board; the crash was similar
to one in October in which a
737 Max 8 flown by Indonesia’s
Lion Air plunged into the Java
Sea minutes after takeoff, kill-
ing all 189 people on the plane.
(The aircraft would be grounded
worldwide after the two disas-
ters, bringing fierce criticism
to Boeing over the design and
rollout of the jetliner.) “Captain
Marvel,” the first female-fronted
superhero movie from Marvel
Studios, took in more than $150
million domestically and $455
million globally on its opening
weekend, making it one of the
biggest blockbusters ever led by
a woman.

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Hank Cherry Dominates From Start To Finish At 90th Bassmaster Glassic

Special to the Herald

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. — Across the country, there are thousands of ultra-talented bass
anglers who would have loved to compete in this week’s S0th Academy Sports + Out-
doors Bassmaster Classic presented by Huk.

Only 53 got the opportunity — and from start to finish, there was no doubt which one
of them owned the event.

Hank Cherry, a 46-year-old pro from Lincolnton, N.C., and an eight-year veteran of
the Bassmaster Elite Series, caught five bass on Championship Sunday that weighed 19
pounds, 8 ounces. It gave him a three-day total of 65-5 and put the exclamation point on
a dominant wire-to-wire victory that netted him a $307,500 first-place prize.

The competition was held at historic Lake Guntersville, but Cherry’s raw emotion
shined through most back at the final weigh-in, which was held at Legacy Arena inside
the Birmingham-Jefferson Convention Complex.

“] talked to (fellow competitor) Paul Mueller in the boatyard, and he told me the devil
was gonna try to get in my head today,” Cherry said. “He said just tell the devil to get
out of your boat. He said tell him you don’t have time for him.

“That’s what I did. I caught my first fish and then I lost a big one. I could hear those
voices in my head, but I didn’t listen to them. I just went and caught four more.”

This was the fifth Classic appearance for Cherry, and he had come close to hoisting the
trophy once before — back in 2013 on Oklahoma’s Grand Lake, when he came in third
after losing a key fish on jerkbait.

That same lure was one of his weapons of choice this week during three days of fishing
that saw him catch 29-3, 16-10 and 19-8.

He did most of his damage during Friday’s first round with a Z-Man Jack Hammer
ChatterBait. The bait allowed him to cut through a strong wind on his way to a tourna-
ment-best bag that featured a pair of 7-2 largemouth.

On Days 2 and 3, he relied mostly on his own Hank Cherry Signature Series Jig from
Picasso in green pumpkin with a matching Berkley MaxScent Chunk trailer and the
jerkbait — a Megabass 110+1 in the French pearl OB color. He replaced the factory
hooks on the jerkbait with Berkley Fusion EWG No. 5s.

“I changed the hooks out to make it sink just the right way,” Cherry said. “About 90
percent of the fish I caught would be when it was directly falling. I had it heavy enough
that I could see it falling, and if I saw one following it, I could watch them Kkill it.”

Cherry suffered an arm injury on Day 1 that he said may have limited the amount of

running he did the rest of the week. But the major factor in his limited travel, he said
was the wind that blew hard on Lake Guntersville for most of the tournament.

He spent practically the whole event fishing one causeway and one grass flat.

“I never put gas in the boat all week,” Cherry said. “Y’all know me. If it’s windy, I’n
not going to be making a lot of long runs — and anyway, I just didn’t need to.”

Cherry said Garmin LiveScope allowed him to keep track of the giant schools of giz:
zard shad that were drawing fish to the area. He also said a solid understanding of th
way bass use causeways helped him catch big limits each day.

“Everybody has a misconception about those causeways,” Cherry said. “They thinl
they should just fish the four corners. But bass use those causeways like highways. Wher
they’re coming in, they come through the causeways and go down the rocks and to th
back. Then they go exactly the same route when they come back out.

“That Garmin LiveScope just made them easy pickings.”

The win brought Cherry’s career earnings with B.A.S.S. to $934,500. He now ha:s
three career victories and 10 Top 10 finishes.

Perhaps more important than any statistic, however, was the fact that he exorcisec
some old demons that had lingered in the back of his mind since his near miss at Granc
in 2013.

“When I caught that biggest bass on a jerkbait (Sunday), I felt some redemption,’
he said. “I’ve learned a lot — and I’m still learning. I learned from this event how tc
handle the situation when you start with a big lead and have to protect it. I learned tha
your body will do wild things when you need that last fish to seal the deal, but you havi
to work through it.

“Those kinds of things make for an amazing feeling — and once it sinks in that I wor
this thing, I think that will be the most amazing feeling of all.”

South Carolina pro Todd Auten finished second with 58-10, and Arkansas angler Stet
son Blaylock was third with 58-1.

Hank Cherry added an additional $7,500 to his winnings for being the highest-placing
eligible angler in the Toyota Bonus Bucks program. Todd Auten was awarded an ad
ditional $2,500 for being the second-highest placing eligible angler in the Toyota Bonu:
Bucks program.

Virginia pro John Crews took the Berkley Big Bass award for the day with a 6-1(
largemouth. But the Berkley Big Bass award for the week went to Auten for the 7-9 h
caught on Day 1.

Soccer games around Europe to be played in empty stadiums

MADRID (AP) — All upcoming professional soccer games
in Spain, France and Portugal, as well as some in Germany
and a European Championship qualifying match in Slovakia,
will be played in empty stadiums because of the coronavirus
outbreak.

