Joe Biden sworn in as 46" President
of the United States of America

Howard County residents share thoughts on the historic day

A new president has been officially
sworn in. Crowds gathered — dignitar-
ies, American citizens and military
members — and watched the histori-
cal 2020 Presidential Inauguration on
Wednesday morning. The 46th Presi-
dent of the United States of America Jo-
seph (Joe) R. Biden, Jr. was sworn into
office a little before 11 a.m.

The Howard County Commissioners met
in a special meeting - in the 3rd Floor Court-
room at the Howard County Courthouse -
Wednesday to award a bid for the erection
and installation of a 400° Guy Tower per
standard: TTIA-222-H.

After discussion, the motion was made to
table the decision - by Commissioner Craig
Bailey with a second made by Commissioner
Eddilisa Ray - in order to allow more time for
the Commissioners to review the bids that
have been received.

“We need to make sure we aren’t getting
something we don’t need and ensure that
that we are getting what we thought we
would,” Bailey said.

The bids will be discussed again and one
possibly awarded during the regular meet-
ing set for Monday.

Following the bid discussion, Howard
County Sheriff Stan Parker presented the

Racial Profiling Report for the year 2020 to
the Commissioners Court.

According to Sheriff Parker the report
shows there are no indicators present that
show racial profiling in our county. The re-
port didn’t garner any discussion, but did
require approval from the Court. Commis-
sioner Bailey made the potion to approve
with Commissioner Jimmie Long making
the second before the motion was approved
unanimously.

Once discussion concluded over the statis-
tics, Sheriff Parker moved discussion to an
MOU between Howard County and Midland
Police for the use of the Howard County Air-
port driving track. Due to some agreement
changes the Commissioners decided to table
the item until Monday’s meeting.

At the beginning of the meeting, a moment
was allotted for public comment, but no com-
ment was made.

According to a press release
issued by Howard County Vol-
unteer Fire Department, Jim
Weaver, Board Member of the
G.C. Broughton Foundation stated
that the board has been impressed
with the volunteer fire department’s grant
requests in the past, as well as their follow-
up on how the grant funds have been applied.
The HCVFD originally requested $125,000,
however, the existence of the volunteer
fire department is dependent on donations,
therefor the board awarded the department
an addition $125,000 for a total of $250,000.

The G.C. Broughton Foundation was es-
tablished in 2005 and is made up of a board

BBRB Column

The new year has started, and 2021 resolutions
have been made. While many New Year’s goals fo-
cus on improving health and finances, consumers
should also consider resolutions they can make to
prevent fraud and protect their personal informa-
tion.

In 2020, the top scams in Texas included govern-
ment impostor scams, tech support scams and
phishing scams. These, like most scams, have one
thing in common: the goal is to steal your money
and identity. Fortunately, there are small but ef-
fective steps you can take to keep yourself safe.
Keep these tips from your Better Business Bureau
in mind as you take on 2021:

Be cautious with email. Scammers often utilize
forms of communication like email or text to send
consumers dangerous links that lead to malware
and identity theft. If you receive an unsolicited
message from an individual or organization, re-
frain from clicking on links or opening any at-
tachments. Even if the sender appears to be a gov-
ernment agency or legitimate business, exercise
caution.

Never send money to strangers. If you have never
met a person face-to-face, do not send them money.
Scammers often reach out to victims over the in-
ternet with urgent, emotional appeals and some-

times go as far as building a personal relationship
with them. Cut off contact with strangers asking
for money online, especially if they are asking for
a wire transfer, prepaid gift cards or other untrace-
able forms of payment.

Do research when shopping online. Online shop-
ping has increased dramatically since the start
of COVID-19, and so have online purchase scams.
Ask yourself some simple questions before you en-
ter your credit card information. Is the site secure?
Look for the lock icon next to the URL to check. Is
the deal too good to be true? Comparison shop to
get an idea of the average price for that item. What
experiences have other customers had with this
retailer? Check the company’s business profile at
BBB.org to view their rating and read customer
reviews.

Think carefully before sharing personal infor-
mation. Sharing personal information leaves you
vulnerable to identity theft. Keep your banking in-
formation, Social Security number and Medicare
private, even if you think you're being contacted
by a legitimate business or agency. Remember,
most government agencies, like the SSA and IRS,
will typically only contact you through the mail.
It is also a good idea to avoid sharing personal
identifiers such as your date of birth and address,
as they can also be used to access more sensitive
information.

Use social media thoughtfully. Social media is a
great way to stay connected with friends and fam-
ily, but it is also a great way for scammers to reach
you. Make use of privacy settings on your account,
as an extra layer of protection. You should also be
cautious when interacting with quizzes that ask
for sensitive information or ads that may be trying
to sell you counterfeit or defective products.

