Victory Concert Set For Wednesday 
As Climax to War Bond Drive Here
Housewives Urged 
To Turn In Waste 
Kitchen Fats

With millions of pounds of waste 
kitchen fats still critically needled 
to meet war demands, Chas. A. 
Roe, salvage commttee chairman 
for Aransas County, today urged 
housewives to remember that even 
if accumulated fats become rancid, 
they still retain a majority of the 
valuable glycerine that goes into 
products for war.

When the Government started the 
waste fats collection program, it 
was recommended that fats be 
stored in a cool place pending 
turning them in to the butcher, so 
that the fats would not become 
rancid. It was pointed out that ran­
cid fats become smelly, and there­
fore a nuisance to handle, us well 
as slightly reducing their glycer­
ine content.

“Some housewives, particularly 
in farming communities, believing 
that rancid fats are valueless, have 
not been turning them in for sal­
vage,” Roe said. ‘ This resulted .n 
the loss to the war effort of 
thousands of pounds of glycerine 
that should have been processed 
from these fats.”

The need for salvaging all waste 
kitchen fats is so important that 
housewives are urged to turn in all 
fats, rancid or not, and butchers 
are asked to accept all fats for 
immediate shipment to renderers. 
Every ounce of fat received by the 
renderers is being rushed into war 
production.

It is believed to be 
the first time that a great news­
paper’s overseas facilities have 
been made available to a major 
United States radio network.

Soapy Smith Home from Solomon Island Fighting
Pfc. A. C. (Soapy) Smith of the 

U. S. Marine Corps is enjoying an 
earned rest here at the home of 
his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Joe 
Smith.

Pfc. Smith has been away from 
home since January 1, 1942 and 
was in the South Pacific for eight 
months. During that time he was 
in three major battles—besides 
many minor ones—and was the 
only one out of the 16 original 
machinegunners in his outfit to 
come back.

He received a citation for brav­
ery in action from his commanding 
officer and a presidential citation 
as one of the Marines who made 
initial landings in the Solomons.

The average life of a machine- 
gunner in battle is said to be only 
about two an(t one-half minutes.

“I was just lucky,” was about 
all the comment Smith would make. 
He would not talk about his cita­
tion for bravery—and during an

interview carefully refrained from 
any personal reference.

“The Japs are good fighters,” he 
said, “but they are dirty fighters 
—they’d give thirty of their men 
to get three or four of ours.

‘‘We fought them hand-to-hand, 
with bayonets, grenades and ma­
chine guns,” he continued. “When 
we first landed on the islands we 
didn’t have any big guns.

Smith said that he had seen 
Lyle Diederich and Gerald Adol­
phus and Jack Kennemer on Tulagi 
Island in the Solomon group. All 
three are in the Seabees.

“I saw Lyle and Moose four or 
five times, but Jack only once,” 
he said. “'They were here at home 
several months after I left and I 
sure enjoyed talking with them.” 

He paid a high compliment to 
the work of the Seabees and said 
tliey were making the islands over, 
putting in buildings, bunk houses, 
refrigerators, roads and other 
things.

‘ If it hadn’t been for the Sea­
bees, I’m afraid the Marines would 
have gone under,” he said.

On May 15 of 1942 Smith said 
that his outfit went aboard ship 
and supposedly were going to the 
Aleutians for landing parties, but 
that the boat got only about half 
way then turned and came back 
into San Diego.

“Everybody was disgusted and 
heartbroken as we started unload­
ing,” he said. “When we got half 
unloaded they told us to load up 
again and we shoved off for places 
unknown. We were on the water 
18 days and landed on the Island 
of Tonga Tabu—and there we saw 
our first natives.”

They went to other islands and 
made practice landings, but all 
were friendly.

“On the morning of August 5, 
they called us out and told us we 
were going to make a landing— 
and that the Island wasn’t friend­
ly,” Smith related, “On the morn­

ing of Aug 7 we landed on Guveto. 
It took us seven days to secure the 
island. From there we went to 
Guodaoanal. Our first major battle 
was on August 18. We stayed over 
there two and a half months—on 
the first front lines all that time.

‘ From there we went back to 
'Tulagi, which had already been 
secured, for a little rest. From 
there we started out on all those 
other little islands. We’d find a 
bunch of Japs and go out and pick 
them up. Most of our work was on 
radio stations on Florida Island and 
Malaya.

Smith sufferea an attack of ma­
laria in December and was sent 
to New Zealand in March where 
he developed a serious case of 
malaria. He was tronsferred re­
cently  to the west coast and after 
treatment there has been granted 
a 30-day furlough to come home. 
After his furlough is up he will Le 
stationed at Corpus Christi for a 
time.
