Mauermann also commented on 
other moves to Rockport. These 
include John R. Shook, retiring 
district attorney, and some ol his 
assistants who are property owners 
arAl frequent visitors here. S. G. 
Tayloe, district judge, has a Rock­
port home and room for many 
other retiring public officials. Com. 
Alfred Callaghan, city tax commis­
sioner who says he will make the 
race for mayor this year, is also 
a Rockport fan and fisherman.

Other San Antonio officials who 
found retirement easy at Rockport, 
according to Mauermann, included: 
Bryan Callaghan, long-time mayor 
of San Antonio; Ray Lambert, 
park commissioner; William S. An­
derson, district judge; Phil Shook, 
county judge; Sheriff Will Wood.

Mauermann has extensive hold­
ings including a summer home at 
Rockport where he says political 
differences are forgotten. ‘ ‘Bitter 
political enemies are found fish­
ing together at Rockport,” said 
Mauermann.

The Waterfront
Trout and redfi.sh have again 

invaded Rockport’s “ Fish Bowl” 
in great numbers, as they are apt 
to keep doing following each cold 
norther. The trout and reds began 
hitting last week when Rockport 
had its coldest weather in several 
years. For the Issac Waltons, who 
had the stamina and patience to 
withstand the cold winds the fish­
ing was great sport and many 
large catches were brought in.

The ‘ ‘Fish Bowl” held as high 
as forty skiffs at limes with the 
piers around the rim of the bowl 
loaded to capacity. Those fishing 
in the skiffs in the middle of the 
bowl had .most of the larger catch­
es, although a few fishing from the 
piers gave them quite a close run 
for the largest catches.

Old hands at fishing believe 
that if the sun breaks through 
this week end will see even better 
fishing in the “ Fish Bowl” . Some 
o f the strings ranged around 150 
to 200 trout and reds.

Mr. and Mrs. Gibbs Meador of 
Houston caught about fifteen reds 
and trout weighing from two to 
ten pounds each. Mr. and Mrs. 
W. L. Thompson, and Thompson’s 
father, Wi?» Thompson, all of 
Corsicana, were among the luck­
ier boat fishermen. Their catch ran 
to a total of about thirty fish 
weighing from two to ten pounds.

A. B. Dickens of Corpus Christi 
brought in about thirty-five reds 
and trout that weighed around a 
hundred pounds.

The largest catch reported in 
the bowl was brought in by A. C. 
Stone and Rusty Crow of Dallas 
who fished in a skiff. Their catch 
was estimated around two hundred 
fish and Weighed aproximately 350 
pounds.

J. L. Gordon, R. W. Clark and 
H. R. Hosek all of Stockdale, 
caught three trout and three red- 
fish weighing 36 V, pounds. B. H. 
Smith of Plains, Kansas, caught 
an eight pound red on the east 
side of the basin—the largest fish 
he has ever caught.

The best catches were caught 
generally with artificial bait, but 
very few walked away disappointed 
regardless of the type of bait they 
used. Those using live shrimp were 
catching many trout; those using 
dead bait were catching the reds; 
and the artifical baits brought in 
trout and reds. By Monday* after­
noon there was no live,shrimp to 
be found in Rockport and the 
fishermen had to resort to dead bait 
and artificial bait.

Johnny Brown of the Corpus 
Christi Caller-Times and John Far­
rell of the Rockport Pilot counted 
40 skiffs in the bowl Monday and 
jibout 300 fishermen in the boats

Mrs. Cope reported that in 1946, 
there were thirty-nine births and 
only twelve deaths. She said that 
the figures for the deaths were 
just a little below the average. 
Usually the births just about double 
the deaths in Rockport; however, 
in 1046 the births just a little more 
than tripled the death rate,

The cost of 
construction as shown by these per- 
.mits reached a total of $129,125.00.

Curry Reminds 
Voters To Pay Poll 
Tax This Month

A. R. Curry, county tax assessor- 
collector, reminded voters this 
week that poll taxes must be paid 
this month in order for them to 
qualify for elections this year.

