In the 1960's I was Pastor 

of a large Methodist Church 
in one of our northern states. 
It was my custom to place the 
name of next Sunday's 
sermon on a large billboard 
that stood in front of the 
church. 

I often had catchy titles, or 
titles that would arouse the 
imagination of the local 
residents. 

I placed those sermon titles 
on the billboard every 
Tuesday. This gave residents 
of the community several 
days to ponder them. 

The members of my 
congregation 	were 
wonderful people; however, 
a few of them were 
constantly trying to pull 
,practical jokes on me. 

One Tuesday I placed my 
next Sunday's title in 
extremely large letters. It 
read: NO DRUMS AND NO 
TRUMPETS. 

I was truly blessed with  

large congregations at that 
church. People came from 
surrounding towns in order to 
attend our services; in fact, 
eight or ten peoplp drove 125 
miles every Sunday to 
worship with us. The large 
sanctuary was filled each 
week, as well as our overflow 
room. We also found it 
necessary to place extra 
folding chairs in the aisles. 

I'm not sure all of them 
came to hear my sermons. 
Since they were what I call 
"Yankees," and I was a Texan 
with a slow drawl, I have 
often wondered if some of 
them attended the services 
just to hear me say, "You all," 
or some other Southern 
phrases. 

When it came time for my 
sermon on this particular 
Sunday, I stepped to the 
pulpit and announced that the 
title of my sermon would be 
"No Drums and No 
Trumpets." 

As soon as I had made that  

announcement, one of our 
young men was hidden in the 
choir room and began to play 
a trumpet. The music was 
loud and clear. 

The audience laughed, and 
my face became crimson. 
The choir members had 
arranged this little trick 
without my knowledge. 

After I gained my 
composure, I announced that 
the sermon title now would 
be "No Drums". That 
statement only brought more 
laughter. 

Everyone knows I have a 
penchant for humor, but I 
rarely use it in the pulpit; 
however, in this case the little 
prank the choir played on me 
seemed to have a bonding 
effect on the entire 
congregation. 

If I ever preached a "good" 
sermon, it was at that Sunday 
morning service. 

I am convinced laughter 
has its place in our society; 
however, there are proper and 
improper times for it. 

I attended a Revival 
meeting at another 
denomination on one 
occasion where the Pastor 
used a pair of scissors and 
servered the Evangelist's 
necktie. He said the visiting 
minister was overdressed. 

The Evangelist then stated 
the tie was one he borrowed 
from the Pastor's tie rack. 

Laughter filled the 
sanctuary. 

By the way, I sold my 
drums. I suppose I might as 
well sell my trumpet also.
