The article, from the Montreal 
(Quebec) Gazette, .said:

“Five whooping cranes in com­
pany with a large number of sand- 
bill cranes were sighted last 
Thursday in a field near Lang, 
45 miles southea.st of Regina. Fred 
Bard, director of the provincial 
museum, said today it was the 
first arrival of the rare birds in 
Saskatchewan this year. The birds

It seems odd to think that these 
birds should be a thing of wonder 
today.

Forty-five years ago, when our 
nearest neighbor was two miles 
away, and the great Canadian 
prairie stretched untouched by the 
plow from the U. S. border to the 
sub-artic forest, there were sand- 
bill cranes by the countless thou­
sands, and even an occasional 
whooping crane in the countr>'.

Each spring, almost as soon as 
the snow had begun to melt and 
let the brown last year’s g n ss  
lhow..^hrough. the bugling call of 
the sandhills and the wild cries of 
geese were heard, announcing the 
vernal season.

Ducks by the million poured in 
to swim on the ponds that dotted 
the landscape, and prairie chick­
ens were so plentiful that the 
mowing machine decapitated num­
bers of them, as hay was put up 
for the winter.

No one paid any particular at­
tention to these avian hordes; 
they were commonplace, a thing 
to be taken as a matt«*r of course.

Today the whoopers are almost 
gone; the sandhill cranes are 
rapidly vanishing. Prairie chickens 
are a things of the past, and the 
great flocks of ducks are num­
bered.

Paul’s thoughtfulness was ap­
preciated all the more because it 
brought back a time when the 
world was younger than it is now, 
and made us remember the good 
old days when this country and 
Canada were still unafflicted by 
progress and income taxes.

The Senate Tuesday refused 

final approval to legislation grant- 
ĝ the Texas Game and Fish 

^ntm ission regulatory powers. 
Earlier, by voice vote, the upper 
chamber adopted an amendment 
by Senator Rogers Kelley of Edin­
burg exempting all salt water fish­
ing from game commission control.

Senate Bill 140, which would 
give the commission regulatory 
powers, was announced by Sen. 
Doyle Willis of Fort Worth. Such 
powers now rest with the Legis­
lature.

In its initial form Senate Bill 
140 exempted salt wrater, but in 
an effort to gain enough sup­
port for its passage, it was amend­
ed to include the entire state. This 
then brought a storm of protest 
from Coastal fishing centers and 
commercial fishermen. The bill 
was then amended by voice earlier 
Tuesday removing salt water in a 
still further desperate effort to 
get it by.

FIRE DEPARTMENT 
HAS LONG AND 
HONORABLE HISTORY

I Th:' first city-owned fire fight- 
I ing apparatus in Rockport was do­
nated about 1885-90. Mr. Sam 

I Smith, who owned a number of 
, houses and business places, bought 
and gave the city a wagon with 
a chemical tank, and a big black 
horse to pull it. The complete ap­
paratus, complete with horse, cost 
about $1,400. When a fire alarm 
came in, sometimes the horse was 
hitched to the wagon, and some­
times a rope would be tied to the 
wagon, which was then pulled by 
a couple of riders, who took a 
dally around their saddle horns 
ard took off for the fire,

W. S. Dorothy was the first 
one to drive the equipment; Fred 
Hoopes was the first Rockport 
Fire Chief.

In 1912 a 1911 Model T Ford 
was purchased for $.300 and the 
tank transferred to i t  In 1916 a 
Chalmers truck was presented to 
the department. E. C. McCIary 
was Fire Chief at the time. Later 
on McCIary moved away, and Bill 
Stevenson was Fire Chief.

One of the prize possessions of 
the department for many years 
was helmet No. 2, first worn by 
Stevenson in 1912.

In 1926 an International truck 
was bought to replace the Chal­
mers and as late as 1939 both it 
and the Model T were still in serv­
ice.

After 1926 the fiî e department 
became inactive for a number of 
years. Some effort was made to 
keep at least one of the trucks in 
running condition, but on more 
than one occasion when an alarm 
was turned in, the truck could not 
be moved, because either the gaso­
line or tires, or both, had been 
stolen.

