Individuals arriving at the scene 
I of a military 'aircraft accident are 
cautioned by the U. S. Air Force 
not to remove or relocate any part 

I of the wreckage unless this action 
helps save a life.
, The Air Force said there have 

been instances in the past where 
parts o f wreckage vital to acci­
dent investigation were removed. 
This prevented adequate investi­
gation to determine cause of the 
accident and prevent additional 
ones in the future. It is possible 
that success or failure of an entire 
weapon system could be at stake 
due to such carelessness by per­
sons at the scene of the accident. 

The Air Force has been able to 
.. constantly reduce its major air­

craft accident rate through expe­
ditious work of aircraft accident 
investigation officers who arrive 

'* at the scene of accidents as rapidly 
as possible. Their on-the-scene in­
vestigation and subsequent work 
by appointed investigation boards 
are essential to good accident pre- 

(vention. The remaining parts and 
pieces in a major accident hold 
the key to their success.

The Air Fcrce said it feels sur«i 
the public will cooperate once it 
understands the facts and the 
serious consequences of removing 
parts for souvenirs or for other 
reasons.

Jurors Ask For 
Police To Curb 
Teenage Drinking

The Aransas County Grand Jury 
rendered a special report to Judge 
John Miller in the 36th District 
Court Thursday morning, deplor­
ing the rise in drinking among 
teenagers of the county who may 
not legally buy alcholic beverages, 
and recommend’ng that various 
governmental jurisdictions in 
Aransas County intelligently re­
consider their respective positions 
of responsibility in the exercise of 
their police pov ers in order that 
an adequate number of law officers 
may be mantained to cope with 
this and other crimes in the county.

The full text of the report fol­
lows:

The Grand Jurors of Aransas 
County, State aforesaid, duly 
selected, organized, sworn and im­
paneled as such for the September 
Term, A. D. 1959, >f the District 
Court of Aranras County, Texas, 
report in and to such Court at 
said Term, that the Grand Jury 
has investigated certain matters 
and conditions existing in Aransas 
County, Texas, and, as a result 
of such investigation makes its 
recommendations as follows, to- 
•vit:

First, there is an alarming in­
crease in the purchase and con­
sumption of alcholic bt.verage by 
young people of Aransas County 
who may not legally buy or use 
such beverage. In numerous in­
stances other crime has directly 
resulted from such unlawful con­
sumption. It is apparent that our 
youth are, in some instances, ac- 
quring intoxicants directly from 
the retail permittee. It is also 
certain, in other instances, that 
the intoxicants have been acquired 
first by adults and delivered to 
minors for their consumption. This 
Grand Jury is deeply concerned 
with this condition and the causal 
factors which have produced it. 
These violations of our Penal 
Laws, by both adults and juveniles, 
demand the urgent attention of 
all the citixens of Aransas County. 
It is apparent that this condition is 
caused by many factors. It is the 
opinion of the Grand Jury that 
the more significant causes are 
the absence of proper parental 
supervision and, particularly, par­
ental indifference; the failure to 
comply with the law on the part 
of retail permittees; the inade­
quate number of law enforcement 
officers maintained by the various 
governmental jurisdictions in 
Aransas County.

It is, therefore, the recommen 
datio of the Grand Jury that all 
of the citizens of Aransas County 
concern themselves with this ex­
isting condition to the end that 
such sales and consumption may 
be materially reduced. Further, 
that those who are parents of 
children reconsider their parental 
responsibility and more intelligent­
ly supervise the actvities of their 
children. In addition, all aLoholic 
beverages re^il permittees should 
make every effort to comply with 
the law regulating the sale there­
of and more closely cooperate with 
police officials. Finally, it is the 
recommendation of the Grand Jury 
that the various governmental 
jurisdictions in Aransas County 
intelligently reconsider their re 
spective positions of responsibility 
in the exercise of their police pow­
ers in order that an adequate num­
ber of law enforcement officers 
may be maintained to cope with 
this end the other crime in our 
bounty.

