Highway 35, two way traffic

At the council’s regular meeting,
at which only Dullye and Hunt
were present, along with Mayor
Hollis Collum, discussion centered
around the next logical step, in
case Foster should refuse to con-
sider the request, and plans were
laid to carry the matter to D. C.
Greer, State Highway engineer
at Austin, by the two counclmen
present.

This action just preceded a
meeting of directors of the Cham-
ber of Commerce and the Aransas
County-Fulton Area Safety Cour-
cil, at which Foster and Yoes
were commended for their dili-
gence in planning, and the #ore-
thought with which they had
considered Rockport’s problems.
