School Board 
Opens Bids 
On Old Gym

At the regular meeting of the 
Board of Trustees of the Aransas 
County Independent School District 
Tuesday night, bids were opened 
for the sale of the old gymnasium 
building at Rockport Elementary. 
The trustees also listened to the 
reports of Superintendent J. D. 
Gray and Treasurer Katherine 
McLester.

The bids received were from 
Fulton Lumber Company, Chester 
Johnson, and from a Columbus 
contractor, J. L. Grymalla.

Grymalla wanted $800 and all 
salvaged material to dismantle the 
Ifuilding and clean the site, which 
is to be used for a new school 
cafeteria.
J Chester Johnson ^ffered to do 
this for the material he might 
salvage, /nd offered to leave be­
tween 2000 and 3000 board feet 
of lumber for the school to use 
for forms, etc., during construc­
tion of the cafeteria, which will 
be done largely under direction of 
School Maintenance Foreman Glen 
Martin.

Fulton Lumber Company offered 
$20 for the building and salvaged 
material, for whir'u they would 
ditmolish the gymnasium and 
clean the concrete slab on which 
it was built.

The Board rejected all bids, and 
'Board President Dr. H. F. Elliot 
aopointed a committee to seek new 
bids for removal of the building, 
consisting of Superintendent Gray 
and Martin.

In other business the Board ap­
proved the annual audit and, after 
discussion, auRiorized Gray to 
write Austin a |omey Ross Terry, 
employed to collect delinquent 
taxes for the district, asking for 
'  report on his work during the 
past week.

Superintendent Gray reported 
tjiat attendance of children be- 
longng to personnel at the 
13th AC&W Squadron at Aran­
sas County Airport has e\- 
reeded the amount necessary to 

Qualify for some $4000 in Federal 
aid, and that an investigation was 
being made to see whether this 
can be obtain’ d.

A petition signed by the com­
missioned officers at the base, 
asking for bus service to the 
housing development there was 
discussed. Gray told the Board 
that houses at the base were not 
far enough from Highway 35 to 
allow thi under state regulations.

If reimbursement for the mile­
age was made, at the rate of 25 
cents per mile, rules of the State 
Education Board would permit the 
bus to digress from its regular 
route, and to stop at the housing 

'sitq.
The Board agreed to furnish 

such service if such payments 
were made by the base, as 17 
children from the site are attend­
ing.

In a report made by Mrs. Kath­
erine McLester, tax collector-as­
sessor for the district, she said 
that approximately 88.96 percent 
o f the 1959-60 taxes had been col­
lected, for a total of $355,331.26.

Buck Season 
Opens Friday

Two major hunting seasons will 
get under way in Texas within the 
next ton days.

The duck hunting season will 
open noon, November 13. The bag 
limit will be four ducks daily, but 
not more than one can be a 
canvasback or redhead. The duck 
inventory in Texas at the present 
time is very good, according to 
waterfowl biologists, who have 
been making surveys throughout 
the state. Many of the ducks are 
young ones, however, indicating 
the late hatch in the nesting 
grounds.

Goose season already is under­
way, having opened at sunrise, 
October 26. The duck season will 
end January 1, and the goose sea­
son will end January 8.

Waterfowl hunters are required 
to have a $3 Federal duck stamp, 
which can be bought at the Post 
Office.

The white-tailed deer season will 
open in most counties in "^exas 
November 16. The mule deer season 
will open December 1 west of the 
Pecos. There will be deer seasons 
in many other counties in Texas 
under regulatory control. It is ad­
vised that you check with your 
local game warden on these areas.

The basic bag limit is on two 
bucks. However, doe shooting will 
be permitted in a number of Texas 
counties again this year, which 
will permit hunters to take either 
bucks or doe.

Agricultural Census 
Of Aransas County 
Nears Completion

The agricultural censii.s of 
Aransas County is over 80% com­
plete, according to Jack Baugh­
man, who has been making the 
five-year count of horres, mules, 
cows, chickens, pigs and crops. 
Only a few o f the big ranches in 
the area and perhaps half a dozen 
individuals remain to be contacted, 
he said.

One trend is already apparent, 
Baughman said. Land that was 
used for grazing five years ago, 
when the census was made, is 
rapidly being subdivided, and there 
are a lot of people living where 
formerly stock roamed almost at 
will in Aransas County.

Much of the land west of Rock­
port is dotted with acre, five 
acre, and ten acre tracts, Baugh­
man said, and a number o f these, 
under the Departmertt of Agricul­
ture definition, can bt counted as 
farms or agricultural establish­
ments. As a consequence, he stated, 
where 99 farms and ranches were 
listed five years ago, there will 
probably be around 115 or 120 
this time.
• Livestock populations are about 
the same, the census taker said, 
except for one thing. There are 
many more donkeys in the county 
than on the previous count. How­
ever, these are n recorded by 
the Department o£ Agriculture.

