A COMPLIANCE POSSIBILITY ON
| SOIL CONSERVATION PROGRAM

It may be that some producers who
planted grain sorghums or sweet sor-
:ghums with the intentiyn of turning
them under or leaving them on the
land as a soil-conserving crop, have
a similar acreage of land on which
/there has been no soil-depleting crops
planted, or on which there will be no
soil-building or soil-conserving prac-
tice on such other acreage from which
no soil depleting erops will be harves-
ted, and harvest their grain sorghums
or sweet sorghums as soil-depleting
crops,

The terracing of land from which
no soil-depleting crop is harvested
will earn as much as like acreage of
soil-conserving turned under as a
soil-building practice.
