Vary­
ing weather conditions in the corn 
belt affected the daily market on 
feed grains, and mere new crop 
Texas corn was sold.

Early harvested lots of new crop 
rough rice sold around $10.50 to $ti 
per barrel last week, and milled 
rice around $12.50 per hundred 
pounds.

After hearing several conflicting 
stories about Uie location and the I 
correct name of the operator of the 
brick kiln in Kent County the fol- I 
lowing facts were assembled.

About 1900 Mr. Lon Pearce. .1 
brick layer by trade, came to Claire- 
mont frcim Scurry County; after 
living there a short while he finally 
located across the river where the 
old Jayton-Sweetwater road cros­
sed, now part of the SoRelle Ranch, 
set up his brick kiln there. Just how 
long he lived there and made brick 
is not known. .Sheriff Whatley tells j 
us that he worked for Mr. Pearce • 
several months in 1902 for $15. a , 
month and his board, helping to 
make brick, dig cisterns, build 
chimneys and flues, many of which 
are still in use today.

Tho the brick plant was not a 
large buisness it shows that the 
early settlers were an enterprlsin,f 
group of people, taking advantage 
of what resrurces and skills they 
had to make a living and to develop 
this part of the country.

We wish to thank those who help­
ed furni.sh these facts as we enjoy 
hearing the stories of the early days 
of this county.
