Judge Dennis P. Ratliff Is Awarded

JUDGE DENNIS P. RATLIFF

Judge Dennis P. Ratliff of
Haskell, & veleran lawyer in
this area, and former Legislas
tor and Judge of the 39th Ju.
dicial District, in recognition of
valuable and meritorious servs
ice rendered to his Community,
State and Nation, as a member
of the Bar for more than fifty
years, was awanrded a certifi-
cale by the State Bar of Texas,
At it recent meeting in San Ans
toma,

Judge Ratliff, the eldest of
eleven (11 children, elght (8)
bovs and three (3) girls, of the
late Judge L. D, and Mrs. Rat-
Iff, is @ native of Cooke County,
Texas. He graduated from high
school at Decatur, Texas, and
attended Decatur Baptist Col-
lege (now Dallas Baptist Col-
lege) and the M--tm;m“tun Bus-
iness College in Dallas. He was
awarded the Bachelor of Laws
Degree by Cumberland Univers
sity,  Lebanon, Tennessee, in
1920, and admitted to the Bar
that year, belore he was 71
years of age, having had his
disabilities as a minor removed
in order to be eligible 10 take
the bar examination. Judge J,
B. Dibrell, of Seguin, Texas,
furmer Justice of the Sum‘
Court of Texas, and a member
of the Board of Legal Examin-
ers, said his papers were by far
the best he had examined since
he had been on the Board, Al
ter the Law Department of
Cumberland University was
moved 1o Birmingham. Ala-
bama, in 1961, as a part of
now Samford University, he was
awarded the degrees of Bache-
lor of Laws and Doctor of Jur
isprudence.

In 1821, the family moved 1o
Haskell, and he and his {ather
formed a partnershin with Judge
H. ti. McConnell, an early day
lnwyer in Haskell, and alter the
death of  Judge McConnell, in
1922, they continued the practice
of law under the firm name of
Ratlify & Ratliff

Be sure to give your
name, address, social security
number and the approximate
date the return was filed.

A) The provision you ask a-
bout only aflects some [armers
when they sell farmland at a
prodit, In these cases, a farmer
who sells land owned five years
or less is required to treat gain
on the sales as ordinary income

o ten years, a decreasing per-
centage of these expenses must
be reported as ordinary income,
