iver Basin Gets

$75,000. Federal Grant

Congressman Omar
Burleson announces ap-
proval of a $75,000.00 En-
vironmental P rotection
Agency grant to the Bra-
zos River Authority for
Water Quality Manage-
ment Planning.

The purpose of the
study is to develop a ba-
sin-wide water quality ma-
nagement plan for the Bra-
zos Basin and adjoining
coastal areas, comprising
about one-sixth of the area
of Texas. Kent County
is one of 68 in the Basin,

The study is to befinanced
half by State and local funds
and half by this Federal
grant, under the Federal
Water Pollution Control
Act,

The desirability of hav-
ing an effective plan
throughout the basin is
fully realized by all con-
cerned. The urgency of
developing such a plan has
been emphasized by Fe-
deral regulations requir-
ing that sewage systems
built with Federal assis-
tance in the future most

be consistent with basin-
wide quality management
plans; if such basin-wide
plans are not in existence,
the proposed sew
treatment facilities
not be eligible for Federal
grants to assist in paying
construction costs,
Congressman Burleson
expressed gratification at
the approval of the grant
having made personal con~
tacts with the EPA Ad-
ministrator in behalf of
the Brazos River Authority
request.

New Texas Trailer Brake Law

The bill to revise the
trailer-brake law, co-
sponsored in the House
by State Rep. Renal B, Ros-
son, passed with only four
dissenting votes in the
House of Representatives
late Thursday. The Senate
had already approved the
bill earlier.

The bill retains safety
features whilz doing away
with unnecessary hard-
ships imposea by the or-
iginal bill, stated Rep.
Rosson. The original bill
was passed last session
as _a_part of the nationa
Rules of the Road, In an

effort to make highway
rules and signals uniform
throughout the United
States.

However, a strict inter-
retation of the massive
i1l called for brakes and
lights on small trailers
which in some cases
doubled the cost of the
trailers themselves. Ros-
son has been working to
change those passages of
the bill which caused the
unfair bhardships, and the
vote in the House Thurs-
day culminated those ef-
forts.

The amended bill ex-

——

empts farm trailers and
fertilizer trailers from
being required to have
lights if they are operated
on the highways only during
daytime and with visibility
at a distance of 1,000 feet
or more.

It also exempts boat
trailers under 4,500 pounds
from having fixed electric
lights if they are operated
under the same circum-
stances. Boat trailersun-
der 3,000 pounds are not
required to have brakes,
turn signals, or lights if
they are overated during

the uayume, with visio-
lity of 1,000 feet or more.

Yrullern, gsemi-trailers
and pole trailers under
4,500 pounds are not re-
uired to have brakes. If
3\0 gross weight of the
trailer, semi - trailer or

le trailer exceeds 4,500

t is under 15,000 pounds
and is not drawn at a speed
in excess of 30 miles per
hour, it is not required
to have brakes, Over those
speeds it must have brakes
on one axle.
