Church-State

The Supreme Court recently agreed to hear another case
in which a state has given church schools tax monies. The
case involves New York, where a 1970 law aimed at cir
cumventing the First Amendment to the Constitution bar-
ring government help for private and church schools has
resulted in the payment of $42 000,000 to private schools
in two years.

After years of avoiding the issue, the high court has
peen more disposed recently to face the controversial
question. In 1971 laws in Rhode Island and Pennsylvania
allocating tax monies to pay part of the salaries of church
school teachers were declared unconstitutional, as ex-
pected. A month ago an Ohio law, also designed to cir-
cumvent the First Amendment, was struck down by the
court; that law provided for the use of tax monies to reim-
burse parents for certain church-school expenses.

The major impetus behind the effort to circumvent the
First Amendment has always come from the Roman Catho-
lic Church, which runs more schools than any other church,
and pressure on state legislatures is traditionally heavy
in states where there are large numbers of Catholics. In
New York a federal distnict court recently held that the
state’s 1970 law providing for public aid to private schools
was unconst tutional. It is an appeal on this ruling, being
sppealed by Catholic groups with some Jewish support
tmost Protestants and Jews traditionally oppose the use
of tax monies to aid pnvate schools), which the high court

wi!l hear

The effort to change the historic interpretation of the
First Amendment has been a long one. One after another,
in state after state, private interests have come up with
new interpretations and legalisms they felt would circum-
vent the amendment as courts and elected officials (in-
cluding the late John Kennedy) have interpreted it over
the vears

The 1970 New York law, whatever its virtures, is clear
ly another effort to dig into the public treasury on behalf
of church schools. If this is permitted, through a loophole
or legalistic technicalities, for political or other reasons,
the effect will be the same as that created by a number of
state laws already struck down, and the flood gates will
be open in many other states for the diversion of public
monies to church schools, which is understandably what
the schools are afler. As much as one presently sympa-
thizes with the financial plight of church schools of all
denominations, one feels our tax-free churches (and thear
tax-fre@ businesses) alpgedy enjoy a heavy favontusm and.
that tax monies should not be tumed over to non-publior
schools

Heath’s Desperafion

Prime Minister Edward Heath, after failing o get Brit-
ain’s trade and union leaders o agree o voluntary eco”
nomic controls, has ordeted a freeze on prices, wages,
rents and dividends

Inflation in Britain has been eating up budgets, wage '
increases and savings at an annual rate of ten per cent-+
the highest in Europe. By contrast, inflation in the Unitei
States was reduced o 2.9 per cent by President Nixon's
economic stabilization program, which also utilizes wage
and price controls

Rampant British inflation senously weakened the pound
It was threatening o force another devaluation. Thus the
test for the Bntish people is the same as for Americans
last year-and the critical question is whether Britain's
labor organi zations will wreck the program.

Heath admittedly patterned much of his stabilization
program on the Nixon model. At the outset in the U.S.,
some feared organized labor would wreck Nixon' s program
with massive strikes and non-compliance. Though many
labor leaders denounced the Nixon program, and some
threatened defiance, the vast majority of American unions
and workers have cooperated

Heath has patiently led long negotiations to persuade
labor leaders o accept voluntary controls. Only after this,
and recent clear evidence that economic ruin threatened,
has he moved to check inflation with controls, which he
himself opposed as late as two years ago. In democracies
public opimon must support such emergency steps if they
are to succeed and Heath, like Nixon, appears to have
waited unti] the right time and played his cards effective-
ly. Nevertheless, the coming weeks and months will be

critical for Britain's future.

Equal opportunity and
treatment is, of course, to
be constantly sought in the
services.
