With the reduced dosage 
comes a change in vac-
cination age.

Recent major changes in 
the Texas brucellosis pro-
gram include a reduced 
dosage of Strain 19 vaccine 
and a change in vacci-
nation ages for heifer 
calves, explains Greg Gern-
gross, county agent with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas 
A&M University System. 

The reduced dosage is 
believed to be as effective 
as the larger dose formerly 
given, say officials of the 
Texas Animal Health Com-
mission. They point out 
that the larger dosage has 
been credited with causing 
some animals to be diag-
nosed as having brucel-
losis, when it may have 
been reaction to the vaccine 
itself. 

"The reduced dose will 
help eliminate the con-
fusion over levels of anti-
bodies in the blood of the 
vaccinated animal," notes 
Gerngross. ' 

Some animals have de-
veloped persisting residual 
blood titers after vac-
cination with the larger 
dose. 

Titers, the agent ex-
plains, are measurements 
of antibodies resulting from 
vaccination or brucellosis 
infection. Titers induced by 
the vaccination using the 
reduced dose are lower and 
recede rapidly, although 
the degree of immunity is 
not different from that 
produced by the higher 
dosage.

Additionally, the use of 
whole herd vaccination is 
available for producers 
raising cattle in areas 
where there is a high risk 
of brucellosis. More de-
tails on this program are 
avilable from practicing 
veterinarians or the Texas 
Animal Health Commmi.s-
sion.

The Baird First United Methodist 

Church will celebrate its centennial in 
a very special way November 8 and 9.

registration which will conclude at 
7 p.m. Afterwards, the group will move to 
the sanctuary for a song service and a 
great time of fellowship. 

Sunday school and the morning worship 
service will be conducted as usual. Guest 
speaker for the morning service will be 
Dr. John English, who served as pastor 
in Baird from 1946-1949. 

Dr. English was admitted into the con-
ference in 1938, became an elder in 1940, 
and retired in 1976 after 371/2  years 
faithful service. During his ministry, 
English served as a District Superin-
tendent. While pasturing the St. Marks 
Methodist Church in Midland in 1974,  

Dr. English was forced to leave the min-
istry due to ill health. 

Presently, he resides at Blackwell. 
Following Dr. English's message, the 

congregation will proceed to the fellow-
ship hall for a covered dish luncheon and 
the opportunity to visit with old and 
new friends. 

Methodism came to Baird in 1879, a 
circuit from Belle Plains. In 1884, the 
present church was organized under the 
pastorate of B. J. H. Thomas. The group 
met in a rock building in west Baird. 

In 1885, lots located where the present 
parsonage stands were deeded to the 
church by the Railroad Co. A long frame 
building was constructed there. In 1909, 
the Church was moved to the adjoining 
lot south where the present church 
now stands. 

A new white brick church was built 
in 1923, under the pastorate of R. J. Rea,  

and is still in use today. 
No histroy would be complete without 

a list of pastors who played an important 
part in developing and securing a firm 
foundation for local Methodists to follow.
