What is  fog^ It is  really 
a cloud on the surface of 
the earth^

Yes, fog la nothing more 
than a cloud. All clouds 
are formed when some kind 
of cooling process lowers 
the moisture capacity of 
the air to the point where 
moisture becomes visible  
particles—thus a cloud.

This process can occur 
in several different ways 
and under different circum­
stances. In the fall, Mien 
fog is seen most often in 
most parts of the country 
(the west coast experiences 
much fog In winter), fogs 
are usually caused when 
the earth (heated during 
summer) loses its heat Into 
the cooler night air.

As the warmer xir from 
the earth's surface rises 
and is cooled, fog fonns. 
(Told ground, in spring, for 
example, can make Its own 
fog when wami moiat air 
blows over It-hy cooling 
the air to the cloud stage.

Fog, then, la nothing 
more than a land-locked 
cloud.

The state unemployment rate dipped to 5.7 per cent 
in July, Texas Employment Commiaaion Chairman 
Harold K. Dudley has announced in Austin, «8i4itn 
that the rate is four-tenths of one per cent below the 
June figure.

“The decline follows a seasonal pattern,” Dudley 
said. "Each year, many people looking for summer 
jobs remove themselvM ^ m  the labor force if they 
have not found employment by midsummsr.”

“This year’s July rate compares favorably with last 
year’s July rate o f 6.0 per cent,” he noted.

Figures announced by Dudley showed a July labor 
force of 5,469,600 in Texas, writh 6,156,500 people being 
employed. Total employment in June was 5,149,0(X).

“During the month, employment increased by 7JMX) 
while unemployment decreased, resulting in the 
unemployment rate’s decline to 5.7 per cent,” Dudley 
commented. “The current figures indicate that Texas 
is in a steady economic situation as far aa the labor 
force is concerned. Weare hopeful that jobleaaness will 
continue to subside in the months ahead.”

“Texas continues to run below the national 
unadjusted jobless rate which was lA  per cent for 
July,” Dudley said.

Unemployment rates for the major labor areas in 
Texas include Abilene, 4.1 per cent; Amarillo, 3.5; 
Austin, 4.7; Bea^mont-Port Arthur-Orangs, 7.2; 
Brownsville-Harlingen-San Benito, 10.5; Corpus 
Christi, 6.1; Dallas-Fort Worth, 5.1; El Paao, 10.3; 
Galveston-Texas City, 7.3;

Also, Houston, 5.9; I.aredo, 12.1; Longview- 
Marahell, 6.7; Lubbock, 4.0; McAllen-Pharr-EUlinburg, 
llJi; Midland, 3.7; Odessa, 4.1; San Angelo, 4.4; San 
Antonio, 7.9; Sherman-Denison, 9.4; Texarkana, 8.4; 
Tyler, 4.9; Waco, 5.2; Wichita Falls, 4.2.

Moss & Medical Fraud
Senator Frank Moss (D-Utsh) has dedicated much 

time and investigation to a broadening scandal in 
Medicare and Medicaid. He is convinced about four 
per cent of .the nation’ s doctors are stealing t l.5  bil­
lion a year from the Aroericsn taxpayer.

The disappointing part of the stoiy is that despite 
Moss's persistent investigation and e x p o s u r e  not 
enough has been done ty the Justice Depattment and 
the American Medical Association to uncover the 
crooked doctors *so they cisi be prosecuted.

Moss says Medicare’s investigative branch haa 
over a period o f years discovered 20,(X)0 suspicious 
cases (possible fraud). Leas than 500 have been re- 
frrred to the Justice Department aid only 219 have 
gone to trial, with 150 convictions. 'The convictions 
brought light penalties: three two-year terras, two one- 
year terras and nine rfiurter terms. The remainder of 
the convicted doctors escaped with fines or probation.

Obviously, this is not good enough. It is not enough 
surveillance aid prosecution to sufficiently discour­
age the estimated four per cent of the nation’ s doc­
tors stealing from the government. Conipess, and the 
President elected in November, should act vigorously 
on Moss’s findings and end this scandalous SL5 billion 
annual theft of Medican' and Medicaid funds.

Ford-Dole Cliances
Current polls indicate the Republican presidential 

ticket may. after all. have a chance against the DeoK>- 
cratic ticket. Much may depend on televised debates 
between F*iesident Ford and (Jovemor Carter.

