as Cotton Growers Corporation, who 
are expected to make a personal in­
spection tour to Abernathy in the near 
future. Several towns in the South 
Plains region have made application 
fnr n gin, and' it is thought that not 
all of these will be able to secure one 
and the location of the gins which 
can be erected at this time will He 
dependent upon the impression made 
upon the members of the locating 
committee.

Abernathy members are confident 
that the prospects of this section and 
the interest of the members of this 
district in the project will make a 
very favorable impression on the 
locating committee and that Aber­
nathy will be selected as one of the 
lo<ations for a co-operative gin.

Delicate Surgical Feat
The lironcliosrope, the invention 

of Dr. f'ht'VHlier .Taokson, who re­
ceived the !*iin.n()h Philadelphia 
award for lonspiruous service, re­
moves foreign bodies from the lungs 
of patients. The long instrument is 
inserted through the mouth into tlie 
lung, which i.s illuminated by a tiny 
electric light. ,\ forceps grasps the 
swallowed article, which is with­
drawn from the lung without in­
jury.

Extensive improvements are being 
made at the T. B. Stone gin, and 
which, when completed, will result 
in virtually a new gin being hl^. 
In addition to installing new machine 
ry, the size o f the gin is being in­
creased and its capacity raised, five 
new stands are being installed, also 
two new Hancock Hull Extractors 
and a new 26-cylinder cleaner.

The new stands to be installed are 
the new Murray air blast, latest im­
proved all steel stands. The all-steel 
feature of these stands reduces the 
fire hazard considerably, whilst the 
Murray has long been recognized as 
a leader in the ginning machinery 
field.

The new Hancock Hull extractors 
are being installed by Mr. Stone to 
meet the changed conditions of gin­
ning brought about by sledding and 
other methods of cotton gathering. 
These machines are virtually cotton 
pickers, being separate from the gin, 
and removing the burrs and the shale 
from the cotton before it is fed into 
the gin. The Hancock machines have 
no saws, but opei.—y with a system of 
picker fingers which pull the cotton 
from the burrs. Mr. Stone operated 
one of these extractors at his gin 
last year and states that the results 
from it were highly satisfactory to 
both himself and his patrons, the 
machine improving the sample of the 
snapped cotton two grades or more, 
and improving the picked cotton one 
grade.

The addition of this new machinery 
is causing numerous changes to be 
made in the arrangement o f the gin 
and chief among which is the lowering 
of the square bale press into a spec­
ially prepared pit. The top of the 
press is now level with the ground 
flor of the gin and will enable the 
placing of machinery on the floor 
level it formerly occupied. The lower- 
in gof the press into the brick lined 
pit has the further affect o^ reducing 
the fire hazard considerably, Mr. Stone 
asserts.

No changes have been made in the 
round bale press or in the power 
plant, the latter being fully capable 
of taking care of all the needs of the 
plant.

The new Murray gin stands are ex­
pected to arrive in Abernathy about 
June 15th, at which time all arrange­
ments will have been made for their 
erection and they will be installed and 
ready for operation within a few days 
after their arrival.

cow  W m i TUBBUCULOSIS 
WAS FOUND BY UADIO — 
Radio led recently to the detec­
tion of tuberculosis iu u cow and 
then found tlie farui on which 
the cow was kept. Fanciful as 
it may sound, here Is the oc­
currence, us reported to the 
United Ktates Department of 
Agriculture by Dr, W. T. Con­
way, a federal veterinary In­
spector In Pittsburgh.

A farmer near Wllkensbarg, 
Pa., bad been a regular listener- 
in on a series of talks broad­
cast from Pittsburgh on the ac­
tivities of tlie bureau of animal 
Industry. Due of the talks was 
on tuberculosis eradication. 
His interest thus aroused, 
turned to one of his own cows 
which had been noticeably un­
thrifty aud affected with a bad 
cough.

He went to the local office of 
the bureau of animal industry 
for advice. Tlie inspector iu 
charge informed the state rep­
resentative of the case. The 
state man made three futile at­
tempts to reach tlie farm by fol­
lowing the directions which the 
farmer left. Fulling to reach 
the inquirer in this maimer the 
farmer was “paged" by radio 
from station KDKA. It was 
announced that efforts had been 
made to reach him, and lie was 
asked. If be wus listening in, to 
get In toucli again with tbe 
office.

Two days later the farmer 
came to the office. Arrange­
ments were tlien made to con­
duct the state representative 
to the farm for an examination 
of the suspected animal.

How Nature Guards
One’s Nervous System

We hoar much about our nervous 
systems these days without under­
standing, except in a vague way, what 
It is all about. It has remained fur 
Dr. Wilfred Trotter of the University 
College of London to offer an easy-to- 
grasp explanation.

The nervous system, he says in Pop­
ular Science Monthly, is like tlie elec­
tric wiring in your house. All tbe 
nerves wbicb reucli out from tbe brain 
to the various parts of the body are 
insulated from otlier bodily tissues as 
carefully as bouse wiring Is Insulated 
by the electrician.

When this insulation breaks down 
we suffer pain, says Doctor Trotter, 
lust as a break in electrical insulation 
may start a fire. Thus when a nerve 
is cut so that its fibers touch other 
tissues, we feel tlie pang of tbe con­
tact.

How Coins Originated
The first shekel was nut a coin al­

though it later becunie a coin name.

Those Intelligent iieople, the Lydian 
Greeks, got tired of naving to weigh- 
and test their money each time It was 
transferred from one person to an­
other. Tills be<-anie a iiulidince and 
some ancient Inventive genius, thought 
It would be a good thing to have a 
stamp uiK>n metal to guarantee Its 
value.

How Devil’a Tower Formed
The geological survey sa.vs that the 

Devil's tower of northeastern Wyo­
ming is a Btnall part of a once exten­
sive domelike slieet of Igneous rock 
wlilch wos once molten and was 
formed below the surface. The rock 
when molten flowed upward through 
a neck that Is probably below the 
tower, and as It cooled off and hard­
ened It shrunk and cruckeii into six- 
sided vertical colutnns of rock. Dur­
ing tbe many millions of years since 
the cooling of the igneous rock 
streams and other processes of ero­
sion have lowered the surface of the 
land and have not only carried away 
most of the rock strata inclosing the 
domelike sheet, hut have also carried 
away most of the sheet Itself. The 
only part that is left is the bold, pre­
cipitous tower, the sides of which are 
strongly fluted by great stone columns.

How Salt la Obtained
There are really tliree waya in 

which salt iiMiy be secured; first, by 
mining; second, by evaporating sea 
water, and third, by digging wells un­
til a salt vein Is struck and then pour­
ing down water and pumping It up 
again as brine When the veins or 
leads of salt lie at a great depth be­
low the surface It Is usually much 
cheaper to resort to the brina-well 
method than to mine It out Ilka OMi. 
This brine Is put through a ylaat 
which heats, filters and evaporetee It. 
leaving only the dry salt When this 
product Is refined, sifted and giafied 
it is ready for sale and use.
