Cotton planted skip-row with bar­

ley got off to a flying start in 
comparison with cotton planted 
elsewhere at the High Plains Re­
search Foundation. 'The plants ex­
ceeded the others in vigor and 
height, due to the wind protection 
afforded by the barley.

When the barley was harvested, 
the stubble was disked. Soybeans 
wcie planted in some four-row 
plots and grain sorghum in others 
for further study of the skip-row 
system of farming. The barley 
is the Cordova variety and the 
four-iow strips of cotton are Pay- 
muste.- 8X90.

Visiting farmers have shown con­
siderable interest in the skip-row 
planting.

Oath Variety Test
The Cimarron variety of oats 

wax the earliest to mature and 
wax followed closely by New Nor- 
tex and Winter Excel in a test of 
eleven varieties of oats at the 
High Plains Research Foundation, 
Halfway, Texas. These three va­
rieties were harvested May 30 to 
June 2. 1961 The other seven were 
.barvested June 26. 1961. All va­
rieties were planted on October 
10, I960 They were irrigated and 
received fertilizer in the pre-plant 
In the amount of 300 pounds of 
10-30-10 in October with a top- 
dress of 40 pounds of nitrogen in 
March 1961

pany. This campaign, the “ Plan” 
'aid. was voluntary. If the cam- 
"laign is ever placed on an organ­
ized b.asis, ” F*lan” says. ” We 
could deliver an estimated 10.000 
o PO.OOO credit cards to the desk 
of Ml. . president of. _.

The “ Plan”  also outlines other 
economic pre.ssures that have 
'■educed activities of some firms 
in supporting either directly or 
indirectly the "Hate The South” 
campaign

I didn’t know the “ Plan” was in 
opmatlon until the mailing piece 
wn.s received here, but I had ob­
served some changes in the tv 
new.'i programs.

News i.s news. Newspapers and 
tv don’t makt it. but if is their 
luty to report it . . . fairly. Up 

until a f.'w months ago the only 
way you could learn the details 
of racial strife in the North was 
to read daily newspapers, Tele- 
ision news, that went all out with 

■ommentators and cameramen to 
cover conflicts in the South, would 
■’ ive only passing, fleeting men­
tion of similar action in the North. 
Lately, tv news has been giving 
more complete coverage to race 
oroblems in the North. Chicago is 
an example.

Although it is used from the In- 

ernational level down to individ­
uals, I have a certain amount of 
-listaste for the economic pressure 
method for anv purpose, business 
or personal. Recognizing that It 
is here to stay, I am going to 
Mieeest its use by the nation’s 
farmers.

Even worse than the “ Hate The 
South”  campaign is one being 
waged against farmers. Let’s call 
t a “ Destroy The Farmer”  cam- 
oaign, because that is what it 
-eems to be.

Television and national maga­
zines also are working hard on 
'his campaign. Broadcast a few 
.months ago over one of the major 
tv networks was a .so-called docu­
mentary show that placed the 
farmers in a bad light before the 
nationwide viewing audience. Some 
nationally-circulated magazines are 
attacking the farmer with even 
.more vigor than they are the 
South, screaming about .subsidies 
and surpluses. If we should get in­
to war, those farm surpluses 
which they deride would look 
irooii.

Magazines should be the last to

criticize any segment of our econo­
my for accepting subsidies. They 
use the U. S. postal system to cir­
culate their magazines to the
readers, paying only a fraction of 

to ‘the cost It takes for the depart 
ment to perform this service for 
them.

Making the “ Destroy The Farm­

er” campaign even more vicious 
than that against the South is the 
fact that some dally newspapers 
and weekly newspapers join tv 
and magazines in the campaign. 
Daily and weekly newspapers 
should avoid the subsidy angle for 
the same reason given on the 
magazines.

Television has been severly, and 
justly, criticized for “ rigging” in 
its industry. I suspect & certain a- 
mount of rigging in the story 
about the New York farmer and 
his automobile bought with money 
from layout land in the farm 
program. Everything reported may 
be facts . . . facts fabricated to 
suit the “ Destroy The Farmer” 
campaign. It served the cam­
paign’s purpose to further hold 
the farmer up to public criticism.

