Survey Is 
Scheduled For 
Hale Communities

Preliminary work on a fed­
erally sponsored community 
Improvement program In Hale 
County Is to begin In about 
two weeks. County judge C.L. 
Abemethy told commissioners 
at the court’s regular meeting.

The county has made appli­
cation for a $10,000 grant to 
finance a survey of communi­
ties outside Plalnview. B. L. 
Nelson and Associates, Dallas, 
have been awarded the con­
tract for the survey, contin­
gent upon approval of the grant, 
Abemethy said.

Ralph W. Douglas, Muleshoe, 
engineer, and associated with 
Nelson, Is to head the survey. 
Douglas said land use, high­
ways, population trends, wa­
ter and sewer facilities and 
other Items would be Included 
În the survey.

Outside Plalnview
The program will apply only 

to communities outside the city 
of Plalnview, federal require­
ments being that funds will be 
applied only In communities of 
5,500 population or less.

TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 8. 1968. 
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 24 proposing an 
amendment to Article VI of 
the Constitution of the State 
of Texas by adding a new 
Section thereto. Section 2a, to 
provide for voting on electors 
for President and Vice Presi­
dent, and on all state-wide of­
fices, questions or proposi­
tions by persons qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
meeting county or district 
residence requirements, and to 
provide for voting on electors 
for President and Vice Presi­
dent by otherwise qualified 
United States citizens who 
have moved into or out of the 
State preceding a presidential 
election.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. Article VI of the 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas is amended by adding 
a new Section thereto, Section 
2a, to read;

“Section 2a. (a) Notwith­
standing any other provision 
of this Constitution, the Leg­
islature may enact laws and 
provide a method of registra­
tion, including the time of 
such registration, permitting 
any person who is qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
the residence reauirements 
within a county or aistrict, as 
set forth in Section 2 of this 
Article, to vote for (1) elec­
tors for President and Vice 
President of the United States 
and (2) all offices, questions

or propositions to be voted on 
by all electors throughout 
this State.

“(b) Notwithstanding any 
other provision of this Con­
stitution, the Legislature may 
enact laws and provide for a 
method of registration, includ­
ing the time for such regis­
tration, permitting any person
(1) who is qualified to vote 
in this State except for the 
residence requirements of 
Section 2 of this Article, and
(2) who shall have resided 
anywhere within this State at 
least thirty (30) days next 
preceding a General Election 
in a presidential election year, 
and (3) who shall have been 
a qualified elector in another 
state immediately prior to 
his removal to this State or 
would have been eligible to 
vote in such other state had 
he remained there until such 
election, to vote for electors 
for President and Vice Presi­
dent of the United States in 
that election.

“ (c) Notwithstanding any 
other provision of this Con­
stitution, the Legislature may 
enact laws and provide for a 
method of registration, includ­
ing the time for such regis­
tration, permitting absentee 
voting for electors for Presi­
dent and Vice President of the 
United States in this State by 
former residents of this State 
(1) who have removed to an­
other state, and (2) who meet 
all qualifications, except resi­
dence requirements, for voting 
for electors for President and 
Vice President in this State 
at the time of the election, 
but the privileges of suffrage 
so granted shall be only for

such period of time as would 
permit a former resident of 
this State to meet the resi­
dence requirements for voting 
in his new state of residence, 
and in no case for more than 
twenty-four (24) months.” 

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1986, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment permitting per­
sons qualified to vote in this 
State except for the resi­
dence requirements in a 
county or district to vote 
for Presidental and Vice 
Presidential Electors and 
for all state-wide offices, 
questions or propositions, 
and permitting citizens of 
the tJnited States recently 
arrived or departed from 
the State to vote for Presi­
dential and Vice Presi­
dential Electors.”
"AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment permit­
ting persons qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
the residence reauirements 
in a county or district to 
vote for Presidential and 
Vice Presidential Electors 
and for all sUte-wide offi­
ces, questions or proposi­
tions, and permitting citi- 
xens of the United States 
recently arrived or departed 
from uie State to vote for 
Presidential and Vice Presi­
dential Electors.”
Sec. 8. The Governor of 

Texas shall issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment 
shall be published in the n ^ -  
ner and for the length of time 
as required by the Constitu­
tion and lawn of this State.

Shorter Stem Wheat Variety
This year*s wheat crop pro­

duced the heaviest straw per­
haps In the history of wheat 
production In Hale County, ac­
cording to Associate County 
Agent, Roy L. McClung, Jr.

Many farmers had a real 
problem In what to do with 
their wheat stubble. Standard 
varieties of wheat wlU pro­
duce 100 pounds of straw and 
roots for every bushel of wheat 
It produces. High fertlUty le­
vels under heavy irrigation of­
ten produce more than 100 
pounds of straw per bushel of 
wheat.

Farmers that have been con­
cerned with the problems of 
lodging of the taU wheats and 
extra amounts of straw pro­
duced should be happy to know 
that a new short strong straw 
wheat wlU be released this year 
by the Foundation Seed Section 
of Texas AIM University.

McClung says that the de­
mand for Sturdy Wheat will 
probably exceed the supply. Re­
quests made to AAM will give 
priority to producers of re­
gistered and certified seed.

Sturdy Is a new, short sta- 
tured, hard red winter wheat.
It was developed from a cross 
of the female parent a sister 
of Crockett and the male pa­
rent Is a short statured Ja­
panese wheat. Sturdy grows 6 
to 10 Inches shorter than pre­
sent commercial varieties, so 
Is recommended fOr Irrigation,

of flame In vegetable produc­
tion will also be explained by 
Dean Howard. Assistant Agron­
omist. Sugar Beet production 
research can also be viewed 
at this stop.

