All eligible wool growers
were urged today to cast their
ballots in the referendum on
the wool and lamb market-de-
velopment program,. E, J. Pope,
Jr., Chairman, Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Hale County Committee, said
that he hopes for the most re-
presentative vote possible,

Growers eligible to vote are
all those who have owned sheep
or lambs 6 months of age or old-
er for at least 30 consecutive
days since last January 1,

The vote will be held at the
ASCS county office through Sep-
tember 23, Voting may be in
person or by mail as soon as
the ballots are received,

The vote will determine whe=
ther or not deductions will con=
tinue to be made from payments
to producers under the wool
program. These deductions fi=-
nance a program of advertis-
ing, promotion, and related ac=-
tivities to enlarge or improve
the market for wool and lamb,
The promotion program i{s car=
ried out under an agreement
made between the Secretary of
Agriculture and the American
Sheep Producers Council
(ASPC), a producer organiza=-
tion, as authorized by the Na-
tional Wool Act,

A similar agreement has
been in effect since the 1955
marketing year, following ap-
proval by growers voting in
referendums, For the agree-

By approving the proposed
new agreement, producers
would authorize deductions
from payments of up to 11/2
cents a nd on shorn wool

To Have New

Code System

The Lubbock, Brownfield,
and Lamsesa cotton classing
offices of the U, S, Da2partment
of Agriculture will use numer=
ical codes to designate grade
and staple this season,accord=
ing to W. K, Palmer, in charge
of the Lubbock Cotton Classing
Office of the U.S.D.A,

These numezrical codes will
replace the traditional grade
and staple designations and will
appear on all class cards or
““Green cards’’ returned to
South Plains farmers this sea-
son,

This numerical code system
reduces the grade and staple
designations to only four num-
bers and will be of substantial
advantage to growers, gins,
and to the cotton merchandising
industry.

Virtually all cotton merchan-
dising is now handled by com=-
puter systems usingthese num-
erical codes. This new system
will provide economies in cot=
ton merchandising by elimina-
ting the time formerly used in
converting the traditional grade
and staple designations to these

numerical codes.

The numerical description
for grade and staple is made

up as follows: The first digit |

represents grade, the second
digit, color, and the last two
digits, the staple length. For

example, with a classification

of 4130 on a class card the
““41”" would appear inthe grade
box on the class card and the
‘30’ would appear in the staple
box, The ‘‘4” indicates that the
grade is Strict Low Middling,
or “SLM”, the *““1” iIndicates
that the color is White, and the
““30” indicates that the staple
is 15/16 of an inch,

Code sheets and explanations
have been mailed to all South
Plains gins for distribution to
their customers. Allloancards

and price sheets at gins will |

include these numerical desig-
nations along with the tradition-
al grade and staple designa-
tions,

Mr. Palmer also indicated
that all micronaire readings
on class cards will be stamped
this season ratherthan written,
