ears ago they had ten House
members and only one senator
ami in 1973 will have 24 of the
150 House scats and control
of five of the 31 senators. In-

Abilene, San
Angelo, Midland and Odessa
part of the rural representa-
tion.

A typical example of the
rural city conflict In views
came late in the night (or
early Sunday morning), when
debate was being heard on the
appropriations for the A&M
University extension service
programs and a member pro-

posed an amendment to take
one-hal- f of the funds from the
predator animal control funds
and transfer it to the rodent
control funds in which cities
are the primary beneficiary.
The Appropriations chairman
was about to accept the amend-
ment on voice vote, not know
ing the full extent of our pred-
ator problem when I nlong with
Hep Maker of Fort Stockton
and others from the rurnl area
rose to oppose any move to di-

vert predator funds. We had
so little time that our effort
fell short by four votes; how-

ever, on Monday, July 3rd, af-

ter the situation had been ex-

plained to membersof the con-

ference committee, we were
able to get the funds restored
to the predator control pro-
gram. The urban people were
also able to secure some addi-
tional funds for fighting rats.

Of course there arc voting
exceptionsbut the urban areas
aru not as likely to vote togeth-
er consistently as rural mem-
bers Some rural members oc-

casionally vote with the city
boys us a matter of principle,
and vice versa. Sometimes the
rural viewpoint gets a boost
from the big city press, such
as a Dallas News editorial re-

cently pointing out the interest
big city folks have in the farm-to-mnrk- ct

road program.
With each redistricting of the

legislature we must recognize
the added responsibility facing
our rural membership.The re-
cently enacted rules allowing
limited seniority to members
could bo one of our better wea-
pons in view of the fact that
rural members seem to servo
for longer periods generally
than members from larger cit-

ies. There will be 20 new mem-
bers from Houston serving for
their first time in January,
1173 of the total membershipof
21 from there.

It appears that it would be
proper to say that for us it
looks like a hard fight with a
short stick, but wo can only
hope that our urban friends
will understand and be recep-
tive to our problems.
