White Grubs
Threat To

Grain Sorghum

White Grubs Becoming
Problem in Hale County

White grubs are becoming a
problem in some of the sandy
soil areasin Hale County, Ac-
cording to county Extension
Agent, Ollie Liner, most re-
ports have come from the Hale
Center and Cotton Center
areas,

Mr, Liner says that the white
grub is the largal stage of the
Maz or Jume beetle, White
grubs, sometimes called

grubworms', have a C-shaped
curved body with a brown
head. Three pairs of legs are
conspicuous on the front part
of the body. The body is wﬁne
in color and digested food or
soil can be seen through the
shinny and waasparent tip of
the abdomen,

Damage to Sorghum

Damage to grain sorghum
soon after planting results from
feeding by overwintered lar-
vae, The depth at which the
grubs may be foumd will vary
according te environmental
conditions. During cold days
of winter the grubs may reach
a depth of 18 inches, As tem-
peratures become warmer and
at about planting time, larvae
are generally 3-5 inches deep,
Depending on moisture, sandy
or sandy loam seil appearto be
preferred by grubs,

Grain sorghum damage oc-
curs inseveral ways, The most
obvious da e and perhaps
the most significant is death
of seedling plamts due to lar-
vae feeding on the roots, Seed
Eermlnltioﬂ is not hampered

y the grubs and a satisfactory
stand is ueually established,
but within a sZou period of
time plants from 4-6 inches
begin to die, Planus not killed
