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Plants May Be Used To Prevent

Wave DamageTo
How ninny times have you

seen wind-swep- t wnves splnsh
against the edge of your favor-
ite lake, steadily eroding the
shoreline?

Or watched the wave action
slowly gouge away the sod of
an earthen dam?

Probably too often, especially
if the dam or lake has a long
surfacearea facing the prevail-
ing wind.

One way to stop this damage
is with expensive riprap. Hut
Soil Sonservation Service plant
scientists are hoping they can
find plants that will do the
samejob under most conditions

and with far less cost.
Clyde W. Graham of Temple,

state conservationist for SCS,
says several water tolerant
grassesand shrubs appear to
have promise for helping reduce
wave action damage.SCS con-sant- ly

searches for superior
plants that will help solve a
wide variety of conservation
problems.

"For cutting shoreline ero-

sion, we are looking for plants
that will do a better job than
bermudaarass." Graham says.
"Common reedgrass,giantreed,
switchgrass, and indigobush
are some of the plants that
have shown up best so far."

Graham explained that
will usually protect

a shoreline or dam unless the
surface fetch is too long. The
problem is aggravated if a
long fetch faces north, north-
west, or south.

"After analyzing wave action
damage on upstream water-
shed lakes in Texas, we decid-
ed that you can expect damage
any time the fetch exceedsone-hal- f

mile to the north or north-
west. Longer fetches to the
south also cause trouble "

SCS, in cooperation with the
state's 190 local soil and water
conservation districts, is trying
to find combinations of water-lovin- g

plants with strong root
systems which can hold against
constant pounding from wind-
blown waves. Since availability
of trial planting stock is a prob-
lem, SCS workers first have
had to dig up most of the prom
ising plants, then transplant
them at the SCS plant materials
center at Knox City. Here, a- -

long with hundreds of other
plants, they are propagated
and grown for increase The
conter is the focal point of the
SCS search for superior con-

servation plants.
Plants with shoreline protec-

tion values may also help stab-
ilize eroding streambanks.Con-

servation leaders hope plants
which prove superior for those
purposes will eventually be
grown commercially by seed
producers for sale to the pub-
lic.

"Ftlght now, however, we
need to learn more about plants
which will prevent wave ero-

sion under a variety of condi-

tions," Graham stressed."Fur-
ther studies will have to be
made to determine the best
combinations of plants We are
also just beginning to learn
something alout proper plant-
ing patterns"

Graham said that the first
shoreline evaluation plantings
were made in 1JHVJ and so far
have been done largely by
hand. He hopes easier and
faster methods can be develop-
ed in the future.

Here are traits of some of the
plants which appearmost prom-
ising;

Common reedgrass. Spreads
rapidly from thick rhizomes
(underground shoots). Canes
grow 1012 feet tall in one year,
die back in the winter. Pro-

duces very few seedbut spreads
quickly when 8 to h rhl-yom-

are planted. Is relished
by cattle so it needs protection
from grazing.

Lake Shorelines
Giantreed Often called Geor-

gia cane A tall, coarse peren-
nial commonly planted for ero-

sion control. Short rhizomes at
the base form a woody mass
highly resistant to erosion. Ap-

pears most valuable as a back-

up plant for use with other
species on lakes or damswhere
the surface elevation fluctuates
widely.

Switchgrass. Spreads from
short rhizomes to form a dense
sod of tough fibrous roots form-

ing a hard mass at the soil sur-

face. It is readily established
from seed which gives it a dis-

tinct advantage over plants
which have to be transplanted.
Highly relished by livestock, it
needs protection from grazing.

Indigobush. An attractive na-

tive shrub which has both beau-tificatio- n

and erosion control
values. Good seed producer.
Often grows 12-1- 5 feet high.
Sprouts freely from the base to
form a thicket or shrub-lik- e

barrier. It is not rhizomatous,
so erosion protection is depen-
dent upon surface root develop-
ment. Competes well with
grasssod and apparently is not
eaten readily by livestock.

Graham said several other
plants arc also being evaluated
but little is known as yet about
their long term value. Some of
these include buttonbush, giant
cutgrass, wltchcane, maiden-cane- ,

and bar willow, and Afri-

can cockspur.
