Bob Arhelger, district 
coiuervationist for Soil 
Conservation Service at 
Lubbock,said the 11-minute 
presentation e x p l o r e s  the 
lots of the n a t i o n ' s  best 
farmland and the possible 
consequences of this loss.

About 3 million acres 
of rural land each year are 
shifted from agriculture to 
other uset-tuch at housing 
development, ponds and 
lakes, highways, shopping 
centers, and parking lots.

Many of these acres 
were among our most pro­
ductive in terms of food and 
fiber. But once they are 
sealed over by homes and 
asphalt, they are lost to 
agriculbu-e forever.

The "Prime Farmland" 
slide show reports on steps 
taken by several state and 
local governments to pro­
tech this valuable land. It 
also tells about Soil Con­
servation Service's prime 
farmland i n ve n t or y now 
u n d e r wa y  throughout the 
country.

In a d d i t i o n  to its 
importance to farmers and 
ranchers, the show will be 
of interest to civic and ser­
vice clubs, conservation and 
environmental groups, state 
and local governing bodies, 
and schools.