The Spanish league said Tuesday that matches in the first
and second divisions will be played without fans for at least
two weeks. The announcement came after the government
outlined a series of preventative measures being implemented
to help contain the spread of the virus, including ordering all
sporting events with a significant number of fans — profes-
sional and non-professional — to be played in empty venues.

The league said it will "follow its recommendations and/
or decisions, prioritizing the health of fans, players, club em-
ployees, journalists, etc., due to the COVID-19 health crisis."

Portugal announced similar measures for the professional
league and said youth soccer competitions would be sus-
pended between Saturday and March 28. It also said non-pro-
fessional soccer matches can't be played with crowds bigger
than 5,000 people.

Later Tuesday, the French soccer league announced that all
soccer matches in its top two divisions will be played without
fans until April 15.

The moves came a day after Italy said all sports events in
the country, including Serie A soccer games and preparatory
events for the Tokyo Olympics, would be suspended until
April 3.

The first major game without fans in the Spanish league
will be between Real Madrid and Eibar at the Santiago Bern-
abéu Stadium on Friday.

"For weeks, LalLiga has been working on alternative plans
in coordination with UEFA in case health authorities decide
to suspend any match, creating a plan to play these matches,"
the Spanish league said.

Champions League matches are also being affected in
Spain, including next week's game between Barcelona and
Napoli at the Camp Nou. Barcelona said that match will have
no fans in attendance.

Spain had previously announced a decision to play Tues-
day's Champions League game between Valencia and Ital-
ian club Atalanta in an empty stadium. Two Europa League
matches in the country have also been affected — Sevilla vs.
Roma on Thursday and Getafe vs. Inter Milan on March 19.
Rome and Inter are also from Italy.

The Spanish track federation also said it was told by the
government of measures affecting all professional and non-
professional sporting events in the country. Basketball games
in Spain will also have to be played in empty venues.

Spain's health minister on Monday announced a sharp
spike in coronavirus cases in and around Madrid, and said all
schools in the region will close for two weeks from Wednes-
day. There were more than 1,600 confirmed cases in Spain on
Tuesday, with 35 deaths and more than 100 people in inten-

sive care.

In Germany, the Bundesliga will stage its first games with-
out spectators this week. Borussia Mdnchengladbach said
its match against Cologne on Wednesday would take place
in an empty stadium. On Saturday, Borussia Dortmund will
face Schalke in one of German soccer's fiercest local rivalries
without fans.

Dortmund will also play at Paris Saint-Germain in the
Champions League on Wednesday without fans under mea-
sures previously imposed by French authorities.

The other two Champions League games this week,
Leipzig's match against Tottenham on Tuesday and Liver-
pool's home game against Atletico Madrid on Wednesday, are
expected to be played with fans.

Liverpool manager Jiirgen Klopp said closing stadiums to
fans — a measure not yet taken by English soccer authorities
— wouldn't necessarily be the best solution.

"The problem with football games," Klopp said, "is if you
are not in the stadiums, then you go watch it closely together
in rooms and I'm not sure which is better in this case, to be
honest."

The Irish soccer association said its Euro 2020 playoff
match against Slovakia on March 26 will be played in an
empty stadium "on the instruction of the Slovakian govern-
ment." And the German soccer federation said its friendly
against Italy on March 31 will be played without fans in
Nuremburg.

Dutch soccer was also hit. Authorities in the province of
North-Brabant called off this weekend's professional match-
es, including three in the top division.

If Serie A is unable to complete its season, the Italian soc-
cer federation said Tuesday it was considering three options:
Not assigning the title but informing UEFA which teams had
qualified for Europe; determining the champion with the
standings at the time of the suspension; or forming a playoff
to decide the title.

Sports around the world have been affected by the virus,
including an important tennis tournament scheduled for this
week in California and many Olympic qualifying events.

The next Grand Slam tennis tournament is the French
Open, which is due to start in Paris on May 24.

"The French Open is 11 weeks away," the French tennis
federation said Tuesday. "We are not hypothesizing that it
will be canceled or postponed."”

For most people, the new coronavirus causes only mild or
moderate symptoms, such as fever and cough. For some, es-
pecially older adults and people with existing health prob-
lems, it can cause more severe illness, including pneumonia.

The vast majority of people recover from the new virus.
According to the WHO, people with mild illness recover in
about two weeks. Those with more severe illness may take
three to six weeks to recover. In mainland China, where the
virus first exploded, more than 80,000 people have been diag-

nosed and more than 63,000 so far have recovered.

In Greece, the owner of the Olympiakos and Nottingham
Forest soccer clubs said he has the virus.

Greek shipowner and businessman Evangelos Marinakis
said in a post on his verified Facebook page that "the re-
cent virus has 'visited' me and I felt obliged to let the public
know." His post says he feels well and is following doctors'
instructions.

Also, Polish Sports Minister Danuta Dmowska-Andrzejuk
recommended that athletes from her country refrain from go-
ing to sports events abroad.

Poland is due to host the Europa League soccer final on
May 27 in Gdansk, three days before Turkey hosts the Cham-
pions League final in Istanbul. Tickets are on sale for both
games.

UEFA said Tuesday that both games will be played as
scheduled.

"UEFA takes the situation linked to the coronavirus very
seriously," the governing body of European soccer said in an
e-mailed statement.

"We are closely monitoring the situation and are in contact
with the World Health Organisation and national authorities
regarding COVID-19 and its development."
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