Department, Big Spring Police Department, How-
ard County Road and Bridge and the Texas Forest
Service.

According to Howard County Volunteer Fire De-
partment Fire Chief Mitchell Hooper the depart-
ment will be purchasing five dual band radios and
several single band radios to equip the pumpers
and engines with a radio, along with ensuring the
brush trucks have one or two radios on board. Cur-
rently the HCVFD has 10 trucks to serve Howard
County and five active stations, along with two sta-
tions that have been shut down. Once the new ra-
dios arrive, the old radios will be kept in case the
HCVPFD needs to provide assistance to surrounding
counties to allow for communication outside How-
ard County.

“Our radios have been in bad shape and failing
for awhile now. There are times we can be a mile

and a half apart and not able to communicate,” Fire
Chief Hooper said. “We have to make sure our cell
phones are on us and hope we have signal where
we are so we can stay in contact.”

The original donation request will be utilized
for the radios. The addition funding will be deter-
mined at a meeting of the board and could include
an array of needed equipment such as hoses, tools,
flashlights, nozzles and more. Last year’s donation
from the G.C. Broughton Foundation helped with
the purchase of a new large brush truck to service
Coahoma. The truck was originally supposed to ar-
rive this month, but due to the pandemic delays the
truck is expected to arrive in April. In addition to
the Foundation’s donation, the HCVFD is await-
ing to hear from another foundation along with the
Texas Forest Service.

According to Fire Chief Hooper, the department
is in need of repairs on the pumper truck along
with repairs to the fire stations.

“There are currently two stations that have been
shut down due to the state or disrepair they are in,

and we are looking at being able to find a more cen-
tralized location for the Silver Hills and Tubbs Edi-
tion station,” Hooper said. “We would like to build
a training field in the future at one of the stations.”

Currently there are 28 registered volunteer fire-
fighters, but according to Hooper, due to schedules
and other commitments, more volunteers are need-
ed.

Hooper continued, “Any donation is appreciated.
We have had snack and drinks donations which
have been a huge help when we go out to fires,
and every contribution that is made helps us out
with much needed equipment, repairs and mainte-
nance.”

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Wall Street hits records amid profit reports, inauguration

U.S. stocks are rallying to records Wednesday
on encouraging earnings reports and continued
optimism that new leadership in Washington will
mean more support for the struggling economy.

The S&P 500 was 1.4% higher at 3,851 in afternoon
trading, topping its record closing level of 3,824.68
set earlier this month. The Dow Jones Industrial
Average was up 220 points, or 0.7%, at 31,151 as of
3:13 p.m. Eastern time, and the Nasdaq composite
was 2.1% higher.

Joe Biden took the oath of office to become U.S.
president, and he has a flurry of executive actions
at the ready. He has also pitched a plan to pump $1.9
trillion more into the struggling economy, hoping
to act quickly as his Democratic party takes control
of the White House and both houses of Congress.

The hope on Wall Street is that such stimulus
will help carry the economy until later this year,
when more widespread COVID-19 vaccinations get
daily life closer to normal. Such hopes have helped
stocks and Treasury yields rise, even as the wors-
ening pandemic digs a deeper hole for the econo-
my. Spiraling coronavirus counts and deaths have
more workers applying for unemployment benefits
and shoppers feeling less confident.

"Most of Wall Street is assuming that the second
half (of 2021) is when we will see pent-up demand
start to show up in the economy, and that will push
economic indicators higher and will likely cause a
ramp up in earnings projections," said Sam Stovall,
chief investment strategist at CFRA.

The incoming Biden administration is taking
control of the White House from Donald Trump,
who pointed again on Wednesday to the stock mar-
ket's level as validation of his work.

Trump's preferred measure is often the Dow
Jones Industrial Average, even though the S&P 500
is much more important to most workers' 401(k) ac-
counts. Under Trump, the Dow had an a annualized
return of 11.8% from his inauguration until his last
day in office, according to Ryan Detrick, chief mar-
ket strategist for LPL Financial. That's better than
any Republican president since Calvin Coolidge
during the roaring 1920s, but it's not as good as the
returns for Bill Clinton or Barack Obama.

Trump has said in the past that he should get
credit for the stock market's gains following his
election but before his inauguration. The market
got a "Trump bump" then on anticipation of lower
tax rates, less regulation on companies and faster
economic growth. Much of that did come to frui-
tion, but the COVID-19 pandemic and the govern-
ment's response to it upended everything in 2020.

Gains for stocks have also been accelerating
since Biden's election, before his inauguration, on
enthusiasm about COVID-19 vaccines and hopes
that he and Congress can deliver more stimulus
for the economy. The bump for stocks between the
most recent Election Day and Biden's inauguration
is bigger than Trump's bump before his inaugura-
tion.