Up to January 7, 328 Aransas 
County people have paid their poll 
tax and secured receipts entitling 
them to vote this year. Also, one 
exemption had been issued up to 
that date. On the last election year 
there were 877 qualified voters ac­
cording to the poll taxes and ex­
emptions is.«ued; however, the vot­
ing .strength of the county is larger 
than the.se figures indicate. Many 
veterans did not pay poll \a.xes 
and no exemption is issued to those 
overage.

Curry reminded voters that many 
persons are exempt this year or 
have to pay only $1.00 poll tax. 
•Any person blind, deaf, or dumb, 
who has lost a hand or foot, who 
is permanently disabled and veter­
ans of foreign wars who are forty 
per cent disabled or more will pay 
only $1.00 for the poll tax.

World War li veterans who have 
been discharged in the last 18 
months will be issued a poll tax 
without charge; however, those 
who have been out of the service 
18 months or more will have to 
pay their poll tax in order to quali­
fy as a voter this year.

Curry says that in Aransas 
County the poll tax is assessed 
and the tax assessor-collector can­
not a.cept the property tax unless 
the poll tax is also paid. However, 
he says that they can accept the 
poll tax without the payment of 
property taxes.

He again reminds, “ If you want 
to vote you must pay your poll 
tax this month or obtain your 
exemption.”

BANK DEPOSITS, TAXES 
INCREASE, POSTAL 
RECEIPTS SHOW DROP

Rockport and Aransas County 
citizens are better off financially 
than they have been in years ac­
cording to bank deposits, tax re­
ceipts and postal receipts for the 
year 1946.

According to the statement pub­
lished by the First National Bank 
of Rockport, deposits reached an 
all time high in 1946 with a total 
of-$1,234,193.53. The previous high 
mark was reached in February of 
1944 when the war was still going 
full blast and the shipyard was 
full of war workers. The total that 
month reached to $1,200,000.00. 
The figures for 1946 are well over 
those of December 31, 1945, which 
were $1,150,039.06.

Both the County Tax Assessor- 
Collector and the City Clerk an­
nounced they had the best year 
for collection of taxes in many 
years, with large amounts of delin­
quent taxes being paid and large 
numbers of property owners pay­
ing taxes early this year.

Postal receipts showed a slight 
decrease over the calendar year 
of 1945, however. Miss Ethel B. 
Friend, Rockport postmistress, 
said that she had expected the 
receipts to drop more since there 
was so much less mail going over­
seas. For the Christmas period, re­
ceipts for 1946 showed almost the 
same figures as they did for 1945.

Hugh Haddock Will 
Take Over Duties 
As Manager O f CO

Will Replace Farrell 
As Editor Of Pilot 
January Twentieth

The Rockport Chamber of Com­
merce and the Rockport Pilot act­
ed, this week, to bring an exper­
ienced newspaper man and civic 
worker to Rockport in a dual cap- 
■ncity, Ed Barnard, chamber presi­
dent has announced.

Hugh V. Haddock, chief of the 
Dallas Bureau of Inte;Aiational 
News Service, will assume duties 
as secretary of the chamber of 
commerce and editor of the Pilot 
to succeed John W’ . Farrell in the 
latter post.

Farrell, editor of the Pilot for 
the past several months, plans to 
re-enter the University of Texas 
February 1 to complete his law 
course.

Haddock, who is 49 years old, is 
a native of Missouri but a resident 
of the southwest for many years. 
He told the directors of the cham­
ber of comm^ce that the oppor­
tunity to make a connection in 
Ro: kport satisfied a yearing of 
18 months standing. He first saw 
this particular section of the coast 
when he accompanied Gov. Coke 
Stevenson and other members of 
the state capitol press on an out­
ing to Rockport in July, 1945.

“ Since that time,” he said at the 
director’s meeting Sunday, “ I have 
wanted to live nowhere else.”

The action of the chaonber of 
commerce directors was taken at 
a special called meeting Sunday 
afternoon at the office of Emory 
M. Spencer.

Present in addition to Mr. Bar­
nard and Mr. Spencer were: Direc­
tors, Hugh Morrison, Jack Black- 
well, Fr. J. H. Kelly, Fred Booth 
and Roy V. Rogero.

Haddock has been a newspaper 
man and civic worker since 1929. 
As he expalined to the chamber 
directors, the two have been so 
intertwined that it is difficult to 
say where one stopped and the 
other began.