This state of affairs continued 
until June 6, 1938, when citizens 
of the town were aroused at night 
by a roaring fire that was con­
suming the Natalie Apartment 
House (the old Grewe place), and 
threatening the whole town with a 
general conflagration.

A fortunate change of the wind 
kept the fire restricted to the 
apartment building and to the 
Heldenfels place to the leeward of 
the Natalie.

No Questioned 
Vaccine Injected 
Says Dr. Elliot

No questioned polio vaccine has 
been injected in any of the school 
children vaccinated here, accord­
ing to Dr. H. F. Elliot. None of 
the vaccine used came from the 
Cutter Laboratories. All shots 
given to first and second graders 
in Rockport and I•̂ llton came from 
the laboratories of the Eli Lilly 
Company, he said.

Only three children in the coun­
ty have received the questionable 
vaccine. Dr. Elliot continued, and 
these were not children who re­
ceived their shots in the school 
program, but were older young­
sters vaccinated by private doc­
tors.

No ill effects have been shoam 
by any child that has been vac­
cinated in Aransas County.

A total of 207 children received 
preliminary shots through the 
school system, but there were a 
number that remain to be vac­
cinated because they were*absent 
from classes due to an epidemic 
of mumps that has been prevalent 
in the area. These children will re­
ceive their preliminary shots at 
the same time that those already 
vaccinated receive their booster 
shots.

Completion of a new field for 
jets in the Alice-Orange > Grove 
area will help to abate the trouble, 
as more and more pilota art 
checked out on jeta.

City Council Gives 
Carnival Ordinance 
First Reading

The City Council at its regular 
meeting Monday gave the first 
reading to a new ordinance de­
signed to set up methods of con­
trolling carnivals and similar at­
tractions in Rockport.

Section 8 of the ordinance says 
that this shall apply to all shows, 
performances, exhibitions, medi­
cine shows, panoramic or view 
shows, menageries, carnivals, cir­
cuses, wild west or rodeo shows, 
acrobatic performances, w a x  
shows, moving picture shows, dra­
matic or theatrical productions or 
skating rinks held in or exhibited 
on any lot or parcel of land, upon 
the streets or under any tent, or 
in any airdrome, hall, or building 
within the city limits of Rockport.

Ail such shows shall, among 
other thingrs, secure a permit in 
writing from the city of Rockport 
upon such terms and conditions 
as shall be deemed adviaeable by 
the City Council for the protec­
tion of the public from fire and 
traffic hazards, disease, loud and 
unusual noises, unsanitary condi­
tions and public inconvenience.

For such a permit, they must 
pay a sum equal to the maximum 
license fee or occupation tax al­
lowed cities and towns under 
Article 7047, Revised Civil Stat­
utes of Texas. *— —̂  •

the courtesy of the Coast Guard 
Auxiliary of Corpus Christi, and 
will be followed by other install­
ments.)

The art of seamanship, and it 
justly is an art whether you sail a 
schooner or pilot a motor boat, 
has been developed by thousands 
of men through the centuries to 
cope with the sea. This lesson sets 
forth the basic principles of how 
to handle your boat, your equip­
ment, and yourself on the water. 
Bear in mind, however, that this 
study is a practical one and can­
not be mastered by reading the 
printed page alone. The best meth­
od of becoming a confident seaman 
is continual practice and experi­
ence with your boat in various 
conditions of sea and weather.

A vessel is steered by means of 
a vertical, pivoted blade called the 
rudder, which is placed at the 
stem. When the rudder is swung 
to port or starboard, the force of 
the water acting against it causes 
the stem to swing to either port 
or starboard as the case may be. 
When the rudder is in a position 
parallel to the fore-and-aft line 
of the vessel, the vessel will pro­
ceed in a straight line. The force 
of the water acting on the rudder 
is the result of tw’o things: the 
flow of water due to the boat’s 
motion through the water; and the 
flow of water caused by the thrust 
of the propeller stream. When a 
boat is making speed through the 
water, the flow caused by the 
motion has a far greater effect 
than the stream from the pro­
peller. When a boat is standing 
still or has very little way on, 
the propeller stream is the dom­
inant factor. This fact can be used 
to advantage when maneuvering 
at close quarters by using plenty 
of e-vdne power with the rudder 
full over to port or starboard. This 
powerful stream of water acting 
on the rudder will swing the stem 
in the desired direction before the 
boat has had time to gather much 
way, and thus turn the boat with 
little forward or backward move­
ment. It also must be remembered