Impoft Effect On 
Shrimp Price Cited

A 26 per cent increase in shrimp 
imports since 1955 has reduced 
th% price o f shrimp below produc- 
ton price of the American shrimp­
ing industry, Rep. John Young 
said this week in a report from 
Washingtor<i

Young said foreign shrimping 
companies have boosted their im­
ports from 27 per cent of the total 
U. S. supply in 1955 to an esti­
mated 52 per cent in 1959.

Sydney Herndon, president of 
Herndon Marine Products with lo­
cations in Corpus Christ! and 
Aransas Pass, said the import in­
crease from 52 foreign countries 
has toppled the price of shrimp 
in the Gulf Coast area from 15- 
20 cents a pound in the past year.

“The foreign countries are 
simply catching more shrimp than 
ever before and finding a more 
lucrative market in our country,”  
Herndon said.

“ The Gulf Coast foreign import 
total has increased from around 
66 to 85 million pounds,”  he said.

“ Fortunately, we’re having an 
abundant year ourselves in the 
Gulf waters and it’s offsetting the 
import increase,”  Herndon said.

He also exhibited 
copies of the new student hand­
book recently printed, and discuss­
ed minor changes that had been 
made in its contents.

There are 161 children takinir 
band this year. Gray stated, of 
which 47 are in high school and 
104 are beginners at Rockport, 
Fulton and the junior high school, 
and he pointed out that the PIrato 
band is made up largely of 7th 
8th and 9th graders, with a few 
high school students. While he felt 
that the band was unseasoned, he 
said that the program now in ef­
fect should produce an excellent 
band within the next two years, 
as the younger students began to 
to acquire exi>erience.

Enrollment at the end of the 
first week of school totaled 1093, 
Gray said, and gave the following 
breakdown:

Rockport: First grade, 101;
vcond, 90; third, 90; fouith, 62: 
fifth, 86; sixth, 73; and 7 in special 
education.

Fulton: first, 22; second, 27; 
third, 24; fourth, 25; fifth 22; 
sixth, 30.

Junior high school: Seventh, 124; 
eighth, 89.

Senior high: Ninth, 68; tenth, 
61; eleventh, 51; and twelfth, 41.

Enrollment last year at this 
time, Gray said, was 611 at Rock­
port, 128 at Fulton, 189 in Junior 
High School; and 207 in senior 
high school, so present figures re­
present an increase of 58. At this 
time last year, the increase over, 
the preceding year was 125. Total 
enrollment for the past five years, 
with the percentage of increase or 
decrease is as follows: 1965, 875, 
1.4% decrease; 1967, 910, 9,9% in­
crease; 1958, 1035, 14% increase; 
1959, 1093, 5.5% increase.

There has been a definite upward 
trend since 1956, Gray stated, and 
pointed out that quice a number 
of new students are still not In­
cluded in U.e figure for 1959, due 

the fact they will not be allow­
ed to attend class until they have 
their immunization record against 
disease cleai<xl up. Nevertheless, 
he said, it was not anticipated that 
this enrollment increase woi'.ld be 
as great as last year.

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Palacios Sharks 
Chew Up Pirates 
In First Game

In a better ĝ ame than the score 
would indicate, the Aransas County 
Hi^h School Pirates lost the first 
^ m e  of the 1959 season to the 
Palacios Sharks, a 26AA team, by 
the lopsided score of 22-0.

Nevertheless, the local boys 
■bowed signs of polish that will 
probably pay off later in the sea 
■on, after they have a few more 
games under their belts. But the 
game was hard to follow, as of­
ficials gave few signals for the 
benefit of the stands.

Sartain kicked off for the 
Sharks and Happner took it on 
the Pirate 16 yard line, running 
it back to the 22. Happner failed 
to gain and on the second down 
Mike Johnson fumbled, only to 
have it recovered by Happner. A 
jump pass to Rouquette was smear­
ed by the Sharks’ Hogg, and then 
Carl Snyder kicked almost straight 
up and it was recovered on the 
Pirate 20 by Williams for the 
Sharks.