The parakeet population has 
also suffered a sharp upswing, al­
though here again the Federal 
government evinces no interest, 
and these are not c,/unted. There 
are several parakeet ranches, 
however, if you use the California 
definition of a ranch.

Thiity-Tifiree N«w Lights and Replacements 
Of Seven Old Ones With Higher Powered 
Lights Will Give Rockport White Way

The City Council, at its regular meeting, approved Cen­
tral Power and JLiRht plans for better etreet lighting, par­
ticularly along Loop 70, the Highway 35 business route 
through Rockport.

Under the plan approved by the Council, there will be 
33 new mercury vapor lights of 20,000 lumena each in­
stalled, and seven of the present lights, of 2500 lumens each 
will be replaced by the new and much more powerful lights.

Starting at the intersection o f

School Superintendent J. D. 
Gray of the Aransas County In­
dependent School District, is chair­
man, of the newly-reorganized 31A 
football district, and A. B. Le- 
Fevre, principal o f Aransas County 
High School, is the secretary.

Non-district games schedules

Junior high schedules are the 
opposite of the senior teams, .s 
each team will play at the opposite' 
place on Thursday n’‘ght from 
where the high school teams play 
on Friday. Eight minute quarters 
will be used in these games.

Gate receipts are to be split 
fifty fifty after expense for hire 
of officials is reduced. Four South­
western Football Official Associa­
tion members will be used as o f­
ficials in each game. The home 
team is responsible for securing 
these, and for notifying opposing 
teams at least two weeks before 
game time as to the identity of 
the officials. If there is any dis­
satisfaction over any official, the 
opposing team must make its pro­
test not later than .one week 
before game time.

General admission to all games 
will be $1 for adults and 25 cents 
for students. Each visiting team 
will be sent ten complimentary 
passes, and two scouting passes 
are to be sent to each member 
school in the district.

Band members, pep squads, 
sponsors and bu.. drivers will be 
admitted free.

A $100 forfeiture clause has 
been inserted in all contracts, 
where, if a member school fails 
to show and play, it shall forfeit 
$100 to the other school. Unless 
the two schools had agreed to 
drop the scheduled game.

Admission to junior high games 
will be fifty cents for adults and 
25 cents for students. Home teams 
will retain all such receipts from 
junior high games.

From this point south to Market 
Street the present lights will re­
main along Austin Street, then the 
white way will continue along 
Market to Church Street and 
down Church Street to Bay, where 
the old 2500-lumen light will be 
replaced by another o f higher 
power.

Continuing south, there will be 
new, high-powered lights at the 
intersections of Loop 70 with 
Morgan, Hackberry, Murray, 
,<ames. King, Lamar, Corpus 
Christ: and First Streets, with an 
odd one here and there where 
needed along the route.

In additional business, the Coun­
cil voted to designate two blocks 
of Laurel Street, between Live Oak 
and Pearl, as a one-wav street, 
after hearing A. R. Griffith, Jr., 
principal of the Rockport Elemen­
tary School, explain how this 
would minimize the danger to 
small children going to and from 
school. This designation is only for

ose months when school is in 
session.

(k)uncilmen also formally adopt­
ed a policy in regard to extension 
of water lines away from the ci'y  
mains, stating that the city will 
pay one-half such cost, and that 
the pioperty owner must bear the 
other half.

NAF McMurdo Sound
29 October 1959 

Dear Editor:
A  letter to my friends in Rock­

port—
Since leaving the Rockport and 

Aransas Pass area in April of 
Hhis year, I went to Quonset Point, 
R. I., for assignment to Air De­
velopment Squadron Six. This 
squadron operates in the Anarctic 
during the months of October 
through Februf.ry each year in 
support of Geologists and Scien­
tists from 12 nations.

At Quonset Point, members of 
our squadron were lectured on the 
many problems of survival and 
learned as a team to operate in 
this remote area at the bottom of 
the world. During this time, tons 
of equipment, aircraft spares, sur­
vival equipment and special cloth­
ing was readied for shipment south 
to Christchurch, New Zealand, 
which is the final staging area 
for the fly into NAF McMurdo 
Sound, located on the edge of the 
Ross Sea.

In August and September, the 
Squadron deployed aircraft and 
ground personnel to the West 
Coast, Hawaii and south to New 
Zealand. The first aircraft flew 
into McMurdo on the first of Oc­
tober to relieve a small group of 
personnel that had lived here for 
the past eight months with no out­
side contact, except by radio. They 
had worked and prepared data dur-

ing the cold winter with high winds 
and low temperatures of 70 de­
grees below zero or colder. These 
men are being returned to the 
states, and a larger group, includ­
ing Air DexRon Six, have moved 
in for the Summer Support of full 
operations. Additional scientists 
have flown in and are moving on 
to many different points for ob­
serving weather, glaciers and ice 
movements.