The new reasoning is based in part on the develop­
ing underdog theme of the Ford campaipi, the F*reat- 
dent’s new speaking ability (demonstrated in Give-’ero- 
Heil style at the convention), the s u s p e c t  speaking 
afailily of Jimmy CarU-r and an alleged Carter vague­
ness on the issues.

Certainly the last few weeks have proven awre posi­
tive thwi had been anticipated by some Republicans. 
'The party ia uniUxl. with Ronald Reagan and supportp 
ers iMK-king (he Ford-Doie ticket. The I^esident struck 
a sympathetic chord among voters by pitching his cam­
paign on peace, prosperity and his two<ye« record as 
earning him a four-year term of his own.

Though Carter had led Ford two to one after the Naw 
York oonv(>ntian, an incumbent 1‘reaident haa undeni­
able public ralationa advantages. And Premdent Ford 
haa surprised and impressed many with a new aggraa- 
sive apeech-making ability.

Cotton, which has been- counted down and out laveral 
timet, has and is making an amazing comeback this season. 
A  year ago at this tims, cotton prices to producers averaged 
37 cents a pound.

Now, a year later, the statewide average it 70 cents per 
pound. Ckitton it alto now naaring tha parity ratio, 
although it still hat about a dime a pound to go befort 
gatting thara.

Despita tha cotton prica, commodity pricat on the 
average increatad only two per cent this past month. And 
livestock pricat showed a three per cent decline.

Putting everything together pricewiic, agriculture 
continues to be way below parity. The ratio of parity it 
now at 67; that compares with 68 a month ago and 71 a 
year ago.

A  look at individual commodity and livestock prices 
tells the story even more clearly when compering them with 
parity.

Wheat averaging $3.51 a bushel in Texas it about $1.40 
per bushel below parity. Sorghum, which averaged $4.54, it 
more than a dollar under parity. Tha only crop above parity 
it oats at $1.66, and that it only a nickel above the ratio.

Take a look at livestock and you see even more 
discrepancies between prices and parity.

Tha only bright spot there it sheep at $17.20; that it 
70 cents above parity. Hog pricat averaging $44.30 are 
about $9 under parity. Calf pricat averaging 35 cents are 
almost 50 per cent below parity, and beef cattle averaging 
$32.40 are $25 under parity.

NEW  R E G U L A T IO N S  A R E  IN E F F E C T  in relation to 
the tojgwworgi eradication program. All livestock shipped 
out of ftlS stAe must now be certified by state authorities 
or accredited veterinarians to be free of screwworms.

And livSstock going into southeastern states must be 
sprayed or dipped for screwworm control even though they 
•re screwworm-free.

Screwworm infestations art now thraataning tevaral 
statas and are becoming more of a problam in Texas every 
day. The big increase in infestations will occur now through 
November.

MeenwhiH, screwworm officials at Mission urge 
livestock producers to check livestock regularly, treat 
wounds on livestock with approved screwworm control 
remedies, delay surgery on livestock as long as possible, and 
submit suspected samples of screwworms to the fly lab at 
Mission.

By cooperating along these lines, livestock producers 
will be doing thair part to hold dorvn the infestations at as 
low a level as is possible.

W ITH  SUM M ER M O V IN G  O N , so is crop harvesting. 
Cotton harvesting is picking up spaed in the southern 
portioTH of the state and is just beginning in the central 
areas.

Sorghum harvest is moving along rapidly and planting 
of fall sorghum is underway in the Lower Rio (xande 
Valley.

Cotton should be rotated with forage and 
crops If possible but a cover crop can still be pi; 
where cotton Is planted on the earn# land aach yew. 
or wheat makse an axoellant oovsr crop and cw 
planted In tha blank rows of your cotton. It can be i 
or eown by broadcasting In the blanks when the 
cultivation Is made In late aummer or aarly fall, it i 
not IntarfarSiWlth harvasting your cotton. Qr 
wheat or rye will get some moisture in the fall but i 
the cover gets to a good growth, usually by 
Dscember, then the crop can be klllsd by undercuttli 
with twaepa. The dead oovar should be left on top of | 
land until about April 1.

By following the above practice you can atlll get th 
benefits from a oovar crop and not Intarfem with 
cotton production.