The daily press may not have 
had a hand in the actual rigging, 
but it did its part in spreading 
the adverse publicity. The press 
did, however, give equal coverage

to the five average farmers who 
drove from Illinois to Washington 
to offset the bad impression left 
by the NY farmer and his big 
ca.'.

Like the magazines and news­
papers, most of the ones behind 
the "Destroy The Farmer’ ’ cam­
paign themselves are receiving 
government subsidy in some form 
o: the othe.’ .

If the farmers of the United 
States would organize on the same 
sensible basis, and for the same 
purpose, as “ A Plan of Action, 
Monitor South” they could stamp 
out this “ Destroy The Farmer” 
campaign in less than six months.

The American Farm Bureau, 
Farmers Union, Grange and other 
national farm organizations, al­
though in sharp opposition to each 
other on some Issues, should co­
operate to combat the campaign 
against farmers. If they want 
some pointers, here is the ad­
dress; Monitor South, Box 5665, 
Bossier City, La.

Like “ Monitor South,”  farmers 
and farm organizations would not 
W’ant to block constructive crlfi- 
cism . . . just the kind that seeks 
to destroy the agricultural econo­
my of the country.

Check Your Grain 
Storage Before 
Harvest Time
College Station—Advanced plan­

ning in checking "on-farm” grain 
storage may save valuable time 
during harvest, says W. S. Allen 
extension agriculturist engineer 
Leaky, rundown, and unclean stor 
age building will increase haz 
ards from insect and rodent dam 
age, the two factors u.sually re 
sponsible for the loss of quality 
in farm storage.

A good storage unit should meet 
certain standards. 'The roof should 
be weather tight, tthe walls should 
be strung, sound, and rain proof. 
Any potential water leaks should 
be patched and caulked to prevent 
the entry of moisture from the 
out.«ide. Cover the openings in 
the walls and gable ends of the 
buildings with screen wire to keep 
out rats and birds, and use 1/4 
inch me.sh wire around the tops 
of wooden bins. Lining the lower 
part and door openings with strips 
of metal sheets will keep rats 
from gnawing holes at the comers. 
(Check the foundations of wooden 
buildings to be sure they are not 
decayed, and repair any founda­
tion deterioration. Allen says.

Be sure all trash, weeds, and 
grass are clear from around the 
bins to help reduce rat population 
and insect infestation. A poison­
ing program to control rats and 
a fumigation program to control 
infects can b*- rec'fimmended by 
your county agricultural agent.

Store dry grain or provide equip­
ment for drying the grain in stor­
age. The maximum moisture con­
tent for safe storage in Texas is 
12 percent in most areas. Estab­
lish a chei'king program and check 
the grain periodically to insure 
that it if dry, free of insects and 
that quality is being maintained 
A little advanced planning and 
prop«*r supervision will insure a 
quality stored product for later j 
sale or feeding, conclt.des Allen

! same as last year, according to
H. D. Dodgen, executive secretary 

I of the Game and Fish Commis- 
I sion. The dates were set at a 
. Commission meeting in Austin
July 7.

P. B. Uzzell, assistant director 
of wildlife restoration, returned 
from Washington this week where 
he attended a dove conference. It 
was agreed at this conference with 
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Ser­
vice that a 60-day season could be 
set in Texas. Opening date of the 
North Zone is expected to be Sept.
I. Opening of the South 2Sone sea­
son will be decided by the Com­
mission.

The bag limit probably will be 
15 per day or 30 in possession of 
mourning doves.

There is strong indication, ac­
cording to Dodgen, that the white­

winged season in the Valley will 
be set to open Sept. 8. Whether or 
not it will be a three or five day 
season is still open.

Last year, the limit on white- 
wings for the three-day season 
was 10 per day and 10 In posses­
sion. However, there was an ag­
gregate possession of 30 doves, 
with not more than 10 whitewings.