Soybean varieties, future re­
leases, production principles 
and state wide farm centered 
research on soybean varieties 
and experimental strains will 
be shown and explained at stop 
number four by L.T. Cooper, 
Assistant Agronomist.

The trucks will pause near 
the end of the farm riding 
tour for those who desire to 
take a short walk-through tour 
to have a closer view of the 
grain sorghum and cotton var­
iety comparison plots.

PROPOSED C O N S T I T U ­

T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 8, 1966. 
SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 26 proposing an 
Amendment to Sections 4 and 
5 of Article V of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas 
to provide for a Court of 
Criminal Appeals of five 
members; prescribing their 
qualifications; elections, ap­
pointments, tenure of office 
and compensation; and pre­
scribing the term cf court of 
said court.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 4 of 

Article V of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows:

“Section 4. The Court of 
Criminal Appeals shall con­
sist of five Judges, one of 
whom shall be Presiding 
Judge, a majority of whom 
shall constitute a quorum, and 
the concurrence of three 
Judges shall be necessary to a 
decision of said court. Said 
Judges shall have the same 
qualifications and receive the 
same salaries as the Associate 
Justices of the Supreme 
Court. They shall be elected 
by the qualified voters of the 
state at a general election and 
shall hold their offices for a 
term of six years. In case of 
a vacancy in the office of a 
Judge of the Court of Crimi­
nal Appeals, the Governor 
shall, with the advice and con­
sent of the Senate, fill said 
vacancy by appointment until 
the next succeeding general 
election.

"The Judges of the Court 
of Criminal Apj)eals who may 
he in office at the time when 
this Amendment takes effect 
shall become Judges of the 
Court of Criminal Ap(.>eals 
and continue in office until 
the expiration of the term of 
office for which each has

been elected or appointed un­
der the present Constitution 
and laws of this state, and un­
til his successor shall have 
been elected and qualified, 

i  “The two members of the 
! Commission of Appeals in aid I  of the Court of Criminal Ap- 
: peals who may be in office 
at the time when this Amend- 

, ment takes effect shall be- 
I come Judges of the Court of 
' Criminal Appeals and shall 
; hold their offices, one for a 
I tei-m of two years and the 
! other for a term of four 
years, beginning the first day 

I of January following the 
: adoption of this Amendment 
and until their successors are 

I elected and qualified. Said 
Judges shall by agreement or 

i otherwise designate the in- 
' cumbent for each of the 
j  terms mentioned.
I “The Governor shall desig- I nate one of the five Judges 
I as Presiding Judge and at the 
' expiration of his term and 
' each six years thereafter a 
, Presiding Judge shall be 
I elected.”
I Sec. 2. That Section 5 of 
j the Article V of the Constitu- 
I tion of the State of Texas be 
: amended so as to hereafter 
I read as follows;
I  “Section 5. The Court of 
I Criminal Appeals shall have 
, appellate jurisdiction roexten- 
! sive with the limits of the state 

in all criminal ca.ses of what­
ever grade, with such excep­
tions and under such regula­
tions as may l>e prescribed by 
law.

“The Court of Criminal Ap­
peals and the Judges thereof 

I  shall have the power to issue 
I the writ of habeas corpus, and 
I  under such regulations as may 
' be prescribed by law, issue 
such writs as may be neces­
sary to enforce its own juris­
diction. The Court of Cfrimi- 
nal Apm-als shall have power 
upon affidavit or otherwise to 
asc'Ttain such matters of fact 
as may be necessary to the 
exercise of its jurisdiction.

The Court of Criminal Ap­

peals may sit for the trans­
action of business at any time 

I from the first Monday in Oc- 
I tober to the last Saturday in 

September in each year, at 
the State Capitol. The Court 

I of Criminal Appeals shall ap­
point a clerk of the court who 

; shall give bond in such man- 
! ner as is now or may here- 
. after be required by law, and J  who shall hold his ofGce for 
i a term of four years unless 
j sooner removed by the court 
I for good cause entered of rec- 
j ord on the minutes of said 
court.

“The Clerk of the Court of 
! Criminal Appeals who may ^
I  in office at the time when this 

Amendment takes effect shall 
: continue in office for the 
; term of his appointment.”

Sec. 3. Said proposed Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held 

1 throughout the state on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, A.D. 
1966, at which ejection each 
voter opposing said proposed 
Amendment shall scratch off 
the ballot with a pen or pen­
cil the following words print­
ed on said ballot;

“FOR the Amendment to 
the State Constitution pro­
viding for a Court of Crimi­
nal Appeals of five mem­
bers, and prescribing the 
term of said court.”
Each voter favoring said 

proposed Amendment shall 
scratch off the ballot in the 
same manner the following 
words printed on said ballot: 

“AGAIN.ST the Amend­
ment to the State Constitu­
tion providing for a Court 
of Criminal Appeals of five 
members, and prescribing 
the term of said court.”
If it appears from the re­

turns of said election that a 
majority of the votes cast are 
in favor of said Amendment 
the same shall become a part 
of the Constitution of this 
state.

Sec. 4. The Governor shall 
issue the necessary proclama­
tion for said election and have 
same published and said elec­
tion shall be held as provided 
bv the Constitution and laws 
of this state.