"The market is up more than 13% since Election
Day," Stovall said, noting that since World War II,
the S&P 500 has risen an average of 3.5% in the first
100 days of a Democratic president's administra-
tion, versus an average gain of 0.5% when a Repub-
lican was in the White House.

Janet Yellen, Biden's nominee to be Treasury
secretary, told the Senate Finance Committee dur-
ing her confirmation hearing on Tuesday that the
incoming administration would focus on winning
quick passage of its $1.9 trillion plan.

"More must be done," Yellen said. "Without fur-
ther action, we risk a longer, more painful reces-

sion now — and long-term scarring of the economy
later."

A better-than-expected start to earnings reporting
season is also helping to lift the market Wednesday.
Analysts came in with low expectations, forecast-
ing the big companies in the S&P 500 will report a
fourth straight drop in earnings per share because
of the damage from the pandemic. But the vast ma-
jority of the earliest reports have managed to top
forecasts.

Analysts have been expressing concerns about
pricey stock values heading into the latest round
of corporate earnings, but they look more reason-
able amid the backdrop of historically low interest
rates, said Solita Marcelli, chief investment officer,
Americas, at UBS Global Wealth Management. The
low rates, along with new stimulus and the contin-
ued rollout of vaccines, will likely help bolster mar-
kets and the recovery.

"We think that global growth is going to continue
to pick up," she said.

Netflix jumped 17.9% for the S&P 500's biggest
gain after it said it ended last year with more than
200 million subscribers. It also said it made more
in revenue during the end of 2020 than analysts ex-
pected, though its earnings fell short of forecasts.
Business is good enough for the company that it
says it likely doesn't need to borrow anymore to
cover its day-to-day operations.

Companies will need to meet the market's expec-
tations — including for a huge rebound in profit
growth through 2021 — to validate the big runs for
their stock prices during 2020, even as their profits
plummeted. Stocks of several companies slipped
on Wednesday, even though they reported stronger
profits than expected. Procter & Gamble fell 1%, for
example.

The yield on the 10-year Treasury rose to 1.09%
from 1.07% late Tuesday.

Inaugural poet Amanda Gorman: 'Even as we grieved, we grew."

NEW YORK (AP) — In one of the inauguration's most talked about moments,
poet Amanda Gorman summoned images dire and triumphant Wednesday as
she called out to the world "even as we grieved, we grew."

The 22-year-old Gorman referenced everything from Biblical scripture and
"Hamilton," and at times echoed the oratory of John F. Kennedy and the Rev.
Martin Luther King Jr. With urgency and assertion she began by asking
"Where can we find light/In this never-ending shade?" and used her own po-
etry and life story as an answer. The poem's very title, "The Hill We Climb,"
suggested both labor and transcendence.

"We did not feel prepared to be the heirs

Of such a terrifying hour.

But within it we've found the power

To author a new chapter,

To offer hope and laughter to ourselves."

It was an extraordinary task for Gorman, the youngest by far of the poets
who have read at presidential inaugurations since Kennedy invited Robert
Frost in 1961, with other predecessors including Maya Angelou and Elizabeth
Alexander. Mindful of the past, she wore earrings and a caged bird ring — a
tribute to Angelou's classic memoir "I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings" —
given to her by Orpah Winfrey, a close friend of the late writer.

"I have never been prouder to see another young woman rise! Brava Brava,
@TheAmandaGorman! Maya Angelou is cheering—and so am I," Winfrey
tweeted. Gorman was also praised by "Hamilton" playwright Lin-Manuel Mi-
randa, who tweeted "YES @TheAmandaGorman!!!" Gorman, soon responded:
"Thx @Lin_Manuel! Did you catch the 2 @HamiltonMusical references in the
inaugural poem? I couldn't help myself!"

Among the "Hamilton" inspirations in her poem: "History has its eyes on us,"
a variation of the "Hamilton" song "History Has Its Eyes On You."

al Youth Poet Laureate, Gorman told The Associated Press last week that she
planned to combine a message of hope for President Joseph Biden's inaugural
without ignoring "the evidence of discord and division." She had completed a
little more than half of "The Hill We Climb" before Jan. 6 and the siege of the
U.S. Capitol by supporters of then-President Donald Trump,

"That day gave me a second wave of energy to finish the poem," Gorman told
the AP. She had said that she would not mention Jan. 6 specifically, but her
reference was unmistakable:

"We've seen a force that would shatter our nation rather than share it,

Would destroy our country if it meant delaying democracy.

And this effort very nearly succeeded.

But while democracy can be periodically delayed,

It can never be permanently defeated."