In the newspaper field, he serv­
ed as business and industrial edi­
tor, reporter, general assignment 
man, assistant city editor, then as 
city editor of the Tulsa, Okla., 
Tribune. Later he served a brief 
term as telegraph editor of the 
Wichita Beacon, still later, before 
joining International News Service 
as feature writer for the Spring- 
field Mo. Leader and Press.

He joined International News 
Service in July 1944 coming to 
Texas as chief of the Austin state- 
house bureau, especially as an oil, 
political and crime writer. After 
a year and a half in that post, he 
went to Dallas as chief of the 
southwestern division relay office 
when Vann Kennedy, former Aus­
tin bureau chief and state politico 
returned from army service.

In addition to newspaper work. 
Haddock is the author of a novel, 
brought out in 1937, upwards of 
two millions of words of newspaper 
syndicate .material, about a hun­
dred trade journal articles, more 
than a hundred fact detective stor­
ies. In 1942, he won the Missouri 
Writer’s Guild Award for literary 
achievement.

He taught news writing, fea­
ture writing and short story writ­
ing in the University of Tulsa’s 
Downtown college for four years.

His civic work has been largely 
done in the course of constructive 
newspaper work. Among other 
projects, in Tulsa, he fathered a 
safety movement and pushed it, 
cutting the school child traffic 
death rate from about one a week 
to the point where there were no 
school child fatalities for the en­
tire nine-month term. In this he 
was able to enlist the co-operation, 
not only of the city and county of­
ficials, but of the M-K-T railroad 
and other private business firms.

In another civic move he was 
able to co-operate with public of­
ficials in Tulsa to wipe out all 
diphtheria deaths in the county for 
three years.

Haddock is one of the three men 
who worked out and put across a 
new voter registeration law in 
Oklahoma which removed upwards 
of 200,000 “ dead” and duplicate 
names from the voter lists, brought 
a new registeration system and 
clean elections for Tulsa county.

Haddock and Mrs. Haddock will 
come to Rockport January 20.

They have two daughters, both 
married. One lives in Grand Prarie, 
Texas, where her husband has re­
entered the army, and the other, 
the wife of a navy chief Petty offi­
cer, resides st Long Beach, Cal,

Better Sugar 
Supply Seen
College Station—Texas homemak­
ers can now look with renewed 
hope toward an improved sugar 
supply.

Miss Gwendolyn Jones, food pre­
servation specialist of the Texas 
A. and M. College Extension Ser­
vice, calls the atention of house­
wives to a recent statement by 
Secretaary of Agriculture Clinton 
P. Anderson concerning possibili­
ties of increased home sugar sup­
plies;

“ Barring unpredictable disas­
ters, sugar will be available to 
increase rations in the United 
States by a one 5-pound consumer 
stamp by April, 1947 . . .  It is 
believed that the sugar supply 
situation will warrant further in­
creases later in the year but at 
this time it is too early to specify 
amounts.”

A step toward a better sugar 
supply was taken January 1, says 
Miss Jones, when a spare stamp 
for five pounds of sugar was made 
good by the OPA. The spare stamp 
will be valid until April 30.

Judging from reports from the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture, 
it is likely that the second consum­
er stamp for 1947 wil be made 
good before the spare stamp ex­
pires, predicts Miss Jones. ̂  When 
this happens, the present ration 
stamp of five pounds of sugar for 
every four months will be increas­
ed.

PORTAL TO PORTAL:
Claims Mount

As union claims against industry 
for back pay for walking to the 
job or preparing for work on com­
pany property mounted to over half 
a billion, tax experts opined that 
Uncle Sam may have to bear the 
burden of the settlements if the 
firms are permitted to obtain tax 
credits for such disbursements.

Although John L. Lewis first 
pointed up the question of so-called 
“ portal to portal”  pay for miners 
traveling to the coal faces under­
ground, the principle was given in­
dustry-wide Implications with the 
Supreme court’s decision upholding 
such compensation retroactive to 
1938 for employees of the Mount 
CHemens, Mich., Pottery company.

The Supreme court verdict was 
followed by a rush of the major 
CIO unions for such retroactive 
back pay, with the United Farm 
Equipment and Metal Workers su­
ing International Harvester for 100 
million dollars. Since employees 
have been paid for a 40 hour week, 
the unions are asking for overtime 
pay plus damages.