• that th<̂  boat does not steer like 
. an automobile, but rather pivots

at some point about midships. This
• pivoting action causes the stem 

to swing as well as the bow. 
Therefore it is good seamanship

. ' to watch the stem when turning 
to be sure there is plenty of room

of Oscar Dye and those helping 
him to make the best use of the 
inadequate equipment were all 
saved property to the south of the 
fire. The Aransas Pass fire depart­
ment sents its equipment, and 
helped extinguish the blaze.

The Natalie fire was responsible 
for formation of a new fire depart­
ment in Rockport. Albert Collier 
spearheaded the drive, and called 
together a group of citizens on 
June 14, 1938. As a result of this 
meeting, the Aransas County 
Emergency Corps was organized. 
Its function was the protection of 
life and property in Aransas Coun­
ty. This included fire prevention, 
fire fighting, hurricane and beach 
patrol, an ambulance squad, and 
any emergency where organized 
emergency workers were needed.

The first unit of the Corps was 
the Rockport Fire Department.

Officers of the Corps were: Paul 
Clark Sorenson, president; Ernest 
Silbarisen, vice president; and 
Miss Iris Sorenson was appointed 
secretary and treasurer, a post 
she held until only recently. Col­
lier w'as appointed fire chief; 
Norvell Jackson and Francis Smith 
were his assistants.

A city water bond was voted, 
and mains installed. As the next 
.step, the city bought a 500-gallon 
per minute pumjrer, which was de­
livered in Januarj’, 1939. The 
county had, in the meantime, 
bought a chassis, and on this men 
of the department constructed a 
300-gallon booster, one of the 
largest of its kind in Texas at the 
time, and the International truck 
purchased in 1926 was recondition­
ed.

The City, from having practical­
ly no fire equipment, suddenly 
found itself the owner or operator 
of four trucks, with no place to 
put them.

The corps gave its first annual 
Fireman’s Ball, and raised money 
to 'purchase a lot for a fire sta­
tion; the members of the corps 
hauled shell, mixed concrete, and 
swappi‘d and traded to start the 
building. Material was furnished 
by the city. Work on the building 
was done largely at night, mem­
bers showing up after their regu­
lar working hours to help with the 
construction.

Actual construction of the build­
ing started about October 15, 
19.38, and the office of the City 
Secrelarj’ was completed and the 
Secretary moved in on July 1, 1939.

Work was later resumed, after 
a lull, and the building pushed to 
completion, with Floyd Huffman, 
county engineer, in charge.

When the new pumper arrived, 
drills were started, and the City 
was divided into sections for fire 
inspection. Buildings were investi­
gated and interiors memorized; 
plug connections were made and 
“skull practice” conducted.

Concrete evidences of what that 
fire department meant to Rockport 
may be gathered from a few sta­
tistics.

A 45% reduction in fire insur­
ance rates for the area was one 
of the first results.

A City Hall and Fire Station 
were built, being completed in the 
fall of 19.39.

Helmets were purchased for the 
firemen, fog nozzels, hose and 
other equipment was ordered, at 
an approximate cost of $800, and 
citizens of the town slept with a 
new sense of security, knowing 
that they were not completely 
helple.s8 in the case of fire.

is too expensive a luxury for 
us to afford. Within ten years, 
the time lu’cessary to retire the 
bond issue for the new court­
house, at least $100,000 would 
have to be spent on the old 
building, plus $6,000 per year 
during that time for mainte­
nance, and we would still have 
an old courthouse, even less ade­
quate than it is at present. 

Moreover, while county income 
at the present time is high, be­
cause of oil, within ten years it 
will probably be much lower, as 
wells become exhausted, while 
building costa will be still higher 
than they are now.