Penland made 1, Bobby Fowler 
made three, then 5 and Penland 
aewed it up with another yard and 
a  first down, to the Pirate 10 yard 
line. From there Bemey Kesler, 
Shark quarter, tossed one to Larry 
Taylor in the end zone, for the 
first touchdown. A minute later he 
Aid it again for the extra two 
po ’nts.

Sartain kicked off the David 
Pena on the Pirate 10, and Pena 
acampered back to the 17 yard 
line before he was smeared by 
Xubeka and Hogg. Happner made 
three, then was clobbered for a 
aix yard loss. Snyder punted to 
Xesler on the Pirate 37, and the 
Shark quarter dropped the ball, 
but Penland recovered. Bobby Fow­
ler lost yardage on the first down, 
but then Kesler uncorked a 22 
yard pass to him on the second 
try and he galloped another ten 
yards to go over standing up. Kes­
ler h;^nded off to Fowler on the 
try for conversion and he made it, 
making the score 16-0 before the 
first quarter was more than half 
played.

Sartain’s kickoff went to Hap­
pner again on the Pirate 42 yard 
line and on the first down, Happ­
ner failed to gain. A pitchout to 
Pena lost three yards, and a pass 

•to Hayes Warden was incomplete. 
Snyder booted the ball and the 
Sharks fumbled it on their 38 
with ACHS recovering.

Happner made 4, a hahdoff to 
Pena netted three, and Johnson 
made it to the Palacios 35 on the 
next play. Pena, on a handoff, 
made a yard. Warden made 2 
yards on a bootleg play, and then 
Hayes Warden flipped one to 
Happner for four yards. A pass 
to Pena was incomplete, but as 
the Sharks were offside, ACHS 
took the penalty and wound up on 
the Palacios fifteen yard line.

Happner made five, but the play 
was called back and ACHS penal­
ized 15 yards for holding. On the

second down Happner went no­
where; Warden to Rouquette was 
incomplete; and a pass from Mike 
Johnson to Happner picked up 
five yards.

The Sharks took over on downs 
on their own 15, and Kesler to 
Cook was incomplete; Kesler to 
Penland was incomplete; and then 
a third Kesler pass was intercept­
ed by McCabe for ACHS, on the 
Shai^ 32. A five penalty waî  
called against the Sharks for de­
lay of the game and Happner 
and Pena, in two carries, made 
yardage needed for a first down 
on the Palacios 21.

Pena made 2; Pena over right 
guard netted four; Barnard made 
2; and Johnson made 3 more to 
the Palacios 9. Pena went through 
for three; Barnard picked up three 
more, and then two passes, to 
Gains Gardner and Monte Rou­
quette were incomplete, allowing 
the Sharks to take over on their 
own 2hi yard line.

Paul Treybig plowed through 
the line for six yards; Crawford 
on a spinner made three yards, 
and Kesler added three more on 
a keeper. From the Palacios 15, 
Crawford went through the mid­
dle on the first down- of a new 
series for a couple; Kenneth 
Cooks run was called back on 
account of an offside, and Pen- 
land, on a handoff, tallied 5. From 
there a quick kick put the ball 
on the Pirate 41, in possession of 
the Pirates.

Pena loped around left end 
for five and a handoff to Happner 
netted 6 more, winding up on the 
Shark 48, but on the next play 
Happner lost 6 yards. A pass by 
Johnson to Rouquette was called 
back and five yards stepped off 
against the Sharks. Happner 
made 3, a pass to Rouquette was 
broken up, and then Snyder boot­
ed the ball to the Shark 17.

On the first play Treybig made 
6 yards through the Pirate line; 
Penland picked a couple, then 
Penland, on a pitchout from Kes­
ler, made four despite a fumble. 
Treybig made 2 to the 30 yard 
line, and then the whistle blew 
for the half.

After the half, Sartain kicked 
off, and Pena took it on the Pirate 
21, running it back to the Pirate 
27. On the next play he made two 
yards, and the Sharks declined a 
penalty against ACHS for illegal 
motion. On the next play, however, 
the Birates lost five, and follow­
ing that, Johnson to Rouquette 
was incomplete. However, the 
Pirates wound up on the Pirate 
43 on the next play, because of 
a penalty for pass interference 
called against Palacios.