The Antarctic Continent, or 
Antarctica, as it is called, con­
tains about 5% million square 
miles. This makes it about the size 
of Europe and the United States 
combined. It is also the highest 
of all continents, averaging some 
6,000 feet above sea level. One 
thing everybody knows about the 
Antarctic weather, it is cold. In 
fact, the Antarctic is the coldest 
area in the world, even colder 
than the Arctic. Another feature 
of Antarctic weather is the wind 
that blows almost constantly. Air, 
cooled by the ice-cap, flows down 
from the plateau much as water 
flows down hill. Winds as high as 
200 miles per hour have been re­
corded.

In appearance, Antarctica is like 
a great white desert. Htt:  ̂ and 
there mountain tops poke through 
the ice and spots have been found 
along the coast which are bare 
during the summer. These moun­
tains, which are found all around 
the edge of the continent, rise 
as high as fifteen thousand feet, 
some may be even higher. One of 
them, Mount Erebus, is an active 
volcano and located only a short 
distance from NAF McMurdo.

Antarctica has no polar bears, 
n̂o reindeer, in fact no four-footed 
animals at all. It his no trees, no 
flowering plants, and for the most 
part, only a few mosses and 
lichens which cling to exposed 
rocks.

Antarctic travel remains diffi­
cult and dangerous. Great bliz­
zards blow up quickly and last for 
days, bringing the tractors and 
snow weasels to a halt. Then there 
is always the danger that a tractor 
mav fall into a crevasse. A cre­
vasse is a crack in Ihe ice. It may

be from a few inches to many feet 
wide and over a 100 feet deep. 
Crevasses are particularly numer­
ous when the ice spills down from 
the polar plateau to form the 
great ice shelves that surround 
much of the coast. They would 
not be so baJ if they could be 
seen, but often not. The blowing 
snow forms bridges over the top, 
and, if much weight is applied, 
these bridges give way. These un­
seen crevasses are a danger to 
personnel walking as well, and 
only established and marked trails 
are used by us there on the ice.

For a person from Texas, I ’m 
still having a time here as the 
conditions are much different than 
I’m used to. However, with the 
present daily temperature around 
10 to 20 degrees below zero, it

The so-called metropolitan mail 
service, which is supposed to de­
liver mail within 24 hours, and 
which was recently institute in 
this part of Texas, has fouled up 
an already poor service to Rock- 
port.

It is not the fault of the local 
post office irhich cannot deliver 
mail that it doesn’t get, but o f the 
scheduling and delivery.

Papers from Victoria are now 
two days late. Saturday’s paper 
gets here Monday; Sunday’s paper 
gets here Tuesday, and, then just 
to vary the matter, Monday’s 
paper got here Tuesday also.

The Uuero delivery is a disgrace 
in any civilized country. The Cuero 
Record which is a daily, comes and 
goes as it pleas.es. Sometimes the 
Monday paper gets here Tuesday; 
sometimes it doesn’t get here at 
all, and other issues are ju"t as 
bad.

The Yorktown News, which used 
to get here Thursday, now comes 
Saturday; the Beeville Picayune, 
which is published on a Thursday 
shows up in Rockport on Saturday, 
instead of I'riday, as it used to 
do, and other area papers are just 
as bad.

Parcel post delivery, since the 
so-called metropolitan system has 
been inaugurated, takes a day 
longer than it used to, and for 
several days the Houston Chroni­
cle, which used to be delivered in 
the morning mail, showed up in 
the afternoon.

If papers and parcel post take 
this kind of beating under the new 
schedules, we shudder to think of 
the time it takes to deliver a 
letter. We have long known that 
delivery in Houston from Rockport 
sotpetimes does not take place until 
the second day following. For in­
stance, a letter mailed Monday was 
not delivered until Wednesday in 
the old days. Now, under the ac­
celerated metropolitan system, it'll 
probably be two or thre? days 
late instead of one.

What Rockport needs isn’t a 
new post office, it needs better 
mail delivery, and this goes for a 
lot of this area.

ROCKPORT, FORMERLY KNOWN AS ROCKY POINT AND ARANSAS PASS, IS LOCATED WHERE THE SOUTHWEST*S GREAT 
CATTLE INDUSTRY BEGAN, AN AREA WHICH ORIGINAUY CONTROLLED THE MILITARY AND ECONOMIC DESTINY OF TEX AS.

This coastal section was part o f  R efu ^o Coont7, one o f  the twenQr* 
duee otigm al counties o f  the Republic o f  Texas, and at one time was a 
part o f  Irish Refugio Colony o f  Empresatios CoL James Powers and 
D r. James Hewetson.