Frost's appearance at the Kennedy inaugural was a kind of valedictory — he
was 86 and died two years later. Gorman's career is just beginning. Her first
two books come out in September — the picture story "Change Things" and
a bound edition of her inaugural poem, along with other works. Ceremonial
odes often are quickly forgotten, but Angelou's "On the Pulse Of the Morning,"
which she read at the 1993 inaugural of President Clinton, went on to sell more
than 1 million copies as a book.

Invited to the inaugural late last month by first lady Jill Biden, Gorman has
read at official occasions before — including a July 4 celebration when she
was backed by the Boston Pops Orchestra. She has also made clear her desire
to appear at a future inaugural, in a much greater capacity, an ambition she
stated firmly in her poem.

"We, the successors of a country and a time,

Where a skinny black girl,

Descended from slaves and raised by a single mother,

Can dream of becoming president,

Only to find herself reciting for one."

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Steers claim first win of the season, defeat
Sweetwater Mustangs in 60-40 victory

As the regular season reaches its last few weeks,
Tuesday night provided our local basketball squads
with a variety of emotions as the postseason lingers
on the horizon.

For Big Spring, playing home and away to 3-4A
district rivals Sweetwater, their games offered an
opportunity to gain separation in the battle for
playoff seeding. The Lady Steers were once again
on the road, entering the night at 1-3, against 1-3
Sweetwater. Big Spring had the better of the early
proceedings, building a lead of as many as nine by
the middle of the second quarter. The hosting Lady
Mustangs used a late second quarter surge to reel
Big Spring back in, closing their halftime deficit to
22-20. Things remained tight in third as emotions
flared for both teams, with neither team finding
separation they desperately wanted. Moving into
the final two minutes the game was knotted at 47-
47 — before Sweetwater’s defense clamped down,
eventually culminating in a 51-47 Sweetwater vic-
tory. The defeat puts Big Spring fifth in district
at the halfway stage, with a 1-4 mark. Sweetwater
grabs hold of fourth place, now at 2-3 in 3-4A play.

The boy’s game wound up being much more
straightforward between a pair of squads starting
the night at 0-2 in distinct. Visiting Sweetwater
would jump out to an early 12-8 lead after the first
quarter, but it wouldn’t last. The Steer defense held
Sweetwater to just six second quarter points while
building a solid 25-18 halftime edge. Playing with
more energy on their home floor, Big Spring would
continue to add to their lead as the second half pro-
gressed, clinching their first win of district with a

60-40 triumph. That moves the Steers into fourth in
the 3-4A standings at 1-2, while Sweetwater drops
to fifth at 0-3.

In the first of two trips further east, Coahoma bas-
ketball resumed 5-3A play by hosting Reagan Coun-
ty. The Bulldogettes began the night by looking to
bounce back from their first blemish in district,
and they did so emphatically. Coahoma pounced
on Reagan County early, holding the Lady Owls to
just three first quarter points en route to building
a comfortable 24-10 halftime lead. MaKynlee Over-
ton was hot from the all night long, scoring a game-
high 23, while keeping any hope of a comeback
from Reagan County on the back burner. Madison
Rogers would chip in eight more to help propel Co-
ahoma into the win column, 53-33. The win gives
Coahoma a 4-1 mark in 5-3A as they move to the sec-
ond round of district; Reagan County is now at 2-3.

The boy’s game was a back and forth affair, be-
tween a pair of 1-1 teams looking for a crucial early
second district win. Reagan County rushed out to
the initial lead, only for Coahoma to chase them
down in the second, and go to the half up 22-20.
Reagan County would regain the lead in the third,
before Coahoma mounted another charge in the
fourth. The Bulldogs were trying to overturn an
eight-point hole in the final eight minutes, but the
visiting Owls would have just enough left to hold
on for a 51-43 win. Reagan County overcame 12
points from Raheem Ashford and another eleven
from Ryan Shifflett, jumping to 2-1 in district. The
Bulldogs are now at 1-2 in 5-3A games.

Finally, even further east, in Colorado City, For-
san was making the short trip for an 8-2A double
header. The girl’s contest was a battle for the top
spot in district, between 4-1 Forsan and 5-1 Colora-

do. The hosting Lady Wolves hadn’t lost in nearly
a month, since Forsan beat them 47-22. Early on,
Forsan looked to be on track to repeat that effort,
stretching out a nine-point advantage. However,
the lead was shortlived, as would be the case pretty
much all night. The Lady Buffs would build up a de-
cent lead, and then Colorado would whittle all the
way down. Forsan would lead by four at the break,
23-19. They would remain out in front until midway
through the fourth when Colorado took only their
second lead of the game. It would prove to be the
final lead change though. Despite Colorado leaving
the door open at the free throw line, the Lady Buffs
struggled to retain possession of the ball late, and
couldn’t find a bucket in the final minute to over-
turn a 45-43 defeat.