Firms may be able to charge off 
back payments to Uncle Sam under 
provisions of the income tax law 
permitting companies to carry back 
net operating losses into the two pre­
ceding years and also apply such 
losses in two succeeding years.

Meanwhile.' the U. S. Chamber 
of Commerce polled Its member­
ship on congressional amendment 
of the fair labor standards act of 
1938 under which portal to portal 
pay has been based. The chamber 
proposed (1) observance of custom, 
practice or agreement in different 
localities or industries as to work­
ing rules; (2) provision for relief 
for unwitting violation of the law, 
and (3) permission of companies 
and unions to make compromise 
settlements.

vcloped nations could pay for 
American m anufactured  goods 
only wdth agricultural products, the 
commissioners warned against sub­
jecting U. S. farmers to a flood of 
foreign commodities and reducing 
their living standards to a subsist­
ence level. Calling for a trade pro­
gram fitted into the American 
economy, the commissioners advo­
cated the exchange of such export­
able products as wheat, lard and 
cotton for rubber, coffee, tea and 
bananas.

Wisely, the commissioners’ pe­
tition was national rather than 
sectional in its nature. Although 
professing concern for the future 
of cotton in competition with for­
eign rayon, nylon and other ar­
tificial fibers made in reconvert­
ed armament plants, the com­
missioners also warned that a 
further lowering of tariff rates 
would adversely affect cattle, 
oleomargarine, bnttcr, cheese, 
fish, eggs, grains, potatoes, pea­
nuts and vegetables.
Dramatically pointing up the ef­

fect of cheap foreign competition on 
American products, the commission­
ers declared that whereas white and 
sweet potato starches had been used 
for the adhesives on the back of 
stamps and the flaps of envelopes, 
the adhesive on the stamp bearing 
the petition was made of imported 
cassava roots.

ITALY:
Postwar Troubles

Despite substantial assistance, 
from the.U. S., Italy has been tread­
ing a rocky road to postwar re­
covery.

Italy’s troubles are not all econom­
ic, although shortages of foodstuffs 
and widespread unemployment ra- 
sulting from industrial stagnation 
have contributed to the political tur­
moil. The left and the right are pull­
ing against themselves for political 
advantage and a rising wave of anti­
clerical propaganda threatens the 
traditional spiritual unity of the peo­
ple.

On the economic front, Italy is 
short of wheat, and spaghetti and 
macaroni rations have been cut in 
half. Pig iron production is down to 
28 per cent of the prewar level; tex­
tile fabrics, 56 per cent; chemicals. 
66 per cent; mechanical goods, 76 
per cent; cotton thread, 88 per cent. 
Imports are almost three times ex­
ports.

Helping Hand

FOREIGN AFFAIRS:
Red Tape

The sullen Russians continued to 
keep overseas relations with U. S. 
military personnel on strictly a for­
mal basis as illustrated in their or­
der to an American naval vessel to 
clear out of Dairen, Manchuria, 
within the prescribed 48 hours.

The LC-3 1090 entered Dairen as 
a diplomatic courier ship to bear 
supplies and mail to the U .S. con­
sul. Legally, the vessel was per­
mitted to remain only 48 hours, and 
the Russ ordered the Americans to 
leave or accept the consequences 
when it appeared they might be de­
layed over efforts to obtain landing 
clearance for a Standard Vacuum 
Oil company employee, a newspa­
per correspondent and a magazine 
photographer.

Russian authorities in control of 
Dairen had given the U. S. consul 
the run-around in Ms attempts to 
secure permission for the three 
to land. However, their action 
stemmed from a fear to grant the 
clearance without prior approval 
from their masters in Moscow rath­
er than personal feeling.

QUAKE:
Rocks Japan

As hundreds of thousands of Jap­
anese made homeless by earthquake 
and tidal wave sMvered in the win­
try air, the U. S. rushed relief to the 
distressed areas.