There is no better time to build 
a new courthouse than right now. 
There is no cheaper time to build 
it than at present. The cost to the 
average taxpayer in Aransas 
County is so low that a new and 
modern building, adequate to meet 
the needs of the community for 
many years to coma, will cost the 
average taxpayer only $1.00 per 
year, for a period of ten years. 
This is not much more than it 
coats to go to the picture show 
once, or to buy a pint of ice cream.

Never again will Aransas 
County hsve such an opportu­
nity; neTer again can we de­
tain sa aiuch for so little!

The election calls for a $400,- 
tN)0 bond issue.

However, Judge John Wendell 
has stated that the aaiouBt of 
bonds sold will only be suffi­
cient to cover the actual cost of 
the new building, provided the 
iiisue is approved. It is possible, 
he stated, that only tS56,000 
would be needed, and if this ia 
true, then only $3.50,000 worth 
of bonds will be sold.

Wendell says that the full 
amount of the issue can be re­
tired in 14 years on the present 
tax rate and valuations in the 
county. An issue of $350,000 can 
he retired in 12 years.

Bullfrog Business Keeps Walter Paugh Hopping
Walter Paugh says that froglegs 

keep him hopping, but that the 
man who wants to raise them for 
profit better be prepared for some 
setbacks, even though, in the long 
run, he’ll do all right.

“I ’ve got a lot of money tied 
up in frogs,” he said, “but this 
fall I expect to market around 
a thousand pairs of breeders at 
$8 a pair, so I reckon I ’ll come out 
all right, especially as I ought to 
do about that well every year 
from no on.”

Walter lea^ied about frogs the 
hard way, starting in 1949, when 
he built the first dams on his 12- 
acre place. A year later, when he 
put his first breeding stock in the 
ponds, he really began to acquire 
an education. He said:

“I knew people liked them, but 
the thing I didn’t think about was 
that coons, possums and water 
moccasins were just as fond of

’em. The darned things like to 
ate me out of house and home be­
fore I could stop ’em, and with 
breeders costing me four bucks 
apiece, 1 was sure furnishing some 
expensive meals to most of the 
varmints in Aransas County.”

More than half a mile of heavy 
hardware cloth, completely sur­
rounding his ponds, stopped the 
snakes, and an electric wire at the 
top of the fence stopped coons, 
possums, and aq occasiohal human 
lover of frog legs.

Then tadpoles started disappear­
ing, and, by watching, he found 
out that big old bullfrogs are can­
nibals, so he had to build separate 
ponds, surrounded by galvanized 
iron, to hold his broods of young 
frogs until they were a year old, 
and could hustle for themselves.

At three years old they reach 
a length of from 18 to 24 inches, 
stretched out, and weigh from 2\k

to 3 pounds apiece. '
The ponds in which they live are 

heavily planted with vegetation, 
which serves as shade for the 
frogs in the summer, and as duck 
food in the winter. Faugh says 
he can get his limit in just a little 
while, any day during the season.

“When the hunting season 
closes,” he said, “I have to keep 
a man around, the darned ducks
eat up so much food t h e . f r o n 'I S  
need.

“Bullfrogs will eat anything, 
and they sure have enormous ap­
petites. They’ll eat other frogs, 
fish, insects, crawfish, water 
beetles, ducklings, lizards, snakes, 
and even a blackbird has been 
found in one of their stomachs.

“I feed mine with electric lights 
strung over the ponds, close to the 
water. *The frogs feed on the in­
sects that come to the glare at 
bight. T give ’em crawfish, too, 
and small fish, and fiddler crabs.”

Coast Guard Warns of 
Oil Well Structures 
And Siesmogroph Work

A recent issue of a notice to 
manners published by the Eighth 
Coast Guard District, New Or­
leans, La., included the following 
announcement of interest to fish­
ermen: Information concerning the 
establishment, change or discon­
tinuance of oil well structures is 
not necessarily published in local 
notice to mariners wlien they are 
located in obstruction areas shown 
in magenta on the latest issues of 
ihe izoo series C&GS nautical 
charts.