From here Pena made three; 
but on a pass from Warden to 
Snyder ACHS was penalized 
fifteen yards because of an illegal 
receiver down field. After sever­
al abortive attempts to gain, 
Snyder’s punt wound up on the 
Pirate 41, where Kesler made a 
fair catch.

Penland failed to gain and a 
15-yard penalty was called against 
the Sharks on the next play. A 
pass from Kesler to Penland made 
10, and then they did it again, 
only this time Penland galloped

NEW LICENSES REQUIRED 
TO HUNT AND FISH

AUSTIN—“Don't ruin your hunt 
by overlooking the game laws,” 
warned the Director of Law En­
forcement, Texas Game and Fish 
Commission. “ Before taking your 
gun from the rack, be sure you 
know all laws concerning game in 
your particular an >.

“ Old hunting licenses expired on 
August 31. Be sure to have your 
new licenses on you when you go 
out to hunt. Check your gun for 
a plug. Only three shells, includ­
ing one in the chamber are allowed 
in it by the law.

“ Don’t hunt on a piece of prop-, 
erty unless you have permission 
from the owner or person in charge 
of it. Don’t fire near a home or 
In a direction that might endanger 
some person, house, or even live­
stock.

“ Hunting from a public road 
is prohibited by law and it’s il­
legal to shoot from a moving ve­
hicle. These are laws that have 
been in existence for quite a long 
time,”  said the director.

He then reminded hunters that 
'many of the birds taken during 
the hunting season will have tags 
on their legs. “ These tags should 
be returned to the Game and Fish 
Commission with information tell­
ing when and where the bird was 
killed.”

He then warned hunters not to 
forget the changes in the water- 
fowl regulations._ “ If they can’t 
be found in print,” he said, “ check 
with the warden in your area; 
he’ll be more than happy to help 
you.”

On the islands—St. Joseph, 

Matagorda and Mustang—a popu­
lation begun to spring up im­
mediately the war had ended. The 
nucleus of this population was sea­
faring men—some of whom were 
reputed to have been with Lafitte 
—others had served with tie  
Texan Navy or on Privateers. One 
of the earliest inhabitants of St. 
Joseph’s Island was Cap’t James 
B. Wells, who has served in the 
Texan Navy and had been for a 
time in charge of the navy yards 
on Galveston Island.

Many of the post-revolutionary 
settlers along the Refugio coast 
were ex-soldiers, principally among 
whom were former members of 
Morehouse’s Battalion, Cap’t Louis 
P. Cook’s company .of that bat­
talion.

Towards the close of 1836 or 
in the early part of 1837, Colonel 
established a large mercantile 
business near his home at Live 
Oak Point. As the old landing of 
El Copano had been included in 
his land grant, he used the old 
Mexcan custom house (thereafter 
known as Copano house) as an 
auxiliaiy warehouse. Power did 
a large importing and forwarding 
business, handling large quanties 
of tobacco and manufactured 
goods, brought by sea to Live Oak 
Point, and El C&uipo. Between El 
Copano, Bexar and Goliad, he 
operated ox carts, hauling supplies 
from the coast to those inland 
points. Associated with him in 
the mercantile business was Walt­
er Lambert, his protege.

Power, seeing the need of a 
western port to serve Bexar and 
Goliad, in 1847 projected the town 
of Aransas City, on Live Oak 
Point The townsite, which covered 
considerable area, was surveyed 
and platted, but unfortunately no

copy of the plat can now be found. 
The site of this town is said to 
have been the old Spanish Land­
ing and Garrison point, known as 
Aranzaso. ■nie Townsite was laid 
o ff in lots, "blocks and streets. 
One of the streets was named 
Wasnington, another Market. Pow­
er, who was always a religious 
man and generous with the church, 
donated 100 acres of bay front 
land to the Catholic Church for 
a church, school and religious pur­
poses. However, no buildings ap­
pear to have been erected on it.