During the colonization period the two principal approaches to  the 
territory o f  Texas from  seaward were Paso Caballo and Aransas Pass 
Colony to  £1 Copano. A  third approach, dirough Cedar Bayou, was 
m onopolized by the pirate Jean LaFitte.

Although die Spanish carefully explored and charted die area in  
1519, French colonizadon attempts which began in 1719 met w idi fierce 
resistance from  the Karaokawan Indians. Spanish colonization began in  
174(6 when the Fort o f  Aranzazu was built at liv e  Oak Poin^ and 
another fort was built at the Aransas Pass end o f S t Joseph's Island. 
Many Spanidi ranchers existed in this secdon as early as 1766.

Aransas G ty  was founded on Live Oak Point by the empresaric 
Col. James Powers in 1837. Henry M . Smith, first American Governor o f  
Texas, had his home there dien, and CoL Henry L. Kinney, founder o f 
Corpus Chrisd, lived there in 1838*9.

In 1866 CoL John H. W ood, one o f the early cattle kings o f  the 
Southwest, his son, Richard H. W ood, and James M . Doughty, built the 
first catde pens and some shipping facilides at Rockport. T . M. and J. M .

Mathis came to *he town in 1867 and purchased the W ood  interests in 
such, and Doughty remained a one-third owner with the Mathis's.

In 1868 Joseph F. Smith and CoL J < ^  H . W ood built a large live* 
stock shipping wharf into Aransas Bay.

CoL Geo. W . Fulton, son-in-law o f  Govem er Henry M . Smith, for 
whom the town o f  Fulton was named, returned to Rodcport in 1869, and 
in  partnership with Tom  M . Coleman and T . H . Mathis, acquired the 
original W ood  and Doughty properties which were then enlarged. This 
partnership also built another larger wharf in the bay.

Ashore, Joseph F. Smith and CoL John H . W ood laid out die 
hordiern pordon o f Rockport on 640 acres o f land, while the south half 
o f  the town was platted by J. M . Doughty and T . H. Mathis. David 
Rockport Schrivner, Rockport’s first child, was born on February 2,1868.

During the period from  1867 to 1875 Rockport was the capitol o f 
the hide, tallow, packing and cannery industry, and for several years 
was tb? county seat o f Refugio County. A t its rocky ledge General 
2^chary Taylor encamped his Army which passed from  St. Joseph's 
Island to the mainland in August 1845.

Today huge catde ranches, prosperous seafood packeries and flourish­
ing ship building and repair yards share prominence with the develop­
ment o f the oil and gas industry in the area.

FOUNDERS OF ROCKPORT

THOMAS HENRY MATHIS
wu bom ia Stewart County, Ky., on 
July 14, 1834. During the Civil War he 
fought in Duff’s Regiment, Company E. 
In 1867 he moved to Rockport and 
became one of its co-founders. In 1869 he 
and his cousin, J. M. Mathis, built there 
the first wharf and docking facilities 
whidi would accommodate large ships. 
The Mathis cousins and J. M. Doughty- 
laid out and developed the Doughty 
and Mathis division of Rockport. He 
was a parmer in the great cattle firm of 
Coleman, Mathis and Fulton which 
operated tome of the richest land in 
Texas. Later he acquired si large ranch 
near the present town of Mathis, which 
is named for him.

JAMES MURRAY DOUGHTY
was bom Dec. 27, 1824. He was a pio­
neer rancher and co-founder with T. H. 
Mathis and his cousin, J. M. Mathis of 
the south one-half of Rockport. In 
partnership with Col. J. H. and R. H. 
Wood, he built the first cattle pens and 
shipping wharf at Rockport in 1866. At 
this time Doughty and R. H. Wood also 
operated a cattle raising business, and 
they worked together in promoting the 
founding and later, the development, of 
present day Rockport, smd ranched with 
the Mathis cousins. He and the Mathis’s 
established a steam ferry between Live 
Oak Point and Lamar in 1871. Doughty 
became first superintendent of the King 
Ranch where he died in iu service on 
Jan. 6, 1892.

JOSEPH F. SMITH
was born in Fulton, County, Ky., in 
1808. Around 1830 he came to Texas 
and became a partner with his uncle. 
Governor Henry Smith. He became a 
great lawyer in order to personidly 
prosecute his successful suit challenging 
the legality of the empresario land 
grants to Col. James Powers. Along 
with the other members of the ill-fated 
Miers Expedition into Mexico, he was 
captured by the Mexicans, but fortu­
nately drew a white bean instead of a 
black one which woo his life. A co­
founder of the towns of St. Marys and 
present day Rockport with CoLi J. H. 
Wood, he owned and was operating the 
"Lapatal” Ranch near Taxpaiv Mexico, 
whue Ise died.