Having become used to the shock 
and terror of wartime B-29 raids, 
the Japanese accepted the catastro­
phe with resignation, calmly count­
ing their dead and injured in the 
thousands and their property dam­
age in the millions. No less than 24 
of the 47 prefectures felt the trem­
ors, with the coastal regions of 
southern Honshu, Shikoku and Awaji 
islands swept by seven foot walls of 
water rushing in from the sea.

All of the horror and distress was 
portrayed by the Tokyo newspaper 
Asahi in an eyewitness report from 
Shikoku: First, startled people felt 
the ground shaking beneath them, 
then they could hear a great roaring 
sound. Stumbling from their quak­
ing houses, they rushed for Mlgh 
ground, but many were overtaken 
by a surging wall of water and their 
screams rent the air. Some people 
saw a little girl with a doll crying, 
“ Save me, gentle Buddha,”  but 
when they returned to search for rel­
atives the tearful child was miss­
ing and all they could find was the 
doll, wedged between planks on the 
beach.

INDOCHINA:
Imperial Headache

France was the latest European 
power to suffer an imperial head­
ache, with Indo-CMnese natives bat­
tling French forces for extension of 
self-government.

Under a compromise effected last 
March, France granted self-rule to 
several provinces but retained con­
trol over the rest of the coimtry as 
a lever for continued dominance. 
Availing themselves of a well-oiled 
machine developed under Japanese 
auspices during the wartime occu­
pation, the native leaders of the Viet 
Nam (Independence party) have 
pressed for an extension of their 
self-rule.

Not yet able to grant all of French 
Indo-China independence and be as­
sured of the protection of its com­
mercial interests in the rich Far 
Eastern country, France has been 
forced to use troops to retain a grip 
in the absence of an agreeable com­
promise.

U.S. HEALTH:
Shows Improvement

After getting off to a bad start 
in the early months of the year, the 
health record among life insurance 
policyholders in the United States 
was excellent for the year 1948 as 
a whole.

At the start of the year, there was 
a rise in the death rate among 
policyholders, but by the second 
quarter tMs trend was reversed and 
a marked imjprovement was shown.

Since Uncle Sam has dealt gen­
erously with Italy, it is looking con­
fidently for more assistance from 
the U. S. Thus far, the U. S. has 
agreed to compensate Italy for 
supporting American invasion troops 
and furnishing war supplies, and 
has extended credits for purchase 
of overseas surplus. In addition, 
Italy has profited from U. S. contri­
butions to UNRRA and the interna­
tional bank.

Despite the difficulties present­
ed by shortages of both foodstuffs 
and industrial materials, both the 
left and right wings have made 
political capital of unrest. Latest ex­
ample was the food riots engineered 
by Communists in southern Italy. 
As a result of the political bickering, 
there has been a resurgence of Fas­
cist sentiment, with MussoliM’s for­
mer followers growing Increasingly 
bolder.

Leftists also have backed the at­
tacks on pope and church, with the 
Intention of weakening respect for 
the Catholic doctrine of authority, 
family and property. However, the 
rightist donilnated government has 
been quick to fight abusive criti- 
clsm of the clergy. An editor 
charged with publishing phomo- 
grapMc cartoons of a friar and un­
clad woman was sentenced to two 
years in jail.

Veterans News
January 31, 1947 has been set as 

the last date upon which partially 
disabled combat wounded veterans 
of World War II who have (een 
separated more than twenty (20) 
days can be enlisted in the Regular 
Army at the grade held at the 
time of discharge. More than one 
hundred military occupational spe­
cialties have been thrown open to 
combat wounded veterans who can 
meet eligibility requirements ac­
cording to V. T. Rocho, T/Sgt. of 
the Arahsas Pa.ss, Texas Recruit­
ing Office.

Partially disabled combat wound­
ed veterans, in order to enlist, 
must meet the physical standards 
for general military service with 
the exception of the combat-incur­
red disability. They must be cap­
able of caring unaided for their 
own personal needs and must be 
physically capable of performing 
useful service in the Military Oc­
cupational Specialty in which they 
arecselected for enlistment without 
expectation of further hospitaliza­
tion or time-loss from duty because 
of the combat-incurrEd disability.

The combat wounded applicant 
may enlist in the Regular Army 
unassigned for a period of three 
years. Provided enlistment is ac­
complished on or before January 
31, 1947, the applicant will be en­
listed in the grade hpld at time of