In general, oil well structures in 
the Gulf of Mexico can be identi- 
tied at night by the display of a 
series of white lights extending 
irom the platform to the top of 
Lhe derrick when drilling opera­
tions are in progress, and at other 
times by the display of one or 
more quick-flashing white lights, 
visiole for 3 to 5 nautical miles 
on a clear night. Normally the 
structures in navigable waters are 
equipped with fog signals which 
consist of horns sounding a 2- 
secoiid blast every 20 seconds.

Those structures located in in­
shore waters of the Gulf Coast 
are lighted by one or more quick- 
flashing red lights visible at least 
one nautical mile on a clear night.

Information concerning seismo- 
graphic operations is, likewise, not 
published in local notice to mari­
ners unless such operations will 
create a menace to navigation in 
waters used by general naviga­
tion. Where seismographic opera­
tions are being conducted, casings 
(pipes), buoys, stakes, detectors, 
etc. are installeid. Stakes are mark­
ed with flags, and pipes are mark­
ed with flags by day and fixed red 
lights by night.

During the continuing program 
of establishing, changing and dis­
continuing oil well structures, spe­
cial caution should be exercised 
when navigating the inshore and 
offshore waters of the Gulf of 
Mexico in order to avoid collision 
with any of the structures.

The United Fund Committee, 
once sufficient preliminary work 
has been done to be sure a com­
munity wants to combine its chari­
table efforts, should get down to 
brass tacks and take steps toward 
organization. In the formation of 
a united fund, especially where 
there has been no similar operative 
group, the committee can build 
from the ground up.

In deciding on any plan, the im­
portance of newness and originali­
ty should not be underestimated. A 
subcommittee of agency and con­
tributor representatives should be 
appointed to think over basic prin­
ciples of organization and opera­
tion. The group, once formed, 
should operate under:

(1) A constitution which states I 
a broad, basic purpose;

(2) By-laws which provide for 
machinery clearly and cleanly de- i 
signed to facilitate movement to­
wards that purpose;

(3) Agreements which pledge 
full co-operation between the cen­
tral financing organization and 
the various agencies concerned, 
among the agencies themselves, 
and between agencies and givers.

The by-laws are intended to 
blueprint the operating machinery. ' 
The form this machinery takes de­
pends on the functions expected 
of it. A campaign committee is 
obviously needed, as is a distribu- 
tor>’, or budgeting committee. A 
committee on fact finding and de­
termination of need is also impera­
tive and, since it is highly import­
ant to maintain a planned flow 
of information to the public the 
year ’round, a committee on public 
relations should be authorized for 
this purpose.

These four major operating 
functions are standard, and none 
of them may be omitted without 
crippling the others.

Formalized agency agreements 
are desirable. However, much that 
has already been done can be un­
done at this point by too great 
insistence on spelling out all fine 
points in writing. From all estab­
lished united funds the advice is 
unanimous that the major obiec- 
tives be kept in the foreground, 
and that subsidiary details be left 
until later, if necessary.

Agree on the main essentials: 
get all major agencies to join in; 
leave other matters until later.

Poker haa a special 
appeal in New York, Pennsylvania,
New Jeraey, Michigan and Wiacon- 
sin. And Cribbage has never lost its 
unusual appeal for the coastal areas, 
being particularly strong in New 
England and out on the West Coast. f.

Calypso, just beginning to make 
Itself felt in this country after be­
coming the rage in England, may 
soon take over the top spot from 
Canasta. It’s said to be the first real­
ly new card game since Whist.

Directors in Regord 
To New Courthouse
.State of Texas 
Gounty of Aransas.

Whereas, on April .3, 1955, the 
Boaid of Directors of the Rock- 
oort ChamlMT of Commerce met 
in regular session and did certify 
‘ he need for a new courthouse for 
the transaction of business in 
.Aransas County,

Whereas, the project was consid­
ered to be of the concern and for 
the Ix'tterment of the community 
•IS a whole.

Whereas, the present site is now 
owned by the county and would 
eliminate the expenditure for a 
new site.

Whereas, the maintenance of the 
old building is beyond the financial 
•datus of the present tiix struc­
ture.