COL. JOHN HOWLAND WOOD
was horn Sept. 16, 1816, at Hyde Park, 
N.Y. He was a veteran of the Texas 
Revolution under Gen. Rusk and was 
a pioneer frontier and Indian fighter. 
He was Army Quartermaster for the 
Texas Republic and served under Gen. 
Zachary Taylor in 1845-58. He was co- 
founder with Joseph F. Smith of St. 
Marys, and later, of Rockport with 
Smith and his son, R. H. Wood. CoL 
Wood built one of the largest cattle 
empires in the Southwest. ‘The firm of 
Wood and Allyn operated St. Joseph 
Island and other large areas of land as 
cattle ranches from 1869 to 1922. 
Woodsboro was named for him and his 
son, T. D. Wood. He died on Jan. 
1904, in Rockport

The abo  ̂e short history of 
Rockport’s founders was prepared 
by a member of the Wood family, 
and is used here under a permis­
sion from them, as an adjunct to 
the history o f Rockport and the 
surrounding towns now running 
in the Pilot. This contains the only

known portrait of Joseph Smith, 
and IS published here in line with 
the Pilot’s policy of attempting 
to ferret out as much of the area 
history as is possible. Other his­
torical sketches and pictures will 
appear from time to time, and the 
next item rcheduled for publica­

tion is Hobart Huson’s masterly 
piece of research on the “ Two 

I Sea Captains Johnson”  which tells 
of the antecedents of a number of 
present residents of Rockport and 
Refugio, and much of the early 
history of the lon<* islands— Mata­
gorda and St. Joseph’s— that par­

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HISTORY.

Rockport, Fulton, 
St. Mary's, Lamar

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After Smith prevailed in the 
litigatior with Power, he lost no 
time in taking steps to get the 
St. Mary’s project underway. 
Captain Frederick Augustine with 
his boat, Waterloo, was engaged 
to m ke soundings of the bay, and 
mark out the most practical chan­
nel to the gulf. The result of 
Augustine’s findings, together 
with other considerations, deter­
mined Smith to locate his town- 
site about two miles up the bay 
from Black Point. Smith's original 
intention had been to build the 
town at Black Point (site of pres­
ent day Bayside) on the Joseph F. 
Smith survey. Because of change 
o f plan, the townsite was platted 
on what was thought to be the 
Elisha Maxey Survey (owned by 
Joseph F. Smith), but it later 
developed that about a quarter of 
the townsite lay in the T. T. Wil­
liamson survey (which was not 
owned by Smith). The new town- 
site was named Saint Mary’s of 
Aransas.

Smith, never doubtful that his 
junior surveys would prevail, had 
part of the land between Black 
Point and Mission Bay subdivided 
into farm lots, prior to The
♦ownsite of St. Mary’s was platted

Uter—in 1856 or 1857. Pending 
thi.s termination of the title suits 
Smith sold a number of farm lots 
and acreage tracts to families 
who settled thereon (many prior 
to 1865), on Smith’ sagreement of 
indemnity. Some of the settl ra 
were newcomers to the county, 
while some were already citisens. 
Thus it was that the farm lots 
and acreage tracts were settled 
considerably in advance o f the 
townsite.

John Linney, who was a son-in- 
law of Pedro W. Curbello, cam> 
with his large family to Inis 
county in 1855. The first land 
holding of this patriarch was a 
50-acre tract at the Aransas reef, 
purchased from Thomas Welder. 
The land had been formerly a part 
of the Captain Phillip Dimmitt 
ranch on the Aransas. In time , 
John Linney became an extensive 
landowner in Refugio and Goliad | 
counties and one of the largest 
ranchers in the section. On one 
occasion he gave a good personal 
check for $250,000 in a single busi-1 
ness transaction. The Linneys were 
colonial settlers of Liberty County.

By 1852 a sufficient population . 
had accumulated at Black Point | 
to induce the establishment of an 
election precinct there. This was 
ordered by the commissioners’ 
court on February 16, 1852. John 
Clark was presiding officer for 
several years. An early road had 
existed between Corpus Christi 
and Refugio, via Black Point; and 
in 1853 Festus Doyle was ap­
pointed overseer of this road, with 
instructors to improve it. Tb<̂  
Commissioners’ records indicat 
that the Aransas Road Company'-

..mpike and bridges were ex­
tended across the Aransas Reef 
about thit: time, but other records

are silent on the subject.
A public school district (No. 2) 

was established r.t Black Point in 
1854, snd Cyrus W. Egery was 
apponted presiding judge to hold 
the n':cessary elections. Miss Sarah 
E. Ellis taught this/school in 1855. 
Another school house was built on 
Quo Warranto Bayou about 1857. 
The Black Point school was moved 
to St. Mary’s as soon as that 
town became an actuality, and by 
1860 it had been increased to a 
three-teacher school.