Be it therefore resolved that 
the Board of Directors of the 
Rockport ChamlxT of Commerce, 
serving Aransas County, acting 
in behalf of their office do unani­
mously endorse the present plans 
of the Commissioners’ Court of 
Aransas County for the construc­
tion of a new courthouse.

New Courthouse Does 
Not Mean New Taxes 
Soys Judge Wendell

A new courthouse does not mean 
new taxes, according to Judge 
John Wendell. Neither the present 
tax rate nor the present county 
assessment will be increased, for 
these, as set two years ago, are 
entirely adequate to retire a bond 
issue of between $300,000 and 
$400,000 in ten years, with no such 
increase.

Taxes at present, said Judge 
Wendell, are based on a valuation 
of $1 per $100 of valuation.

Total valuation of the county 
is $17,177,536.

At $1 per $100 valuation, total 
tax for a year would amount to 
$171,775.36,

Of this, oil companies and 
others, with an assessed valuation 
of $13,706,445, would pay for $137,- 
064.45.

This leaves a balance of $34,- 
710.91 for people who own real 
property in the county to pay.

Real Property Owned 
Outside County

The following figures are based 
on county tax records.

Over 75r'r of the real property 
in Aransas County is owned by 
people living outside Aransas 
County, who would pay $26,038.18 
of this balance.

Citizens of the county, the only 
ones who can vote on the bond is­
sue, own less than 25% of the real 
property, and would contribute 
only $8,677.73, or 5.05% of the 
total taxes.

As there is no raise in rate or 
assessed valuation contemplated, 
this would mean that 5.05% of 
the money paid now as county 
tuxes, in any one year, by citizi^s 
of the county, would be devoted 
to the courthouse. The balance of 
the cost would be borne by oil 
companies and others.

What This Means
This means that on a bond is- 

.sue of $400,000, resident county 
tax payers of Aransas County 
would contribute only $22,000 total 
over a period of ten years, without 
any raise in taxes.

A man whose property was as­
sessed at $1,200 would pay only 
66c per year toward the cost of 
the courthouse. He would, alto­
gether, over the ten years needed 
to retire the bond issue, pay only 
$6.60, and this would be paid, as 
we have previously noted, without 
any increase in his over all tax, 
thus helping to build a new and 
adequate courthouse which could 
expect a us<-ful life of at least 
.50 years.

Rockport Field three miles north­
west of Rockport, was shutin with 
4,750 pounds after flowing gas and 
distillate heavily.

Perforations from 9,694 to 9,704 
feet were tested for three hours 
through %-inch chokes under a 
2,700-foot water cushion. Water 
cushion hit the surface in six min­
utes with maximum working pres­
sure 3,550 pounds and recovery

Old CourthoHse An 
Expensive Lnxury 
For County

The present courthouse is an 
expensive luxury, one which the 
county can ill afford to maintain, 
and one which will become more 
expensive as the years pass, with­
out solving the courthouse prob­
lem.

Present facilities are entirely in­
adequate for transaction of coun­
ty business, and many of the pres­
ent operations forced on county 
officials by the inadequacies of the 
present building are actually ille­
gal.

The law provides that records 
should be stored in fireproof 
vaults, yet the present vaults are 
so small that only a minor part 
of the papers which have accumu­
lated since Aransas County was 
founded, and which will continue 
to increase as long as oil and real 
estate business continues at its 
present rate, can be afforded such 
protection.

The courthouse is old; it is not 
unique; there are four or five 
others in the state like it. Its 
interior is dry as tinder, except 
where a leaking roof and rotting 
woodwork around windows allow 
wind, rain and dust to enter. A 
careless cigarette or match would 
be sufficient to start a holocaust 
that would demolish the building 
and destroy many, if not all the 
recoixls.

If  that happens, records of prop­
erty ownership would be burned 
along with the rest, and oil and 
real estate operators, as well as 
property owners, would be in seri­
ous difficulty until new records 
could be established. This ta.sk, and 
the cost of replacement might well 
exceed the cost of a new court­
house.

Jury accommodations, especially 
since women now serve on juries, 
are primitive, a fact pointed out 
by a recent grand jury report, 
which also criticised the present 
jail severely.