The townsite of St. Mary’s was 
suneyed and platted in 1856 or 
1857 probably by Lyman H. Ward. 
The plat was not plated of record 
until 1938, when three copies came 
to light, one being among the John 
H. Wood papers, another among 
the Charles A. Russell papers, and 
the third in possession of Frank 
B. Rooke. All copies agreed in 
the main, out the Wood copy be­
ing slightly more comprehensive 
than the others, was selected by 
the author for record as a muni­
ment of history. The plats show 
the townsite to have contained 
seven tiers of thirteen blocks each, 
the blocks being 4U0 feet square, 
divided into sixteen lots with a 
20-foot alley running parallel to 
the bayshore through each block. 
Four of the blocks were dedicated 
to public use, three as parks, and 
one ominously enough, as the 
“ court houje square.”

Joseph F. ” ..iith reserved the 
whole of Block 4 for his personal 
use. This block had bayshore 
frontage, and on it Smith lo ilt  a 

îne three-story shell-concrete 
I'ure, in which he had his home 

d office. This was one of the 
urst houses, if not the first, built 
in St. BTsry’s. Unfortunately for 
him, block 4 was subsequently

found to be in the Williamson 
survey No. 100; and as a conse­
quence, Smith lost his fine home, 
much the same as Colonel Power’s 
family lost their historic Lho 
Oak Point home.

General Thomas Taylor William­
son was a promoter at heart. He 
came of a distinguished South 
Carolina family and is said to have 
been educated both for the law 
and medicine. His wife, Tirzah 
Ann, was a sister of Governor 
McWillie, of Mississippi. The Wil­
liamson family came west to 
Aransas territory In 1829. There 
it became acquainted with Gov­
ernor James W. Robinson, Joseph 
F. Smith and Henry Miller 
Shreve. Williamson was one of 
Williamson’s syndicate which 
founded the Ci y of Shreveport 
and was legal advisor to the syn­
dicate. In 1841 Williamson ha^ 
the War Department contract to 
complete the removal of obstruc­
tions to the navigation of the Red 
River. Williamson had the finest 
connections, business and social, 
in Louisiana, and appears to have 
been a man of some means when 
he came to Black Point.

Williamson was active from the 
beginning in the promotion of St. 
Mary’s and particularly in devel­
oping its navigation potentialities. 
He was in Refugio County as 
early in 1855. He spent consider­
able time at St. Mary’s between 
1857 and 1861, but did not remove 
his family to the county until 
after the end of the Civil War. 
The first wharf and wi -ehouse 
a' St. Marv’s was built by Gen­
eral Williamson In 1857. The 
wharf was loca^' *’he foot of 
Centre Street, and w*. an elabor­
ate affair, flanked ou itn land­
ward ends by large warehouses.

Block seven, on the bluff above, 
was donated to Williamson, and 
was equipped as a cattle shipment 
pen.

After completion of this im­
provement, John W. Vineyard, 
founder of Ingleside, became inter­
ested in the development of St. 

j Mary’r and acquired acreage in the 
environs of the townsite. On March 
22, 1868, he purchased from Wil­
liamson a quarter interest in the 
wharf, warehouses and appurten­
ant properties. The properties were 

' jointly held by these men until 
Octobr 1, 1867, when it.w as de­
c id e  to transfer^ them t4 Charles 
F. Bailey, as trustee for a cor- 
por.ation to be formed, known as 
the St. Mary’s Wharf and Were- 

' house Company.
The proprietors did not oi srlook 

the advanta,jes of having St. 
Maiyr’s used officially as a port 
of debarkation of supplies for the 
United States army stationed at 
San Antonio and at the numerous 
outposts of West Texas and the 
Rio Grande. Captain Marcy, as has 
been related, had surveyed the 
Gulf Coast and had given a favor­
able report as to Black Point. 
Marcy, however, had identified 
himself with the development of 
Lamar. James Vance, of San An­
tonio, at that period was a man 
who was reputed to have great 
influence in army circles. In 1857 
Smith made contacts with Vance 
and with A. C. Meyers, of New 
York City, by which Smith agreed 
to give each a quarter interest 
in hi town.site. In the Vance con­
tract the latter “ promises to use 
his influence to make said town 
a shipping port so far as his in­
fluence may extend for thi upper 
section of the country.”  Meyers 
also agreed to use his “ influence”

for the same purpose, but just 
where his influence lay is not 
clear. Both contracts appear to 
have been soon abandoned and for­
gotten.