This last is illegal, as well as 
being unsafe. There are no separ­
ate accommodations for juvenile 
offenders or insane people. These 
are mandatory under the laws of 
the state.

There are other drawbacks; In­
adequate office space, antiquated 
plumbing and wiring that is a fire 
hazard, and falling plaster, to 
mention only a few that have been 
pointed out, time after time, by 
architects and contractors whs 
have inspected the building.

Repairs and maintenance on the 
old courthouse will amount to 
around $160,000 in the next ten 
years, according to estimates fur­
nished the county judge, and we 
will still have an old structure, and 
still be faced with the need for 
adequate facilities.

She will 
hold the rank of professor in the 
University of Dacca, and direct 
the home economics program in 
the institution at Mynnensingh.

Miss McKenzie taught in sever­
al Texas high schools and in Tulsa, 
Okla., before joining the A&I staff 
in 1936. She headed the home eco­
nomics department there since 
1937. She earned Bachelor of Sci­
ence and Master of Arts degrees at 
Texas State College for Women, 
and also studied at Northwestern 
University.

A year’s service as president of 
the Texas Business and Profes­
sion Women’s organization wll be 
concluded by Miss McKenzie as 
she presides over the annual con­
vention in Brownsville June 3-5.

She will be in Washington, at 
FOA headquarters for indoctrina­
tion before flying to East Pakis­
tan.

She is a member of the Texas 
Vocational Associationj American 
Vocational Association, Kappa 
Omicron Phi, Delta Kappa Gam­
ma, and American Association of 
University Women. She has been 
active in some capacity as a Busi­
ness and Professional Women’s of­
ficial ever since 1947 and has also 
served in local welfare and civic 
organizations.

Miss McKenzie w’as recently 
awarded a lifetime honorary mem­
bership in the Future Homemak­
ers of America. She conducted 
home economics radio programs 
for three years under sponso'rahip 
of the Houston Natural Gas Cor­
poration, wrote “The Gulf Coast 
Homemaker” for six years and 
prepared “The A&I Menu of the 
Month” for seven years.

about 1943 oi*dered several sets of 
plans to look over, not disturbed 
by the fact that war with the rest 
of the world was claiming part of 
his attention.

However, when the German 
armies entered Holland, Hermann 
went along. While there he saw 
some of the Dutch botters, that 
have been used as fishing boats in 
the shallow waters of the coast of 
Holland for over 250 years. 

Modeled After Dutch 
. Fishing Boat

Broad of beam and bluff of bow, 
they are shallow draft, without 
keels. These are replaced when 
needed by leeboards, two huge 
blades or fins, one on either side, 
that can be raised or lowered as 
needed, and that serve to keep the 
hull from making leeway while 
under sail.

Goering may not have been so 
hot as an aviator, but he was a 
good judge of boats, and in these 
botters he saw an ideal craft for 
the shallow water? of the North 
Sea.

W'ith typical Nazi acumen, he 
rounded up the best hotter builder 
in Holland, gave him orders to 
build the finest one ever built, 
and then set out to steal enough 
material in the rest of Europe to 
construct the yacht, which is 
framed and sheathed in oak and 
decked with teak from India.

As fast as Hermann stole, the 
Dutch .lan (who had sworn that 
he would never make delivery on 
the hull) hid the beams and 
planks, telling Goering that they 
were stolen, in order to explain 
the little progress being made on 
the dream boat. Finally, the Nazi, 
smelling a rat, threatened bt>th 
the Hollander and his frau with 
the headsman’s axe, and the boat 
began to make some progress.

Dutch Governraont Completed
Fortunately, Hermann never 

lived to see her completed. When 
the war endt̂ d and he suffered 
from an early demise, the hotter 
builder had the Groote Beer only 
two thirds finished.

The Dutch government had her 
finished in 1948, and sold her to 
a Dutch import-export official for 
his own use. He sailed her a year, 
and then laid her up, as he was 
moved to Africa.