While no deeds to town prop­
erty bearing dates earlier than 
1857 seems to have been made, a 
number of persons and families 
were on the townsite prior to that 
time. Smith seems to have had the 
policy of* giving lota to those who 
would actually^build and live upon 
them; at least, such was being 
done during the infancy of the 
town. Among those who were in 
the town prior to the issuance 
of deeds to lots were: Dr. Rufus 
Abram Nott, who built a t'*o- 
story drug store and doctor’s of­
fice; James M. Crandal, who had 
sold his wharf on St. Joseph’s 
Island snd moved to Lamar, but 
who was here on the ground floor 
at St. Mary’s. Crandall first con­
templated a wharf, but finally 
built a two-story shell-concrete 
opera house as well as a dwelling 
house. Numerous artisans, work­
men and men of the sea sojourned 
at the townsite, and some remained 
to becon 5 permanent citizens.

The port of St. Mary’s almost 
immediately became the  ̂ largest 
lumber and building materials 
center in Western Texas. In that 
period Florida long leaf pine was 
staple in this part of Texas, and 
many buildings constructed of 
that material «re standing today. 
Notably among these is Major 
Wood’s once palatial home, now 
towering over the picturesque vil­
lage of Bayside. The lumber was 
brought from Florida to St. Mary’s 
in large three-masted schooners. 
J. I. Cottingham established the 
first lumber yard at St. Mary’s 
and for many years did a large 
importing business. Later other 
large lumber yards vere estab­
lished at St. Mary’s raising her 
to the pre-eminence w'hich was 
hers for almost two decades. Be­
sides lumber a large volume of 
manufactured goods flowed 
through this port. There was a 
small export business in cattle 
and livestock.

Lumber and other imports com­
ing in to St. Mary’s were carted 
long distances to the interior, 
principally to Refugio, Beeville, 
Goliad, San Antonio and Uvalde. 
Trains and carts or wagons were 
hauled regularly between St. 
Mary’s and the interior, and 
within a short time considerable 
traffic of all kinds radiated from 
the port. This condition led to im­
provement of highway facilities 
and the opening of new roads and 
ferries. A well-traveled road be­
tween St. Mary’s and Corpus 
Christi was early established. The 
old road between Black Point and 
Refugio was improved, and a ferry 
established on the Mission River 
below the mouth of Saus Creek 
by Thomas B. Kimball. A new road 
between St. Mary’s and Refugio 
was opened by way of Mission 
Lake, and James B. McCarty es­
tablished a ferry on the river on 
this road. A direct road was 
opened between St. Mary’s and 
Beeville, and from St. Mary’s to 
the Aransas Crossing of the Re- 
fugio-San Patricio road. Major 
Egery, James R. McCarty and 
Joseph F. Smith were early road 
overseers.

Smith was indefatigable and en­
ergetic in obtaining additional 
shipping facilities for St. Mary’s. 
On June 23, 1858, he made a con­
tract with John W. Vineyard 
whereby the latter agreed to build 
another wharf and warehouse in 
front of a 263.44 acre bayshore 
tract adjoining the townsite on the 
southwest. Vineyard was to have 
a fourth interest in the acreage 
and a half interest in the wharves 
and warehouses he should build. 
In the summer of 1860 Smith con­
tracted with Gilbert B. Willett to 
build a w'arehouse “ suitable for 
doing a founding and commission 
business.”  This warehouse .was to 
be located 80 feet west from the 
Williamson warehouse and abut­
ting their wharf. Willet com­
pleted this improvement in 1861. It 
later passed to the St. Mary’s 
Wharf and Warehouse Ompany. 
Tiiore is a conflict of authority 
as to whether or not Vineyard 
built the second wharf.

Contemporaneously on Smith’s 
agenda was the procurement of 
regular boat service, passenger 
and freight, into St. Mary’s. In 
1857 or 1858 he made a deal with 
Captain PetciS and Theodore 
Johnson to make regular calls 
with their two large schooners, 
. .id these brought the mails to 
the town, and provided a regfular 
freight and passenger service. In 
1860 he induced Captain Elisha 
Leonard of Bonding, Maine, to 
settle at St, Mary’s and run a 
schooner between that port and 
Pensacola. Captain E. L. Snow,

' who settled the town, operated • 
' scow or barge and engaged In
intercoastal traffic. Captain Mar­
ion Seward also operated his ves­
sels into the port at an early date, 
as did Captain Frederick Augus­
tine.