Charles M. Donnelly, of Green­
wich, Connecticut, bought the boat 
from him and had the craft ship­
ped to the United States where he 
now travels to Florida in the win­
ter and back to Greenwich for 
the summer. He is owner of Fead- 
ship, a boatbuilding company with 
six shipyards in Holland. Fead- 
ship stands for First Export As­
sociation of Dutch Shipbuilding.

Mrs. Donnelly and a represent­
ative of a Gulf Coast boat sales 
company are currently hitting 
ever>' Gulf port.

Natural Wood
The 68-foot length and 18-foot 

beam is finished in natural wood 
colorr. Oqk and teak were used in 
construction. Constant sanding and 
varnishing keep the boat glist­
ening all the time, highlighted by 
gleaming brass and stainless steel 
fixtures.

The 61 (4-foot mast, embedded 
bf'low deck in huge timbers, Is 
finished in the same manner.

Inside, the Groote Beer has two 
double staterooms and a single 
room plus space for a crew of 
three. The main lounge is the aft- 
most compartment.

If  everything else about Goer­
ing was bad, his taste was good.

Every bit of wood in llie lounge 
and staterooms is hand caryed. 
Figures of fishermen, mermaids, 
Neptune and other folk of sea- 
lore adorn wall and moulding 
space except for bare wall space 
done in ribbed paneling.

Over the berth that was to have 
been Hermann the German’s is a 
secret panel, back of which he ex­
pected to keep a pair of pistols to 
protect himself from assassination.

A small fairy-tale fireplace oc­
cupies the main spot in the lounge. 
Surrounding the opening is Italian 
marble. Blue and white Dutch tile 
stretches above this to the ceiling.

The in.side brass fixtures were 
forged especially for the boat. 
Mermaid and Neptune’s tail form 
door knob handles.

An American diesel engine, the 
only U.S. product aboard, gives 
the craft auxiliary power.

No Cream Puff
Despite all her trimmings, the 

Groote Beer is no cream puff. Her 
frames are six by six oak, set on 
ten inch centers, and the outside 
planking of her hull is a 2% -inch 
thickness of the same material, 
which makes her a very rugged 
lady indeed.

.\s a matter of fact, she rode 
out Hurricane Doris at Nantucket, 
in 19.53, under a fore staysail with 
no damage. In 1954, the Groote 
Beer had an even more severe 
test. When Hurricane Carol roared 
iown upon the yacht harbor at 

' Point Judith, Rhode Island, she 
; was riding in a fleet of 90 sport 
; fishermen there for the tuna tour­

nament. After the storm, 32 boats 
‘ [n the fleet were a complete loss, 

and the rest of them, except the 
j better were badly damaged. The 

DtJtch boat smashed up eight of 
tho.se anchored around her when 
she tore loose from her fastenings, 

j and damaged several houses when 
I she was washed ashore. Yet, when 

she was returned to the water, 
j  there was only light damage to a 
I few fixtures on the starboard side, 

accorJing to Mrs. Donnelly. After 
I Carol, she said, Hurricanes Hazel 

and Doris, in the same year, were 
' mere breezes.

Rep. Benton Murray’s long-lost 

House Bill closing Laguna Madre 
in Cameron County to netting for 
12 months out of the year has 
been resurrected from a House 
Game and Fish deep freeze sub­
committee.

Rpp. Murray amended the bill 
to allow the Game and Fish Com­
mission to issue permits for the 
•fifing of drum and_ other rough 
'ish from the Laguna during De­
cember, January and February.
He said that is the basis for ob­
jections to the measure, but ex­
pressed an opinion opponents still 
may re.sist passage of the bill b 
the House.

Laguna Madre is closed in Carr, 
cron County for six months of th 
year. The other half of the yea 
it is the only open area in the la 
goon.

Rep. Murray pointed out to th 
Game and Fish Committee that it 
has passed out six other local fish­
ing bills this session but has kept 
his in a deep freeze committee 
headed by Rep. Obie Jones of 
Austin, the primary opponent of 
Laguna Madre closure.

The committee overrode the 
sub-committee in moving out the 
Murray Bill, as amended. Under 
the amendment fishermen may 
be allowed to seine for rough 
fish under permit from the Game 
and Fish Commission as is au “  
thorized in other state waters.