The twonsite began to be built 
up with store buildings and resi­
dences, a few o f them quite pre­
tentious. Smitn donated a build­
ing lot to each important religious 
denomination of that period, but 
only one—the Presb.vterian—ever 
erected a church edifice; and even 
it was used for schoolhouse pur­
poses. The Methodists eventually 
built a two-story building at Wei! 
Mott, which was used principally 
as a public school. The two-story 
drug store of Mr. R. A. Nott was 
been mentioned as has been Cran­
dall’s two-story shell-concrete 
“ opera house.” Poet & Hobby and 
Samuel S. Mapes each built two- 
story wooden store buildings. ’The 
upstairs of the Hobby building 
was used by the Masonic Lodge, 
Loftin & Ellis, William D. Camp­
bell, H. C. Jordon, George S. 
Sherman, Berry Merchant and 
Captain John Low were original 
merchants of the town. Sherman 
conducted what was known as a 
“ barrel-house,” a combination 
grocery and liquor establishme.') t. 
A two-story wooden hotel, the 
Neel House, was the first hostelry 
in the n^w town. It was built by 
P, M. Neel and later operated by 
hs wife, Mrs. Isabella Neel, A  
second hotel was built by Francis 
M. Ellis, who later replaced it with 
the famed threg-story Ellis Hotel, 
which after the decline of St. 
Mary’s was moved to Beeville. A 
portion of the Neel house is still 
standing at St. Mary’s, being the 
home of the Brightman boys.

The Hobby family consisted of 
the widow, Anne E. Slade Hobby, 
and her sons—Alfred Marmaduke 
Hobby, Edwn M. Hobby and 
Harney Hobby. They came to St. 
Mary’s in 1857 and established 
the general mercantile business of 
Post & Hobby. Post appears to 
have been a resident of New Or­
leans and never lived at St. 
Mary’s. Alfred M. Hobby was im­
mediately appointed notary public 
for Refugio County. He is said 
to have been a silver-tongued 
orator. He was sent to the legis­
lature at the next election and 
represented this district in the 
Secession Convention. He organ­
ized at St. Mary’s the 8th Texas 
Infantry Regiment, of which he 
was Colonel and his brother, Ed­
win, Captain. Edwin M. Hobby, 
who was the father of former 
governor William Pettus Hobby, 
became a distinguished lawyer, 
text-writer and jurist of Texas.

Captain John Low has been in 
connection with the Battle of Sa- 
lado (1842), where he personally 
ended the career of Vincente Cor­
dova. He continued to serve with 
Captain Hays’ famous Rangers 
and during the Mexican War was 
a lieutenant in that distinguished 
command. After the was ho left 
the Rangers and settled at Cor­
pus Christi, where he was elected 
assessor-collector o  ̂ Nueces Coun­
ty. We will see mcov of him dur­
ing the Civil War,

The Story Behind 
The Christmas Seal

Far across the sea in Denmark 
a kindly man, Einar Holboell, 
worked in the post office. Being 
a good-natured person who was 
fond of children, it hurt him to 
see the suffering caused by sick­
ness and he wished that he knew 
something to do about it.

One year, as he sorted the heavy 
Christmas mail, a thought stmek 
him: Suppose we could get people 
to buy a special Christmas stamp 
while the holiday ^pirit of giving 
is strong. There are so many let­
ters and packages—just a penny 
seal on each one would bring a 
lot of money to help the sick and 
needy.

Thus the first Seal Sale in the 
world took place in Denmark in 
1904— the same year that the Na­
tional Tuberculosis Association 
was formed in this country. Some 
of these first Christmas seals came 
across the sea on letters and pack-  ̂
ages to this country.

A group of doctors had built a 
small shack to be used as a tuber­
culosis hospital in Delaware. Near 
the end of 1907 it seemed that the 
Brandywine Shack would ha '̂e to 
close. The money to keep the hos­
pital open was gone. It was then 
that one of the doctors, Joseph 
Wales, thought of his lousin, 
Emily Bissell. Miss Bissell was a 
kind hearted and forceful person.

To her Dr. Wales told his story, 
ending:

“ Well, Emily, see what you can 
do. ’The poor patients will have 
to be sent home to die . . . and 
perhaps to spread the disease to 
others.”  After some deep thought 
—suddenly she remembered about 
the Christmas Stamps in Den­
mark. If far-off Denmark could 
fight TB with Christmas Seals, 
Delaware, U.S.A., could do the 
same.

Miss Bissell set to work with­
out delay in 1907. Each setback, 
and there were many, made Emily 
Bissell work harder. She dreyr tlje 
design for the first Chrstmas Seal 
llerself. . . . Two friends loaned 
money to make a start. A printer 
supplied 50,000 of the bright red 
“ MERRY CHRISTMAS” stamps 
on credit.

Volunteer workers put the 
stamps in envelopes. On these In 
bright red letters were the words:

“ 26 Christmas Stamps one penny 
apiece issued by the Delaware Red 
Cross to stamp out th'' White 
Plague.
Put this stamp with message 

bright
On every Christina.s letter;
Help the tuberculosis fight.
And make the New Y e v  better.

These stamps do not carry any 
kind of mail but any kind of mail 
will carry them.”

Soon Aransas County citizens 
will be receiving their 'TB Christ­
mas Seals. “ Thank you for your 
forthcoming support in fighting 
TB,”  says Mrs. Hinton, Aransas 
County campaign iranager.
